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​Chapter 2: Understanding Story Structure
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Great stories feel effortless. But behind every gripping novel is a solid structure—one that gives shape to the chaos and purpose to the plot. ​What Is Story Structure?

​The Classic Three-Act Structure

This is one of the most widely used and easy-to-follow models:
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
