Chapter one serves as an introduction to Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (DEI) and Leadership, defining them as frameworks aimed at enhancing organizational processes and functions. This chapter delineates essential terms, theories, and methodologies essential for the integration of these concepts. Its objective is to enrich the reader’s comprehension of the definitions, developmental trajectory, divergent perspectives, fundamental functions, and obstacles linked to comprehending and executing crucial strategies related to DEI and leadership.


1.1 A Review of Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion

1.1.1 An evolving US population

The demographic makeup of the United States is rapidly changing. According to Figure 1.1, for the first time in 1990, the number of individuals identifying solely as White started to decrease. Those identifying exclusively as non-Hispanic, White without any other racial identification, decreased by more than 30% from 1990 to 2020.

According to data from the latest census, the U.S. demographics have shifted towards a more diverse profile.1 With an estimated population of around 331 million people, this trend is becoming more pronounced. We can see that:

• Approximately 76.3% identify as White

• About 13.4% identify as Black or African American

• Roughly 5.9% identify as Asian

• Around 1.3% identify as American Indian or Alaska Native

• Merely 0.2% identify as Native Hawaiian or other Pacific Islander

• Furthermore, roughly 18.5% of the population identify as Hispanic or Latino of any race.

A major shift currently taking place in the United States is that it is becoming a majority-minority society. This can be seen in the decrease of the White population, which has dropped below 60% for the first time in American History, decreasing from 63.7 percent in 2010 to 57.8 percent in 2020. Also, the present American population under 18 years old comprises a majority of people of color, making up 52.7 percent.

• The demographic change in the population indicates a progressing, diverse, and inclusive society.

• This transformation underscores the significance of embracing multiculturalism and understanding diverse perspectives.

• The declining percentage of White individuals emphasizes the ongoing need to advance equality and diversity across society.

• As the population diversifies, it is crucial for policies and institutions to adjust to effectively cater to the needs of a multicultural population.


• Embracing this diversity can foster a more lively and dynamic society where different voices and experiences are appreciated and honored.

The American population is aging. The current median age in the US is around 38 years old.2 This shift means that the generational makeup of the country is changing and largely consists of millennials and Gen Z who make up a significant portion of the overall population. Immigration also plays a significant factor in forming the current demographics.

As these demographic dynamics evolve, it’s important for lawmakers and organizational leaders to adapt to meet the diverse needs of the new face of the US population. This need places a particular emphasis on intentional strategies related to DEI in the places where people work and live.

1.1.2 Building a culture of DEI

Building a culture of DEI is the responsibility of everyone. Contributing to a fair and just environment where everyone feels welcome is the key ingredient to sustainable DEI practices. However, if you are a leader, that responsibility becomes even more important and mandatory. This is done by taking the proper steps to build a culture of Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (DEI). Below are some key points to consider when implementing DEI principles:

• Diversity includes all the differences that exist within a group of people. These differences can be seen or hidden, such as race, gender, age, sexual orientation, religion, and abilities. Diversity provides different perspectives and experiences that positively impact a community or organization.

• Equity refers to the processes and policies put in place to ensure all team members have access to resources and opportunities to thrive in the workplace.

• Inclusion is intentionally cultivating a work environment where team members are welcomed, empowered, and feel a sense of belonging.

DEI isn’t a new concept or phenomenon in the US, but rather a recurring issue that has taken on many shapes and forms for several decades. The origins of DEI are rooted in the Civil Rights Movement of the 1960s, where activists advocated for equal rights for African Americans. This movement led to the implementation of “affirmative action laws.” These laws sought to limit the impact of discrimination by increasing opportunities for marginalized groups, like women and people of color.
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
