But if you can fight your way through the bramble, the ones who feel justified chasing you aren’t likely to follow.

They might just throw a few rocks in your direction and leave it at that.

As far as they’re concerned, you’re just not worth that much aggravation.

Bramble thorns dig deep, which makes them difficult, as well as painful to remove.

Lots of digging around with fire heated needles in an attempt to prevent the wounds from festering.

But as far as Waylon, in his stolen leather coat was concerned, well worth the effort of wriggling down inside the border.

It’s really only when it rains that ditches become a problem, because ditches are basically a way to collect and redirect water.

And if you’re misfortunate enough to be in a ditch when it starts raining, well then, you’re soaked through before you’re even fully awake.

Most likely followed by death from pneumonia shortly thereafter.
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
