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Chapter [1]: Who Was The Pharaoh of the Biblical Joseph?
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Before we can better grasp and understand how and why all of the evidence points to Egyptian Pharaoh Ahmose I as the Pharaoh of the Israelite Exodus, we must first consider known and unknown facts presented and demonstrated in this book. We need to consider how the story of Joseph brings us directly to the front door of the Israelite Exodus out of Egypt. The main point is that the Old Testament of the Bible states that the Israelites were slaves for about 430 years.

However, it all began with the Biblical Joseph, and that is what we will now consider in this book. Whether you are a layman or a professional Egyptologist, historian, archaeologist, scientist, or researcher who wants to know more about the biblical account, including the story of the biblical Joseph and the Israelite Exodus, there are some basic essential facts that we first need to know.

Egyptian Pharaoh Amenemhat I was most likely part of a (Co-regency) ruler-ship between himself and his son Pharaoh Senusret I. 

Both Pharaohs are believed to have dealt with the Biblical Joseph, who was responsible for introducing the Israelites into Egypt, where they were later made slaves.

According to Encyclopedia Britannica, when the Bible book of Genesis speaks about the land where the Israelites settled, it refers to it as the land of Ramesses and/or Goshen or the land of Goshen. On upcoming pages of this book, we will also learn that this same location was later referred to as potentially Avaris. Whether the name used in the ancient past was Ramesses, Goshen, the land of Goshen, or Avaris, the main point is that all four of these names were still most likely the same place.

Recent archaeological research about the story of the Biblical Joseph and the Pharaoh of Moses has been presented in two films: Patterns of Evidence and Patterns of Evidence – The Moses Controversy. These films imply that one statue of Pharaoh Amenemhat I displays many stress marks and wrinkles in the face and forehead of his bust.

This is significant because other busts of ancient Egyptian pharaohs look more youthful and serene. Since Pharaoh Amenemhat I displays these prominent stress indicators, the filmmakers suggest that this Pharaoh may be the Pharaoh of the Biblical Joseph, as outlined in Genesis chapters 39 and 40. No doubt, right before the Biblical Joseph appeared on the scene, Pharaoh Amenemhat I worried a great deal about the severe famine Egypt was experiencing. Pharaoh Amenemhat I may have ruled Egypt as early as 1955 B.C.E. to 1925 B.C.E. Because of this, the facial stress is presented as a strong piece of archaeological evidence to support the fact that this Egyptian Pharaoh was likely the Pharaoh of the Biblical Joseph. The two previously mentioned filmmakers may be partially correct in stating that Amenemhat was possibly the Pharaoh of the Biblical Joseph.

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Chapter 2: Were Two Pharaohs, Over the Biblical Joseph?
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What the producers of these two films may not be aware of is that the time period of Amenemhat I was one of chaos and despair. Many problems faced Amenemhat I during his reign.

However, the producers of these two films do not state that Pharaoh Amenemhat I was also very likely a Co-Regency Pharaoh of Egypt with his son, Pharaoh Senusret I. Therefore, some of the distressed facial expressions shown on his bust could stem from these types of difficult situations and circumstances.

The very distressed appearance, countenance, and expression that Pharaoh Amenemhat I has upon his face is primarily because he was a Pharaoh who not only dealt with many internal problems in his kingdom, but also faced the extreme famine that fell upon the entire nation of Egypt and neighboring nations. But this expression was not only because of the severe famine described in the biblical story of Joseph; he had many other worries as well.

After his father’s death, Senusret I continued his aggressive expansionist policies against Nubia. He initiated two expeditions into this region in his 10th and 18th years and established Egypt's formal southern border near the second cataract, where he placed a garrison and a victory stele. He also organized an expedition to a Western Desert oasis. Senusret I established diplomatic relations with some rulers of towns in Syria and Canaan. He also tried to centralize the country's political structure by supporting monarchs who were loyal to him.
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Figure 3: is an “Artist conception from the Author’s memory” of some things observed in the ‘Hekanakhte.’Famine Papyrus.’ There is an unusual Egyptian inscription that briefly states (in so many words):“That when Senusret l and/or the (Father) of Amenemhat l unexpectedly died, that he rushed back to mourn his father’s death. And that he and his father were very close. Later, after his mourning, 

Senusret I took on his father’s throne and was a greater Pharaoh. Unquote.The a bove tablet, attributable to Pharaoh Senusret I at Elephantine, offers very strong, tangible, suggestive evidence that Senusret and Amenemhat I may have shared a co-regency Pharaoh-ship position with each other.

However, is it very likely that Amenemhat I was the Pharaoh of the biblical Joseph mentioned in the Bible book of Genesis?
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
