Affirmative action has been a topic, in the United States for more than fifty years as it aims to rectify past injustices and encourage diversity in society. Supporters believe it helps disadvantaged groups achieve opportunities while opponents argue that it contradicts principles of fairness and merit-based rewards. In this section we delve into the beginnings and effects of affirmative action policies. Ponder on its implications on the law and constitution while suggesting a shift, towards a system based on merit. 

The Beginnings of Affirmative Action

Background Information


	Affirmative action became prevalent during the 1960s with the intention of addressing discrimination and racial disparities, in education and the workforce.  President John F. Kennedy coined the term in his Executive Order 10925 (196S) mandating that federal contractors actively promote opportunities, in hiring practices. [1]

	President Lyndon B Johnsons Executive Order 11246, in 1965 broadened the policy requiring contractors to implement action initiatives to tackle racial disparities, in the workforce. [2] 

	The enactment of the Civil Rights Act, in 1964 and later judicial rulings solidified the practice of action as a means to tackle inequalities based on race and gender. 



"Transitioning Towards Diversity Objectives"

Over the years and through developments, in policy and practice action has shifted its focus from rectifying discrimination to fostering inclusivity and varied perspectives in institutions of higher learning. The legal precedent set by the 1978 Supreme Court ruling in Regents of the University of California v. .Bakke acknowledged the importance of considering race as a factor in college acceptance processes to enhance the experience, with viewpoints and backgrounds. The concept of Affirmative Action and the fundamental idea of Equality. 


	"Discrimination, in reverse"

	Some critics believe that affirmative action unfairly penalizes individuals, from minority groups by giving priority to race or gender rather than qualifications and may be seen as reverse discrimination as it violates their right to equal treatment, under the law. 

	For instance, individuals, with qualifications might not get. Employed, while less qualified candidates, from underrepresented groups could be chosen instead leading to feelings of resentment and a sense of injustice. 



Legal and Constitutional Considerations


	The 14th Amendments Equal Protection Clause ensures that every person, within a state’s jurisdiction receives fair treatment under the law. Policies favoring race or gender over merit may seem contradictory, to this principle.[4]

	Critics also point out that Title VI of the Civil Rights Act clashes, with affirmative action practices by banning discrimination based on race or national origin, in funded programs. 

	Both affirmative action and calls for reparations, for slavery aim to tackle injustices by placing responsibilities on individuals who were not involved in the wrongdoings of the past. Some critics contend that these approaches go against notions of fairness and personal accountability by penalizing individuals for factors, outside their influence.

Unforeseen Outcomes


	Beneficiaries of action could be subjected to discrimination. Perceived as less capable individuals which could diminish their accomplishments and self-esteem. 

	Mismatch Theory suggests that affirmative action could lead to students being placed in settings where they find it challenging to thrive. This can potentially contribute to increased dropout rates. Decreased academic performance.

	The decline of merit-based systems ensues when affirmative action places emphasis, on traits than on skills and qualifications that are essential for success, in a fair and just society that values competence and hard work over mere identity factors. 

	After five decades of action implementation critics contend that the policy has not succeeded in reaching its desired objectives. Racial and economic inequalities linger on prompting concerns, about the efficiency and equity of perpetuating these initiatives. [6]

	In the Fisher, v University of Texas case from 2013 and 2016 decisions were made by the Supreme Court supporting the consideration of race, in admissions long as these policies are specific and rigorously examined. [8]

	The ruling, in the 2023 case involving Students for Fair Admissions v Harvard invalidated the use of race-based admissions criteria at both Harvard and the University of North Carolina indicating a move, towards merit admission procedures. [9]

	Numerous states, like California, Michigan and Florida have prohibited affirmative action in schooling and jobs via ballot measures or laws. This prohibition illustrates that it is feasible to promote diversity using methods that do not involve race, as a factor. 



Potential Ways to Address the Issue

	Handguns such, as pistols and revolvers are commonly chosen for self-defense purposes because of their size and user-friendly operation. 

	Traditionally rifles are popular, for hunting and sports encompassing a range from hunting rifles to automatic military style options such, as the AR–15. 

	Shotguns are commonly utilized for hunting purposes as, for protecting one’s home and family from potential threats. 



Gun violence, in the United States; Data and Background

Gun violence, in the United States leads to thousands of deaths each year. Impacts both individuals and those involved in criminal activities as well, as firearm owners. 

The yearly number of fatalities.


  As, per the data from the CDC, in 2021;

•  The number of deaths caused by firearms is 48 830.

  In the category of homicides reported this year on the record stands at 20.958 cases. An alarming number making up 43% of the count. {4}

  Accidental deaths and cases where the cause is undetermined accounted for 1.544 cases or 2%.



Offenders


	Innocent individuals often fall victim to shootings and domestic violence cases. Get caught in the crossfire of stray bullets which contribute significantly to the number of homicide victims. 

	Gun deaths related to criminals frequently stem from gang disputes and drug related incidents along, with robberies. 

	The Centers, for Disease Control and Prevention suggests that firearms are utilized in self-defense situations anywhere, from 500.000 to 3 million times each year; however not all of these incidents lead to fatalities.[5]



Insights, from Developed Countries


	Places such, as Australia and Japan have put in place regulations on firearms, with results to show for it. 

	Australia’s National Firearms Agreement (also known as the NFA). [6]

	After the tragic events, at Port Arthur in 1996 prompted Australia to introduce the National Firearms Agreement (NFA) which involved implementing a gun buyback initiative and tightening regulations, on firearm licensing. 



Upsides; 


	There have been hardly any mass shootings since the NFA was put into effect. 

	Gun related killings and self-inflicted deaths saw a decline.









Negatives; 


	The underground firearms market is still operational but relatively minor, in comparison, to the United States. 

	Critics claim that the National Firearms Act unfairly impacts communities that depend on guns, for their livelihood and safety. 



In Japan licensing requirements are stringent.

In Japan the gun regulations are, among the toughest globally as they mandate background checks along with training and psychological assessments, for those wanting to own firearms. [7]

Pros; 

Japan has one of the lowest rates of gun related homicides, in the world. 

"Downsides;"


	The stringent licensing procedure limits firearm ownership to a segment of the population. Sparks worries regarding personal liberties.

	The prohibition of handguns, in the United Kingdom.

	Following the Dunblane school shooting, in 1996 annuary of 1996. the United Kingdom introduced a prohibition on handguns.[8]



• Pros; 

Firearm related fatalities continue to be, at a level. 

"Downsides;"


	The prohibition hasn't eradicated acts of violence as knife assaults and other violent incidents continue to occur. 

	Critics contend that the prohibition has rendered law abiding individuals vulnerable, to elements.

	There is cultural resistance, to implementing confiscation or buyback programs due, to the existence of around 400 million firearms already in circulation. 



Access, to firearms designed for use;

	Periodic renewals are necessary to make sure that compliance is being maintained consistently over time. 



Restrictions, on weapons designed for use;
