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​Chapter 3: The Basics of How Websites Work

​1. What Is a Website, Really?

A website is simply a collection of connected pages stored on a server (a powerful computer that’s always online). When someone types in your web address (also called a URL), their browser sends a request to that server, which then sends back the content to be displayed.

In short:

●  You build a website.

●  You host it on a server.

●  People visit it using a web browser.

​2. Key Parts of a Website

●  Domain Name: This is your website’s address (like www.mycoolsite.com). It’s what people type into their browser to find you.

​3. How Browsers Display Your Site

When someone visits your site, their browser (Chrome, Firefox, etc.) reads the code behind your pages (HTML, CSS, JavaScript) and turns it into what people see—text, images, buttons, videos. You don’t need to write this code yourself—your website builder does it for you.

​4. Static vs. Dynamic

●  Static sites are simple and don’t change often (think of a digital flyer).

●  Dynamic sites are more interactive and can update automatically (blogs, stores, etc.). Most modern platforms help you build dynamic sites even without technical skills.

​5. Mobile Responsiveness

Today, most people browse the web on phones. That means your site needs to look good on small screens too. The good news? Most builders automatically make your site “responsive,” so it adapts to any screen size.

This is called a Call to Action (CTA), and your site should be built around it.

Boil your website’s purpose down to one simple sentence. For example:

●  “I want a website where I can display and sell my handmade candles.”
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
