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This section deals with male dragon menstruation and estrous. These cycles are different than the actual terms. Among human scholars in dragon anatomy, it is called a “peperit tempus finis copulati” or Peperitus for short (lit. birthing phase, undefined copulation). Sex and birth are viewed differently in Draconizica; sex is a tool but it is also viewed as different meanings to dragons, hence “undefined.” In terms of mating for reproduction, “copulati” represents the binding of two or more dragons willing to mate for reproduction and for fun. The term was coined by some human studying dragons. Dragons call it a waking cycle, opening phase, egg-preparation, etc.

 

Despite some dragons already being sexual/ready to mate any day, they (and dragons who operate on a cycle) go through estrous/heat-like and menstruation-like cycles which makes these feelings and bodily changes more intense than normal.

 

 

How It Works

 

In male dragons, they have the menstruation cycle of a human female combined with the estrous of an earth animal. They exhibit decidualisation, a process that prepares the endometrium cells (they are within the uterus but for males it is located elsewhere) for pregnancy. It is not reabsorbed into the body, hence the bleeding. Some dragons are lucky enough to have their bodies absorb endometrium instead of shedding it, therefore avoiding the menstruation part of peperitus. Dragons do not have concealed ovulation at all. There will be at least some bodily/mood changes. That is the way of peperitus.

 

Symptoms

 

Lordosis: induced by the ventromedial nucleus (and sometimes the presence of dragons ready to mate), lordosis is when the hindquarters are raised and the hole opens itself wider for entry. This can occur in both human form and dragon form. Resisting this position could be easy or hard, depending on the dragon’s stats.
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
