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Throughout mankind’s existence, religion has played a key role in the development and maturity of the individual.

However, with the birth of the consumer society, the central role that religion once played has been greatly watered down to the extent that most modern day societies and their people seem lost an cast adrift in a world that is more complicated and at the same time soulless.

This book delves into the complications, the reasons for religions downgrade and dilution and see if this has been justified and required for man to evolve into his next evolutionary step.
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CHAPTER 1
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There are many names that I could give this book such as relegation, rediscovery or the decentralisation of religion but this book is to address the three major faiths or religions in the world which have the most followers, has the most influence on economics and global policies or has the most contentious history with gaps, question marks and faith based on tenuous beliefs or retelling of old stores in a different light to gain followers and inhibit influence in the world. 

There is no doubt that man has used the other religions, and they are in fact spin off from the three major religions of Christianity with focus on Catholicism, Islam, and Judaism. 

This book is not written to offend any followers of these religions but to give a perspective and honest assessment of their place in the twenty first century and whether their foundations and beliefs still whole up in the information age and whether we can still honestly believe that their teachings are still relevant to the vast majority of the world population. 

So why draft a book about a topic when so many aspects of the topic have been covered in detail already through scholars of these religions and other intellects have conducted painstaking research into the background of these religions. 

The simple answer is that the basis of all religions is to spread the beliefs and ideologies of these religions to gain followers and new believers. 

These beliefs lead to cultural difference and the creations of different countries and territories. But the fact is that all these religions share remarkably similar beliefs and ideologies yet when they sit side by side either territorially or in a room, this is the cause of great conflict often leading to armed conflict and war. 

So is it simply that religion real aim is to extend its power base at the expense of other religions and beliefs or is it simply that once we adopt a religion over another, we become blinkered to everything else round us and are unable to see the wood from the trees. 

We buy into the beliefs of a specific religions and are unwillingly to accept any other argument or belief of another religion or sect. 

This is the basis of the book. 

Why with so many people invested in one religion over another is their so much conflict in the world. Are we all just a bunch of hypocrites spouting of the learnings and teaching of one religion without fully understanding their merits or their place in the world.

I for one have grown up in a country where religious beliefs have had and continue to influence the political policies of the country’s political parties and the religious divide between the religions of Catholicism and Protestantism.

Both religions brought to this country by their followers who change the belief system from paganism to Christianity in a few hundred years.

So why would the people of a country choose one religion over another especially when the existing beliefs in pagan gods were handed down by their parents and grandparents. 

The desire of people in the twenty first century to convert to other religions at the risk of alienising themselves from their existing social structure is increasing. 

What are people getting from these conversions and why is their newly adopted religion giving them that their existing belief does not have or does not give them. 

Sometimes these coverts go down destructive paths such as terrorism, and this conversion is to support their political belief as opposed to their spiritual beliefs. 

Other religions such as Buddhism and Sikhism are more based on spiritual beliefs as opposed to the followings of a specific prophet or religious figure. 

Budda the central figure in Buddhism does leave us a set of beliefs but these beliefs are based on the elevation of a person spiritual awareness and understanding in the place in the universe as opposed to organised religions and mass praying and organised group events often in sync with calendar events.

This book will draw parallelism between the three major religions and critically assess their failings as well as their successes and see if their creation has had a positive effect on the intellectual teachings and maturity of the population at large.

Whether the world would have been better off if religion did not play any role in the development of an individual.

Instead, the only beliefs where the laws of science and how they uphold the universe as opposed to some man in the sky holding up everything and who’s life work is the education of person below him.

All major religions have this central super figure who is immortal and strives to make the lives of his followers better. 

I will look at this concept and whether it is still relevant and believable in this modern age or will newer religions based on the concept of a mother nature figure, an omni present force in everything that we do.

This contrasts with a figure who some will see present on the side lines cheering us on but giving little in the way of help or guidance but instead rules and beliefs thousands of years old.

Some of these beliefs have been used and abused by man for political, economic, and egocentric reasons since they were first written down. 

This book will also delve into how religion has shaped the map of the world and effected and in some cases slowed down human development at the expense of human lives, destruction, and war, many for vain reasons or for reasons only known by a select few. 

This book is written in the backdrop of the death of Pope Francis and the election of his successor by a secret ballot. 

