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Foreword


I began my show business career in the 1940s as an usher at the Paramount Theatre in New York at 14, a page at NBC at 15, and then as a singer with the Bob Chester band. I had no idea that the most well-known and beloved aspect of my creative journey over the following seven decades would revolve around a celebrity-themed television game show. (Of course, there was no TV when I got started.)


In fact, my days as a singer-comic-actor-host started just as the new medium of television was dawning. I was a regular with my comedy partner Tommy Noonan on the first national variety show from Hollywood, ABC-TV’s Let There Be Stars, in 1949 and co-hosted a New York daily series with Tommy Farrell called Two of the Most in the mid-1950s, and I later appeared on major variety series of the era, including The Ed Sullivan Show and The Garry Moore Show. During this time, game shows also emerged as a popular format, with What’s My Line?, I’ve Got a Secret, and To Tell the Truth among the favorites.


After performing in several films, I began to focus more on my singing talents, with various recordings and stage musicals like Bye Bye Birdie in London and Skyscraper on Broadway. That’s really my first love. Then, out of the blue, after serving as the spokesman in a series of television commercials for Kellogg’s cereals, I was enlisted to emcee a new daytime game show for NBC-TV called The Hollywood Squares.


It was a whole new experience for me but one that I adapted to and embraced fairly quickly. We had a core group of regulars, beginning with my old school pal Wally Cox, Rose Marie, George Gobel, Abby Dalton, Nanette Fabray, and Charley Weaver, AKA Cliff Arquette. The road was a little bumpy that first year, but we built up our audience and became a 15-year-long hit, running both during the day and at night, on the network and in first-run syndication. Paul Lynde joined us in the center square, and The Hollywood Squares became a revolving door for the largest and greatest number of celebrities – from the worlds of film, television, stage, and recordings – to ever make guest spots on a game show.


The practice of using famous folk on game shows, usually in tandem with civilian contestants, dates back to the earliest days of television but really exploded during the 1960s-1980s heyday, when dozens of productions on the network, syndication on local stations, and the new cable channels stuffed their schedules while tapping into the vast pool of entertainers from all areas of show business. It was a special time and place that can never be recaptured, but thanks to the Internet, home video, and a few select broadcast reruns, the joyful legacy of The Hollywood Squares, Password, Match Game, What’s My Line?, and other celebrity-driven game shows lives on.


I hope you enjoy revisiting that wonderful time in this exhaustive directory, which gives details on all the classics, as well as quite a few forgotten curiosities.

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Introduction


Celebrities on TV Game Shows is the most detailed and complete guide to the celebrities that appeared on network, syndicated and basic cable television game shows from 1950 through 1999. It covers over 250 programs, from What’s My Line? and Password to Your First Impression and The $25,000 Pyramid and reveals for the first time the well-known celebrity guests, like William Shatner, Betty White, Charley Weaver, and Charles Nelson Reilly, and the more obscure game players, such as Paul Newman, Meg Ryan, Carol Burnett, and Bob Hope.


Each alphabetically listed series includes network information, opening and closing air dates, hosts, announcers, broadcast information, such as studios, and an extensive episode breakdown on each series’ celebrity guests. Also included, in addition to a page index, is a special section that lists personalities and the shows they appeared on.


Game shows have been on commercial television since the beginning of the medium, in 1941. By 1950, most of the nation had access to network television. The first successful celebrity panel show, What’s My Line?, premiered in February 1950, and the era of celebrities on game shows became popular.


Several shows featuring celebrities, such as Who Said That? and Celebrity Time, premiered prior to 1950. Network coverage prior to 1950 was limited mostly to the East Coast. Coast-to-coast television didn’t begin until the fall of 1951. Some shows were seen on a kinescope film, if they were broadcast at all.


In the 1950s, celebrity game shows were mainly seen in prime time. In 1961, Password changed all that and brought celebrities to daytime on a regular basis. First-run syndication followed suit several years later, with Stump the Stars and PDQ among the first to do so.


