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Chapter 2

New Transformers Toy Sales are Growing
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Yes, sales of new Transformers toys are generally growing.

Hasbro, the parent company, reported a 25% full-year growth in sales for the Transformers brand as of February 2024. This growth was particularly driven by the release of the "Transformers: Rise of the Beasts" movie, with sales increasing by 85% since the film's debut in June 2023.

The global Transformer toy market is projected to continue its robust growth, estimated at $2 billion in 2025 and projected to reach approximately $3.5 billion by 2033, with a Compound Annual Growth Rate (CAGR) of 7% from 2025 to 2033.

Several trends are contributing to this growth:

Nostalgia and "Kidult" Demand: A significant driver is the increasing demand from adult collectors ("kidults") who grew up with Transformers and are now seeking high-end, detailed figures. This segment is driven by nostalgia, stress relief, and collectible culture.

Online Communities and Marketing: The rise of social media and online communities fuels discussion, reviews, and market information, further engaging fans.

Integration of Technology: Emerging trends include the integration of digital technologies like augmented reality (AR) and interactive features into physical toys.

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Chapter 3

Pre-Owned Transformers Toy Sales are Growing
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Yes, the market for pre-owned and used Transformers toys is also growing, and in some segments, it's a very robust and lucrative market. This growth is driven by several key factors:

Factors Driving the Pre-Owned Transformers Market
