This exchange underscores the core responsibility of pastors: to nurture and care for the spiritual lives of believers, helping them grow in their faith and shielding them from harm.

Pastoral ministry goes beyond just preaching; it’s about being there for the flock. Pastors are tasked with the well-being of their spiritual community, providing not only teaching and preaching but also offering care and counsel to those who need it. They are called to be compassionate leaders, guiding their congregations through life's challenges, offering hope, encouragement, and practical advice rooted in the Word of God.
