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Chapter 1 — Why Ambedkar Wrote It

Introduction

Annihilation of Caste remains one of the most uncompromising and intellectually rigorous critiques of social hierarchy and scriptural authority in modern India. Composed in 1936 by Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar, the text originated as a presidential address intended for the annual conference of the Jat-Pat Todak Mandal in Lahore, an organization committed, at least nominally, to the reform of caste practices within Hindu society. The Mandal had invited Ambedkar in recognition of his stature as a leading critic of caste oppression and a prominent spokesperson for the rights of the so-called “Depressed Classes.” However, as correspondence between Ambedkar and the Mandal later revealed, the organizers grew apprehensive after reviewing the manuscript of his speech. The radical nature of Ambedkar’s critique—particularly his direct challenge to the religious foundations of caste and his insistence that Hindu scriptures themselves authorized inequality—provoked anxiety among moderate reformers who feared social backlash and alienation from orthodox supporters. Under mounting pressure from conservative Hindu circles, the invitation was withdrawn unless Ambedkar agreed to substantially revise his address. He refused.

Rather than dilute his argument, Ambedkar chose to publish the speech independently in the same year. This decision transformed what might have been a one-time address into a widely circulated manifesto. In doing so, Ambedkar ensured that his critique reached a broader public beyond the confines of a reformist conference. The publication marked a decisive moment in the intellectual history of anti-caste movements, signaling a departure from gradualist reform toward a call for structural and ideological rupture. As biographers such as Dhananjay Keer (1959) and historians like Eleanor Zelliot (2004) observe, this episode underscored Ambedkar’s unwillingness to compromise on matters of principle, especially when the dignity and autonomy of marginalized communities were at stake.

The importance of Annihilation of Caste lies not merely in its historical circumstances but in the scope and method of its argumentation. Ambedkar approached caste not as a superficial social custom that could be reformed through appeals to moral sentiment, but as a deeply entrenched system of graded inequality sustained by religious authority, social norms, and economic arrangements. He argued that caste was fundamentally incompatible with democracy because it denied the moral basis of equality upon which democratic life depends. In this respect, the text anticipated later sociological discussions about the relationship between hierarchy and citizenship. Ambedkar’s critique moved beyond denunciation; it offered a systematic analysis of how caste operated through endogamy, ritual exclusion, and social segmentation, thereby perpetuating what he termed “graded inequality.”

Equally significant was his refusal to isolate untouchability as the sole problem. Many reformers of the time, including influential national leaders, condemned untouchability while defending the broader framework of varna. Ambedkar rejected this distinction as intellectually dishonest and politically insufficient. For him, untouchability was merely the most visible symptom of a more pervasive disease. The annihilation of caste required dismantling the ideological structures that sustained the entire hierarchy, including scriptural authority and the sanctification of hereditary status.

By choosing publication over compromise, Ambedkar transformed a censored speech into a foundational text of modern Indian political thought. Over time, Annihilation of Caste would shape Dalit consciousness, influence constitutional debates, and inspire subsequent generations of scholars and activists. It remains central not only to Dalit intellectual traditions but also to broader discussions of social justice, secularism, and democratic transformation in South Asia.

Motivations Behind the Text

Ambedkar’s writing emerges from three interconnected sources:

1. Personal Experience of Caste Oppression

Ambedkar lived much of his early life under the rigid restrictions of untouchability in colonial India. His upbringing in a Dalit Mahar family meant he was denied basic access to temples, public water, and educational spaces (Omvedt, 1994). This personal experience of structural exclusion gave his critique moral weight and empirical grounding. Ambedkar lived much of his formative life within the suffocating constraints of untouchability in colonial India. Born in 1891 into a Mahar family—classified at the time among the “Depressed Classes”—he encountered the daily humiliations that structured caste society. Though his father served in the British Indian Army and valued education, young Ambedkar’s schooling was marked by segregation and ritual exclusion. He was often required to sit separately from caste Hindu students, denied equal access to classroom resources, and dependent upon the willingness of upper-caste peons to pour water for him, since he was not permitted to touch the communal vessel. On occasions when the peon was absent, he and other “untouchable” children went thirsty. Such experiences were not isolated incidents but expressions of a deeply institutionalized system that regulated bodily movement, social interaction, and spatial access.

This early confrontation with caste was not merely psychological; it became sociological. Ambedkar recognized that what appeared as personal insult was in fact systemic design. Exclusion from temples symbolized spiritual degradation; denial of water represented civic inequality; educational discrimination curtailed mobility and reproduced hereditary hierarchy. These lived realities later informed his analytical insight that caste was not simply a functional differentiation of tasks but an enforced segmentation of human beings. His oft-quoted assertion, “Caste is not merely a division of labour, but a division of labourers for life,” captures this structural permanence. Unlike occupational specialization in modern societies, caste fixed status at birth and foreclosed the possibility of mobility, transforming social organization into a mechanism of graded inequality. Thus, Ambedkar’s critique derived both from intimate experience and rigorous reflection, combining moral urgency with empirical observation.
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
