Story telling is an age-old tradition
used to teach lessons. Stories are sometimes referred to as myths,
fables, riddles, epics, and the like. In both Jewish and Christian
tradition, when individuals wanted to explain a spiritual truth,
they used stories known as parables.

During His earthly ministry, Jesus
primarily used parables to instruct His listeners. In fulfillment
of Old Testament prophecy, He taught the people truths concerning
the Kingdom of God.

In this study, we will examine the
three parables of the hidden treasure, the pearl of great price,
and the unmerciful servant. The first two parables describe the
value of the kingdom of God (Matthew 13:44-46).

When we come to know Christ, nothing in
this life compares to Him. Our relationship with Him has to take
precedence over everything else. Learn of the worth of salvation
and the kingdom of heaven. It is a hidden treasure and pearl of
great price.

The third parable describes the parable
of the unmerciful servant. This parable expresses the
responsibility of the believer to forgive (Matthew 18:21-35). When
Peter asked Christ about forgiveness, He responded to him with this
parable.

Within this story, we see the unlimited
forgiveness of God. In addition, we discover the responsibility of
His servants to be like Him. Let us learn to forgive others as God,
for Christ’s sake, forgave us. As we learn from these parables, we
will stay on the path to true discipleship.
