So you want to be an
author?

 


Dreaming of becoming an author?

When people ask what I do for a living and I tell
them the first question is mostly:

Who publishes your books and what do you write
about?

“I am self-published!’

The response is usually not very good but that is
changing now! The more people see that self-publishing works the
more they start doing it. I mean all the money goes to your pocket
and you are not making someone else rich with your efforts!

Bookshops are also a problem as they don’t want to
support self-publishers unless you work through a known
distributor! There again the cost of the book will increase as they
also want a cut out of your work!

This attitude is also busy changing and you can
sometimes sell to the bookshops at a better price than the large
publication houses.

Some smaller bookshops are always prepared to help a
new and upcoming author. They will display and try your book out
and if it does sell you will get more orders.

It is harder to get into the bigger shops as they
have more rules and regulations and usually controlled by a head
office through which all the buying is done.

Large publishers use Mainstream authors that are
mostly established in the market. They receive thousands of
manuscripts daily and the chances of your book being read are
almost next to nothing.

If you are lucky enough to get in and become
published it can take up to 18 months before your book sees the
light of day!

Then you will have to get involved in marketing your
book as well.

You average a commission of between 7 and 15% after
all costs are deducted to get the books where it is. If you were
lucky enough to have received and advance, then that will also be
deducted from the commissions that you receive.

If you self-publish you can do it in a quarter of
the time and instead of making between 7 and 15 % you can average
around 60% after all deductions are done. Once you have loyal
bookshops and fans there are many ways of getting your book out
there!

If your book is good and read, then it depends on
the numbers that you sell.
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
