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Chapter 1: The Conservative Revolutionaries
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Like other military politicians of our time, Chiang Kai-shek was a fearless man, whether psychologically or spiritually. But he is a master tactician, not a strategist. His true genius is in political intrigue. 

Chiang Kai-shek was very interested in Hitler's Nazism and fascism, so he sent his second son Jiang Weiguo to Germany for further study, was summoned by Hitler twice, and formed a fascist organization "Blue Coat Society"...

Chiang Kai-shek has bright eyes. He often has a shaved head and short beard, with the demeanor of a soldier. 

However, his expression was incredible-not because he was not good at words, but because he always hung 1 face Chinese characteristic humble smile. 

He spoke with a strong Zhejiang accent, with a high-pitched voice and a rapid tone. This sets him apart from most of his generals and followers from the provinces. 

Chiang Kai-shek never bothered to learn Beijing life-standard Chinese, not to mention foreign languages. After he came to power, he would address the grand Sun Yat-sen Memorial every month. Although his dialect was harsh and difficult to understand, the participants had to listen. At this time, Jiang is not only a typical Chinese, but also a typical Zhejiang people. 

Chiang Kai-shek did not accept foreign influence, but married the daughter of 1 Chinese Christian pastor, who was educated in the United States and has since served as Chiang's carry translator. Chiang Kai-shek did not know foreign languages. His official biographer, Dong Xianguang, worked as an English teacher for him for several months in the late 1920 s. 

Dong later disclosed: "Jiang Gong gave up English soon because of his busy government affairs." Chiang Kai-shek later taught his son Chiang Ching-kuo to learn his lesson and learn a foreign language well. 

In his book My Father, Chiang Ching-kuo quoted several letters from his father in 1922 and 1923. These letters require that he must master English. In 1943, when Chiang Ching-kuo was thirty-five or six years old, his father also sent a letter asking him to spend six hours a week studying English, especially English grammar and reading. 

Lao Jiang is optimistic that he said: "My son has a good foundation in Russian and it is easy to learn English". 

Jiang's wife, Song Meiling, is a world-famous beauty. According to Taiwan's official biography, she is Jiang's second wife. In fact, if Jiang's 1 side room in 1912 is included, she can be said to be Jiang's third or even fourth wife. 

Generalissimo and his wife have indeed established an impeccable image of a happy marriage among the people. When Chiang Kai-shek married Soong Mei-ling in 1927, the fire of his youth was burning. 

But in his youth, Chiang Kai-shek was a famous and romantic figure who knew all about the brothels in Shanghai. On the one hand, he is bohemian, on the other hand, he follows the Tao and insists on self-discipline. 

He was indeed a strong-willed Kong Taoist. By marrying a Christian, he became a Christian again. 

Among the all-powerful historical figures of his time, such grotesque marriages were common. In addition, many other things are also key to understanding Chiang's life and character. He took part in the 1911 revolution that overthrew the Qing Dynasty and was a believer of Sun Yat-sen, the "father of the revolution. He also called himself a revolutionary. 

Chiang Kai-shek thought that revolution was nationalism, overthrowing feudal emperors internally and ending national humiliation externally. However, in other aspects, Chiang Kai-shek was a stubborn conservative in terms of state organization, social behavior, traditional Chinese society and strict hierarchy. Some even think he is a reactionary. 

Although Chiang Kai-shek participated in the revolution that overthrew the Qing Dynasty, he could not understand the courage and unstoppable trend of the revolution. 

He tried in vain to stop the further development of the revolutionary trend, trying to seize power in the warlord's melee and add yellow robe. 

Chiang Kai-shek finally failed. He was forced to go out of the country and lost his rule in mainland China. He was forced to flee to Taiwan and establish his refuge. 

Early Portuguese explorers called Taiwan a "beautiful island". In his later years, Chiang Kai-shek ruled a miniature "great power". He left behind a rich and prosperous industrialized Taiwan. 

Every year on October 10, the "President of the Republic of China" presides over the Double Ten Festival to commemorate the nationalist revolution. This was followed by the Chiang family and their followers celebrating Chiang Kai-shek's birthday on October 31. 

Every year on New Year's Day, he always issues a proclamation to the whole people, preaching a "counterattack on the mainland". For the last two years of his long career, he was paralyzed in both legs and stopped visiting. His message had to be stopped or sent by someone. 

On Saturday, April 5, 1975, Chiang Kai-shek died of a heart attack at the age of 87, while the mainland still had no "recovery". 

Not only that, the the People's Republic of China he refused to recognize entered the United Nations, while his own "Republic of China" was driven out, humiliation and failure came one after another. 

Like some military politicians such as de Gaulle, Franco and other dictators, Chiang Kai-shek was closely linked to his country. 

Not everyone agrees with his views, but he did struggle all his life to realize his ambition. When Sun Yat-sen died in 1925, Chiang's name was not included in the list of successors. However, he has established his own power base. He was the headmaster of the Whampoa Military Academy, and the Whampoa graduates were shaped by him into his own ancient Roman-style paul guard. The national army under his command set out from Guangdong for the Northern Expedition. In less than two years, he finally conquered and unified China in name. Some of the warlords who were divided into provinces surrendered in defeat, and some changed their flags to show that they were affiliated. 

However, the victory was temporary. In the following ten years, Jiang was only the most important leader of China at that time, but he was by no means the unchallenged ruler of China. 

There were two things that could not be ignored in Chiang's early life. 1 was that at the end of 1923, Chiang led a delegation to Moscow. After returning home, he distrusted the Russians and hated communism. 

However, Sun Yat-sen, the father of the revolution, had a different opinion. He abandoned Chiang's suggestion and turned to Borodin, the emissary of the Bolsheviks, to make Borodin an adviser and reshuffle the Kuomintang following the example of the Soviet Communist Party. 

1 other thing has not yet been fully disclosed, that is, Chiang Kai-shek's experience as a stock broker in Shanghai during the ten years from 1912 to 1922. At that time, Chiang Kai-shek was just an insignificant pawn. But in the early 1920 s, the stock business in Shanghai was controlled by the Shanghai underworld youth gang, and Chiang maintained a close relationship with those bankers and businessmen (although he did not formally join the youth gang), so Shanghai became Chiang Kai-shek's second power base. 

Chiang Kai-shek made deals with his wealthy protectors: they financed his revolution, while he prevented the leftists from entering the government. Chiang's marriage to Soong Mei-ling was also a product of this trade. 

In 1927, Chiang destroyed the local regime of the Communist Party in Shanghai and Guangdong. 

Seven years later, under strong pressure from the Kuomintang, Mao Zedong was forced to lead the peasant army on a legendary Long March to the deserted Yan'an cave dwellings. 

Mao challenged Chiang in a cave in Yan'an and eventually defeated the Kuomintang leader. 

Japan invaded northeast China in 1931 and began to conquer China again in 1937. In the face of Japan's challenge, Chiang Kai-shek was not a nationalist or patriot; in his military strategy, the first enemy was always the Communist Party, followed by the Japanese. 

He believed that the Communists were rebels and must first conquer them; only by first unifying China and unifying China could they resist the Japanese. 

As a result, this practice led to the Xi'an Incident in 1936. Young Marshal Zhang Xueliang kidnapped Jiang and asked him to stop "suppressing the Communist Party" and start resisting Japan. Some radicals in Xi'an demanded to kill Jiang to apologize. 

Ironically, it was Zhou Enlai, who was hunted down by the Kuomintang in Shanghai nine years ago, who guaranteed Chiang's release, and Chiang promised to resist Japan at that time. However, in Chiang's heart, the first enemy is still the Communist Party. 

When Japan invaded China, Chiang Kai-shek's power and status were at its peak, and he had led the Kuomintang for ten years. Although he has not yet fully ruled all of China, his power is unmatched by other rivals. 

In 1938, when Dong Xianguang's official biography of Chiang Kai-shek was published, Chiang was touted as "the greatest military politician of the Asian continent" in our time ". 

However, there is no politician in the world like Chiang Kai-shek, in such a short period of time, the fall of prestige and fame. 

Eleven years after Dong's biography of Chiang Kai-shek was published, the Chiang dynasty was completely crushed by Mao Zedong's People's Liberation Army. The Kuomintang and its troops had to flee to Taiwan for refuge. 

The two things mentioned above are the root causes of Chiang Kai-shek's destruction, but not all of them. Chiang Kai-shek's secret history has a dual nature. How did he reach the peak of power? How did you fall from the top? How did you finally regain rule on the tiny island of Taiwan and maintain it for life? 

