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Inquisition

Many believe that the Inquisition was a product of the harsh and dark early Middle Ages, a time steeped in superstition when witches were burned and dissenters and heretics were relentlessly persecuted. However, this perception does not reflect the full truth.

The Inquisition began in the early Middle Ages and continued until the early 19th century. It was a process that flared up and subsided over time, yet throughout its existence, the Catholic Church persistently fought against dissent.

Why did the Inquisition arise? From the moment of its inception, the Christian Church faced constant division. Various movements emerged within it, forcing the Church to defend its claim to supremacy in the Christian world and to combat different sects and schisms.

In 316 AD, the Donatists were persecuted. Donatism (Donatismus in Latin, Δονατισμός in Greek) was a schism within the Carthaginian Church that began in the early 4th century and lasted until the Muslim conquest. The schism arose as a reaction by some Christians to the conduct of clergy who, during the Diocletian persecutions, collaborated with the Roman authorities for various reasons. The movement was named after Bishop Donatus of Numidia, a key figure in its early stages. Emperor Constantine the Great issued a decree ordering that all property belonging to the Donatists, considered schismatics and heretics, be confiscated.

In 382 AD, the Manicheans were targeted and killed. The Manicheans were followers of the dualistic teachings of Mani (216–274?), an ancient Persian poet, preacher, and religious reformer. Manichaeism was a synthesis of numerous Eastern religious traditions (Christianity, Zoroastrianism, Judaism, Buddhism, and others) reinterpreted through the lens of Gnosticism. Thanks to its syncretic nature, it spread successfully from Persia to the West (Roman Empire) and the East (Central Asia, China), surviving in some regions until the 16th century. The Manicheans were persecuted for attempting to introduce division within the Christian Church.

Thus, the roots of these conflicts can be traced back to the Church's earliest steps. As Christianity expanded, the papacy grew in strength and power, forming alliances with states. This book reveals that the Inquisition was not merely a struggle of the Church against its opponents or rivals. It was invariably intertwined with the political ambitions of various states seeking to secure their spheres of influence.

We see this in France, in Spain, even in England, and to some extent in Portugal. This book sheds light on these intricate dynamics, where religious and political power converged in a relentless pursuit of dominance.

The 12th century marks the beginning of the Inquisition.

What is the Inquisition, after all? Translated from Latin, inquisitor means "investigator" or "examiner." Thus, it was an institution created to investigate crimes against the faith. It all began in the 12th century when Frederick I Barbarossa, the Holy Roman Emperor, who would later perish during the Crusades, tasked Pope Lucius III with developing a system for the search and prosecution of religious offenses.
