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THE WHITSUNDAY ISLANDS

FORMALLY KNOWN AS THE CUMBERLAND ISLANDS.

WINDY

While the waters around the islands are generally considered safe for swimming and other water sports, there are a few marine dangers that beachgoers should be aware of.

A marine danger in the Whitsundays is the risk of marine stings and bites. The area is home to a variety of venomous marine creatures, including jellyfish, stonefish, and sea snakes.
