Foreword


There are moments in history when silence becomes complicity. We are living in one of those moments right now.

Since October 7, 2023, we have witnessed something I never thought I would see in my lifetime: the most violent massacre of Jewish people since the Holocaust, followed not by universal condemnation but by a global eruption of hatred against the victims themselves. And in too many pulpits and pews, there has been a deafening silence.

The book you hold in your hands is a shattering of that silence.

I have spent my career studying Bible prophecy, writing about the End Times, and teaching believers how to discern the signs of Christ’s return. In all my years of research, I have never seen a topic more urgent, timelier, or more misunderstood than the one Jimmy Evans and Dr. John Andersen tackle in Haman’s Lies. An Opening Word


We are writing these words with grief in our hearts.

Yesterday evening—while families in Sydney gathered on Bondi Beach to light the first candle of Hanukkah—two gunmen opened fire on a crowd of a thousand people. They killed at least fifteen. They wounded more than forty. They murdered a ten-year-old girl named Matilda, who had come to the beach with her parents and little sister to celebrate the Festival of Lights. They murdered two rabbis. They murdered an eighty-seven-year-old Holocaust survivor named Alex Kleytman, who threw his body over his wife of nearly sixty years to shield her from the bullets.

Read that again. A man who survived the Holocaust—who escaped the Nazi death machine as a child in Siberia, who built a new life on the other side of the world, who raised a family and watched his grandchildren grow—was gunned down eighty years later, at a Hanukkah celebration, in Australia, for the same reason the Nazis wanted him dead so many years before.

Because he was a Jew.

We really don’t have words adequate for this moment. We have written this entire book about the lies that fuel hatred against the Jewish people, about the ancient pattern that keeps repeating, about the spiritual warfare that underlies it all. But sitting here on this night, watching the videos of parents running with their children, reading the names of the dead, seeing the images of flowers piling up outside the Bondi Pavilion—theory becomes flesh. Statistics become faces. The chapter you are about to read on the “flood of antisemitism” becomes a beach soaked in blood.

It is almost too much to bear.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu responded within hours. He did not mince words. He reminded the world that he had written to Australian Prime Minister Anthony Albanese earlier this year, warning him that Australia’s recognition of a Palestinian state was “pouring fuel on the antisemitic fire.” He said: “Antisemitism is a cancer. It spreads when leaders stay silent; it retreats when leaders act.” And then he added this: “Your government did nothing to stop the spread of antisemitism in Australia. You did nothing to curb the cancer cells that were growing inside your country. You took no action. You let the disease spread and the result is the horrific attacks on Jews we saw today.”

Some will call those words too harsh. Some will say this is not the time for blame. But we think Netanyahu understands something that too many Western leaders have refused to see: Words have consequences. Policies have consequences. When you reward terrorism with statehood, when you single out the Jewish state for condemnation while ignoring actual atrocities elsewhere, when you allow antisemitic rhetoric to spread unchallenged through your universities and streets and social media platforms—you are not being neutral. You are watering the seeds of violence.

And eventually, inevitably, those seeds bear fruit.

Bondi Beach is what happens when Haman’s lies go unanswered.

It is what happens when “from the river to the sea” is treated as free speech instead of a call for genocide. It is what happens when university presidents cannot bring themselves to say that calling for the murder of Jews violates their code of conduct. It is what happens when the international community passes more resolutions condemning Israel than the rest of the world combined. It is what happens when the propaganda we document in this book is allowed to metastasize unchallenged—when Haman’s template becomes the accepted narrative about an entire people.

The lies come first. The violence follows. It has always been this way.

We must admit we are devastated tonight. We are angry. We are grieving for people we have never met in a country we have only visited, because their deaths feel like a wound in our own chests. And we know that when the sun rises tomorrow, there will be voices explaining why this attack was “understandable,” why the “context” matters, why we shouldn’t rush to judgment, why Israel’s policies somehow justify the murder of children at a Hanukkah party.

Those voices are the reason this book exists.

We finished the manuscript for this book several days ago. We thought we were done. But as we watched the events of yesterday unfold, we realized we needed to add these words at the beginning—not to update the argument, because nothing that happened yesterday changes the argument. The argument was already proven by October 7, 2023. By the Tree of Life Synagogue. By the Holocaust. By every pogrom and persecution and exile stretching back to Haman himself.

We added these words because we want you to understand, before you read another page, that this book is not an academic exercise. It is not a political argument. It is not an attempt to win a debate.

It is a response to blood crying out from the ground.

Alex Kleytman survived the Holocaust. He lived eighty-seven years. He raised children and grandchildren. And on the first night of Hanukkah 2025, in one of the safest countries on earth, he died the way he would have died in 1943—because the world still has not learned to recognize Haman’s lies.

His wife Larisa, who was lying beneath him as he was shot, told reporters: “I think he was shot because he raised himself up to protect me.”

He raised himself up. Even at eighty-seven. Even as the bullets flew. He raised himself up to protect someone he loved.

That is what this moment requires of all of us. Not to cower. Not to stay silent. Not to hope the hatred passes us by. But to raise ourselves up—to speak, to act, to protect—even when it costs us something.

That is what this book is asking you to do.

May the memory of the Bondi Beach victims be a blessing. And may their blood not have been shed in vain.

Introduction


      The Spirit of Slander



    

      Twenty-five centuries ago, a man named Haman stood before the King of Persia and released a lie into the world. It wasn’t small. It wasn’t careless. It was a crafted accusation designed for one purpose—to justify genocide, to wipe God’s Covenant People off the face of the earth.


      Listen to what he said:


      

        Then Haman said to King Ahasuerus, “There is a certain people scattered and dispersed among the people in all the provinces of your kingdom; their laws are different from all other people’s, and they do not keep the king’s laws. Therefore it is not fitting for the king to let them remain. If it pleases the king, let a decree be written that they be destroyed, and I will pay ten thousand talents of silver into the hands of those who do the work, to bring it into the king’s treasuries” (Esther 3:8–9).


      


      If that sounds familiar, it should. Haman’s script has never gone away. The vocabulary has changed, the kingdoms have changed, the geopolitical arguments have changed—but the template has stayed exactly the same. His lie contained a template—a four-part propaganda strategy we will examine in detail in Chapter 3. That template—which we call Different, Disloyal, Dangerous, Disposable—has been repeated against the Jewish people in every generation since. Modern activists use updated vocabulary, but the message is identical. The spirit behind it is identical.


      It is Haman’s voice, echoing through history, calling for the destruction of God’s Covenant People.


      

        Why This Book?


        For over fifty years, I (Jimmy) have studied Bible prophecy. John and I have both written extensively about the signs of the times, the return of Christ, and what Scripture reveals about the last days. My (Jimmy’s) book Tipping Point examined the prophetic significance of the moment we are living in—how the convergence of signs tells us we are the final generation before the Lord’s return.


        But we have never seen anything like what is happening right now.


        Since October 7, 2023—the deadliest day for Jews since the Holocaust—we have watched in astonishment as the victims have been turned into villains. We have seen demonstrators in major cities chanting for the elimination of Israel “from the river to the sea.” We have watched university professors justify terrorism. We have seen social media flooded with accusations that any previous generation would have instantly recognized as antisemitic propaganda, yet today they are repackaged as “justice,” “equity,” or “decolonization.”


        And we’ve seen many Christians—people who genuinely love Jesus and believe the Bible—struggle to know what to think. They hear these accusations repeated so often, with such confidence and emotion, that they begin to wonder:


        

          Could some of this be true?


          Is Israel really an “apartheid state”?


          Are the Palestinians really victims of “genocide”?


          If I support Israel, am I supporting oppression?


        


        This book is our answer to those questions. But it is more than that. It is an attempt to show you something almost everyone is missing: The propaganda assault against Israel is not merely political. It is spiritual. It is the newest expression of an ancient hatred—a hatred that has pursued the Jewish people through every century, every empire, and every civilization. And it carries profound prophetic significance.