The largest organised religion in the world with followers in the billion and wealth also in the billions with their own country to rule. 

How did one religion become so powerful over other competing and more time relevant religions and how has the catholic church been able to maintain a front and centre stage presence in the world against so many competing demands and political upheavals. 

The off shoot of Christianity, which being protestants and all the various forms of interpretation has caused segmentation and power battles in the broader Protestant churches, all fighting for dwindling numbers of followers. 

How has this evolved in the twenty first century and is the original argument for the creation of the Protestant church still relevant or will we witness the return of the Protestants church’s back to the main Christian church. 
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CHAPTER 2
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Is it time, for the benefit of belief and continuity of existence that these churches find common ground and a mechanism for the reunification of all branches of Christianity.

This would require all believers accepting their leader as Saint Peter as opposed to a political leader who may be of a different faith and belief or instead a leader voted into office by popularity as opposed to their spiritual faith and teachings and understanding or the teachings of their religion.

Judaism with its central roots now in Israel could be seen as the oldest of the three main religions and we will look at the question why Christianity is not Judaism is the most populous religion given that Jesus and his followers were Jewish. 

Why did Jesus followers believe the need existed for the creation of a new belief system and religion given that his mother, the spiritual head of the modern-day Catholic church was Jewish.

Was it merely the Roman empire capitalising on the success of Jesus followers over that of Judaism or was Jesus’ teachings so different than what existed and groundbreaking that it required the creation of a new religion.

Judaism has survived many assaults on its people and their beliefs, and their history is that of being a nomadic tribe looking for their spiritual home. 

However, the core of Judaism is that they are god’s chosen people and as such their spiritual home is internal as opposed to geographical based.

Weapons and walls are the tool of their enemy were as words and beliefs are the tools to be used by the Jewish people. 

This message has been lost in the ether through time and conflict. The bottom line is the reason Judaism has been under sustained attack, and it is that other races want what Judaism have or had. 

The is the main reasons for war. Not to enforce your beliefs over another race but instead to take the very essence and make up of that race, religion and set of beliefs.

So why cannot the religions of Judaism and Islam get along when both have their core base in the middle east. The reasons are not necessarily about religion but more politics and economics. 

Both religions represent hugely different races and ethnicities, and their fundamental belief system is different however they do share the requirement that each religion espouses the requirement to live peaceful with other ethnicities and to live a good life. 

We will explorer what commonalties exist between these religions and how common consensus can be reached that would hopefully lead to a more peaceful coexistence between both races.

We will look at whether religion is overvalued, oversold, over dependent upon external factors that it cannot be controlled and whether religion can be rebooted for the times that we live in. 

Does anything need to be done with it, scaled up, scaled down, reworked, tweaked, or just rewritten for the modern age to make sense of all the competing requirements of any of the major religions.

Just because something has been around for thousands of years does not mean that we accept it blindly without at least questioning and understanding the fundamental beliefs of a religion. 

This will raise some has tough questions about core beliefs of Islam, Christianity, and Judaism and if their decline could lead to the extinguishment of religion or instead the transfer of followers to other smaller religions or worse still to cults and cultish leaders.

If the decline or collapse of one of the world’s major religions occurred what would the outcome look like. 

Would there be political or economic instability in a country, region, or part of the world and what would the outcome be. 

Is this something to be encouraged or stopped at any cost. 

Could this be even imagined and has any plans been put in place by any world organisation for such an event. 

This book is a pro versus con for religion in the world today and asks the question whether, have we outgrown religion?

In previous times, centres of powers were confined to castles, forts and cities with governing Kings, Queens, and Noble men. 

However, religion has also created and influenced the running’s of most countries in the world and their centres of power be it Rome, Jerusalem, or Mecca commands serious power over large sways of the population on this planet. 

However, the power and influence go unchecked as many of the followers are seen as people of God and since God is the ultimate judge of man then only God can decide a person’s fate. 

And this thinking is still in existence today. This was very prevalent in the times when sexual abuse by priests and bishops of the catholic church was going on. 

The response of the authorities and police was that the matter was to be handled by the church and holy see.

Priest were being moved to another diocese often to commit the same indecent acts repeatedly without any justices for victims or punishment for those committing these acts. 

So is this not just abuse of power and control by those in power or was there something else going on. 