As prime-time game shows vanished during the 1960s, they continued on daytime and in syndication. By the end of the 1990s, daytime game shows had disappeared from the NBC and ABC schedules. Few new game shows were produced for syndication.


As the 20th century came to a close, there was a paucity of celebrity-based game shows on the air. As a result, we chose to have the book’s coverage end right before the year 2000, as we considered that period to be the significant era of celebrity game shows, when they were seen in prime time, daytime, and syndication.


As the 21st century began, however, game shows returned to prime time and experienced somewhat of a resurgence. Who Wants to be a Millionaire, which premiered in August 1999, brought celebrities on special episodes. Ever since, revivals of The $100,000 Pyramid, Match Game, and To Tell the Truth have made a splash in prime time, and new shows, such as Celebrity Name Game, have thrived in syndication. Plus, cable has also jumped on the celebrity bandwagon, offering shows like Celebrity Poker Showdown and 2 Minute Drill, among others. Because of all this, don’t be surprised if you see a follow-up book sometime in the future that covers the years 2000 to 2025.


We opted not to include brief cameos from celebrities where they didn’t actually play the game. We also omitted titles that are widely thought to be game shows but really aren’t. For example, The Gong Show is a talent competition, and Whose Line Is It Anyway? is a comedy show. Basically, if an actual game wasn’t being played and/or prizes weren’t awarded to contestants, studio audience members, or home viewers, those series are not included in this book. Also left out are game shows that only aired in one local market, not nationally.


We used original broadcast dates for network shows, except in cases where the episodes sometimes aired in random or unverifiable order. Before the 1980s, we used episode numbers for syndicated shows when available. Because of a process called “bicycling,” where the tapes for that week’s episodes were sent from market to market, many syndicated shows in the 1960s and ‘70s aired on different dates in different cities. When episode numbers were not available, we used air dates for their broadcasts in Los Angeles, as almost every syndicated show was seen in that market. Starting in the 1980s, as satellite technology replaced the bicycling method, the same syndicated episodes were usually seen across the country during the same week, which is why most of the syndicated games from the ‘80s and ‘90s list air dates rather than episode numbers. For some titles, the information on air dates and episode numbers is so scarce, we’ve chosen to present those shows’ celebrities in paragraph form.


Most syndicated game shows ran repeats during the summer season or the holidays, so that explains occasional multi-week gaps between entries. Network game shows, however, were usually expected to run original episodes year-round, so when episodes were pre-empted or postponed, those omissions are noted. If a show had celebrities as players for occasional episodes and not as a regular feature, only those episodes or weeks will be listed.


You may notice that some celebrity information found in the ticket pictures differs from that in the book. Often, the tickets were printed too far in advance to make any changes if one or more of the show’s stars had to be replaced in that day’s taping session. Misspellings of celebrities’ names – or even the name of the game itself – were also not uncommon.


Many game shows have returned to the air with different versions over the years, such as Password, Match Game, and Hollywood Squares. Not all of them regularly featured celebrity guests. For example, only one version of Let’s Make a Deal had celebrities, and that was a temporary feature. If a game show had multiple broadcast runs, only the version(s) that had celebrity guests will be listed in this book. Multiple versions are listed in chronological order rather than alphabetically, so 1981’s The $50,000 Pyramid comes after 1973’s $10,000 Pyramid.


Unfortunately, a lot of information has been lost over time. Many syndicators have gone out of business, and nobody knows where their files are. Plus, many game shows tapes before the ‘80s were either discarded or recorded over. We used a wide variety of sources to compile the listings in the book, including tapes of the shows, the NBC program cards from the Library of Congress, various press releases from the networks, TV Guide editions for Los Angeles, New York, and Chicago, as well as many newspapers. We also consulted Archive.org, CBS Press Information, Game Show Network, the Library of Congress, the Paley Center, and the UCLA Film &amp; TV Archive.