To answer the above questions, we must start with Chiang Kai-shek's complex personality and extraordinary characteristics. Like other military politicians of our time, Chiang Kai-shek was a fearless man, both psychologically and spiritually. 

Although he sometimes looks forward and backward when making decisions, once he makes decisions, he will implement them at an alarming speed without scruple. Those who challenged him were executed or thrown into prison one by one. 

In military strategy, Chiang Kai-shek was well-trained and battle-hardened, but he was only a master tactician rather than a strategist. His true genius is in political intrigue. Throughout his life, he has always made factions hostile to each other and suspicious of his followers. According to Confucian tradition, he was a man divorced from the people. 

But there are two exceptions for him-his third wife Soong Mei-ling and son Chiang Ching-kuo, Chiang Kai-shek only trusts them. As a result, his staff and their assistants were always in a panic and did not dare to tell him the truth. 

Despite his smiling face, his temperament is unpredictable and unpredictable. Therefore, the people around him are afraid of three points in front of him, always only Nuo Nuo, nodding and saying "good". 

It is said that when he was young, he often bullied his original wife, and later he was also moody. 

Once a movie he was watching at home offended him, he immediately yelled at the projectionist to immediately turn off the projector, and whenever that happened, he would go on the rampage, overturn the coffee table and break the cup. 

Chiang Kai-shek's old-fashioned, violent and mysterious character is not a fiction. From 1936 onwards, he was insulated from tobacco and alcohol. Foreign visitors found that Jiang had changed to plain boiled water instead of drinking Chinese spirits. During the war, his breakfast was milk and tea. He doesn't like gambling and his only entertainment is walking. Usually he likes to wear high-neckhakis underwear, and he does not wear military ranks and badges, which makes him look neat. When you are young, this kind of dress is not decent for the old man. At that time, he was wearing a long robe and mandarin jacket and an indoor cap, like an old scholar. 

Chiang Kai-shek himself was modest and prudent, and his sleeves were clean. But he is tolerant of the corruption around him. This is what he did to his wife's family (the Song Ziwen family) and their relatives. Regarding the corruption of lower-level officers, Chiang had a completely different attitude. Sometimes he would be furious and order the execution of the relevant personnel. In 1934, seven officers embezzled state property, and Chiang immediately ordered them all to be shot. In another case, several division commanders intercede with Jiang and asked him to pardon the 1 officer who committed the crime, but the division commanders 1 to leave and he ordered the officer to be shot. 

Some people believe that the ten years from 1927 1 1937 were the ten years of relatively stable Kuomintang rule and the ten years when Kuomintang Chiang Kai-shek established his own dictatorship. During this period, although corruption and inefficiency in work continued to appear, most officials were working hard. Telegraphs and long-distance telephone calls have been extended to all regions, including Sichuan, which was only incorporated into the national unity in 1937. Air routes were opened between China and the United States and Germany. Air routes were opened in some provinces of China, 75,000 miles of roads were built, and silver-backed banknotes issued in 1934 were stabilized. Three years later, the U.S. Treasury Department, through the Peterman Act, agreed to exchange silver for gold, thereby helping the Chinese Nationalist government import weapons. In 1932, Madame Chiang's brother, Finance Minister Song Ziwen, balanced the budget, converted domestic debt, and abolished the lijin-a tax donation that had been hated since the Taiping Heavenly Kingdom. 

Academic research has been revived. Punctuation marks not found in China in the past have also been introduced into modern literature. It was during this period that the vernacular advocated by Hu Shi was popularized. 

In 1912, the second year of Sun Yat-sen's revolution, only 2793633 children went to primary school in the country, and by 1935 the number of students enrolled had reached 11667888. Senior high school enrolment also rose from 52100 to 500000. In 1912, there were only 4 colleges in the country. In 1933, there were 40 universities, 40 colleges and 29 Junior College schools. 

This year, the national library collection of 4.5 million books. 

However, the democracy that should be practiced in accordance with the principles of Sun Yat-sen's Three People's Principles has not been implemented. The Organic Law of the Republic of China formulated by the Central Executive Committee of the Kuomintang on October 4, 1928 stipulates that the party shall exercise "guardianship" over the people before the people understand democracy ". In fact, "guardianship" is tyranny, a police state. 

From 1925 to 1929, Chiang Kai-shek's secret police chief, Chen Lifu, established the Central Bureau of Investigation and Statistics (Zhongtong). After the occupation of Shanghai, until the mid-1930s, security organizations were established throughout the country. 

The Military Investigation and Statistics Bureau (Military Statistics Bureau) under the Central Military Commission is more tightly organized and has greater power. Dai Li, the head of the military system, is known as China's "Himmler". He handled spy cases in the name of the state and pursued a policy of terror. He had eyes and ears at all levels of society and could carry out secret arrests and assassinations. 

In the Kuomintang police state, publication was subject to censorship and periodicals to permission. Therefore. Many publications have died. Some were banned just a few weeks or months after publication, but at the same time many new publications took their place. 

Out of his early vigilance against communism and his ambiguous relationship with the Shanghai underworld, Chiang Kai-shek studied fascism and Nazism. After Hitler came to power, Chiang Kai-shek sent two officers to Germany to investigate the Nazi model. 

After the outbreak of the Second World War, Chiang Kai-shek sent his second son, Jiang Weiguo, to the German Military Academy for further study. Jiang Weiguo was summoned twice by Hitler. He is said to have traveled with the German army to Austria. 

The result of Chiang Kai-shek's interest in the Nazis was to form a fascist organization-the "Blue Coat Society" organized by 10000 members. As a result, the whole country was like a barracks, and even kindergartens and cemeteries were militarized. 

Blue Coat's educational policy is "nationalization, militarization and production". 

The Blue Coats used violence against those who opposed the Kuomintang government and purged those corrupt officials. they never cared about sun yat-sen's democratic principles. The purpose of Blue Coat is centralized control. Although Chiang Kai-shek has always spoken of devotion to democracy, he is undoubtedly the 1 member of the Blue Society. Many of the members of the Blue Coat Society were the backbone of Chiang Kai-shek's Whampoa. 

Although the Blue Coat Club is well known at home and abroad, they are only engaged in secret activities. In Chiang Kai-shek's "New Life Movement", the Blue Coat Society played an important role. The purpose of Chiang Kai-shek's "New Life Movement" was to try to imitate fascism and revive Confucianism as the basis for uniting the country. In addition, he and Song Meiling also included Christianity in the "New Life Movement. The four principles of Confucianism, "loyalty, sincerity, courtesy, and faith" constitute the spiritual foundation of the "New Life Movement. Christian Puritanism is also respected. The YMCA is actively involved in the movement. 

In the New Life Movement, the Blue Coat Society played its part. Whether people like it or not, it always forces people to become Puritans and Confucius. Taverns were forced to close in the middle of the night, dancing was banned, activists were driven out of dance halls and cinemas, and people who wore western eyes were sprinkled with sulfuric acid. By setting up exemplary figures, the Chiang Kai-shek couple tried to restore the lifeless spiritual tradition of ancient China. However, the result of the movement was dismal: his failure was far more than that. 

Chiang Kai-shek never worried that power could not be carried out. But many of his initiatives have been delayed in the bureaucratic system. In Nanjing, the capital of the Kuomintang, some documents had to go through 36 procedures before the final results could be obtained. They were often delayed again and again, and the reply to a memorandum was sometimes delayed for as long as six months. 

There are two kinds of officials in this bureaucratic system, the 1 is responsible for specific affairs, and the 1 is responsible for overall work. Chiang Kai-shek belongs to the second category and generally does not do specific affairs. 

During World War II, he is said to have held no fewer than 82 posts. Only a few are listed below: Chairman of the Kuomintang Executive Committee, Chairman of the National Government, Chairman of the National Military Commission, Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces, Chief Executive of the Chinese Theater, Chairman of the Supreme National Defense Commission, Director of the Central Planning Bureau, and Political Work of the Kuomintang Chairman of the Review Committee, Director of the New Life Movement Association, Chairman of the Constitutional Drafting Committee, Chairman of the Central Training Corps, President of the National Gliders Association, etc. 