        We are not watching random events. We are watching prophecy unfold in real time. And the lies being spread about Israel are not peripheral to that story—they are part of it. They reveal exactly where we are on God’s prophetic timeline.


      


      

      

        A Word to Those Who Wonder Why This Book Is Necessary


        Before we go further, we want to address a few objections you may already be forming. We have heard them from friends, from fellow pastors, and even from our own inner critics. They deserve an honest response.


        “This book is written for people who already agree with you.”


        Yes, we are writing primarily for evangelical Christians. We make no apology for that. But here is something that deeply concerns us: Antisemitism is no longer confined to the fringes. It is creeping into conservative churches—churches that should know better, churches that claim to believe the Bible. We are watching pastors stay silent because they don’t want to be controversial. We are watching congregations absorb anti-Israel talking points from social media without ever hearing a biblical response from the pulpit. We are watching young believers—raised in the church—adopt positions that previous generations would have instantly recognized as hostile to Scripture and to God’s Covenant People.


        The infection has reached the household of faith. That is why we are writing to believers first. If the Church does not recover its clarity on this issue, we will have failed at a critical moment in prophetic history. We will have repeated the silence of the German churches in the 1930s. And we refuse to be part of that silence.


        “Israeli policy gets criticized everywhere. Why add another voice?”


        That objection actually proves our point. Israeli policy is criticized everywhere—on every network, in every newspaper, on every campus, across every social media platform. The criticism is relentless, often one-sided, and frequently indistinguishable from the propaganda we document in this book. But where is the platform for an answer? Where can ordinary Christians hear a thoughtful, biblically grounded response to the accusations they encounter daily?


        The mainstream media is not providing that response. The academic community is not providing it. In many cases, even the Church is not providing it. This book exists because someone needs to say clearly what too few are willing to say: These accusations are not merely mistaken—they are part of an ancient spiritual pattern, and they must be answered.


        “You don’t seem to acknowledge Palestinian suffering.”


        Let us be clear: The suffering of Palestinian civilians is real, and it is tragic. Every innocent life lost—Jewish or Arab—is an image-bearer of God. Every mother who weeps over a child, every family displaced by war, every person caught in the crossfire of a conflict they did not choose—these realities should grieve anyone with a functioning conscience. They grieve us deeply.


        But here is the problem we are trying to address: The narrative of Palestinian suffering has been weaponized. It has been divorced from context, stripped of history, and deployed as a tool to demonize the Jewish state and justify its elimination. Most adults in the Western world have already absorbed this weaponized version. They have heard the accusations of genocide and apartheid repeated so often that they accept them as fact. They have seen the images. They have felt the emotional pull. What they have not heard—what almost no one is telling them—is how those images and emotions are being manipulated to serve an agenda as old as Haman.


        This book does not exist to minimize anyone’s suffering. It exists to expose the lies that exploit suffering in order to advance destruction. Those are not the same thing.


        “Your language is too strong. You seem angry.”


        We are unapologetic about the strength of what we say in these pages. If some of our words sound forceful, consider what they are responding to. We are responding to calls for genocide chanted openly on American streets. We are responding to the murder of over 1,200 people on a single October morning—and to the global movement that celebrated it. We are responding to Jewish students hiding their identity on campuses their parents are paying tuition for them to attend. We are responding to synagogues firebombed, to mezuzahs torn from doorposts, to the highest levels of antisemitic violence since the Holocaust.


        Blood speaks louder than this book ever could. If our words sound strong, it is because we are trying to match the gravity of what is happening—not to exceed it. When people are calling for the elimination of an entire nation, measured tones can become a form of complicity. There is a time for diplomatic language, and there is a time to call a lie exactly what it is. We are living in the second kind of time.


        “The book is long. Did you really need to address twenty-five lies?”


        Yes, we did.


        This subject has been systematically overlooked among American Christians. For decades, support for Israel was assumed in evangelical churches—it was part of the air we breathed. But assumptions are not the same as understanding. When the cultural winds shifted, when the propaganda intensified, when the accusations became sophisticated and emotionally compelling, many believers discovered they had convictions without foundations. They knew they were supposed to support Israel, but they didn’t know why. And when the pressure came, their support crumbled.


        This book is an attempt to provide the foundations that were never properly laid. It is an attempt to be extensive because the assault is extensive. Every lie we address in these pages is a lie we have heard from real people—including Christians—who have absorbed it without ever encountering a serious response. If we had written a shorter book, we would have left some of those lies unanswered. And unanswered lies do not go away. They metastasize.


        So yes, this book is long. It is long because the moment demands it. It is long because too little has been said for too long. And it is long because we would rather give you more than you need than leave you without the answers you are looking for.


        Now, with those objections addressed, let us show you the pattern that makes all of this so dangerous—and so predictable.


      


      

      

        The Pattern of Propaganda


        History teaches us a sobering lesson: Genocide never begins with gas chambers or machetes. It begins with words. It begins with a narrative—propaganda that dehumanizes, marginalizes, and demonizes a target group until violence against them feels not only acceptable, but morally justified.

        The pattern never changes. First come the words. Then comes the violence.


        And that is why the propaganda being unleashed against Israel today is so dangerous. This is not normal political criticism. It is not a neat distinction between “anti-Zionism” and antisemitism. What we are witnessing is the deliberate, coordinated demonization of the Jewish state and, increasingly, of the Jewish people themselves—using the same strategies, the same emotional triggers, and in many cases the same accusations that have preceded every major outbreak of violence against Jews in history.


        This isn’t just rhetoric. It’s the opening stage of a pattern as old as Haman and as deadly as the twentieth century proved it to be.


      


      

      

        The Numbers Tell a Story


        Consider just one statistic that shows the scope of what we are facing. According to the Anti-Defamation League’s Global 100 survey, approximately 46 percent of adults worldwide—about 2.2 billion people—harbor antisemitic attitudes.1


        That number has more than doubled since the survey was first conducted in 2014.


        Even more alarming is the generational divide. Among adults under 35, antisemitic attitudes reach 50 percent, compared to 37 percent among those over 50. The young are more antisemitic than the old. This is not the direction anyone would define as progress.


        And consider the institutional bias. According to UN Watch, between 2006 and 2016, the United Nations Human Rights Council (UNHRC) passed 135 resolutions condemning specific countries. Of those, 68—more than half—were directed at Israel alone. That is more resolutions against Israel than against Syria, North Korea, Iran, China, Cuba, and Venezuela combined.


        The UNHRC even maintains a permanent agenda item—Agenda Item 7—dedicated solely to condemning Israel. No other nation on earth is treated this way.

        These numbers tell a story. And the story is not about proportionate criticism of Israeli policies. The story is about obsession—a double standard so extreme that it points to something far deeper than politics.


      


      

      

        The Nazi Roots


        To understand where today’s anti-Israel propaganda comes from, we have to look at its roots. And those roots lead us to a surprising moment in the middle of Nazi Germany.


        On November 28, 1941, Adolf Hitler welcomed a visitor to the Reich Chancellery in Berlin. His guest was Haj Amin al-Husseini, the Grand Mufti of Jerusalem—the highest Islamic authority in Palestine during the British Mandate. The official German record of their meeting still exists today in the Documents on German Foreign Policy, 1918–1945.3


        Al-Husseini had fled British Palestine in 1937 after the British tried to arrest him for stirring up violence. He slipped into Lebanon, then Iraq—where he backed a pro-Nazi coup—and eventually made his way through Italy to Germany. And now he was sitting across from Hitler himself.


        According to the German record, the Mufti thanked Hitler for his support and told him that “the Arabs were Germany’s natural friends because they had the same enemies … namely the English, the Jews, and the Communists.” Hitler answered by saying that Germany “stood for an uncompromising war against the Jews,” including “active opposition to the Jewish national home in Palestine.”