The church believes that the priests were the victims, and these children were outing themselves onto the priest with little option but to commit these acts even if consent was allowed in the eyes of the law this was an illegal act. 

So, it was the laws of the jurisdiction that eventually led to these priests and bishops being sent to trial and not cannon law or the law of the church.

As far as the church was concerned, the Virgin Mary was pregnant, albeit by immaculate conception at aged twelve and therefore for most of the female population, pregnancy can only be achieved through sexual intercourse with a male. 

The church never at any stage made it clear that the culture at the time in Palestine was that young girls did get married at a young age.

The age of twelve for a girl to be pregnant would have been acceptable but the fact that the pregnancy was outside wedlock would have been the main talking point of that day. 

Now fast forward two thousand years and the reverse is true were a pregnancy to occur outside of marriage is normal but a girl to be pregnant would not only be a talking point, but it would also lead to the interventions of authorities and the punishment of those involved in the act of sex without consent. 

So, a girl two thousand years ago could give consent for sex but today laws of most countries do not allow this to occur.

So does this argument supposed to explain sexual abuse by priests and bishops of children in the twentieth century. No, it is not but to show the shift in culture and explain the roots of Christianity and Catholicism today considering its development as a religion.

So why was a girl aged twelve picked to be the Virgin Mary. The reason was the age of a person who led a full life and died was a lot lower than today, some forty years lower or so. 

And in that time a girl and women would be expected to produce as many offspring as possible as many children did not make it past there early years due to famine, war, and diseases. 

So young girls upon commencement of menstrual cycle would have been expected to marry and produce children. This concept is the foundation of Christianity as Jesus born of a Virgin, son of God and prophet and went on to indirectly create a counter religion to Judaism.

As Jesus was rejected or simply not believed or accepted as the son of God, Judaism and Jews today rely on the teachings of the Old Testament while most Christians rely on the teachings of the New Testament.

So, if Jesus were accepted by Jews in his time, would Christianity have become the religion it is today. 

It is likely that the world would be now made up of more people of the Jewish faith than Christians.

Christianity would have developed but nothing like what it is today.
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So is it that Jewish people missed out and are the architect of their own downfall and persecution. 

The answers are most likely that Jesus did not fit into the teachings of Judaism and as Jewish people were seen as gods people and land promised to them by god, Jesus had a high bar to live up to and a difficult argument to win. 

Even through his followers, his teachings, his works and miracles were not enough to convince the mainstay of the Jewish population that he was the future direction of the Jewish faith and not any previous prophets or even the great Moses who led the Jewish people out of slavery in Egypt to the promise land in Palestine, now called Israel.  

As far as the Jewish people were concerned, Moses produced results were as Jesus talked a lot, made a lot of promises but if you are living in an arid dessert, you want more than hot air and fireworks. 

You want results, you want something that you can physically touch and say that this is mine. 

Jewish people are renowned for their wealth, work, and ownership with precious metals of gold and silver and precious stones of diamonds and Rubys. 

These are items that hold their wealth and only increase with value over time. 

These material goods is what Jesus was battling against and when he threw money changers out of the Temple this certainly did not help his standings in the Jewish community as he did not understand the concept that scales used in each transaction were an indirect reference to the weighing of a person’s soul to get into heaven.

A main tenet of most religions. 

God was the creator of these metals and stones, and their rarity increased their value and association with God.

So would there have been as much turmoil in the middle east if Judaism were the main religion in the world and not Christianity.

Let us have a look at the problem first. Jerusalem is the crossroad of the three main religion and most significantly the Temple Mount. 

The western wall, the first temple of Judaism, Mohammeds accession into Heaven, the Al Aqsa Mosque and the birthplace of Christianity. 

So why does one location, city and country have so much meaning for three of the major religions.

One of the reasons is that Jerusalem was a major trading post for many cultures two thousand years ago and the years that followed due to in part being part of the Roman empire. 

Another reason is that it is argued that humanity began in Africa and soon migrated across into the Arabian Peninsula using a land bridge and up into modern day Egypt and Israel. 

So, the occupations of these lands have been occurring for many thousands of years unlike other parts of the world which may have only been inhabited in more recent times. 

But if Rome was the centre of the world at the time of Jesus’s birth, why was he not born in Rome but instead in Palestine a lot more far removed from the seat of power and Caesar. 