In l937, as Japan launched a full-scale war of aggression against China, Chiang Kai-shek's new system was forced to stop, whether it was successful or not. Chiang Kai-shek studied in Japan and knew that although his army had a million troops, its equipment was extremely poor and could not be compared with the modern Japanese army. Chiang Kai-shek intended to resist Japan, but adopted a strategy of great retreat. 

After abandoning the capital, Nanjing, he established his wartime capital in Chongqing, at the entrance to the Three Gorges of the Yangtze River in the west. This place was strategically located militarily, but socially and politically it was the beginning of Chiang Kai-shek's day. A vast area and a large population fell into the hands of the Japanese. 

The people in the enemy-occupied areas looked forward to the Communist guerrillas, not the fleeing Kuomintang, to fight the invaders and defend the country. 

In the ten years after the establishment of the Soviet base in Jiangxi, Mao Zedong learned a lot. Mao Zedong was good at mobilizing the peasants and exerting their infinite power, while Chiang Kai-shek regarded the peasants as a mob. Threatening them to tame themselves. 

Mao Zedong was good at inducing farmers to recognize the essence of the rural status quo. Mao's people's army did not catch strong men, did not take a needle from the masses, and helped farmers harvest their crops. Mao also confiscated the land of the local tyrants and redistributed it to the peasants. The Kuomintang, on the other hand, violated Sun Yat-sen's idea that "land to the tiller. To pursue a terrible state-run campaign. 

The Second World War led to Chiang Kai-shek's alliance with the United States, but it also brought new issues. President Roosevelt believed that the commander-in-chief of the U.S. military who leads the Chinese army and the Chinese battlefield should be a person who loves the Chinese people, is introverted, and is authentic and taciturn in Chinese. 

"Vinegar Ghost" Joseph Stilwell arrived in Chongqing in 1942 and served as the chief of staff of Chairman Jiang. The two had conflicts from the beginning. Stilwell was a war general and hoped that his Chinese allies would go to the front line to fight. He also advocated to rectify the corruption of officers and directly select talents from the wartime capital. Stilwell considered the entire structure of the Chinese government to be like a stinking "cesspool", and he disparagingly called Chiang Kai-shek a "peanut". Due to mutual antipathy, in 1944, the President of the United States dismissed Stilwell. 

The previous year, when Chiang Kai-shek attended the Cairo Summit with Stalin, Roosevelt, and Churchill as 4 giants, he enjoyed worldwide prestige, and American aid and funds rolled in. Weapons, medicine and other war-ready materials were transported to Chiang Kai-shek's rear. But most of the supplies flowed back into the black market, and prices began to soar to an astonishing extent comparable only to the Weimar Republic of Germany in modern history. 

By the end of the war, the rule of "generalissimo" was in serious crisis. Much of Inner Mongolia and the Northeast are under Communist control. In the last few days of the war, the Soviet Red Army sent troops to China and handed over a large number of weapons and ammunition seized by the Japanese to Mao Zedong. 

At the end of 1945, President Truman sent General Marshall to China to mediate the relationship between the Kuomintang and the Communist Party in order to achieve peace. The political intransigence of the two sides doomed the mediation to failure. The clouds of civil war hung over the country. The Civil War broke out in 1946. 

At first, the Kuomintang quickly won the apparent victory, however, in the spring of 1948, the People's Liberation Army launched an all-out offensive. The morale of Chiang Kai-shek was depressed, and Washington finally became tired of the Chiang Kai-shek government and was unwilling to supply dollars to this hopeless government. The entire Kuomintang army collapsed. 

Chiang Kai-shek made a pitiful gesture and formally resigned as president on January 21, 1949, with Vice President Li Zongren acting as president. Chiang returned to his hometown in Zhejiang. Chiang Kai-shek has shown a series of "resignation intentions" since he was young, but he only resigned temporarily at the last moment. And every time he resigns, he always makes his successors act powerless so that he can make a comeback and regain power. 

After the Communists occupied Nanjing, Guangdong, and Chongqing, Chiang Kai-shek led dozens of divisions of elite troops to flee the mainland and come to Taiwan. 

He lost China. Although he later made great achievements in Taiwan. But neither can make up for the disastrous humiliation of his defeat on the mainland. 

As an adult, Chiang Kai-shek loved to keep diaries. This man, who is conceited and stubborn in public, often criticizes himself deeply in his diary. Every day, he knelt down with his wife and prayed for God's blessing. 

On March 29, 1975, his last wish expressed his dream to die:

"My colleagues and countrymen, at a time when the country is becoming stronger, do not forget the sorrow and hope of the country because of my death. My Tianling will always work with my colleagues and fellow villagers to realize the Three People's Doctrine, recover the mainland and restore my national culture."

He also said in a mixed tone of modesty and pride: "Since Yu has been following the Prime Minister's revolution, he has always claimed to be Jesus Christ and the Prime Minister's followers". 

Chiang Kai-shek died and his incredible dream was taken to his grave. 
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Chapter 2: Ripe for Revolution
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"The time for revolution is ripe" is a famous saying used by Zhou Enlai, an outstanding premier of the Republic, to describe the revolutionary situation in Africa in the 1960 s. 

In China at the beginning of this century, it was a good time for revolutionaries to stir up revolution. Dr. Sun Yat-sen was the forerunner of this revolution, and he is famous for it. Later, two young people disagreed about his political legacy. They were Chiang Kai-shek and Mao Zedong. 

"The time for revolution is ripe" is a famous saying used by Zhou Enlai, an outstanding the People's Republic of China premier, to describe the revolutionary situation in Africa in the 1960 s. 

In China at the beginning of this century, the situation was even more so. The internal and external troubles of the Qing Dynasty followed one after another, and the order of the empire was turbulent. This was a good time for revolutionaries to encourage revolution. 

Dr. Sun Yat-sen was the forerunner of this revolution, and he is famous for it. Later, two young people disagreed about his political legacy. They were Chiang Kai-shek and Mao Zedong. 

For centuries, the Chinese empire had a stable system and a stable state, but by the time the Qing dynasty ruled, the state had begun to decline. One reason is the population explosion. In 1778, the national population had reached 242,956,613. The population has increased, but no new land has been developed. The Qing court was more worried about disaster from abroad, so it restricted immigration to overseas. Chinese people stay in the country, the population is increasing. 

Originally, the industrial revolution could solve the population problem, but China did not produce the industrial revolution. What is more serious is that the trade and industrial products brought by foreigners have penetrated into the mainland, destroying the traditional handicraft industry on which farmers depend for survival. The Chinese have no way out because the industrialized countries restrict the export of Chinese handicrafts through tariff barriers. 

Then, foreigners came in. In our era of developed transportation and convenient communication, it is not easy to understand the changes and psychological impact of foreigners on the Chinese and their rulers after they came to China. Unlike other civilizations, China has developed its own civilization in isolation. Deserts, mountains and seas isolate China from the outside world. 

The Chinese think that their country is the "center of the world", which is more advanced than the "barbarians" outside the Han and the "Nanman" and "Beihu" around the country. Under such circumstances, the concept of sovereign equality of States in international relations cannot be understood in China. 

The Chinese emperor thought it was condescending to accept the "barbarians" to come to the court, and there was no need for further communication with the "barbarians. 

China also has a unique ideogram-Chinese characters. Chinese characters are complex and difficult to understand, which will inevitably lead to a large number of illiterates. Those who can master Chinese characters have the opportunity to be promoted and rich, while those from poor families and low IQ are excluded. However, even if a promising child is poor, if he is funded by local charities or the rich, he will also have the opportunity to receive education, take part in the imperial examination, and gain fame, so as to embark on an official career. From this perspective, Chinese society does not have strict hierarchical boundaries. 

However, the concept of democracy in the modern sense of the West is very strange to the Chinese. Chinese society had a strict hierarchy, with the highest level enjoying supreme dignity. The Chinese saying "there is no two days" means that the authority of the emperor is supreme and that China is the only great power in the world. Under the emperor's dictatorship, disobeying the emperor's orders is very dangerous, it is no different from betrayal. 

Another characteristic of Chinese society is that the legal system is not as developed as other countries. Although there are criminal codes to punish criminals, there is no democratic code in the Western sense. 

Chinese people's attitude towards religion is also different. God's revelation has no effect in their life. They are tolerant and magnanimous. 

Chinese people worship superstition and believe in Buddhism or Taoism. 

Westerners think that Confucianism is the 1 religion. In fact, this is a misunderstanding. In fact, Confucianism is the 1 ethical and moral model and the state religion of China. Constant unrest and dynasties change all require Confucianism to ensure social stability. 