        Then Hitler made a promise. Germany’s goal, he said, was “solely the destruction of the Jewish element residing in the Arab sphere.” This wasn’t empty talk. The meeting happened just weeks before the Wannsee Conference, where the Nazi leadership would ratify the “Final Solution.”


        But the Mufti’s partnership with the Nazis didn’t end with that conversation. All through the war, al-Husseini used radio broadcasts to pump anti-Jewish propaganda into the Arab world.4 He went even further. He helped recruit Muslims to fight in Nazi military units. And in 1943, the SS brought him in for a recruiting tour through Bosnia.


        The result was the 13th Waffen–SS Mountain Division, known as Handschar—the Arabic word for a curved scimitar.5 SS Chief Gottlob Berger reported that the Mufti’s visit had “an extraordinarily successful impact.” Between twenty-four thousand and twenty-seven thousand recruits signed up. The Mufti spoke to military imams, identifying their “common enemies: World Jewry, England, and Bolshevism.”6


        In total, al-Husseini recruited at least thirty thousand Muslim troops for Hitler across multiple units. Himmler made him an SS officer and gave him an office in the SS Main Office.7


        After the war, Yugoslavia tried to indict the Mufti for war crimes, but he slipped out of French custody and fled to Cairo. From there, he kept spreading anti-Zionist and anti-Jewish propaganda until he died in 1974.


        The point of this history is not to label every critic of Israel as a Nazi. The point is to recognize something important: The Nazi propaganda playbook didn’t disappear with Hitler. It found a new home.


      


      

      

        The Soviet Continuation


        After World War II, the baton of anti-Jewish propaganda passed from Nazi Germany to the Soviet Union. The Soviets understood how powerful the Nazi framework had been, and they reshaped it for their own purposes during the Cold War.


        In the mid-1960s, the international community was negotiating the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination. The United States and Brazil pushed to include a clause condemning antisemitism. But the USSR—while actively persecuting Jews and restricting their ability to leave—needed a way to deflect attention.


        Their solution was simple, and deeply sinister: Equate Zionism with racism.8 If Zionism could be branded as racism, then opposing Zionism wasn’t antisemitism at all—it was “anti-racism.” The logic mirrored earlier Nazi propaganda, which claimed that Jewish self-determination was really a conspiracy against the nations.


        After the Six-Day War in 1967, the Soviet Union doubled down on this strategy. It built an entire academic field called “Zionology,” aimed at “exposing” supposed Israeli racism, imperialism, and—with stunning irony—Nazism. These materials weren’t optional. They were assigned reading for Soviet soldiers, students, teachers, and members of the Communist Party.9


        In 1974, the Soviet Party Central Committee approved a seven-point plan to ramp up anti-Zionist propaganda across the entire society. And in 1975, that effort paid off. The United Nations General Assembly passed Resolution 3379, declaring that “Zionism is a form of racism and racial discrimination.”10


        The resolution passed 72 to 35. Those voting in favor included every nation in the Soviet bloc and most of the Arab states.11 The US Ambassador to the UN, Daniel Patrick Moynihan, fired back with a blistering response: “The lie is that Zionism is a form of racism. The overwhelmingly clear truth is that it is not.”12


        In 1991, after the Soviet Union collapsed, the resolution was finally revoked. Israel had made its repeal a requirement for taking part in the Madrid Peace Conference. But the damage was already done. The idea that “Zionism equals racism” had been stamped into the world’s leading international institution. And from there it spread—into universities, NGOs, and activist networks around the globe.13


        The vocabulary may have changed. Today we hear terms like “apartheid,” “settler-colonialism,” and “genocide.” But the logic is the same: Delegitimize Jewish self-determination, portray Israel as uniquely evil, and prepare the ground for its removal.


      


      

      

        The Spirit Behind the Strategy


        Here is something that purely political or historical analysis cannot explain: Demons do not die.


        When Nazi Germany fell, the demonic spirit that had fueled Hitler’s genocidal hatred did not vanish in the bunker with him. It simply looked for another place to operate. And when the Soviet Union collapsed, the spirit behind its anti-Zionist propaganda did not fade away. It migrated—into new institutions, new movements, and new voices willing to carry its message.


        Jesus taught this principle in Matthew 12:43–45:


        

          “When an unclean spirit goes out of a man, he goes through dry places, seeking rest, and finds none. Then he says, ‘I will return to my house from which I came.’ And when he comes, he finds it empty, swept, and put in order. Then he goes and takes with him seven other spirits more wicked than himself, and they enter and dwell there; and the last state of that man is worse than the first. So shall it also be with this wicked generation.”


        


        In the passage, Jesus is speaking about a person, but the principle extends beyond the individual. When a life, a culture, or even a political system is spiritually empty—when it is unguarded and unanchored—the enemy seeks a way back in. And if he cannot return to the same host, he simply looks for another. Demonic influence searches for expression. When one host collapses, it moves to the next available place.


        This helps us understand why the same destructive spirit keeps reappearing in history. The spirit of Haman did not die on the gallows. It resurfaced in Antiochus Epiphanes, who desecrated the Temple and attempted to erase Jewish identity. It resurfaced in the Roman emperors who destroyed Jerusalem and scattered the Jewish people. It reemerged in the Crusaders, the Inquisitors, and the architects of the Russian pogroms. It rose again in Hitler. It rose again in Soviet propaganda. And it is active today—in the chants on university campuses, in the resolutions passed at the United Nations, and in the rhetoric spreading across social media. The faces change, the institutions change, the language changes, but the spirit behind them does not.


        This is why the lies never fully disappear. This is why each generation finds itself confronting the same accusations wrapped in new vocabulary. The human instruments shift, but the spiritual force driving them remains constant. The ancient serpent—the accuser, the father of lies—has opposed God’s Covenant People from the beginning. He understands something many believers overlook: God’s promises to Israel form the foundation for all His promises. If the enemy could destroy Israel, he imagines he could discredit God Himself and unravel God’s redemptive plan. He cannot. But he never stops trying.


        This is why Paul’s words in Ephesians 6:12 are so essential:


        

          For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.


        


        The battle we are witnessing—whether in the streets, on our campuses, in political chambers, or online—is not merely political or ideological. It is spiritual. And a spiritual battle requires spiritual discernment, spiritual strength, and spiritual weapons.


        Haman was not simply a political official. He was animated by a demonic spirit that hated God’s Covenant People. That same evil spirit operates today using the same strategy it has always used: Build a narrative, repeat it until it sounds like truth, and then rely on institutions and influencers to give it authority. But just as in the book of Esther, the spirit behind Haman will not prevail. The God of Israel does not change. His Covenant does not fail. His promises are everlasting.


      


      

      

        What This Book Will Do


        In the pages ahead, we want to accomplish seven things.


        First, we will show you why Israel matters prophetically. Israel is not just another country. It is what we call God’s “super-sign”—the indicator that tells us where we are on the prophetic timeline. What happens to Israel, and how the nations treat Israel, reveal where we are in God’s plan.


        Second, we will expose Haman’s template—the four-part propaganda strategy that has been used against the Jewish people for centuries. Once you see the pattern, you will recognize it everywhere.


        Third, we will show you Esther’s template—how the spirit of Esther rises in every generation to stand “for such a time as this.” Just as Haman’s spirit finds new hosts, so does the calling of Esther find new vessels.


        Fourth, we will walk you through the anatomy of deception—how good, ordinary, compassionate people can become carriers of destructive ideas without ever intending to. Understanding this pattern will help you recognize how modern anti-Israel narratives take root and gain power.


        Fifth, we will take you through twenty-five specific lies that are being told about Israel today. For each one, we will show you the accusation, why it sounds persuasive, and what the historical truth actually is.