That is the main reason, for Jesus to try and influence in a city in which Caesar was not seen as God but as far as every roman was concern was God would have been a lot more difficult. 

A birth in a Roman province would not be seen as a direct threat to the incumbent Caesar and would give Jesus more time to grow his power base.

Also, the Jewish people were being persecuted, and it may have been the intention that Jesus’ presence would in some way curry favour with the region’s governor and other tribal powers in the region.

However, this spectacular backfired and instead Jesus was swapped out for a convicted criminal, and crucifixion was the Jewish people appeasement to the region’s governor during the Jewish religious holidays of Passover. 

The Jewish people by that stage had enough of Jesus beliefs and teachings and realised that his presence was not only destabilising relationships with their Roman overlords and not helping them. 

If Jesus really wanted to help his own people, he would just keep quite that he was the son of God and other totes to powers and instead become a follower of moses who links to God were well founded and unquestioned. 

So, Jesus at the time, being a destabilising force, was his people Jewish, or of being birth through immaculate conception by a Virgin Mary of a different race of people completely different to the Jewish people. 

He may have looked, acted, sounded Jewish, but the possibility is that Jesus may have come from a different race entirely. 

Jesus is seen to be quite feminine in the way he conducted himself. He was no brute but quieter and gentler in approach and his teaching.

Though he did warn man eternal damnation in hell, he also toted heaven as the ultimate prize and place. 

So, if Jesus was not Jewish, where was he from. And so, if angels were sent from heaven to help and guide Mary, they were not from Judaism version of heaven but instead from somewhere different entirely. 

So was Jesus using the Jewish people to found his own religion and when he could not convince them, the only escape was self-sacrifice and execution.

This is an argument. It is no doubt that Jesus was put on earth to help the Jewish people, why else would he been there. 

He was not there to help expand the Roman empire or the Egyptian empire. 

His birthplace in a manger in a small village, miles from a large city of a humble birth was meant to draw in as many common people not of noble or religious birth into the teachings of Jesus. 

As Mary and joseph were returning to their home village for a census by the Roman empire yet Mary ended up giving birth to a manger, none of Jesus or Marys family or friends did not help them out but instead they stumbled upon a manger. 

Did Mary and Josephs family and friend forecast the troubles that this birth would bring and that was the reason they ended up in a manger.

No believable argument has been put forward to explain this reason other than that there was no room at the inn for them, that is they were not welcomed there. 

The out of wedlock marriage really was a talking point and just like the days when unmarried couples could not stay in the same room in a hotel, this could have extended to the beliefs two thousand years ago.
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So is religion a sort of belief system that just automatically fills in the blanks of questions about the universe that we are unable to answer or unwilling for face. 

There is no doubt that religious symbolism is based on the environment around us and the aspects of which we are unable to explain. 

For example, the sun is the main proponent in any religion as the sun gives us light and day and is required for growth of crops and its associated harvest. 

It is responsible for the season as its angle dictates the season and months and therefore gives us the ability to create time, clocks, calendar, and everything to do with horology. 

As a result, the sun becomes the sun of God such is the power of the sun in people’s lives. 

So, religion piggy backs of this powerful tool that Mother Nature has provided us with and used to create a religion. 

Remember Christianity is solely based on Jesus been accepted as the sun of God.

Once you accept Jesus as the sun of god which is required for Catholics in their first communion rite and again for their confirmation and reject any else that could be pertained to the have same or equal power, such as the devil, then you are on the side of good and the sun is good because it provides so many benefits to humans on Earth. 

So is religion just leveraging the resources of mother nature for its own benefit and if so, what happened to the concept of mother nature and why is she not taking about for all the glory of her creations. 
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Just like the concept of God, mother nature could be seen as an absentee landlord, which is he or she owns or has created all around us but other are exploring or exploiting these natural resources.

No argument exists between a direct relationship between mother nature and God that is one created and gave birth to the other. 

They exist in their entirety as separate entities that exist in the same space. that is, no separation of duties, roles, and responsibilities and both are seen to have done the same job and therefore must take equal credit. 

So why is the concept of God more front and centre than that of mother nature in which she seems only associated with weather and harvests and more a farming belief than a main stay belief.

The reason is that religion hides the fact that it is a business, a very profitable business that appeases the worries of the masses at their most crucial time in their lives, birth, death, marriage and transition from one point in their lives to another.