However, long-term stability also has the side effect of bringing about social rigidity and stagnation. 

For thousands of years, the Chinese people have built a great civilization unparalleled in the world, and their ingenuity and inventions are at the forefront of the world. China's agricultural technology is ahead of Europe. The emperor made great construction and developed the flooded Yellow River basin and other river basins for intensive cultivation. In agriculture, art, literature, and state institutions, the Chinese believe that great achievements have been made in the past golden age. Therefore, every change is regarded as heresy, and no revolution is encouraged. It seems that everything has reached the peak of perfection and cannot be further improved. 

In this order, the monarch enjoys spiritual rule, and his power is absolute, but not permanent. It is believed that the monarch is the embodiment of justice. If he does not stand for justice, he may be replaced. 

All the "crimes" in Chinese history have been caused by this. If it fails, the uprising will become a "rebellion" in history; if it wins, the leader of the uprising will be added to the yellow robe and change the dynasty, while the deposed monarch will lose his status as the "son of heaven. 

Unlike the vast majority of foreigners, the Chinese are neither bound by the shackles of hated laws nor by the Christian concept of original sin. They have their own unique beliefs, and they are loyal to their hometown, family and family. In this "home" environment, the elderly arbitrate disputes, one person gains justice, the whole family gets involved, one person suffers disaster, and the whole family rescues. 

When foreign countries invaded China, Chinese society was strongly shocked. The arrogance of the Chinese rulers was shattered. They found that foreign technology was more advanced than China's, and at the same time they comforted themselves by saying that foreign philosophy was not as developed as China's. However, this view cannot stand the test of facts. 

The British came to the gate of China and declared war on China because their request was rejected by China. The Chinese side believed that Britain's war was an imperialist act of forcing China to import Indian opium, so this war was called the "Opium War". Britain won the battle effortlessly and signed the Treaty of Nanking on August 29, 1842. Guangdong lost its monopoly on maritime trade, and China was forced to cede Hong Kong to Britain, open its ports, and pay 21 million pounds in compensation. The Treaty of Nanking marked the end of the system of tributes from the "barbarians" to the Chinese emperor. 

Foreign bullying is far from over, and a series of unequal treaties follow. 

Many unequal treaties were signed in 1844, 1858, 1879, 1881, 1883, 1885 and 1895. The country lost its power and lost its land, and the nation's humiliation was deepening. The United States first obtained extraterritoriality in China and established courts on Chinese territory. Other countries have also obtained this privilege. If an Englishman or a Frenchman kills a Chinese, the Chinese court has no right to try the accused. 

In 1860, the British and French allied forces captured Beijing and set the Old Summer Palace on fire. The Russians took advantage of the fire to plunder the Amur River (Heilongjiang) and Heilongjiang Province, and established Vladivostok. The Japanese are more sinister than the white Westernies. Toyo Japan-rising Asian powers forced China to cede Taiwan. 

At the end of 1897, France occupied Jiaozhou. And so the frenzy of dividing up leased land ensued. Foreign invaders do whatever they want, and China has no sovereignty to speak. In addition, the people revolted one after another in the country, and the emperor's authority was challenged. 

From 1851 to 1864, the Taiping Heavenly Kingdom uprising was surging. Its scale and length of time were surprising. In the history of civil war in Western countries, only the Spanish Civil War and the American Civil War could be compared with it. The Spanish Civil War lasted 3 years and lost 500000 people, while the American Civil War lasted four years and lost 500000 people. 

The Taiping Rebellion lasted longer and suffered greater losses. 20 million lives were lost in the 14-year war. In a more important sense, the Taiping Rebellion was a preview of Mao's peasant revolution nearly a century later. 

Hong Xiuquan, the great leader of the Taiping Rebellion, is different from ordinary Chinese. He is also a Christian. He advocates equality and public ownership of property. He was the 1 gifted leader to build a disciplined and large army that captured Nanking and ruled central and southern China. In 1853, Hong Xiuquan and his followers announced the birth of the "Taiping Heavenly Kingdom". At this moment, the rulers of the Qing Dynasty in Beijing were in a panic. Although Hong Xiuquan was a brave conqueror, he was not a wise administrative builder. In 1855 he began to go downhill and the revolutionary movement faced a split. 

There were four uprisings and chaos throughout the country. In 1900, 1 unique uprising broke out (Boxer Uprising-translation). This movement was encouraged by the rulers, not to destroy the "Qing" but to destroy the "foreign". The use of traditional Chinese boxing, for self-defense, so called "Yihe boxing". The Yihe Boxing movement spread rapidly, sweeping through the countryside in northern China. They burned foreign churches and executed thousands of parish people. On July 13, the Boxers stormed into Beijing and surrounded foreign embassies. The next day, an international force (that is, the Eight-Power Allied Forces) captured Tianjin and marched into Beijing. One month later, they defeated the Boxers and rescued the foreigners who had taken refuge in the embassy. At the moment, these people are terrified and hungry. The Western Empress Dowager fled with her men. 

The Eight-Power Allied Forces sacked Beijing and forced the Qing government to sign the Treaty of Xin Chou on September 7, 1901. The conditions were extremely harsh, and the powers demanded that China pay $0.738 billion, including interest, in 40 years' time. Qing officials were punished, and the embassies of the powers were strengthened and expanded. The great powers were allowed to station troops along the railway to Tianjin. China has suffered a great humiliation. 

In the next 20 years, two people had a great influence on China's history. one is yuan shikai, a politician of general origin, and the other is sun yat-sen, a revolutionary of doctor origin. 

Yuan Shikai won the Korean War and was promoted to the imperial court minister in Korea. Yuan should have been content, but he was ambitious and tried to seize supreme power. The overt uprising was too costly and fraught with danger, so he chose conspiracy to betray. Empress Dowager Cixi was fickle and ferocious. Her sole purpose is to oppose change and improvement. Emperor Guangxu's thinking was progressive. After he imprisoned the Western University, he tried to carry out his ambitious reform plan: preparing for the establishment of the Peking University, building the Beijing-Han Railway, and modernization of the army. 

Yuan Shikai learned of Emperor Guangxu's plan and informed the Western Empress Dowager. At first, the West was shocked. On September 22, 1898, she imprisoned Emperor Guangxu. 

Yuan Shikai estimated that he would have a good time, so he went to the west and said: in order to keep the empire, a new army must be established, and he is the most suitable person to establish a new army. The creation of the new army required money and the freedom to let go of the big job, and Yuan Shikai got it. By 1905, he had established six well-trained new armies. However, 3 years later, all his plans fell through. 

On November 15, 1908, the second day after the death of Emperor Guangxu, he died in the west. Before his death, Emperor Guangxu agreed to have his brother Prince Chon as regent and let him try to execute Yuan, who had betrayed his reform plan 10 years earlier. 

Prince Chun did not advocate killing Yuan to apologize, as Guangxu did. In January 1909, he claimed that Yuan was suffering from foot disease and returned to his hometown for recuperation, thus relieving Yuan of all his duties. The new emperor Fu Yi was still a child, while the regent was cowardly and incompetent. The grand supervisor in the palace fought openly and secretly with women, and the throne was on the verge of collapse. In October 1910, the Senior Political Council held a meeting and advocated the implementation of a parliamentary system. Although this was against the wishes of Prince chun, he still agreed to set up a parliament in 1913. However, the revolution has arrived. On October 10, 1911, the revolution finally broke out. The opportunity for Yuan Shikai to betray the Qing court again came. 

sun yat-sen stepped onto the stage of history. Sun Yat-sen (1866 1 1925) was a great revolutionary and strong-willed idealist. However, the road to revolution is tortuous. In later years, Sun Yat-sen's enemy Yuan Shikai was selfish and sabotaged the revolution. 

In a way, both Sun Yat-sen and Yuan Shikai were nationalists. But Sun is a patriot who puts national interests above his own in a pinch; Yuan Shikai is different, "mixing national interests with self-interest. 

Sun Yat-sen is not tall, wide face, with a beard, his life is full of legend and adventure color. It is said that as early as 1894, he established the first secret revolutionary group in Guangdong (referring to the Xingzhong Society-translation). Since then, he has launched ten uprisings aimed at overthrowing the Qing Dynasty, but only the 1911 revolution succeeded. At the time, he got the news only after the outbreak of the revolution. He was in the United States and did not arrive in Shanghai until Christmas. He suffered his first defeat in 1895. The following year he was kidnapped in London and held in the Chinese Embassy in Britain for ten days. He told his 1 British friends of his plight. 