        Sixth, we will show you why supporting Israel is not a burden on American taxpayers, but one of the best investments America makes anywhere in the world. The returns—in military technology, intelligence, medical innovation, cybersecurity, economic growth, and strategic strength—far exceed the dollars invested. This is not charity. This is partnership that benefits both nations.


        Seventh, we will show you why this matters for you as a believer. This is not just about politics or international relations. This is about prophecy, about spiritual warfare, about the blessing and cursing of Genesis 12:3, and about being a faithful witness in the last days.


        Most people don’t want to become experts in Middle Eastern history or international law. They don’t have time to master political science or memorize talking points. They simply want to stop feeling overwhelmed. They want to understand what is true, recognize what is false, and know why Israel matters in God’s plan—without needing a degree to do it. This book is written for them. Our goal is to give you clarity where there has been confusion, confidence where there has been intimidation, and a simple framework you can hold onto when the arguments and accusations feel too complicated. You do not need to be a scholar to stand for truth. You just need the truth made clear. That is what this book will give you.


        You’ll also notice that this book includes extensive endnotes. That is intentional. Some readers want to dig deeper, verify sources, or explore the history and documentation behind what we have written. Those notes are there for you. But if they distract you from the flow of the book, feel free to skip them. Just stay with the main text. The endnotes are simply a resource for those who want more detail, not a burden for those who don’t. This book is built so you can read it straight through without getting lost—and return to the notes only when you want to.


        By the end of this book, you will be equipped to recognize the lies, answer them with truth, and stand with God’s Covenant People in this critical hour. You will understand that you are not a spectator in this drama. You are a participant—positioned by God, for such a time as this.


      


      

      

        A Note on the Harder Questions


        Throughout this book, you will find sections in some chapters titled “Engaging the Harder Questions.” These are not afterthoughts—they are essential to our purpose. We have written this book for believers who want to stand with Israel, but we know that standing requires more than conviction. It requires preparation. Your grandson may come home from college having read serious critics—not social media slogans, but professors who know the history, who acknowledge complexity, and who still reach conclusions hostile to Israel. If we only equip you to answer the slogans, we have failed you. You will win the argument at Thanksgiving and lose it at graduation.


        So we have done something unusual: In the chapters where sophisticated critics would find our basic arguments insufficient, we present their strongest case—not a strawman, but the real argument a serious person would make. Then we give you the honest response, including places where we must acknowledge hard truths and genuine tensions. This is not weakness. This is how you earn the right to be heard. Someone who sees you grapple honestly with difficulty will trust you when you speak with confidence. If they suspect you are hiding something, they will dismiss everything you say. We want you to walk into any conversation—with a skeptic, a critic, or a loved one who has been swept up in the flood—and know that you have heard the hardest version of the case against Israel and found it answerable. Not easy. Not simple. But answerable.


        One final note on these harder questions: Any nation under the kind of scrutiny Israel faces daily from the international community would struggle to answer every question. No country’s wartime conduct survives examination under a microscope held by hostile observers. The United States, the United Kingdom, and France have all conducted military operations with civilian casualties that would dominate global headlines for months if Israel had done the same. The scrutiny itself is not neutral—it is part of the pressure campaign. That does not mean every question is illegitimate. But it does mean we should notice when Israel is asked to meet standards no other nation is expected to meet, and when the questions themselves are designed not to seek understanding but to delegitimize and ultimately eliminate.

The Ancient Pattern





1
The Rising Tide



We want to tell you about a flood.

You know how it happens. You’re standing outside, and you feel a drop. Just one drop. You barely notice it. Then another. And another. Each one so small, so insignificant, that you don’t bother to seek shelter. A drop here, a drop there—what’s the harm? You go about your business. You check your phone. You have conversations. Life continues.

And then suddenly—suddenly—you look up and realize you’re standing in water up to your knees. The streets have become rivers. The drops have become a deluge. And you wonder: How did I not see this coming? When did the rain become a flood?

That’s what happened to the Jewish community in America after October 7, 2023. That’s what happened to all of us. Drop by drop, incident by incident—until suddenly we looked up and realized we were standing in a flood of hatred. And the real question every American has to face is this: How did we not see it coming?

The late Franklin H. Littell saw it coming. He’s often called the “Father of Holocaust Studies,” and for good reason. As a twenty-two-year-old in 1939, he stood in Nuremberg and watched a Nazi rally with his own eyes. That moment marked him. He spent the rest of his life trying to understand how a civilized society can sink into hatred. In 1975, he wrote a book called The Crucifixion of the Jews, where he warned about the patterns that always show up before a genocide—the layers of antisemitism that build like storm clouds, one on top of another.

After nearly a decade in post-war Germany working to help denazify the country, Littell issued a warning that was decades ahead of its time. He said that many modern universities were turning out people who were highly educated but morally empty—people who knew how to run systems and build technology but had lost their sense of right and wrong. In his later years, he poured himself into developing an early warning system for genocide because he understood something most people ignore: Floods don’t arrive without signs. The first drops always fall for those who know how to see them.1 And take note—Littell developed this early warning system over fifty years ago.

Littell understood that what we’re witnessing in America today follows a script as old as civilization itself. Antisemitism is the world’s oldest hatred, and when the first drops begin to fall in any society, the wise pay attention. Because those first drops always become a flood.


The Day the Skies Darkened

On October 7, 2023, the world witnessed the deadliest attack on the Jewish people since the Holocaust. In the early morning hours, during the joy of the Simchat Torah holiday, Hamas terrorists poured into Israel through more than a hundred breach points along the Gaza border. They stormed communities, homes, and a music festival—murdering roughly 1,200 innocent men, women, children, and the elderly.2 At the Nova festival alone, 364 young people were killed while celebrating peace.

The attackers committed atrocities that almost defy description. Entire families were burned alive in their homes. Women were assaulted. Children were tortured. These weren’t rumors—independent investigators confirmed what Israel had already shown the world. More than 250 people were dragged into Gaza as hostages, including babies, elderly Holocaust survivors, and citizens from over a dozen nations. The United States later confirmed that forty-four Americans were killed—the largest number of Americans murdered by terrorists since 9/11.3

What should have followed was universal outrage. A moment of moral clarity. Instead, something dark awakened. Within hours—not days, but hours—of the massacre, celebrations erupted in American cities. And remember this: At that point, Israel hadn’t responded at all. The only thing they had said was that they would respond. That’s it. Yet pro-Hamas rallies were already filling the streets of New York, Los Angeles, and Chicago. People cheering the slaughter. Holding signs praising the “resistance.” Voices shouting in support of the very terrorists who had murdered children only hours before.

Each rally was a drop. Each celebration was a drop. Each voice raised in support of terror was a drop.

Drip … drip … drip.

And most Americans didn’t even realize the rain had started.




Counting the Drops

Let us give you the numbers because numbers tell a story that emotions cannot dismiss. The Anti-Defamation League (ADL), which has been tracking antisemitic incidents since 1979, began counting the drops. What they found should terrify every American.

In 2024, the ADL recorded 9,354 antisemitic incidents across the United States—the highest number ever recorded in the forty-six years they have been tracking.4 That’s more than twenty-five targeted anti-Jewish incidents every single day. More than one every hour. This represented a 5 percent increase from 2023’s already record-shattering 8,873 incidents, a 344 percent increase over the previous five years, and an astonishing 893 percent increase over the past decade.5

Think about what that means. In 2014, the ADL recorded roughly 950 antisemitic incidents in America. A decade later, nearly ten times as many. The drops had become a deluge.

But here’s what the numbers don’t fully capture: the acceleration. Before October 7, antisemitism was already rising—drop by drop, year by year. But after October 7, the drops became a downpour. In just the first three months following the Hamas attack, the ADL documented 3,283 incidents—a 360 percent surge from the same period a year earlier.6 That’s more antisemitic acts in three months than they usually record in an entire year.