Mother nature, like most mothers is about stability and consistency such as the four seasons been delineated, the weather been normal for the time of the years and all things weather related. 

So global warming is the enemy of mother nature as it is counter to what mother nature is about. 

Not about change or new concepts and ideas but about predictability and the stability of the environment to support life and allow life as we know to grow and flourish. 

So why has this happened. Religion as a business supports many jobs in the construction of churches, cathedrals, basilicas, schools, convents, and other religious institutions. 

The contributions that believers and followers make goes directly back into these communities for their further expansion and thus acceptance into the societies that they became a part of. 

God, it seems was able to pull the strings directly through his followers and economic activity flourished because of this policy.

It is like mother nature providing the hardware on which God and his followers were able to build upon with the concept of God getting all the credit. 

But we must not forget who the real landlord is and how this relationship can be disturbed to the detriment of life on our planet, whether it is the shrinking of the polar ice caps, increase in desertification, overpopulated cities or the decrease of rural life.

Has the concept of God just gone too far and should we be aligning our belief system to that of mother nature than that of God.

Should we be more strongly associated with a mother figure than a father figure as this is where inequality exist in the world especially amongst the genders and the pay gap between males and their female counterparts.

If we followed a female figure would women be more likely to be in the driving seat, instead of man. 

Although most religions do pay homage to senior female figure, they are more in the support role than in the decision making and leadership roles. 

Is the unbalance in the world because of this unbalance in our belief system and that of the beliefs in the mortals that guide us from above.

So does a rebalancing of the universe need to occur for us to see a rebalancing in our societies. 

This is already happening as we become more aware of our environment and the harmful things that we are doing to upset mother nature and the creations that she has given to us. 

More people than ever before are trying to address this rebalancing of nature and their environment through the reduction of their carbon footprint and over reliance on fossil fuels and to the use of the free energy source of the sun.

The fact that solar power was overlooked for many years in favour of fossil fuels is a direct result of politics and big business ability to control a resource that is finite as opposed to the inability to control a resource that is abundant and free.

Only when the end of fossil fuels is near do we look around for an alternative that we know would have been able to do the job many years earlier for which the technology already existed for but for which was largely ignored as politics preferred to gain their energy for destabilised regions in the world such as the Middle East where most of the world’s oil can be found.

So, it is fair to say that politician and big business people are not the friends of mother nature and prefer to ignore her for their own benefit and exploit her for all they can get and line their pockets with moneys from the fruits of her labour. 

This is not a pleasant thing to say that a product of Mother nature would so much go against her wishes and desires but that is the fact of the situation. 

Greed is good and bad behaviours are accepted which can only lead us to the conclusion that people who act like this are just badly behaved or brought up children whose parent were unable to educate their children in the ways of the world, somethings that is not required by a religion or legal system but is simply called good parenting.

If these behemoths of business had better parents may be the world would be in a better place and not like the way we have it, wars, famine, ecological disasters, hatred, racism and other nasty human traits that have crept in and that continue to exist in the world today.

So is bad parent the only reason for the turmoil that exists in the world.
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It goes to the heart of the religion of Judaism where Moses was asked to write down the ten commandments in which his followers must obey to be closer to God. 

When Moses got down of the mountain, his followers were worshipping a golden cow. They had already made their decision, God was not for them, but this new belief, wealth and prosperity was for them. 

They did not want to be living in hovels and tent all their lives, they wanted progress, change, economic activity, and if anything, God was only going to give them more of the same and nothing new. They would be better behaved but only for Gods gain and not for anybody else’s.

This was God’s way of lighting his load and responsibilities by pushing back on people to live a more rewarding live by threating each other with more respect. 

This runs counter to business where to get ahead and stay ahead you need to be shrewd, smart, and not willing to take any prisoners. 

Gods’ belief that being nice to everybody was going to make the world a better place just did stack up to the Jewish people at the time.

So was God just uncoordinated for the people of the time.

It seems that something else creeped into the minds of the Jewish people of the time that change their minds from the time Moses went up mount Sinai to the time he came back with the written ten commandments.

Even today the value of the Ten Commandments in its original form would be beyond a value and price. 

So why did the Jews of the day turn their back on God in such a blatant and belligerent way.

How did greed suddenly become the centre of their belief system.