Thanks to the good offices of this friend, Sun Yat-sen was rescued. 

Later, Sun Yat-sen to Macao, Honolulu, the United States, Tokyo secret activities, the organization of overseas Chinese groups. The revolution that broke out on October 10 was originally scheduled to revolt a week later. However, on October 9, a bomb suddenly exploded in the Russian concession in Hankou, so they had to revolt ahead of time. Chiang Kai-shek, 24, was one of the revolutionaries. He led a team of 100 men and two women to attack the governor of Zhejiang Province in Hangzhou. 

The regent was terrified. Fortunately, he did not listen to his brother Emperor Guangxu and killed Yuan Shikai. 

Now only Yuan Shikai can guarantee the throne. However, when the letter from Prince Chun summoning Yuan to return to the court reached Yuan Shikai, he still said that he was still unhealed and refused to return to Beijing to defend the court. Eight days later, when Yuan Shikai got everything he wanted, he agreed to return to the court. After Yuan Shikai returned to the court, he was put in an important position and served as the military minister of the court. Only the regent could depose him. This is exactly the important position he dreamed. Yuan led the new army he trained and equipped to begin to suppress the revolutionaries. 

But Yuan Shikai didn't really want to save the Qing Dynasty. He shared the view of the republican revolutionaries that the Qing dynasty should die. But then his real ambition was none other than to restore the monarchy to self-made emperor. 

The 1 general above Yuan Shikai was assassinated, so he was in an important position second only to the regent. On November 7, 1911, Yuan Shikai was appointed as the prime minister of the cabinet, responsible for organizing a new interim parliament. A week later, Yuan Shikai entered the capital. 

The road was tortuous. On December 30, the Provisional Revolutionary Parliament met in Nanjing and elected Sun Yat-sen as the president of the United States of China. Ten days earlier, representatives of Yuan Shikai and Sun Yat-sen reached a secret agreement to establish a republic. The first president of the Republic should be the person who made the Qing emperor abdicate. Yuan Shikai happens to be in this position. 

On February 12, 1912, Empress Dowager Long Yu tearfully accepted the Qing court's concession order formulated by Yuan Shikai's supervision, and decided to give him "full power" to form a provisional republican government ". Ironically, the Qing court itself declared a republic. This concession order made no mention of Sun's republic in Nanjing, and Yuan Shikai, who betrayed the Qing government, was ready to betray Sun Yat-sen again. He called interim President Sun Yat-sen to remind him to abide by the agreement and support those who forced the Qing court to abdicate. 

If Lenin had received such a telegram, he would have refused, but Sun Yat-sen was not Lenin. Sun Yat-sen protested against the proclamation of a republic by the Qing court. At the same time, he resigned from the post of interim president, and the only premise is to set the capital of Nanjing. In addition, his government must work until the Senate elects a new interim president and is sworn in. Sun Yat-sen was no match for Yuan Shikai. Sun sent a mission north to greet Yuan's southward arrival. Yuan Shikai, who is old and extremely slippery, launched a mutiny in Beijing and 3 other cities, saying: the north is not decided, how to go south? 

Yuan Shikai got it again. On March 10, 1912, he held an oath ceremony at the palace and officially took office as the second provisional president of the Republic of China. 

Although Yuan Shikai was taken from the throne of the Qing Dynasty, he gave favorable treatment to the abdicated officials. It was not that Yuan preferred honest officials, but that Yuan, who was on the throne of the ruler, wanted to retain the honor of honest officials. The little emperor Puyi lived in the palace with his court attendants, pampered and continued to enjoy the life of the palace. Puyi later became the puppet emperor of the "Manchukuo" fostered by Japan. After the Chinese Communist Party seized power, he became a gardener. 

Yuan Shikai opened another job. At first, he tolerated the existence of the Republic. 

Later, he believed that the time was ripe to dissolve the Republic, especially the Kuomintang, a revolutionary organization that hindered him (in August 1912, Sun Yat-sen renamed the League to the Kuomintang, which seemed to mean "citizen's party", but it was usually called "nationalist party"). The new Government is in a state of self-destruction as a result of corruption and absurdity. 

The interim senator is not so much a job as a bickering, even fist-bickering. Between late 1912 and early 1913, national elections were still inconclusive. The votes were traded for money, with many new members belonging to different parties. Every time Parliament meets, most of the time is spent discussing the issue of MPs' allowances. 

Yuan Shikai was like a killer. In 1912, he hosted a banquet for the 1 general of the Kuomintang who participated in the Wuchang Uprising and later murdered him. 

Sun Yat-sen immediately rushed to Beijing and asked Yuan to explain this. In order to calm Sun down, President Yuan appointed Sun Yat-sen as China's railway director. This is a thankless position, because the railway has no construction funds, Yuan Shikai lack of funds. The Qing government's treasury was left with a few Qiang, and the local warlords were overtaxed, making it difficult for the government to collect taxes. Yuan Shikai took out loans from foreign banks, which he secured with salt tax, to negotiate a "big loan for the aftermath" totaling 25 million pounds. On April 27, 1913, the loan agreement was finally signed, but soon there was a small problem. The constitution stipulates that the power of treaty approval lies in the parliament. Although the parliamentarians have made it clear that they are ready to pass the loan agreement, Yuan Shikai completely forgot the parliamentarians, so he instructed his prime minister and two ministers to sign the loan agreement. Foreign banks actually paid only 21 million pounds, and Yuan Shikai immediately paid 250000 for the Qing government and 60000 for the president and cabinet. 

The KMT remains a thorn in Yuan's side. In the 1912-1913 elections, the Nationalists won a majority of seats in both houses of Congress. 

In October 1912, Sun Yat-sen left Beijing, Yuan Shikai immediately issued an order to prohibit the Kuomintang secret association activities. Sun Yat-sen could have stayed at home to guide the voyage of the revolution, but this winter, he went to Japan to inspect the railway system. 

sun yat-sen appointed the young and promising song kmt executive committee chairman. 

On March 21, 1913, Song was shot in the abdomen while riding a train from Shanghai to Beijing. He was only 31 years old and died. Yuan Shikai's assassins are killing again. 

In the face of such atrocities, Sun Yat-sen could no longer tolerate them. Soon, he telephonic denounced Yuan Shikai: "You betrayed the country, I must oppose you as I opposed the Qing Dynasty". 

On May 5, 1913, the Kuomintang passed a resolution by a majority vote in the parliament, believing that the "big loan for the aftermath" was illegal. On July 10, the generals of the Kuomintang in various provinces responded to Sun Yat-sen's call and launched an armed uprising, known in history as the "second revolution". But it was not as well organized as the first revolution. Within two months, Yuan Shikai's army had defeated the Kuomintang attack. 

On October 6, Yuan Shikai officially took office as president. On November 4, he ordered the expulsion of all KMT members from Parliament. On 10 January 1914, he disbanded the National Party. Yuan Shikai's plan to restore the monarchy is almost done. In October 1913, Yuan Shikai government has been recognized by the majority of the world powers. On May 1 of the following year, the revised provisional constitution gave Yuan Shikai great ruling power. 

In August 1915, he openly carried out the activities of restoring the monarchy. The emperor's dragon seat seemed to be within his reach. The National Congress controlled by him elected him as the emperor. 

On December 9, Yuan officially accepted the throne and was scheduled to ascend to the throne the following year, which was designated as the first year of Hong Xian. At the same time, he issued currency with Yuan Shikai's head. 

But God did not want to give the reign to this treacherous dictator. Yuan Shikai soon fell unexpectedly, and the Down Yuan movement began in Tokyo. 

After Yuan Shikai dissolved the Kuomintang, Sun Yat-sen reorganized his forces and established a secret organization. He founded the temporary headquarters of the Chinese Revolutionary Party in Japan. 

On August 23, 1914, Japan declared war on Germany. Soon, the Japanese undermined China's neutrality. On January 19, 1915, Japan secretly submitted the infamous "Twenty-One" article to China. It was not until May 8 that Yuan Shikai belatedly accepted Japan's ultimatum. The Japanese took over the privileges of the Germans in Shandong; the Japanese extended their lease in Manchuria to 99 years; and Japanese companies enjoyed commercial and industrial interests in China. This is another unequal treaty. 

The "big loan for the aftermath" has been spent. Yuan Shikai's government is in the end. Amid the condemnation and humiliation, he had to delay his plan to restore the monarchy. 