Assaults rose by 21 percent in 2024, with 196 physical attacks impacting 250 victims. Vandalism rose by 20 percent, with 2,606 incidents of property damage—swastikas spray-painted on synagogues, Jewish cemeteries desecrated, mezuzahs torn from doorways. Harassment remained staggeringly high at 6,552 incidents. Jewish institutions received 627 bomb threats, 89 percent of them targeting synagogues.7

For the first time in the history of the ADL’s annual audit, a majority of all antisemitic incidents—58 percent—contained elements related to Israel or Zionism.8 Anti-Israel hatred had fused with ancient anti-Jewish hatred, creating a toxic new strain of bigotry that spread like wildfire across America.

According to the FBI’s statistics, antisemitic incidents accounted for 68 percent of all religion-based hate crimes in America in 2023—a 63 percent increase from the previous year.9 Think about that: Jews make up roughly 2 percent of the American population, yet they are the target of more than two-thirds of all religious hate crimes. Each crime was a drop. Each threat was a drop. And the drops kept falling, faster and faster, until the ground could no longer absorb them.

      The Global Flood


      But this wasn’t just an American phenomenon. The flood was rising across the entire Western world.


      According to the World Zionist Organization and the Jewish Agency for Israel, global antisemitic incidents surged 340 percent between 2022 and 2024.10 The Combat Antisemitism Movement documented 6,326 incidents worldwide in 2024 alone—a 108 percent increase from the previous year.11 Their report was blunt: “We are now facing the most severe wave of antisemitism since the end of the Second World War.”


      In the United Kingdom, the Community Security Trust recorded 3,528 antisemitic incidents in 2024—the second-highest ever, following 2023’s record of over 4,100 incidents.12 That represents a 450 percent increase from pre-October 7 levels.13 There were 201 physical assaults on British Jews, 157 instances of property damage, and 223 incidents specifically targeting synagogues. Jewish Britons reported hiding their mezuzahs, changing their names on ride-sharing apps to sound less Jewish, and avoiding certain neighborhoods of London during the weekly pro-Palestinian marches.


      In France, antisemitic acts nearly quadrupled, with 1,570 incidents recorded in 2024—62 percent of all religious hate crimes in the country, despite Jews comprising less than 1 percent of the population.14 Twenty-eight percent of these incidents involved violence. Physical assaults rose from 85 to 106. A comprehensive survey found that 64 percent of the French population believes Jews have reason to fear for their lives in their own country.15 France’s Ministry of National Education reported a 420 percent increase in antisemitic acts in schools.16


      In Germany, where the memory of the Holocaust should serve as a permanent warning, police recorded 3,200 antisemitic crimes between January and October 2024. In the three months immediately following October 7, Germany witnessed nearly three thousand incidents—32 per day.17 The Research and Information on Antisemitism office recorded 1,383 incidents in Berlin alone during the first half of 2024, the highest number in any previous year. The rise of the Alternative für Deutschland party, classified by some German states as right-wing extremist, poses what Jewish organizations call “a major challenge” to Jewish religious life.18


      In Canada, the situation was even more dire. B’nai Brith documented 6,219 antisemitic incidents in 2024—a 562 percent increase from 2022. A quarter of these incidents were violent.19 Jewish schools were targeted by gunfire. Synagogues received threats. The Jewish community, which represents less than 1 percent of Canada’s population, was the target of 19 percent of all reported hate crimes.


      In Australia, the Executive Council of Australian Jewry recorded 2,062 antisemitic incidents between October 2023 and September 2024—a 387 percent increase from the previous year.20 And then came December 6, 2024, when masked arsonists attacked the Adass Israel Synagogue in Melbourne in the early morning hours, destroying much of the building while worshippers were arriving for morning prayers. Two people were injured. The attack was classified as terrorism—the only antisemitic incident in Australia to receive that designation.21


      The Simon Wiesenthal Center responded by issuing a travel warning advising Jews to exercise “extreme caution” when visiting Australia, stating they were “not convinced that Jews are safe” in the country. A travel warning. For Australia. In 2024.


      The European Union Agency for Fundamental Rights surveyed Jews across thirteen European countries and found that 80 percent felt antisemitism had grown in their country over the previous five years. Ninety percent had encountered antisemitism online. Fifty-three percent worried about their own safety, and 60 percent worried about their family’s safety.22 More than three-quarters reported hiding their Jewish identity at least occasionally—not wearing a Star of David, not speaking Hebrew in public, not affixing a mezuzah to their door.23


      This is what the flood looks like from above: Millions of Jews across the Western world calculating, every day, how much of their identity to reveal and how much to hide.


    


    

    


      The Ideological Shift


      Perhaps the most alarming aspect of this flood is where the water is coming from.


      For decades, antisemitism in America was primarily associated with the far right—neo-Nazis, white supremacists, the kinds of extremists who marched in Charlottesville chanting “Jews will not replace us.” That threat hasn’t disappeared. The 2018 Tree of Life Synagogue massacre in Pittsburgh, where a white supremacist murdered eleven Jews during Shabbat services, remains the deadliest attack on Jews in American history.


      But something fundamental has shifted.


      According to the Combat Antisemitism Movement’s 2024 report, far-left antisemitism surged by 324.8 percent compared to 2023. Meanwhile, far-right incidents dropped by 54.8 percent. For the first time, the far left became the dominant source of antisemitic incidents globally, with 68.4 percent of all documented cases linked to far-left ideology—compared to just 7.3 percent from the far right.24


      “Radicalized social movements, media disinformation campaigns, and efforts to target Jewish communities under the guise of anti-Israel activism have primarily fueled this increase,” the report stated.25 Islamist-motivated incidents also rose 44.3 percent.26


      This is a tectonic shift. For the first time in modern history, the primary threat to Jewish safety in the West is coming not from the political fringe most associated with historical antisemitism, but from movements that claim to champion justice, equality, and human rights. The hatred has put on a new mask—but it’s the same ancient hatred underneath.


    


    

    


      When the Drops Drew Blood


      On November 5, 2023, less than a month after the October 7 attack, the drops became something more. Blood mixed with the rising waters.


      In Thousand Oaks, California—a quiet suburb of Los Angeles—sixty-nine-year-old Paul Kessler went to a street corner where pro-Israel and pro-Palestinian rallies were occurring simultaneously. Paul was a passionate man, an ardent Democrat who cared deeply about progressive causes. He was also a Jew who loved Israel. That Sunday afternoon, he stood at that intersection holding an Israeli flag, peacefully exercising his First Amendment rights.


      Paul Kessler was just one man. One drop in the crowd. But what happened to him showed how dangerous the rising waters had become.


      During an altercation with a pro-Palestinian counter-protester, Paul fell (or was pushed, according to some accounts) backward and struck his head on the pavement. He was conscious when paramedics arrived. He spoke with officers at the hospital. But his condition deteriorated through the night, and just after 1 a.m. the next morning, Paul Kessler was pronounced dead. The Ventura County Medical Examiner ruled his death a homicide caused by blunt force head injury.


      A professor was charged with involuntary manslaughter and battery. Investigators noted that antisemitic hate speech had been heard at the rally that day—more drops falling on the crowd. Paul Kessler may have been the first American to die in the post-October 7 flood. He was a Jewish man, standing on an American street, holding the flag of Israel—and he paid for it with his life.


      The Jewish Federation of Greater Los Angeles called it “an antisemitic crime” and declared, “Violence against our people has no place in civilized society.” A memorial was erected at the street corner where he fell. Flowers were laid. Candles were lit. But by then, the waters were rising everywhere—and Paul Kessler was still dead.


    


    

    

      The Flood Reaches the Ivory Towers


      If you want to see where the flood waters rose highest, look at our universities. These are supposed to be the sanctuaries of learning, the citadels of enlightenment, the places where young minds are shaped for leadership. Instead, they became some of the most dangerous places in America to be visibly Jewish.