That is a question that scholars are still trying to answer today but I would say that the lack of leadership for that critical junction in their existence was enough to tip them into another belief system were everything suddenly had a price and a place, and everything could be reevaluated in the context.

That is without somebody directly looking over everything that they did the Jewish people at the time devolved and forgot all Gods teaching and chose a different path for the growth and development. 

The ways and laws of God was not going to bring them happiness but instead of the recentring of business in their lives would and as a result their society would be better off for it. 

Even today Jewish people are a mainstay of the business world and are influential in their decision if not in banking, technology, pharmaceuticals as well as precious metals and stones.

Their relationship with business has not diminished as time has gone only but only got stronger and their relationship with their God could been seen in equal light.

The Jewish people have become a persecuted race through the centuries and one can only hope that it was not a result of their falling out with their God but instead the sharing of land with other races that is causing this renewed distaste with the Jewish race.

In my own home country, Israel has closed their embassy as a direct result of government criticism of how Israel is treating Palestine and the Palestinian people. 

This is the diplomatic statement that a country can make to another country. 

It says we no longer respect your opinions as it runs counter to our own policies. 

To me it is sad to see a nation that is neutral and seen as a friendly nation to all around, for another nation to be cutting direct ties with that country. It cannot be a good thing.

So why does Israel choose to be so confrontational and so defensive about its political positions. 

Israel always mixes politics, religion and military might and it does not see one as the extension of the other but merely the same thing but in a different guise. 

Israel when offended will respond either politically, using the Jewish religion or propaganda and Israel being the home of the Jewish people or as we have seen increasingly in the last decade, the Jewish militarily position.

So, the closing of an embassy is the lowest position on the ladder that Israel can respond. 

The reason for this mix is that Israeli people identify themselves through their religion first and then by where they come from.

This stems from the fact the Jewish race was a nomadic race as people from part of the world with large dessert, moving around in search of water, trade and arable land was part of their life.

The Egyptians enslave the Jewish race to build their pyramid in homage to their gods and to achieve immortality. 

So, the Egyptian pharaohs used the fact the Jewish people where god’s chosen people and from there, used their own pagan gods in concert to create the concept of immortality for each Pharaoh.

So even thousands of years ago, Jewish people were being used to create other countries or dynasties empires. 

So why is this an occurring theme for the Jewish people. 

In their eyes and other races eye they are seen to possess something that other races do not have and it is from this that other races try to dominate the Jewish race. 

This is recognised by Israel and the Jewish diaspora, and it is from this that the Israeli government takes a no-nonsense approach to other cultures using bullying tactics, military might, or neighbouring countries gang up on Israel.

The fact that a land mass that is only seventy miles across can cause so much turmoil in the world leads me to believe that it is not about the territory but instead about the persons who inhabit or occupy the territory. 

So even with the sudden change and awareness that Israel has about the potential for war to start at any moment, other countries and actors choose to annoy and bully Israel. 

As far as most of the world sees it, Israel has historical attachment and ancient claims to the land and would have the oldest claims to the land amongst modern cultures and race that live or inhabit the land.

Therefore, the creation of Palestine, by the British was a political identity not a religious or cultural identity and it is from this that modern day cultures cling onto as ownership and entitlement to parts of the land that make up Israel.

So, the external actors who propagate war in this religion are external to the problem and located further afield than the middle east and more likely in Europe and the America’s. 

It is more likely that individuals and not necessarily any one government that is sponsoring terrorism in Israel.
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The recent October 7th incursions into Israel from the Gaza Strip has all the hallmarks of a private special force’s organisation such as Blackwater. 

This was not a band of Robin Hood like people deciding to upset their neighbours.

This operation was planned and financed from persons and organisation from further afield.

They choose a multiple pronged attack from a military strong point into its enemies’ territories and killed and kidnapped its citizens.

Their target was not an Israeli military installation but instead the target was Israeli citizens.

Any aged citizens from babies to old age pensioners were kidnapped and brought back behind enemy lines. 

They were used for publicity reasons and as ransom in exchange for Palestinian prisoners. 

This is no different to the Nazi's in World War Two who created Getto’s then concentration camps then the gas chambers. 

And no doubt this is what Hamas wanted these captive Israeli prisoners to think.

As a prisoner, it must have been a horrible ordeal but as all Israeli citizens must go through military service, no doubt they were prepared for any eventuality like this. 