However, on December 25, 1915, Cai ash, the governor of Yunnan, with the financial support of the Japanese, declared Yunnan's independence and replaced the people who restored the monarchy. Other provinces have responded, Shaanxi, Sichuan, Hunan have also declared independence. Sun Yat-sen returned to Shanghai to give a speech to ask for Yuan. 

On June 6, 1916, Yuan Shikai, who was seriously ill, left the world. 

3 weeks before his death, he tried to block the trend of revolution with assassination again. He sent people to assassinate Chen Qimei, the best follower of Sun Yat Sen and the revolutionary mentor of Chiang Kai Shek. However, this assassination failed to save his fate, but it made a shameful record for his history. 
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Chapter 3 Studies in Japan

Chiang Kai-shek showed his lifelong character from an early age-"repeatedly falling into adversity", but he always managed to get out of adversity. 

What is the secret of Chiang Kai-shek's success? The foreign history of Chiang Kai-shek's mentor Nagaoka believes that it is loyalty and gratitude that is the secret of Chiang Kai-shek's success. 

Chiang Kai-shek's father was born in a peasant family for generations, and his mother was a devout Buddhist woman. However, this family of farming for generations began to change jobs in the generation of Chiang Kai-shek's father, Jiang Su-an-he became a salt merchant. 

In the later years, Chiang Kai-shek gradually thought that he was a descendant of a doctor of the Zhou Dynasty, and went to great pains to prove this point. 

The villagers in Xikou often consult with Jiang Su-an, because he has seen a lot of knowledge and is considered to have a brain. Chiang Kai-shek's mother is Jiang Su-an's third wife, but she seems to treat the children left by Jiang's ex-wife equally and give motherly care. 

Two years after she married into the Chiang family, Chiang Kai-shek was born. It is said that he has a lively and playful nature, but he is weak and sickly. From an early age, he has shown his lifelong character-repeatedly falling into adversity, but always trying to get out of it. 

It is said that he only once inserted 1 pair of chopsticks into his throat in 3 years to see how deep the pestle was. He found it was not difficult to get in the pestle, but it was not so easy to pull it out. "Did you break your throat?" Grandpa asked him anxiously and heartache after knowing. "It's okay. Can't I still talk? I'm not dumb." He bounced 1 from the bed and shouted at Grandpa. 

Two years later, in the winter of 1892, the young Chiang Kai-shek jumped into a large water tank, which was as high as an adult. The Chinese usually put it under the eaves to hold water. The ice cubes in the tank aroused his curiosity. He saw his own image from the thing and jumped in. This time, the elder brothers were not nearby. As a result, he got wet all over and formed ice. He also swallowed ice water in his 1 stomach, and it took a lot of effort to climb out. 

There was a rushing mountain stream flowing in front of his house. He often jumped into the stream to take a bath, and sometimes he was happy and forgot to return ("Xikou"-the place where he was born-means "the exit of the stream". Here is also called "Wuling", and it also has a poetic name called "Jinxi"). The traditional Chinese education system has always neglected sports, but for Chiang Kai-shek, because he often swam in the streams of the countryside and went out to climb mountains, he quickly got rid of his weak and sickly physique from an early age and became physically strong. And in his long life remained until his old age. 

His favorite entertainment was the game of war, and as in General de Gaulle's childhood, the "commander-in-chief" was always his own. It is said that he often stood on a high ground, lecturing his friends or telling them about the past and the present, so that he developed the habit of speaking in public very early. It was this precocious foundation of speech that he often gave endless speeches afterwards. 

At that time, most of the problems discussed by Xikou people focused on the turmoil in China. When Chiang Kai-shek was seven years old, China was defeated by Japan. The Treaty of shimonoseki in 1895 forced China to cede Taiwan and the Penghu Islands. 

Chiang Kai-shek can often hear people around him talking about this 1 new and strange shame brought about by the Qing Dynasty (this is the same as Franco, who later became a general. When Franco was a child, he often heard the streets and every household talking about Spain. The humiliation of being defeated in the battle with the United States). This kind of talk may not in itself create a national leader, but it can indeed influence a person's will. 

Even the rulers of the Qing Dynasty realized the need for change at this time. Under the guidance of the radical reformist Kang Youwei, the hapless Emperor Guangxu launched the "Hundred Days Reform" (June-September 1898), which made him offend the bureaucratic group and the feared Western Empress Dowager. Before he finished the matter, the Western Empress Dowager imprisoned him. 

After the Sino-Japanese War of 1894-1895, Zhang Zhidong, the enlightened governor of Liangjiang, wrote an explosive booklet "Encouraging Learning". The book unexpectedly sold one million copies. Its main purpose is to ask people not to forget the humiliation suffered by China like Turkey and not to forget to innovate like Japan. China in East Asia was indeed the same as Turkey in the eastern tip of Europe-a sick man. 

In Xikou, literate people not only read the book themselves, but also read it to illiterate people. Seeing the plunder of the great powers one after another, the Boxer Removement became the Chinese people's desperate answer to the situation they faced. 

All this does not mean much to Chiang Kai-shek, but he may recall these past events intentionally or unintentionally in the years to come. Because he was naughty and often caused trouble, his mother was very frightened and felt that he should get in touch with the rules outside. 

After obtaining the consent of her husband and father-in-law, she invited a tutor for Chiang Kai-shek, who was only 4 years old. There are mixed accounts of his learning aptitude, but his progress seems to be slow as he often plays truant to war games. Fortunately, under normal circumstances at that time, 4 was not the age to study hard. At the age of less than nine, he read four classic works of Confucius: the Master's own "University", "The Doctrine of the Mean", "The Analects" and his disciple Mencius's "Mencius". These four books require all aspiring young people in China to read and recite sentences when they do not understand the meaning between the lines. 

From the age of nine to sixteen, Chiang Kai-shek also studied the "Five Jing": "Poetry", "Book", "Yi", "Li", "Spring and Autumn". 

In 1895, when Chiang Kai-shek was eight years old, his father died and he was raised by his mother and grandfather. Later Chiang Kai-shek praised them both. Since he rarely leaves biographical materials to the world, it is necessary to quote a passage from his 1 speech about his mother. This speech was on October 30, 1936, his "50th" birthday (according to Chinese According to the algorithm, the year of birth is already 1 years old). He said:

"...... The memory of the first mother is indelible, she worked hard to educate and feed me this orphan. Now that her mausoleum is overgrown, I can't help but feel that nothing has been done. I have failed to live up to the hopes placed on me by her old man."

According to him, during those days, his family was in a difficult situation, and his mother used iron rules to control him. She will not hesitate to hit him whenever she feels that he has not met the strict standards he requires. She believed that the servant's work was good for his character, so she asked him to dry-clean dishes and mop the floor every day. 

Chiang Kai-shek once lamented that he said, we must know that the Qing regime at that time was in the most corrupt situation. Corrupt officials and degenerate dignitaries have become accustomed to oppressing the people. My family had neither backing nor power, and soon became the target of their bullying. From time to time, exorbitant taxes and unfair labor fall on us. On one occasion, they bullied us in front of the village public house. I deeply regret and grieving that all the relatives and friends present were indifferent. At that time, my family was miserable, indeed beyond description. The reason why our family was able to avoid bankruptcy was entirely due to my mother and her kind and tenacious character. 

There is a biography of Chiang Kai-shek that explains this bitter memory of Chiang Kai-shek more clearly: a villager in Xikou fled because he could not afford to pay for his ancestors. As the head of the Chiang family went to his stomach, the local officials arrested the young Chiang Kai-shek and dragged him to the village office. They threatened to send him to jail if he could not pay the rent owed by the fleeing villagers, the debt may eventually be paid by his family, because he was soon released. However, the injustice and humiliation suffered by Jiang's mother and her son in the name of "emperor" was a heavy blow to both of them. 

Later, Chiang Kai-shek often referred to this event as "the first spark that ignited the fire of my revolution". 

In 1901, when Chiang Kai-shek was fourteen years old, his elders made the decision to marry him and let him marry Mao Fumei, a girl three years older than him. If Chiang Kai-shek had inherited his father's salt business, the marriage could have been complete, but within a few years, the rumors of his seeking flowers and willows in Tokyo spread in his hometown. 