      In 2024, the ADL recorded 1,694 antisemitic incidents on college campuses—84 percent higher than in 2023. Campus incidents comprised 18 percent of all incidents nationally, a larger proportion than in any previous audit.27 But the numbers don’t capture the atmosphere of fear that descended on Jewish students across the country.


      A Hillel International survey found that 61 percent of Jewish college students had witnessed antisemitic, threatening, or derogatory language during campus protests. A majority said encampments had made them feel less safe. More than half had their classes canceled, interrupted, moved online, or been blocked from attending due to protests.28 A Tufts University study found that more than a quarter of Jewish students felt they needed to hide their Jewish identity to fit in—nearly double the rate from spring 2022.29


      At Cornell University, the drops became a torrent of terror. In late October 2023, a twenty-one-year-old junior allegedly posted a series of threats on an online forum. He threatened to “shoot up” the Center for Jewish Living on campus. He threatened to “bring an assault rifle to campus and shoot” Jews. He made explicit threats to stab, behead, and rape Jewish students. Some of his posts were made under usernames that included the word “Hamas.”30


      The threats were so severe that Cornell’s Hillel organization warned Jewish students and staff to avoid the kosher dining hall “out of an abundance of caution.” Think about that: Jewish students at an Ivy League university, in the year 2023, were being told not to eat in their own dining hall because someone had threatened to murder them there.


      Governor Kathy Hochul traveled to campus. “If you’re going to engage in these harmful actions, hate crimes, breaking our laws, you will be caught and you will be prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law,” she declared. The FBI launched a hate crime investigation. The student was arrested and federally charged. Cornell canceled classes for a day. But the message had been delivered: The flood had reached Cornell, and no one was safe.


      At Harvard, the waters rose differently but just as dangerously. On October 18, 2023—just eleven days after the massacre—pro-Palestinian protesters staged a “die-in” at Harvard Business School. An Israeli first-year student named Yoav Segev walked past the demonstration. What followed was captured on video that went viral: Protesters surrounded him, shoved keffiyehs in his face, physically blocked his path, and shouted “Shame! Shame! Shame!” as he struggled to escape.


      Two graduate students were eventually charged with assault and battery. But Harvard was accused of obstructing the criminal investigation. The victim later filed a lawsuit alleging a cover-up and “systemic antisemitism.” And then, in a development that defied belief, Harvard quietly rewarded the very students who had been charged with assaulting their Jewish classmate. In August 2025, one of the attackers—a Harvard Divinity School graduate named Elom Tettey-Tamaklo—was hired as a graduate teaching fellow at Harvard, responsible for advising faculty on curriculum design. The other, law student Ibrahim Bharmal, received a $65,000 fellowship from the Harvard Law Review to work with the Council on American-Islamic Relations. At Harvard, it seemed, the flood was not just tolerated—it was welcomed. It was rewarded.31


    


    

    

      The Day America Saw the Flood


      For weeks, the drops had been falling. For weeks, the waters had been rising. But still most Americans hadn’t noticed. They were busy with their lives, checking their phones, having conversations, going about their business. The flood was happening to other people—to Jews, to Israelis, to students at elite universities far away. It wasn’t their problem. It wasn’t their flood.


      Then came December 5, 2023. That was the day America finally looked up and saw the swirl of water rushing toward them.


      The House Committee on Education and the Workforce called three university presidents to testify about antisemitism on their campuses: Claudine Gay of Harvard, Liz Magill of the University of Pennsylvania, and Sally Kornbluth of MIT. These were the leaders of three of the most prestigious institutions in the world—schools that had educated presidents, Supreme Court justices, Nobel laureates.


      Representative Elise Stefanik of New York, herself a Harvard alumna, asked what seemed like a simple question: Does calling for the genocide of Jews violate your university’s code of conduct?


      Think about that question. Does calling for the systematic murder of every Jewish man, woman, and child violate the rules of your school? Any decent human being would answer immediately: Yes. Of course. Absolutely. Without hesitation. Without qualification.


      “It is a context-dependent decision,” replied Penn’s Liz Magill.


      Context-dependent. In that moment, millions of Americans lifted their heads and suddenly realized they were standing in a flood. The waters hadn’t just reached the universities—they had saturated them completely. The leaders of our most prestigious institutions couldn’t bring themselves to say that calling for genocide was wrong. The drops had become a deluge so deep that it had drowned their moral compass.


      This is exactly what Hannah Arendt meant by “the banality of evil.” Watching Adolf Eichmann stand trial in Jerusalem, she saw not a frothing monster but a small, efficient bureaucrat who spoke in clichés and hid behind procedures. She did not mean evil is dull or boring; she meant it becomes ordinary for the people who carry it out. Men who kissed their children goodbye in the morning spent their workday signing deportation orders and scheduling trains to the death camps—and slept soundly because, in their minds, they were only following policy.32 That is the chilling echo in our own moment: University presidents and cultural elites treating open calls for Jewish genocide as a “context-dependent” question of speech codes, as if the problem were merely administrative and not moral to the core.


      The outrage was immediate and bipartisan. Donors withdrew tens of millions of dollars. Alumni demanded accountability. Saturday Night Live parodied the testimony. Within days, Liz Magill resigned. On January 2, 2024, Claudine Gay resigned from Harvard—the shortest tenure in nearly four hundred years. But the flood didn’t recede with their departures. If anything, it grew stronger.


    


    

    

      The Flood Crests


      By spring 2024, what had started as scattered drops had become a raging flood surge that swept across more than 100 American universities. On April 17, students at Columbia University established what they called a “Gaza Solidarity Encampment” in the center of campus.33 The timing was deliberate: It was the same day Columbia’s president, Minouche Shafik, was testifying before Congress about antisemitism. Within days, the waters spread: Harvard, Yale, Princeton, MIT, Northwestern, UCLA, and dozens more.


      At Columbia, the flood revealed its true nature. Protesters chanted “Al-Qassam, you make us proud! Take another soldier out!”—praising Hamas’s military wing, the same organization that had committed the October 7 massacre. They chanted, “Hamas, we love you. We support your rockets too!”34 Signs declared “Zionists not allowed here.” Students shouted, “Go back to Poland!” at their Jewish classmates—echoing the deportations of the Holocaust. Some called for “10,000 October 7ths.”


      At one protest, someone held a sign in front of Jewish students that read “Al-Qassam’s next targets.” A student screamed at Jewish counter-protesters: “Remember the 7th of October? That will happen not one more time, not five more times... but 10,000 more times.” Another added: “The 7th of October is about to be every [expletive] day for you.”35


      Rabbi Elie Buechler, who works with Columbia’s Jewish students, took the extraordinary step of telling them to go home for their own safety. A rabbi, at an American university, telling Jewish students to flee! The flood had made Columbia uninhabitable for Jews.


      On April 30, protesters escalated by breaking into Hamilton Hall, smashing windows, and barricading themselves inside with furniture and zip-ties. They locked a facilities worker inside during the takeover.36 Police were called in twice. Over 100 protesters were arrested. An August 2024 task force report painted a devastating picture: Antisemitism was “common in students’ clubs, classrooms and dorms.” A Jewish student who placed a mezuzah on her doorway—a simple expression of faith—was harassed until she left her dorm. Professors were reported to have told students that “Jews control the media.” The flood had saturated everything.


    


    

    


      The Symbol of Death


      By now, a particular symbol kept appearing at encampments and protests across the country: the inverted red triangle. This symbol comes directly from Hamas propaganda videos, where it marks Israeli targets moments before they are attacked.37 It is a death marker. And it was showing up at American universities, on flyers, on banners, spray-painted on buildings—and on Jewish homes.