So hence the strong defence that Israel puts on when any threat is made against its territory or its citizens. 
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When the Jewish people were enslaved in Egypt, they were put to work building the large pyramids that we see today in the valley of the Kings and Luxor. 

These landmarks that we know extremely well and not just tombs of dead Kings and Pharaohs but real proof that the Jewish people have been an enslaved race for thousands of years.

Post-World War Two, the Jewish people realised that their nomadic existence and lifestyle was no more and that they needed their own homeland.

Neven again to be reliant on the good nature of races that they should not trust in the first place, even if they represent the upper echelon and wealth class in the country from which they are living. 

This only creates jealousy and animosity amongst the race and culture that they are living in. 

The creation of a new country would result in a drop of class but for the Jewish race it is better to have a place they can call home than a country they call their house. 

Little did anyone realise that the creation and existence of Israel would be fraught with difficult, dangers, unrealised risks, and worst still hidden enemies, which is two faced followers and friends. 

People who were pretending to be friends of the Jewish race and Israel but were secretly plotting its downfall and destruction.

We only must look at the Munich Olympics in 1972 to see how this two-face culture became known. 

There can be little doubt the German officials and government were behind this as they were the ones who had the most to gain from manufactured terrorism from a group that nobody heard of gaining entry to a supposedly secure location and killing and holding to ransom Jewish people. 

The same story repeats itself whether its thousands of years ago or in the twenty century, Jewish people being killed or held to ransom to the benefit of another race or culture.

Germany used security guards, reminiscent of the concentration camps of World War two instead of police and military.

Germany's surrender terms in World War two did not bar them from protecting their own people or visiting people so on an extremely basic level Germany look incompetent if not complicit.

It is unlikely that Germany would be allowed to hold another Olympics and questions remain as to how they were awarded the 1972 Olympics in the first place.

Other actors would need to be at play for this to occur and the holding captive of Israeli athlete was the end game for this awarding to Germany of the Olympics in the first place. 

This may be a cynical view but not held without some deep sceptics and cynicism of the Germany race and their intentions. 

Even today, Germany has nothing to be arrogant about and should remember their history and understand their personal traits instead of playing back-room politics with other countries territories and citizens. 

At the end of the day, countries who could be bothered, it would not take much to invade and occupy Germany and to put them under a cloud from which they could not continue their invasion into other nations lives. 

This type of politics, hand in hand with religion, remember Germany is the home of Protestants and we see how its effects cause century old wars in the north and south of Ireland. 

The fact that a German citizen took on the Christian church, the Catholic church today and created a breakaway religion that went on to massacre seven million Jews, we must raise the fact that the German race has and had intentions to take over the world through the means of ethnic cleansing. 
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The excuse provided by rebellious Germans was that the church at home was corrupt and that merely replacing one Pope with another was not going to solve the problems as the church's problems were too deep routed that only the creation of a breakaway religion based on the teachings of Christ and no one else’s interpretation was going to solve the problem.

And that is what occurred but instead of getting one religion you got many distinct types and interpretations of beliefs being born into existence. 

Each with subtle differences but all the same different forms of Protestant with various places of worship often backed by a rich benefactor. 

Today if the same thing were to occur, we would call these breakaway religions as cults with cult followers and would display all the hallmarks of a cult.

That is  were people would live and work in the same community and world for companies and socialise in places that were directly owned by the church or by followers of the church who were chosen by the church hierarchy to be front and centre and as a role model for the church. 

This can be seen by the religion of Mormon in Salt Lake City Utah, U.S. and by scientology based in California. 

These religions were set up by persons who did not believe or did not want to believe the followings of the Christian church and instead set up their own religion and gathered their own followers.

It is almost like an a la carte approach or cheery picking approach to a religious belief, in that we will take the best bits like miracles, after life, being born again and forgiveness and forget about the other bits which aren't a seller. 

It is giving the people what they want as opposed to what they need.

Eternal damnation is a tool used to scare followers as opposed to warn followers against the dangers of ignoring god’s law.

And so, religion becomes a business and not a form of redemption as Jesus taught is follower as. 

Forgive and love god and all is good instead of forgiving and love the other followers and all will be good.
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So why is there such a close association with religion and the worship of a god, violence, and war, such in theory should be opposites.
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