When Chiang Kai-shek was seventeen years old, he learned from a man named Gu Qinglian. This man set up a literary museum with a strange name in Fenghua Town, which collected many subsets of classics and history. One of the books may be much more important than any other. This is China's earliest and most famous military work, Sun Tzu's Art of War (later facts show that his intention for this book is far less than that of his rival Mao Zedong). There are also works by Zeng Guofan, the governor of the Taiping Heavenly Kingdom Movement, and books by Wang Yangming, the 1 famous scholar in Chinese history whom Chiang Kai-shek deeply admired. Wang Yangming was the 1 scholar and politician of the Ming Dynasty. Later, Chiang Kai-shek dribbled to Taiwan and renamed the 1 grass mountain as Yangming Mountain in memory. 

Chiang Kai-shek benefited greatly from Gu's incorruptible education, and he was led to a more orthodox Confucian school, headed by Zhu Xi in the Song Dynasty. The creed of this school is "to keep the law of heaven and curb people's desires", advocating self-cultivation and self-restraint. Later, Chiang Kai-shek often went to Lushan to hold meetings and hold training classes because it was the place where Zhu Xi often gave lectures. 

What is more crucial to the young Chiang Kai-shek is that his teacher told him what he knew about Sun Yat-sen and the upcoming revolution. 

After the private school was full, Chiang Kai-shek went to the 1 school in the town—

Ryongjin Middle School, but after only 3 months there, he suddenly decided to study military affairs in Tokyo. 

Chiang Kai-shek's biography remembers one of his quirks during this period: he gets up very early every day, and after getting up, he stands straight on the balcony in front of the bedroom for half an hour, with his lips closed and his arms clasping his chest. 

Biographers want to speculate on what was going on in his brain at this time. Judging from his actions soon after, he was full of 1 new yearning and surging. 

He joined the army because he felt that he needed to take practical actions, to take risks, and to fight for the opportunity to serve his country. He chose Tokyo as the place to start his studies because the capital of Japan was the world's recognized center of military art. 

Even more intriguing is that in Tokyo he is most likely to get to know the Chinese revolutionaries who have been displaced to the East. 

In 1905, Chiang Kai-shek made up his mind to study eastward. This year, Japan was still at war with Russia, and his relatives and friends tried their best to persuade him to give up this stupid idea. But he is a man who has made up his mind and will not change easily. He didn't say a word, didn't argue with them, but picked up a pair of scissors to "click" the braid on the back of his head, which he thought would surprise those who hung around him all day long. As he guessed, his 1 was really good. 

At that time, any youth as long as cut the braid, will be rejected by others. 

He had to go far away from his hometown as far away as possible. His mother never spoiled her children, and she was able to get over it, so she raised a sum of money for his travel expenses. 

In May 1905, Chiang Kai-shek sailed east to Japan, but this first eastward crossing was a bit anticlimactic. The Imperial Academy had no place for revolutionaries and refused to accept them. These schools had an agreement with the Chinese military service that students from China were only allowed to register if they were recommend by the Qing government. Nevertheless, for Chiang Kai-shek, this eastward journey was not in vain, because it was at that time that he met Chen Qimei, who later became his revolutionary mentor in Tokyo-people usually regard him as Sun Yat-sen's most talented early follower. Seeing that he would soon have to return home, Chiang Kai-shek went to study Japanese. 

But his mother felt that since he had failed to study in Tokyo, he should not stay there, so she falsely claimed that there was an irresistible thing in the family-his sister was getting married-and used it as an excuse to urge him to go home. After all is a filial son, he returned to his hometown in the winter of that year. 

However, a 1 more important thing happened in the Chiang family in 1908. Chiang Kai-shek's eldest son Chiang Ching-kuo was born. This is Mao Fumei's great dedication to the Chiang family. At first, her life with Chiang Kai-shek was not satisfactory. Her mother-in-law was harsh and wordy. She was always asked to be submissive and respectful. Official biographers praised Mao Fumei's natural and natural character, but she often revealed to her friends that she was actually living 1 a life of fear of her husband's rough character and fear of the beating she was often subjected. 

Chiang Kai-shek began to receive military education, but in China, not in Japan. In 1906, although he was ill for a while, he passed a highly competitive examination and was admitted to Baoding Military Academy. 

There were more than 1000 applicants in Zhejiang, only 60 of whom were passed. He was one of these 60. But two things were against him: he was Han rather than Manchu; and he had short hair in pre-revolutionary China, which might be considered a contempt for imperial tradition and a suspicion of rebellion-a figure of the 1 kind with dangerous ideas. 

The teachers in the school are mostly Japanese. As their country had just defeated the Tsarist army and won a brilliant victory, and had defeated the Chinese army earlier, they all looked arrogant and undisguised their contempt for the Chinese. 

Once in a health class, a Japanese teacher took out a clot and compared it to China. Seeing that the students looked puzzled on their faces, the teacher explained: "there are 0.4 billion people in China, and the clot in his hand has exactly 0.4 billion microorganisms."

Seeing this, Chiang Kai-shek's chest suddenly rose 1 anger. He stepped forward regardless of military discipline and broke the clob into eight pieces of about the same size. His eyes glared at the teacher and asked, "There are 50 million people in Japan. Are they like 50 million microorganisms parasitic in the 1/8 of this clob?"

The teacher was speechless when asked, but after a while, he pointed to Chiang Kai-shek and cut off the braid's head and threatened him: "You are a revolutionary!" Chiang is said to have replied:

"First answer whether I am right or not, please don't change the question,"

In military schools, cadets are not allowed to do this. For Chiang Kai-shek, he took a great risk. He could have been thrown out of the military academy for that; he could have been secretly arrested. 

He was called to the principal's office. He was lucky. The principal felt that he had his own reasons for doing so. He only severely reprimanded him for a 1 without going into the details. The matter was thus settled. 

At the end of this year, a limited number of students were sent to Japan to study military affairs. Chiang Kai-shek was one of them. He knew Japanese and came in handy in the selection. 

In the spring of 1907, he registered at the Zhenwu School in Tokyo. 

During this time, his classmates felt that although he was polite to people, he was very cold. He didn't care much about the friendship between his classmates and often showed indifference to others' friendliness, which made him less popular. His classmates thought he was arrogant. However, he was an exception to one person, that is, Zhang Qun, who was Chiang Kai-shek's classmate at that time and won Chiang Kai-shek's lifelong trust. Apart from Madame Chiang and Chiang Ching-kuo, Zhang Qun was Chiang Kai-shek's closest confidant. 

The study life at that time was more difficult than he could have imagined, even more than the hardship he suffered when his mother was widowed. Three meals a day are very simple: each meal 1 a bowl of rice, plus a few small pieces of fish and a small plate of turnips. He forced himself to make do with what he had been assigned. From this, he gradually developed the habit of frugality and did so for the rest of his life. 

Every long summer vacation, Chiang Kai-shek always traveled all the way home to visit his mother (seeing his wife was secondary), but every time he always stopped in Shanghai to visit the revolutionaries there and help them recruit personnel and raise funds. He had not joined any revolutionary organizations at this time, although his health teacher had had vague doubts about him. 

Later in Tokyo, Chen Qimei introduced him to the Tongmenghui. When Chiang Kai-shek first attended the meeting of the Tongmenghui, Sun Yixian delivered a speech at the meeting. After the meeting, Chen Qimei introduced Chiang Kai-shek to Sun Yat-sen. 

There is neither written nor visual or audio information about this "historic" meeting, which was later written by a large book. According to the biographers who like to imagine, this warm-blooded young man left a deep impression on Sun Yat-sen. sun yat-sen said to chen qimi:

"This man will be the backbone of the revolution, and our revolutionary movement needs such a man. 

Looking back now, the latter part of this sentence is more appropriate than the previous part. Unless Sun Yat-sen was a rash person, he would not say this to Chen Qimei, because Chen Qimei had reason to believe that if the revolution really needed a backbone, then the role must be his Chen Qimei. 

Regardless of whether Chiang Kai-shek impressed him in his first meeting with Sun Yixian, their meeting was true. Chiang Kai-shek at that time was an enthusiastic young man eager to find a leader. 

Now he has finally found a leader. This is the climax of Sun Yat-sen's activities and the most attractive time of the revolution. He feels ecstatic. 

At that time, Chinese citizens did not need to go through any formalities to enter Japan, no matter what nationality they belonged to or what their political beliefs were. They did not need a passport or registration. 

However, if the Qing government officials pointed out to Japan that some undesirable element was going to Japan or was already there, the Japanese side would prohibit the person from entering the country. If they were already in Japan, they would also be expelled to meet the demands of the Qing court. 