      In June 2024, vandals painted the red triangle on the home of the Jewish director of the Brooklyn Museum. In Pittsburgh—near the Tree of Life Synagogue where eleven Jews were murdered in 2018—vandals painted the red triangle on Chabad of Squirrel Hill, across the street from a Jewish day school.38 Pennsylvania Governor Josh Shapiro responded: “The Squirrel Hill community witnessed the deadliest act of antisemitism in our nation’s history at Tree of Life Synagogue. They should not need to wake up to antisemitic graffiti in their neighborhood.”39


      But they did. And they continued to.


      In Philadelphia, Congregation Mikveh Israel—the oldest continuously operating synagogue in America, founded in 1740—older than the Republic itself—was targeted three times in a single day in October 2024. First, arson: a dumpster was set ablaze against the building, damaging a window. Then, attempted burglary: Two men tried to break in through a fence. Then, vandalism: A religious sculpture was defaced with profanity.40 The Jewish Federation of Greater Philadelphia reported over 130 antisemitic incidents in the city in 2024 alone.


      In Melbourne, Australia, masked arsonists attacked the Adass Israel Synagogue at 4:10 in the morning on December 6, 2024, using accelerants to destroy much of the building.41 The attack was classified as terrorism. Australian Prime Minister Anthony Albanese condemned it as antisemitic, but many in the Jewish community felt his government’s response had been “slow and timid.” The Australian government allocated 30 million Australian dollars to rebuild the synagogue.


      In August 2024, the residential building of a Columbia University administrator was vandalized with red paint that included inverted red triangles.42 The symbol had moved from Hamas propaganda videos to American streets, from political protests to private homes. What starts with symbols doesn’t end with symbols.


    


    

    

      The Hidden Jews


      One of the most heartbreaking consequences of the flood is what it has done to Jewish identity in America and around the world.


      According to the American Jewish Committee’s “State of Antisemitism in America 2024” report, 56 percent of American Jews said they had altered their behavior over the past year out of fear of antisemitism.43 They hid their Star of David necklaces. They covered their kippot with baseball caps. They removed mezuzahs from their doorposts. They changed their names on ride-sharing and food delivery apps to sound less Jewish.


      A rabbi in Houston wrote in Time magazine that for the first time in his twenty-four years of ministry, he had found himself removing his yarmulke in certain public settings—not because he felt an immediate threat, but because he felt “enough wariness about how it would be received.”44 For the first time in his life, he felt the need for a security escort walking home from Yom Kippur services.


      Families in his community elected to tone down their Hanukkah decorations. Several members told him they were considering removing their mezuzahs.45


      The ADL’s senior vice president wrote that she had recently found herself “tucking my Star of David necklace inside my shirt while getting into a taxi.”46 If someone who works professionally in Jewish advocacy feels the need to hide, what does that tell us about what ordinary Jewish students and families are experiencing?


      In New York City, a young woman had her Star of David necklace ripped off while riding the subway.47 On campuses, Jewish students formed “protection squads” to accompany each other. In 2024 America, Jewish students needed escorts.


      The European Union’s Fundamental Rights Agency found that 76 percent of European Jews hide their identity at least occasionally.48 Thirty-four percent avoid Jewish events or sites because they don’t feel safe. In response to online antisemitism, 24 percent avoid posting content that would identify them as Jewish, and 16 percent reduced their use of certain platforms entirely.49


      This is what the flood has done: It has made millions of Jews around the world ask themselves, every day, whether it’s safe to be who they are.


    


    

    

      The Cost of Safety


      Jewish schools and institutions across the country have dramatically increased their security spending—up 47 percent since October 7. The average Jewish school now spends over $315,000 annually just to keep children safe. Parents drop their kids off past armed guards and metal detectors. Synagogues install bulletproof glass. Security cameras monitor every entrance. Panic buttons are within reach of every rabbi.


      Each expense is an acknowledgment: The flood is here, and no one knows when it will recede.


      In the United Kingdom, the government extended the Jewish Community Protective Security Grant, which pays for commercial security guards at synagogues and Jewish schools across the country. In Australia, state and federal police increased patrols around synagogues and Jewish institutions. In France, soldiers patrol Jewish neighborhoods.


      This is what Jewish life in the West has become: a constant calculation of risk, a daily assessment of threat, a perpetual state of vigilance that previous generations thought they had left behind in the old country, in the old century, in the old world.


    


    

    

      Building the Levees


      In March 2025, the federal government finally acted to hold back the waters. Four federal agencies jointly announced the cancellation of $400 million in grants and contracts to Columbia University for its “continued inaction in the face of persistent harassment of Jewish students.” Education Secretary Linda McMahon declared it a warning: “Since October 7, Jewish students have faced relentless violence, intimidation, and antisemitic harassment on their campuses—only to be ignored by those who are supposed to protect them. We will not tolerate their appalling inaction any longer.”


      Columbia paid a $220 million settlement. They disciplined seventy students. They adopted new definitions of antisemitism. The Trump administration revoked student visas and cut federal funding to other colleges and universities accused of tolerating antisemitism.


      But we have to ask: Why did it take hundreds of millions of dollars to build levees that basic human decency should have provided? Why did our universities wait until the flood was catastrophic before acknowledging the rain?


    


    

    

      What the Flood Reveals


      The ADL’s Jonathan Greenblatt put it starkly: “The American Jewish community is facing a threat level that’s now unprecedented in modern history. It’s shocking that we’ve recorded more antisemitic acts in three months than we usually would in an entire year.”


      Tel Aviv University’s authoritative Antisemitism Worldwide Report, which has been published for a quarter century, concluded that while there was a slight decrease in some countries compared to the immediate aftermath of October 7, “around the world, levels of antisemitism remain significantly higher compared to the period before October 7.”50 The report found that in cities like New York, Chicago, Toronto, and London, fewer than 10 percent of antisemitic attacks led to arrests between 2021 and 2023.51


      “The sad truth,” the report stated, “is that antisemitism surged just as the Jewish state appeared most vulnerable and under existential threat.”


      The flood is still rising. And the question that confronts every American, every person of conscience, and every Christian in the Western world, is simple: What will we do about it?


      History has shown us what happens when societies allow hatred of Jews to fester unchecked. Every empire that has turned against the Jewish people has eventually been swept away by its own flood. Egypt. Babylon. Rome. Spain. Nazi Germany. The Soviet Union. The hatred that rises against the Jews always eventually consumes the nations that embrace it.


      The question is whether America will learn from history or repeat it. Will Christians in America stand up and be counted as defenders of God’s Chosen People. The drops are still falling. The waters are still rising. And every day we fail to act, the flood grows stronger.


      The hour is late. But it is not too late.


      But to understand what we are fighting, we must first understand why it matters. The flood of antisemitism is not random hatred—it is targeted at God’s prophetic purposes. In the next chapter, we will see why Israel is not just another nation, but the “super-sign” of Bible prophecy—the indicator that tells us where we are on God’s timeline.


    


    

    


      A Generational Chasm


      Before we leave this chapter, we need to discuss what is perhaps the most disorienting aspect of this flood; what it has revealed within families themselves. Across America, parents and grandparents sit at dinner tables in stunned silence as their children and grandchildren repeat Hamas propaganda as if it were established fact. They hear their own flesh and blood dismiss the murder of 1,200 Israelis as “resistance.” They watch teenagers who have never willingly opened a history book lecture them about “colonialism” and “apartheid.” They see young people who cannot find Israel on a map demand its elimination “from the river to the sea.”


      Pastors watch young adults they baptized and nurtured in the faith embrace ideologies that would have been unthinkable a generation ago. Grandparents who remember when “Never Again” meant something—who grew up in the shadow of the Holocaust, who were raised by the Greatest Generation that liberated the camps—cannot comprehend how their grandchildren have come to parrot the very antisemitic tropes their ancestors fought and died to defeat. A 2024 Harvard-Harris poll found that 60 percent of Americans aged 18 to 24 now side with Hamas over Israel—a terrorist organization over a democracy.52 Among Americans 65 and older, 89 percent support Israel. This is not merely a generational divide. These are different moral universes.