For Sun Yixian, the Qing court made such a request to Japan, probably shortly after the meeting between Sun and Jiang. There is no doubt that Sun has cultivated a large number of revolutionary enrants in Japan. He used to be expelled from Shanghai, but now Tokyo can't stay any longer, so he moved the revolutionary headquarters to Hong Kong. 

When Chiang Kai-shek was still studying in the military academy, Sun Yixian made no less than seven revolutionary attempts in various parts of South China in less than two years, but all failed. Many of his followers were killed and the rule of the Qing Dynasty remained the same. 

Chiang Kai-shek always offered to contribute to the revolution, but he was rejected every time because of long-term considerations. Sun Yixian said that the greatest contribution he could make to the revolution and China was to complete his military studies. 

In 1909. At the end of November, Chiang Kai-shek graduated from the military academy, and the next step is to go to a regular military university, but before that, the cadets have to experience the life of the lowest-level military personnel to see if they can stand the test of this hard life. 

On a bitter morning in January 1, 1910, Chiang Kai-shek stood in front of Colonel Rifong, the leader of the 19th Field Artillery Corps stationed in Takata. He "snapped" a stand and saluted. Their immediate superior was "General Beard" Nagaoka Waishi. He commanded the 13th Division of the Japanese Army, and Colonel Rifong's regiment belonged to this division. 

Throughout the winter, Chiang Kai-shek got up three hours before dawn every day. The first thing he did was to feed his horse and then do morning exercises. He was outdoors all day. At night, Japanese soldiers usually had to do the hard work of slaves. 

Later Chiang Kai-shek said nothing about his life in Japan during these years. These jobs are dead and must be done. He has almost no time to communicate with his Chinese classmates, but once he talks with them, he always says something like "going to the battlefield is much more bitter than this, no one can't bear it, habits become natural" and so on. 

Strangely enough, Chiang Kai-shek does not seem to have made any impression on his Japanese officials. They never expected him to do anything great. A few years later, in 1929, Chiang Kai-shek was already famous. 

Nagaoka tried hard to find the secret of Jiang Chenggong. He wrote an article recalling that in 1927 in Tokyo, he invited Jiang and Rifengda to have tea together. As usual, Jiang was dressed upright, "like a natural and unrestrained movie star", and was a little too courteous. When saying goodbye, Jiang presented a banner to Nagaoka with the words "not to be taught. Nagaoka believes that it is loyalty and kindness that is the secret of Chiang Kai-shek's success. 

When the news of the Wuchang Uprising reached Chiang Kai-shek's ears, he decided to temporarily give up his military studies in Japan and immediately return to participate in the revolution. Since then, especially after taking part in the battle of Hangzhou, Chiang Kai-shek's personal experience began to be combined with the modern history of China. 

At first he was unremarkable, but later he became a pivotal figure. 

The historians of the Kuomintang called Chiang Kai-shek's men "death squads". Before leading his subordinates to successfully attack the Zhejiang Governor Yamen, he wrote a letter to his mother, in which he sincerely hoped that his mother would "forgive her unfilial sin". Then he said how much he wanted to be able to do something to get ahead, even if he was willing to die in battle. From his mother's reply, it can be seen that she is indeed a strong mother worthy of the name. In her reply to her son, she said, "whether you devote yourself or not is determined by your career. Don't worry about things at home."

The battle was victorious, and though for a young man his role was limited compared to the much greater whole cause-and the victory of the battle was at best a part of the whole Hangzhou uprising-everyone thought he had done quite well. Later, a 1 general wrote a short book, A Documentary of Zhejiang Independence, in which Chiang Kai-shek was described as a hero. As a tribute, he dedicated a copy to Chiang Kai-shek and enclosed a letter with the book. According to the Confucian fashion, Chiang Kai-shek wrote back that he had been rewarded for nothing and deserved it, and hoped that when the book was republished, the author could also fairly evaluate other personnel who took part in the battle not mentioned in the book. 

A biography of Chiang Kai-shek records this exchange of letters, but does not specify the date. However, it can be inferred that this may have happened in August 1912. It was this month. The National Party was established. It was also this month that Yuan Shikai sent people to assassinate 1 generals of the Republic of China. 

These events reflect the state of the revolutionary movement: the Qing government was overthrown, but the result of this change was only to bring another Qing official to power, and he had no interest in Sun Yixian's revolutionary program-the Three People's Doctrine. If so, what is the significance of this change? Chiang Kai-shek felt disillusioned and unwilling to seek a job under Yuan Shikai. It was in that January-August 1912-that he decided to return to Tokyo to continue his military studies. 

While he studied, he worked as an editor of the magazine "Military Voice", which was often written by himself. His first work on military politics was in 1912—

It was written in 1913. He wrote an article in the inaugural issue of "Military Voice" magazine and yearned for a world in which all races live in harmony, only the police are needed to maintain order, there is no war, and therefore no army. He analyzed the situation in Tibet and Mongolia more realistically, pointed out that Russia and Japan were most likely to be enemies of China, ruled out the possibility that China could withstand the Russian attack, pointed out that in fact, no matter where the invasion came from, China was vulnerable, and called for the establishment of a regular army of at least 600000 men to defend the country. 

In terms of China's size and huge population at that time, this was a relatively small force, but it would also cost half to 2/3 of China's national income. 

He also strongly criticized the system of concentrating military and civil rights in the hands of the provincial governor. He wrote: if this system is not changed, China will one day become a loose platter composed of many separate kingdoms. Therefore, military power must be controlled by the central government. 

Chiang Kai-shek was twenty-five or six years old when he published this crazy theory. In the 20 s and 30 s, de Gaulle also published some articles and books on the defense of France and caused controversy. In this way, Chiang Kai-shek was ten years younger than de Gaulle when he published a similar article. 

Although people were equally interested in arguing at that time, there is no record of whether Chiang Kai-shek's article caused a similar debate. However, he was still young and not well known, and the article was written in a foreign capital. 

At that time, in the Far East, any young man who wanted to engage in military life studied military affairs, the first thing he thought of was Japan, and then it was the turn of another military power, Germany. When Chiang Kai-shek was planning to go to Germany to continue his military studies, Sun Yat-sen launched a "second revolution" to overthrow Yuan Shikai ". Chiang Kai-shek immediately rushed to Shanghai to join Chen Qimei as Chen's chief of staff. 

On July 23, 1913, according to the plan in advance, Chen Qimei declared Shanghai's independence, but this time, as before, the revolutionaries moved quickly and failed quickly. The manufacturing bureau they attacked was heavily defended, and Chiang Kai-shek was captured by 1 sentries during the battle, but he managed to escape. 

Chiang Kai-shek failed, but he did not fall out of favor. In Sun Yixian's eyes, he even became stronger. It seems inappropriate to say that Sun Yat-sen was a successful revolutionary leader, but Chiang Kai-shek doubly admired his courage in the face of adversity. 

The biographers of the royal use therefore believe that their close friendship began at this time. 

After the failure of this revolution, they both went to Japan to seek refuge (Japan did not prohibit the arrival of Dr. Sun). 

Their party was outlawed by the treacherous Yuan Shikai, and the Kuomintang leaders watched helplessly as their Republic of China fell apart after an extremely painful setback. It is true that the impact and effects of their revolution spread throughout the country, but the reports from most areas are depressing. 

The situation in the south is particularly precarious. Chen Qimei believes that in any case, the south is greatly affected by the revolution, and the real revolutionary goal should be Beijing and the north. Dr. Sun thought what he said was reasonable and sent him to Dalian, where he spent six months conducting field investigations, but the results were nothing. 

Reality is relentless. In the struggle between the Kuomintang and Yuan Shikai, the Kuomintang had to be slightly better in every aspect. But they are poorly organized, their intelligence is unreliable and their security defenses are flawed. Chiang Kai-shek discovered these problems early on, and in the spring of 1914 he became aware of them again. This year he was sent to Shanghai on a mission to organize a riot there. His plan was very perfect, but the method was a little lacking. He planned to occupy all the important strategic points around the city and near the coast as soon as he started. But the Shanghai guard made a cunning old man, and a year ago he had encountered and dealt with a similar problem. His security facilities were very effective. On May 30, he sent police to raid and search Chiang Kai-shek's headquarters. The troops and police surrounded the home of a friend Chiang Kai-shek was planning to go. 
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