      The culprit is not hard to identify. TikTok—the Chinese-owned social media platform where a generation now gets its “news”—has become what one researcher called “the biggest antisemitic movement since the Nazis.”53 The hashtag #Palestine has received over 40 billion views; pro-Hamas content floods young people’s feeds while algorithms suppress pro-Israel voices. Studies have documented bot networks amplifying antisemitic content and targeting young influencers for radicalization. A generation that cannot name the capitals of neighboring states has been taught to chant slogans about a conflict they do not understand, in a region they have never visited, about a history they have never studied.


      For parents and grandparents, for pastors and teachers, the experience is surreal—like watching their children drown in a flood they cannot see. They feel helpless. They feel as if they are living through a nightmare that the Greatest Generation assured them could never happen again in the West. And yet here it is, not imported from some foreign land, but growing in their own living rooms, spreading through the phones in their children’s hands, poisoning minds they thought they knew.


    


    

    

      Why Your Children and Grandchildren Believe What They Believe


      We need to pause right here to say something directly to those of you who are heartbroken about what has happened in your own families.


      You raised your children in the faith. You took them to church. You taught them right from wrong. You told them about the Holocaust. You explained why Israel matters. And now you sit across from a grandson who tells you that Israel is committing genocide—and he says it with the same moral certainty you once used to teach him the Ten Commandments.


      You feel like you’re watching someone you love drown in lies. And the hardest part is that they think you’re the one who’s deceived.


      We’ve heard from hundreds of you. The letters break our hearts. “My granddaughter won’t speak to me anymore because I support Israel.” “My son says I’ve been brainwashed by Fox News.” “My niece posted something so hateful about Jews that I couldn’t believe it came from her.” You’re not alone. This is happening in families all across America.


      We want to help you understand what happened—not to excuse the lies your loved ones have absorbed, but to help you respond with wisdom instead of just grief.


      


        They Were Discipled by a Different Teacher


        Here’s the painful truth: While we were raising our children and grandchildren in church, someone else was discipling them Monday through Saturday.


        The average young person spends seven to nine hours a day consuming digital media. Their phones are the first thing they see in the morning and the last thing they see at night. They scroll through hundreds of images and videos every day, each one carrying an implicit message about what’s true, what’s good, and what kind of person they should be.


        TikTok alone has over a billion users, and its algorithm is designed to keep them watching. It learns what triggers their emotions and feeds them more of it. A teenager who watches one video critical of Israel will be served dozens more within hours. The algorithm doesn’t care about truth—it cares about engagement. And outrage engages.


        Meanwhile, how many hours did that same young person spend in church last year? How many hours in Scripture? How many hours in conversation with older believers who could have given them context and wisdom?


        The math isn’t close. We gave them an hour or maybe two on Sunday. The world gave them fifty hours a week.


      


      

        They Were Never Taught to Think—Only to Feel


        When we were young, we were taught to evaluate arguments. We learned to ask: Is this true? What’s the evidence? Who’s saying this and why? We didn’t always do it well, but at least we knew we were supposed to try.


        Today’s young people have been trained differently. They’ve been taught that feelings are the measure of truth. If something feels unjust, it is unjust. If someone claims to be a victim, they are a victim. If an image makes you sad, the cause behind that image must be righteous.


        This is why the propaganda works so effectively on them. They see a picture of a wounded Palestinian child, and their hearts break—as they should. But they’ve never been taught to ask the next questions: Who took this picture, and why? What happened before this moment? Who put this child in danger? Is there context I’m not seeing? Or as we have recently learned—Is this child even in Palestine?


        Instead, they’ve been taught that asking those questions is itself a moral failure. “Why are you defending oppression?” “Why don’t you care about children?” The emotional response becomes the argument. And anyone who wants to think more carefully is accused of being heartless.


        Your children and grandchildren aren’t stupid. Many of them are quite bright. But they’ve been trained to feel before they think—and to treat thinking as a betrayal of feeling. That’s not an accident. That’s the fruit of an education system and a media environment that has been shaping them for at least twenty years.


      


      

        They Want to Be Good


        Here’s something important to understand: Most young people who have absorbed anti-Israel lies are not motivated by hatred. They’re motivated by a desire to be good.


        They genuinely believe they’re standing up for the oppressed. They genuinely believe they’re on the right side of history. They look at older generations and see people who were wrong about civil rights, wrong about the environment, wrong about so many things—and they’re determined not to repeat those mistakes. They want to be the heroes of their own story.


        The propaganda exploits this. It presents the conflict as a simple morality tale: powerful oppressor versus helpless victim. It strips away all context, all history, all complexity. It offers young people a way to feel righteous without doing any hard work. Just post the meme. Just share the video. Just repeat the slogan. Now you’re one of the good people.


        This is what makes it so hard to reach them. When you challenge the narrative, you’re not just challenging their politics—you’re challenging their identity as moral people. They experience your disagreement as an accusation that they don’t care about suffering. And because they do care—because their compassion is real, even if it’s been manipulated—they dig in deeper.


      


      

        They’ve Been Isolated from Wisdom


        There’s something else happening that we don’t talk about enough: Young people today have been systematically cut off from the wisdom of older generations.


        When we were young, we respected our elders. We didn’t always agree with them, but we understood that they had lived through things we hadn’t. They had perspective we lacked. Their experience meant something.


        Today’s culture teaches the opposite. Youth is celebrated; age is dismissed. Your grandchildren have been told, implicitly and explicitly, that older people are out of touch, that tradition is oppression, that the past has nothing to teach them. They’ve been encouraged to trust their peers and their screens more than their parents and grandparents.


        This is spiritually devastating. Proverbs is full of warnings about young people who reject the counsel of their elders.


        

          The way of a fool is right in his own eyes,


          But he who heeds counsel is wise. (Proverbs 12:15).


        


        When an entire generation is trained to dismiss the wisdom of those who came before, that generation becomes dangerously vulnerable to deception.


        Your children and grandchildren aren’t rejecting you personally—though it feels that way. They’re rejecting the entire concept that your experience and wisdom have value. And that rejection was taught to them by people who wanted to separate them from the very sources of truth that could protect them.


      


      

        What This Means for You


        So what do you do with this understanding?


        First, don’t give up on them. The deception is strong, but it’s not permanent. Many young people eventually wake up—sometimes through life experience, sometimes through crisis, sometimes through the patient love of family members who never stopped praying for them. The prodigal son came home. Keep the light on.


        Second, don’t win the argument at the cost of the relationship. We know how frustrating it is when someone you love repeats obvious lies. We know the temptation to fire back with facts and watch them squirm. But if you destroy the relationship, you lose your chance to influence them over the long term. Stay in their lives. Let them know you love them even when you disagree. Be the steady presence that contradicts what they’ve been told about people like you.


        Third, pray for their eyes to be opened. This is a spiritual battle, and it requires spiritual weapons. The same God who opened Lydia’s heart can open your grandson’s heart. The same Spirit who convicted Paul on the Damascus road can convict your niece scrolling through TikTok. Don’t underestimate what God can do.


        Fourth, be ready with an answer. When the moment comes—and it often comes unexpectedly—be prepared to share truth with gentleness and respect. That’s part of why this book exists. Not so you can win debates, but so you can be ready when someone you love is finally willing to listen.


        Finally, don’t carry the guilt. Some of you are blaming yourselves. “If only I had taught them better. If only I had been more involved. If only I had seen this coming.” Stop. You did the best you could with what you knew. The forces arrayed against your family are immense—spiritual, cultural, technological, institutional. You were outgunned. That’s not your fault. And beating yourself up doesn’t help anyone.


        The battle for the minds of the young people in your family isn’t over. As long as they’re breathing, there’s hope. And the God who preserved His people through Pharaoh, through Haman, through Hitler, is more than able to preserve them through TikTok.
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
