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Editor's note, or about pure and applied sea monstrosities
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I started to be interested in sea monsters since I was a child, since my Grandfather gave me the book "About Fairy Tale Dragons and Real Dragons" by Anna Bańkowska and Kazimierz Greb, and my Mother brought home Daniel Jarząbek's "Lost Landscapes", in which the authors described, m.in other things, legendary land and sea monsters, about which European cosmographers such as Olaf the Great called Olaus Magnus, Conrad Lycosthenes and Konrad Gessner. The illustrations from their treatises ignited the imagination! Of course, I knew that dragons and other monsters were gone, but who knows if they weren't hiding somewhere in the depths of the ocean? 

Let's just look at the map drawn by Olof the Great – bishop of Uppsala – on which he showed various strange creatures inhabiting the seas and the Atlantic. When we strip them of their robes of extraordinariness and fantasy, we will see the animals we know today: whales, sperm whales, orcas, dolphins, sturgeons, crayfish, narwhals, crabs and others. There's also the huge Kraken and the terrifying Sea Serpent from sea legends. By the way, these two monsters are still unknown to science... 

Albert Rosales, an American ufologist and cryptozoologist from Miami, Florida, is one of the researchers of humanoid beings appearing on our planet in the company of Unknown Flying Objects – UFOs. He has an extensive record of Close Encounters with humanoid cryptids from all over the world, and especially from the United States. His file contains several thousand accounts of such meetings, he collected them for at least thirty years!

I completely agree with the author's final conclusions, we are dealing with Sea People, whose origin is still unexplored. Unexplored because official science does not deal with this issue at all – in fact, it ignores it!

And this is a mistake. On the other hand, knowing the mean and perverse mentality and the demoralization of some representatives of the Homo species (supposedly) sapiens, I realize that there would soon be some messed up person who would try to use the Sea People for his nefarious purposes, or – even worse – He would turn Them against other people. I'm satisfied with what was done with dolphins and other intelligent marine mammals in the marine laboratories of the US Navy and the Black Sea and Northern Fleets (and others too, let's not be fooled...), where dolphins were trained not only to fish for mines and torpedoes, detect foreign submarines or sensitive divers, but also to murder people...

To what Albert Rosales gave, I could also add the Warsaw Mermaid from the Vistula, Zielenica – the daughter of the king of the Baltic murdered and buried in Trzęsacz, and the beautiful Świetlana from Lake Wicko Wielkie. This is our contribution to his material.

What is the Sea People? Perhaps they are representatives of the human race that has returned to the ocean. It could also be an artificially bred species of aquatic man – some Homo sapiens aquaticus or even subaquaticus, which was supposed to wage war underwater? And why not? It could have been done in Atlantis or Mu in the distant past. And history likes to repeat itself and does it as many times as we let it!

I hope I am wrong...  

Let's start with an encyclopedic definition:

A mermaid is a hypothetical aquatic creature with a human head, arms, and a female torso and a fish tail. The male version of the Syrena is known as merman (which has no equivalent in Polish, which could be translated as Syren) – and in general, both of them are the so-called "sea people" – the nation of the Sea People. Mermaids appear in folklore and literature as well as in pop culture in many countries of the world. However, many of them are based on real events that took place in the past or even the present. 


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Chapter 1. American CE with Sirens
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And here is the more interesting Close Encounters with these cryptids. I present a list of Al Rosales' most interesting observations and CE with Sirens in the Americas, and so:

1.1. Meeting in the Atlantic

Location: Atlantic Ocean, Central American coast 

Date: 9 January 1493

Time: Unknown 

Description of the event: according to the chronicle of Father Bartholome de las Casas, the famous navigator Christopher Columbus (Cristobal Colon) reported the sighting of three Sirens on the high seas, but according to him – they were not as beautiful as they are said, they had male faces.

1.2. Mermaid in the port

Location: St. John's, Newfoundland, Canada

Date: 1610

Time: Morning

Description of the event: Captain Whitbourne relates in great detail the appearance of what he believed to be a mermaid in the port of St. John's in Newfoundland:

Now, too, I will not fail to relate something of the strange creature which I saw here in the year of our Lord 1610, early in the morning, as I stood on the side of the water in the harbor of St. John's, which was coming swiftly in its direction towards us, and which appeared to be a woman in face, eyes, nose, mouth, chin, cheeks, neck, and forehead. She seemed beautiful, and the proportions of her body were perfect, around her head there were strands like hair, running down her neck, of course it was not hair, as we had seen her for a long time, and another of my company, still alive, who was not too far from me, and saw it flowing towards me, I took a step back,  and this came within a long spade's distance. When this strange creature saw me come out towards it, it dived shallowly under the water, and swam towards the place where I had landed; then I saw the arms and back halfway down, white and smooth like a man's back, and from the middle to the lower part of the body it was proportionately forked like an arrow; what it looked like from the front, I do not know. [...] So I think it was the Syrena. Now that divers talk a lot about Virgos, I think  I saw one in Newfoundland. But whether it was a Syrena or not, I don't know for sure, and I'll leave it to others to judge...

1.3. Levitating Siren

Location: Lake Lacar, Neuguen, Argentina

Date: 1850

Time: Unknown 

Description of the event: A creature similar to the Mermaid – apparently a half-amphibian – half-human was seen in this body of water. The mermaid was seen levitating above the water and most likely living in an underwater city. There are no other data.

1.4. Howling beauty

Description: Six men canoeing across the bay spotted a beautiful Mermaid running aground, her bluish hair flowing down her neck and shoulders. Upon noticing the humans, the creature emitted a series of ghostly howl-like sounds and disappeared into the depths of the ocean before the men could approach it.

1.5. The Mermaid at Cape Breton

Location: Cape Breton, North Sydney, Nova Scotia, Canada

Date: 1885

Time: afternoon

Description of the event: The fishermen of Gabarus experienced a moment of excitement at the appearance of the Mermaid seen in the waters by several people a few days ago. As Mr. Bagnell and several fishermen were in the boat, they noticed floating on the surface of the water, a few yards from the boat, what they at first thought was a human corpse. Approaching them in order to lift them aboard the boat and then bury them in the cemetery, the supposed corpse turned on its back, sat down and looked at it, and then disappeared. The face, head, arms, and forearms resembled those of humans, but the lower half was fish-shaped. The back of the head was covered with long hair resembling a horse's mane. The arms were almost exactly the same as those of a human, but the fingers of the hands were longer than those of humans. The color of the skin did not differ from that of humans. There is no doubt that the mysterious entity was none other than a Mermaid, first seen in the waters around Cape Breton.

Norcross, fishing on Quidnet Beach today, found a small animal that died some time ago, and had the shape of a human – with eyes, mouth and nose exactly like those of humans. One of the old captains of the ships says that he once found something similar in the South Pacific Ocean that was also similar to a man, but was alive, but died in a short time, and said it was of Mermaid origin. Mr. Norcross plans to preserve this creature as much as possible and hand it over to naturalists for study.

(3.3-3.96 m) long; it shook its tail and disappeared into the water as anglers tried to approach it with their boats.

1.10. A mermaid in the glow of fireworks

Location: Vancouver area, British Columbia, Canada

Date: 31.XII.1969

Time: Night

Description of the event: During the New Year's Eve party at the seafront house, during which there was a fireworks display, Bill Evans and Jack Scott were outside while the rest of the guests returned to the house. Scott went out to admire the fireworks as Evans went down to the beach. 

He justified himself by collecting oysters, but he wanted to walk alone. The flashes of fireworks were over and only the moon illuminated the beach. Evans had been picking oysters for 20 minutes when Scott looked down and saw his friend standing "as if paralyzed." Scott was greatly surprised to see this, and Evans beckoned him to him. When Scott came down to him, his friend looked strange. He didn't say anything. He walked a few steps and sat down, and still looking at the ocean he only said:

"I just met the Mermaid...

Scott, of course, thought it was some kind ofjoke, but Evans looked nervous. He continued:

"She went out into shallow water, and then she went ashore, to the beach, where we have mussels. She was beautiful. She had long, golden hair. They looked more like strands of seaweed, but they were much more beautiful. She had a long, green fish tail that was part of her body. I didn't know what to say to her.

Stunned by the story of his friend, who had never had a tendency to fantasize in the past, Scott noticed the euphoric expression on his face and took it seriously.

-What are you saying? He asked him.

Evans covered his confusion with a smile and continued his story of how he had asked the Mermaid:

- Aren't you cold?

She laughed and in her inhuman, but still human, low voice "like a sea breeze” she replied that she was not, that she was not cold.

She asked him why people gathered on the beaches, and he replied that they were welcoming the New Year with their friends. Evans thought he had talked to her for a few minutes. Scott asked him if he could describe her. Evans was a bit embarrassed. The mermaid was naked to the waist and he saw her extraordinary beauty and got the impression that there was some kind of interaction between them, so that he did not want her to think of him as an ordinary boor. He replied to Scott as follows:

"There was nothing there, not even some distant thought about her — you understand—but she didn't wear any clothes, and I felt a bit uncomfortable looking at her nakedness. I still saw her and she was absolutely beautiful. You can say breathtaking beauty. When I asked her where she lived, she pointed to the water and the path of moonlight on it. Then we noticed someone coming down to the beach, then she took my hand for a moment, then she slipped into the waters of the bay and swam away.

And Evans unconsciously pointed to the water. Scott noticed that it was still wet. Before his death, Evans requested that his ashes be scattered into the waters of the bay. And this despite the fact that he had never been a sailor and only had a small boat.

According to the statement of the main witness Daniel Peinachi (40), he and many other witnesses saw him catch a "small creature that looks like a Mermaid" in the Rio Tahuamanu River. According to his statement and that of Mr. Albert Chitahuari, the person who caught the "little Mermaid" exhibited her in the region and she was seen "riding a tricycle" on several occasions. Later, after it was seen in public, it returned to the water of the Rio Tahuamanu River in the Miraflores area. As it was said, the little Mermaid did not try to run away and looked content, regardless of the captivity.

1.14. The Mysterious Stranger​[3]

Location: Rio Tampobata, region Chonta, Peru

Date: 1976

Time: evening

Description of the event: The main witness is a woman named Elena, who was sailing her small canoe on the river and suddenly a young woman also in a small canoe approached her. When the stranger swam up to the witness, she greeted her and sat down next to Elena, talking to her about several topics, and before she left, she told Elena that her name was Rogelia and that she would be back here tomorrow.

According to Elena's statement, this woman was very pretty, with very white skin, long blonde hair, and eyes of an intense green color. She was dressed in a shiny green outfit and indented, low shoes. At last Elena returned home, and the next day Rogelia did return, and Elena offered her breakfast, and after long chat, Rogelia went away again. From that day on, the visits became very frequent, all in the morning. Elena's husband Heliodoro went to work in the fields every morning and never saw Rogelia, because she visited his house when he was not there.

One day, Elena told him about Rogelia and her visits, and that she wanted to meet him, but again they couldn't meet because he always left early for work and came back when she left. Comments: 

It all sounds very similar to "being bewitched by a fairy", which was apparently common to events in Europe, in  the Middle Ages, and of course had many variations. According to this source, this is a case of CE with a kind of creature being a river nymph from European myths and legends. (This brings to mind a movie "The Woman in the Blue Water" directed by M. Night Shymalana, 2006.)

It also brings to mind all the stories about the Icelandic Alfurs (Elves) and Huddefolk (Hidden Men), who sometimes take care of human children and vice-versa. Rogelia's primary concern was for Elena's or Ernestina's child, whom she was going to kidnap – this was the "pact" she wanted to make with Elena. This is reminiscent of all the stories of abductions of small children or pregnant women that are told throughout Europe, regardless of nationality and religion, as described by Dr. Miloš Jesenský in his work "Gods of Atomic Wars".

1.15. Underwater CE with Siren

Location: A few miles off the coast of Florida, USA

Date: 1988

Time: afternoon

Event Description: Professional diver Robert Froster was diving alone in search of mysterious underwater formations when he noticed turbulence in the water. When he turned his eyes there, he saw a figure walking towards him. The water swirled around him and a cloud of clay was surrounded by it. When this creature moved towards it, it flowed with a serpentine motion, not glided in the water. When the strange creature was 20 yards away from him, he saw something strange in his appearance. The appendages seemed to be stretching out in his direction, and each of them ended in a hand with clawed fingers. Then he saw the creature in all its glory. He saw a pair of women's breasts, long wavy hair, smooth skin, and a fish tail from the waist down. She looked like a half-woman, half-fish. Froster said:

"I have never seen so much hatred in the eyes of any living being.

Before the creature could reach him with its claws, Froster shot to the surface and swam as fast as he could towards his boat. He never saw it again.

He also told them that he was going to leave the earth to live under the waters of the lake, since he had "found someone there to marry." The locals remember that they could not catch anything in this sector of the lake, and this old man always had a full net, and he was not afraid to spend the night on the lake. It is not known what happened to him next.

1.17. Mysterious kidnapping?

Location: Breakwater, Tampobata River, Peru

The students dispersed to different places on the river bank and the group of girls decided to separate from the main group. While they were playing on the shore, one of them decided to enter the water alone, unnoticed by anyone. A moment later, one of the girls named Ana heard her hysterical cry for help. She told Ana that something "grabbed her and started to pull her into the depths", and at the same time she started banging her hands on the water trying to scare it away. Ana ran up and jumped into the water to help her friend, but she couldn't do anything and watched in horror as her friend disappeared under the water. Despite a long search, neither the girl nor her body was ever found again.

1.18. Mermaid in the middle of the lake

Location: Lake Quistococha, Iquitos, Peru

Date: September 2007

Time: 12:00 PET

Description of the event: A group of more than 20 students from the Maria Parado de Bellindo school declared that a Mermaid appeared to them in the middle of Lake Quistococha and beckoned them with her hands. Kids aged 7-8 said that when they were bathing in the lake, a woman with a fish tail appeared in the middle of it and made gestures as if she were bathing: she took water in her hands and poured it over her head. When the Mermaid noticed that she was being watched, she made an inviting gesture, but the students were frightened by her unusual appearance and left the place, and the Mermaid dived underwater.

The students said that the Mermaid was very pretty. She had golden, wavy hair and very white skin, but no legs. Instead, they saw a very long fish tail.

According to them, the mermaid looked very nice and did not look dangerous. Locals say that seeing the Mermaid at noon is extremely rare, she usually appears on the surface of the lake at night, especially when the moon is reflected in the waters in the middle of the lake. According to their neighbors, her crying and sad voice can be heard then, melancholic – even tragic – and incredibly intense. This creature has never harmed anyone, and today it is treated as the guardian of this town.

1.19. Once again about UAH in the Bermuda Triangle

The strangest events occurred in 1992, when I was informed of an afternoon incident on Playa Media Luna, Vieques Island, Puerto Rico, which brought to mind the events of the Twilight Zone:

Mr. Anibal Perez and his young nephew came to the beach with their grandmother and were happily bathing in the sea and sun, when suddenly, and apparently directly from the depths, a boy of perhaps 12 years emerged and approached the witnesses. The stranger did not betray any ill intentions, on the contrary – it seemed as if he was looking for the company of people. Witnesses asked him who he was, but he did not answer, but made sounds similar to the squeaks of dolphins. Suddenly, the boy dived vertically down in the deep water, only to resurface a moment later with a handful of sand in his hands, which he offered to the astonished witnesses.

Apparently, he wanted people to eat the sand, but they refused. They were even more amazed when it turned out that the boy was eating this sand like normal food. They described the alien as a complete human being, thin with black hair and dressed in yellow swimming trunks. When the witnesses were swimming, the Alien tried to imitate their movements. He plunged into the depths again, and this time he came out, carrying out some seaweed, which he also offered to the witnesses. Making strange noises like dolphin squeaks, he tried to communicate with people.

After the witnesses tried to question the Alien, the Alien tried to repeat their speech, repeating everything they said to him. After a while, he seemed to be able to repeat it in an orderly manner and said that it came "from the bottom of the ocean". A few minutes later, he waved goodbye to them and said something like, "Goodbye, people!" – then he dived in and that's all they saw of him. They did not see him again.


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Chapter 2. Anecdotal encounters with UAH
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2.1. Mermaid on Mindoro Island (Philippines)

Another, perhaps even more bizarre account came from Sablayan on the island of Mindoro, Philippines. This event took place on the night of June 21, 1978. Filipino fisherman Jacinto Fetalvero recounted how on a moonlit night he met a beautiful mermaid with "brilliantly shining eyes, red cheeks and green spots on her tail". She helped him halfway. Apart from him, there were three other fishermen there. Later, however, Fetalvero did not want to say anything about this event.

Encounters with strange-looking amphibious humanoids or beings continued in the 1980s, sometimes under such unexpected circumstances as in this case from the Indian Ocean, which occurred shortly after midnight on an August day in 1986: 

2.2. Siren on board the steamer

On board the SS Uelen – a steamer with a home port in Odessa on a cruise to Singapore – sailor Viktor Tanygin had just returned from the watch and, tired, lay down on his berth with a book in his hand. Suddenly, he felt someone looking at him. He looked into the porthole and saw an unknown female face staring at him. Her hair was dark in color, her skin was very tanned, her eyes were blue, but much larger than those of a human. For a few seconds they both looked at each other, and then Wiktor jumped out of his bunk and ran out of the cabin, shouting that he ran into the cabin of his friends. He gathered them around him and told them that  he had seen some strange, unknown being. They searched the ship, but did not find an unknown creature (which probably returned to the ocean). But Victor was afraid to sleep alone in his cabin and went to sleep in another cabin with his friends.

2.3. UAH from Crimea

The next report of an encounter with a completely different type of amphibious creature or humanoid came from Crimea, Ukraine. On August 18, 1991, at approximately 11:30 p.m. EEST, the following event took place in Batiliman near Cape Aja:

Vyacheslav (Slava) Tertes – the leader of the rock band "Oreol" from Sevastopol was taking a solitary evening bath in the area of Cape Aja, between Sevastopol and Foros. Being a good swimmer, he bounced about 100 m from the rocky coast in the south-west of the Crimean Peninsula. The Black Sea was completely silent and calm in the light of the full moon. Admiring the beautiful view, Vyacheslav swam slowly with the sea current. Suddenly, he felt something touch his shoulders, he immediately turned around, but he did not notice anyone behind him, but he heard the splash of water. He thought that surely one of his friends wanted to play a joke on him and swam towards the shore. Suddenly, he felt a touch again, and then a kick in the shoulder. He turned to see the face of a young woman with long hair clearly visible in the moonlight. Her eyes were much larger than those of a human and seemed to emit a phosphorescent light. The witness was frightened and threw away her hand with which she was touching him, and then fled towards the shore as fast as he could. He didn't hear a splash behind him and didn't turn around. When he finally reached the shore, he felt a strong stab in the back again, and when he finally turned around, he saw the face of the woman behind him, who seemed to be "disappointed", but he did not stop, but ran out of the water to the shore and began to scream. His colleagues rushed up and saw something shiny and silvery in the narrow strip of moonlit water, and they also heard the splash of water. Vyacheslav calmed down only a few hours later, as soon as he drank vodka. However, after a while, he felt the desire to see the Mermaid again, and he visited the place several times and swam alone at night in the Black Sea, but never met her again. He had dreams about her, how she called him to her. 

2.4. UAH in the Gulf of Finland

Another case of high strangeness took place on a summer day in 1997 in the Gulf of Finland, near St. Petersburg (formerly Leningrad) in Russia:

An officer of the Russian Navy – submariner, Nikolai M., who is an amateur diver, was diving in the shallow water of the bay when he noticed a strange, oblong object in the shape of a cucumber. Thinking that it was some fragment of the wreck of some old ship or vessel, Nikolai tied a rope around the object and tried to bring this "something" to the surface. However, he did not succeed, so he decided to tie the nib to this object and retrieve it with a car winch from the waters of the bay. So he came to the surface to take the equipment necessary to perform this task. He took a pneumatic auger to drill holes to attach the nibs. Nikolai dived to the bottom and tried to drill holes. Suddenly, a dark liquid similar to petroleum gushed out of the hole and hit him in the face. But Nikolai nevertheless increased the pressure in order to enlarge the hole. Suddenly he heard a dull bang inside the "cucumber" and saw a blood-like liquid in the water. The object released bubbles of gas and jerked as it moved closer to it. At the same moment, Nikolai saw a strange creature, apparently humanoid, with unnaturally white skin, which appeared to have been wounded in the back by an auger. The wound was bleeding.

The creature's face was twisted by pain, terror. The creature looked at Nikolai with hypnotic eyes, silently opening and closing its mouth. Nikolai tried to push the "cucumber" away from him in the direction of the strange creature, but the Alien grabbed his hands. His hands had claws, very sharp, that had dug into Nikolai's hands and wounded them. Defending himself, Nikolai took a pneumatic drill with his free hand and aimed it at the alien's chest. At that moment, he most likely lost consciousness. He was pushed out of the water and saved his life, but he lost part of his arm. No traces of the object or the humanoid were found. Apparently, the "cucumber" was some kind of cocoon for the Alien, in which the latter resided at the bottom of the Gulf.

The next four reports come from Africa, specifically from Zimbabwe, near the city of Charmwood and happened in January 2000: 

2.5. Mermaid in the Hunyadi River, Zimbabwe

Mr. Marko Batau was walking from the direction of the Chawarura Shopping Center, and as he approached the Hunyadi River, he saw what appeared to be a white woman sitting in the sun on a rock, half submerged in water. The woman was naked, and Mark was amazed by this fact. And then he was even more surprised to see that the woman had no legs, but a fish's tail.

The mermaid did not notice him at first, until he made a noise trying to approach her through the bushes. When he did, the mermaid disappeared into the water.

A few days later, his curiosity grew as he walked the same way home. To his utter amazement, the mermaid was once again on a stone, and moreover, there was laundry lying next to her, which was also drying on the bushes nearby. Unfortunately, either out of emotion or fear, he did not notice what was actually drying there – whether it was clothes or some rags. And again, he came closer to see better. Suddenly, his gaze crossed with that of the Mermaid, who chained him to the ground. Then the mermaid disappeared under the water.

The following week, Marko deliberately took a shortcut home. And again, he saw the same mermaid in his place. This time she had a child in her arms, which she was bathing. Again, as before, Marko tried to approach the Siren to get a closer look, and again hearing his footsteps, the Siren disappeared under the water with the child.

In March 2005, I was reported of a series of similar incidents on the shores of the Caspian Sea, particularly from the Astara and Lenkoran areas of Azerbaijan:

2.6. UMH from the Caspian Sea

Residents of several cities on the shores of the Caspian Sea in Iran and Azerbaijan claimed to have seen an amphibious man who was seen swimming among large schools of fish. Rumor had it that the waters in which this Siren swam became crystal clear. Recently, it was seen by members of the crew of the Azerbaijani fishing vessel MV Baku. According to the statement of Gafar Gasanov, the captain of this trawler, this creature sailed on a course parallel to the ship for a long time. At first, they thought it was some kind of large fish, but they noticed the hair on its head and found its outward appearance unusual.  The front part of the body was equipped with arms. Shortly after their report was published in Iranian newspapers, there were many witnesses who described their own observations of such a being.

Readers have pointed out that fishermen have seen the creature many times in the sea and on shore shortly after the activation of the undersea volcanoes in the Babolsera basin in February [2005] and oil extraction became more intense in the Caspian Sea.

All these accounts speak of a marine humanoid. His height ranges between 165 and 168 cm, he has a flat stomach, fingers and toes fastened with webbing. His skin is pale. His hair looks black and green. His arms and legs look shorter than those of average-sized people. Besides, it had a kind of dorsal dolphin fin. Nothing is known about his ears. His eyes were large and round. The mouth of this creature was large, the upper jaw overlapped the lower one, which smoothly transitioned into the neck. No cheeks were found.

The Iranians call this creature "Runan-shah" or "Lord of the seas and rivers". Other accounts say that the waters of the sea become crystal clear when this creature is in them for a long time. Fishermen say that the fish know that this creature is approaching them and makes a gurgling noise. There is a theory that this creature is not alone and has its kinship or family here, which hides from people, and which is doing some mission here... – solving environmental and ecological problems in the Caspian Sea.

The matter is not insignificant, because the reproduction of flora and fauna in the Caspian Sea has significantly decreased due to increased oil production and underwater volcanic activity, which is especially true for the western and southern parts of this body of water. Astrakhan fishermen have a serious problem due to a decrease in sturgeon catch. [No caviar...]

To sum up all the reports about CE0 with amphibious and aquatic beings from my file are repeated, and I would like to end my report.

What can we say about these strange encounters? Is it possible for such things to happen at all? Even if only one or two of the accounts quoted here are true, it must be said that there is some underwater civilization or some cryptids in the oceans and inland waters! Are they aliens? Or are they the inhabitants of Earth who have been here for millennia before humans appeared on our planet? I don't have an answer to that, just more and more questions... 

2.7. UAH from Israel

As recently as July and August 2009, in the coastal village of Kiryat-Yam (Israel), its inhabitants recorded several encounters with these creatures. According to the account of Schlomo Cohen – one of the first people to come into contact with the Syrena, it happened like this:

"I was just a friend when I suddenly saw a woman lying in a strange position on the sand. At first, I thought she was sunbathing, but when we got closer, she jumped into the water and swam away, disappearing into it. We were all shocked because we saw that it had a fish tail.

2.8. The Girl from the Caspian Sea

A much earlier and even more astonishing testimony of an encounter with a Siren or some other humanoid sea cryptid can be found in an old work by the well-known writer Caforni entitled "Agaub El-Malkowkat", in which we read that:

In the year A.D. 894, a fish was caught in the Caspian Sea, which was opened and shown to the Prince of Salem, for inside the fish was a "sea girl." She wore a kind of pantaloons made of human-like skin, reaching to the knees. From time to time, she raised her hands to her face and hair. She was breathing heavily and lived only a few moments.

- and there is no other information about it.

2.9. UAH in the East of England

One of the earliest reports of CE with the Siren was recorded in Orford, East Anglia in the British Isles in the year 1204. One day, a few English fishermen or anglers caught something large and heavy in their nets. As they pulled the nets aboard their boats, they saw what they thought was some large creature that was jerking violently inside them.

They were most surprised to find that when they pulled the net out on deck, they saw a man lying there looking at them furiously. They described him as being naked, but his body was hairy, he had a long beard, and the top of his head was completely bald. They tried unsuccessfully to communicate with him, finally tied him up and took him to the city. The mermaid was taken to Orford Castle, where its resident Sir Barthomolew de Gladville imprisoned him. He and the prisoners tried to communicate with the Siren, but it only made strange sounds. They also noticed that when he ate raw fish, he squeezed water out of it on his clasped hand and drank it. Bartholomew de Gladville was irritated by his silence, so he began to torture him by hanging him upside down. Despite this, the Siren was still silent (why?) and was finally left alone.

Barthomolew de Gladville then took him to the nearest church, but it was evident that the creature had never been to church or attended the service before. One day, the Syrena was delivered to the port. Nets were stretched across the port exit so that he could not escape. The mermaid jumped into the water and immediately swam towards the net, and then easily swam under it towards the open sea with joy, making circles on the water. He was never seen again. And the interesting thing is that this Mermaid did not have a fish tail! 

2.10. Female UAH from Edam

Another historical testimony is the account of Edamu in the Netherlands. It was in 1403. Two girls walking with milk met a strange creature on a muddy shoal in the Edam Canal. According to an account from old chronicles – the strange, female creature was hairy and covered with moss and small sea plants. She did not utter a word, but was later seen on several other occasions. This creature was written about in "The Purnermeer Mermaid".

Siren in the Northwest Passage

Another case involving the crew members of another outstanding sailor and explorer Henry Hudson – Thomas Hilles and Robert Raynar, who on June 15, 1608, during Hudson's second expedition in search of the so-called Northeast Passage, spotted the Siren near the shores of Novaya Zemlya (Russia), almost at 75 degrees north latitude. She was the size of a man, had a woman's back and breasts, white skin and long and black hair. When she submerged, they noticed her mottled tail like a porpoise's. 

Mermaids of the Faroe Islands

Another case took place in the Faroe Islands (Denmark) in 1723. Members of the Royal Danish Commission investigating probable accounts of encounters with Sirens and similar-looking creatures in these waters observed a strange-looking creature approaching their ship. The creature would submerge violently and then just as quickly emerge to take a closer look at them. Within a few minutes of observing this creature, the ship began to rock violently, which forced the crew to sail away from this place. As they did, the Siren pouted his cheeks and let out a deep roar, then dove and disappeared from their sight.

UAH from Wales

Once, before 1791, on the shore near Castlemartin near Dyfed (Wales). Henry Reynolds was walking along the beach, and suddenly he saw someone who looked like a sixteen-year-old sitting in the sea. When he got closer, he saw that the creature had a large, eel-like tail, which the creature was moving all the time. His/her (???) shoulders seemed thin and short, and some brown ribbons protruded from his forehead, which hung over his back and went into the water. Reynolds observed this creature for a full hour as it swam near the rock at a distance of about 35 feet (10.5 m).  

2.14. The Mermaid of Scotland

On January 12, 1809, early in the morning at Sandside (Caithness, north-east of the U.S. Army). Scotland), two women standing on the beach saw what looked like "a young woman's face, round and plump with a pink hue" in the sea. It appeared in the water, then disappeared and reappeared after a short while. Then they could see more details of her constitution, and they saw that she had nicely formed female breasts, and from time to time she raised her thin arm to brush her long green hair from her forehead.  

UAH from Lake Lacar, Argentina

Truly astonishing and at the same time anecdotal is a report from South America, more specifically from Lake Lacar in the province of Neuquen, Argentina, dating back to 1850. A creature similar to the Siren – some kind of half-amphibian, half-human – has been seen many times in this body of water. This mermaid, according to witnesses, had the ability to levitate above the water surface and – as it was assumed – lived in an underwater city. Unfortunately, there is no further information about these Close Encounters... 

2.16. The Siren of the Bahamas

Somewhere in the Bahamas, where exactly unknown, in 1869 six men sailing a boat into the bay noticed a beautiful mermaid in the shallows with bluish hair that flowed over her shoulders and hands. Noticing the humans, the creature let out an incredible howl and disappeared into the depths of the ocean before the men approached it.

Mermaid of Deernees

In the summer of 1890, a series of sightings of a creature that was later named the Mermaid of Deerness took place near Deerness, Orkney, Scotland. A regular visitor to Newark Bay, the Siren was included in archival records that corroborated the sightings of hundreds of eyewitnesses giving their oath statements. These documents show that the Mermaid stopped at a distance from the shore, so that there is no clear description of her figure. But there is one exception that gives her an accurate description, not deviating from the archetypal descriptions of the Sirens in the books:

It was a creature 6-7 feet (1.8 – 2.1 m) long, with a small black head, neck, snow-white body and two arms, which it moved as people as it swam along. It seemed that sometimes she was slipping on the sunken rock, and sometimes she was waving her arms.

Mermaid of Sandwood, Scotland

In 1900, a landowner in Sandwood, Highland, Scotland, heard his dog barking, and noticed a strange creature lying on a rocky ledge on the seashore a few paces away. He described this creature as feminine, with human dimensions, beautiful posture, wavy red hair, blue-green eyes, and arched eyebrows. This mermaid-shaped creature gave the witness a frightened and angry look, forcing the witness to come out of the water.

Mermaid of Redondo Beach, CA

What happened is one of the first of the most recent sightings of the Sirens, and it occurred in May 1935, in broad daylight near the coast of Redondo Beach, CA. The crew of the fishing boat spotted an astonishing Mermaid at a distance of 3 miles (about 5.5 km) from the shore, which they then described as an individual with shining eyes, a wide and smooth forehead, dark hair on the head and a beard. Its height – or in this case, rather its length – was estimated at 10-12 feet (3.6-4 m). He flicked his tail and disappeared from their sight before they could get close to him.  

Mermaid of Island of Muck, Scotland

In 1947 – the same year that the modern Age of Flying Saucers began – 80-year-old Alexander Gunn, an angler from the Island of Muck (Highland, Scotland), spotted a mermaid off the coast of this island. This creature was a Mermaid, judging by its appearance, and was sitting on a wooden box floating on the water. She looked as if she was combing her long, blond hair. The mermaid jumped into the water as soon as she noticed that someone was watching her.

Mermaid in the Zambezi

Another similar account comes from Chirundu, Zimbabwe, in late 1951:

16-year-old Cleo Rosin was walking with her mother to the Zambezi River to fetch water. When they came ashore, they noticed a canoe anchored near the school, so Cleo entered it in a somewhat risky way. When she sat down in it, she found that in the middle of the river there was a small circular island that was unusually wide from that point. And on this island sat with her body partially submerged in the water, a beautiful woman with long black hair. To Cleo's amazement, the woman was naked and her skin was white. Meanwhile, Cleo's mother filled buckets with water. Cleo shouted to her mother:

-Mom! There's a woman there!

The mother looked in that direction and said:

“Quiet, shah... You'd better keep quiet," and then she added, " Look back!"

But Cleo was looking at the bottom of the woman's body, which was a fish, and she was looking at it. When she looked back, as her mother had told her, and then looked back at the island, the woman was no longer there. Her mother forbade her to tell anyone about the encounter, on the grounds that the mermaid would come back and kidnap her.

UAH from Lake Maracaibo

A bizarre incident with some species of underwater cryptids took place at Lake Maracaibo in Venezuela, on November 8, 1965. Three families reported sighting a strange aquatic animal that resembled a snake with three human heads. There are no other data on this.

Siren with Active Pass, Canada

One day in 1967, in the area of the Active Pass Isthmus in British Columbia (Canada), the passengers of the ferry noticed what they later called the Siren sitting on the rocks at the entrance to the isthmus. Reports indicate that the Mermaid had long, fair hair, the underside of her body was a porpoise’s tail and she ate salmon. Photos taken by a man flying there in a plane confirm the accounts of witnesses. The newspaper "Times – Colonist" published the information and photo along with eyewitness statements. Unfortunately, none of the witnesses was able to give an interview at that time. There is also – unfortunately – no other photo that would confirm their authenticity and source.

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The incident with the Lady of the Lake in Peru

In September 2007, the following incident occurred in Lake Quistococha in Iquitos, Peru:

More than 20 students from Maria Parado de Bellindo claimed that a mermaid-like creature appeared to them in the middle of Lake Quistococha, and signaled to them by waving its arms. The kids, whose age ranged between 7 and 8 years, stated that when they were taking a bath, a woman with a tail instead of legs appeared in the middle of the lake and it looked as if she was washing herself by taking water in her clasped hands and pouring it on her head.

When the mermaid realized that she had been noticed, she began to make beckoning gestures to make the children approach her. However, the disciples were frightened by her unusual appearance and ran away, while the Mermaid submerged under the surface of the water. The children said later that she was very pretty. She had golden wavy hair and very white skin, but she had no legs, but they noticed a thin fish tail.

According to their statement, the Lady of the Lake did not look threatening and did not pose any danger. Locals say that seeing the Mermaid at noon is something unusual, as it usually comes to the surface at night, especially when the moon is reflected in the water in the middle of the lake.

Their neighbors add that she is often heard crying and her voice is sad, melancholic – even destructive – and extremely intense. The mermaid did not cause any harm to anyone and is currently considered the guardian of this town... (how do we Poles know this???)

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Chapter 3. Strange encounters between divers and mermaids

One of the beings that has managed to weave itself into the lore and legend of different cultures is the Mermaid. Water Virgos are found in a vast area of folklore from all over the world, and in some cultures, such beings are considered more than just a myth, with some areas accepting them as real and obvious. Indeed, there have been many encounters reported with supposedly real Sirens, and this is one of the unknown cryptozoological phenomena. Here, we will delve into some of the reports of divers who have stumbled upon these mystical entities in a series of startling statements that are as intriguing as they are bizarre.

3.1. Meeting the Siren in the Deep

Some very bizarre reports come from the Imaginarich website, which deals with sightings of mermaids and unknown beings. In one account, a female diver was diving somewhere in the Caribbean when she heard a "haunting tune" that seemed to pull her into deeper waters. As she followed the ethereal melody, she finally came face to face with a "siren," the male type of Siren, and her report reads like this:

As the deep-sea diver descended into the mystical depths of the Caribbean, a haunting melody drove her deeper into the depths of the ocean, weaving a mesmerizing spell that captivated her mind. She was enveloped by the enigmatic charm of the underwater world, and as she followed the ethereal song, she encountered the mesmerizing beauty of the Caribbean Sirens. The Siren's enchanting presence was a testament to captivating legends that echoed through generations. Her iridescent scales shimmered like precious jewels in the sunlight that filtered from the surface, and her captivating voice resonated with otherworldly grace. The woman was drawn to the mermaid, her heart beating with a mixture of fear and amazement. The Siren's enigmatic singing kept her in a trance, her movements smooth and graceful as she danced through the azure waters. The woman could not help but be captivated by the hypnotic effect of the Siren, feeling a deep connection with the mythical maiden of the ocean. It was a moment of pure magic, where reality and fantasy intertwined in the most enchanting way.

What was happening here? Magic? Hypnosis? 

3.2. Meeting with UAH in the Indian Ocean

In another similar report, a diver in the Indian Ocean came face to face with a Siren whose report reads:

Amidst the rippling currents of the Indian Ocean, the deep-sea diver plunged into a captivating encounter with an otherworldly creature of unparalleled beauty and mystery. As he plunged into the depths of the ocean, the water around him seemed to shimmer with an ethereal glow, casting an enchanting aura over the underwater landscape. Suddenly, a specific figure emerged from the swirling sea mist, revealing the form of the mesmerizing Siren, her iridescent scales reflecting the ambient light in a breathtaking display of underwater charm. The diver's heart pounded when he saw the mythical creature, its presence evoking a sense of wonder. The silhouette of the Siren swam through the ocean, captivating the diver with its haunting melody. Hypnotized by this encounter, the diver felt as if he had stumbled upon a living legend, the essence of myth and magic that existed in the depths of the Indian Ocean. In that fleeting moment, amidst the hidden wonders of the deep, the divers' encounter with the mythical maiden became a precious memory, forever etched in the annals of deep-sea exploration.

3.3. Mermaids from the Great Barrier Reef

We also have an alleged encounter with the UAH on the Great Barrier Reef in Australia, where an unnamed diver came across not just one mermaid, but a whole group of them. The report says:

In the vibrant depths of the Great Barrier Reef, the diver was enchanted by a mesmerizing encounter with an otherworldly presence. As they sailed through the crystal-clear waters, they came across an enchanting sight – a group of ethereal Mermaids gracefully floating coral gardens. The diver couldn't believe his luck and immediately reached for the underwater camera to capture this surreal moment. The mermaids, with their shimmering tails and flowing hair, seemed to exude an aura of mystery and beauty that was truly captivating. In that fleeting moment, the diver felt a deep connection to the marine environment and realized the importance of protecting the sea. Meeting these mythical girls served as a reminder of the need to protect and preserve the fragile ecosystems of the Great Barrier Reef. As they swam alongside the Mermaids, the diver was filled with an overwhelming sense of wonder and respect for the underwater world. This encounter became a pivotal moment, igniting the will in the diver to advocate for the conservation of marine life and its habitats.

3.4. Mermaids from the Maldives

In a report directly related to me, a diver was diving in the azure waters of the Maldives when he claimed that three mermaids appeared out of nowhere and began to circle him. He described them:

- as having dolphin-like tails and humanoid upper body parts. The upper parts of the body were described as looking very androgynous, with no hair on their heads, smooth skin, and face, which were described as an "ill-fated look", with sharp teeth and black eyes like those of a shark. These creatures allegedly circled the diver for several minutes, seeming to study him, before looking away.

3.5. The Hawaiian Mermaid

Since April 1998, there has been a strange account of a diving master, 43-year-old Jeff Leicher, on the Hawaiian island of Kauai. At the time, Leicher was diving with a group of six other divers who were exploring the ocean floor about 20 minutes off the sunny coast of Kona, Hawaii. At one point, he saw what appeared to be a woman just 10 feet away, swimming with a pod of dolphins and keeping up with a fast pace, which Leicher found strange. Then it got weird when he noticed that the woman had a tail like a fish's. He said this about the amazing meeting:

I've heard about it before. Most of us who are in these waters regularly have heard these stories. But I never saw her until this morning. We were on our way to the point where a pod of dolphins started following the boat, playing with each other. Suddenly, one of the men on the port side starts shouting and pointing. I couldn't believe what I was seeing. There, about 10 feet from the side, was a figure that looked like a naked woman. She had long, loose hair and one of the most beautiful faces I've ever seen. But there is no way that a human can swim that fast. She hung out with the dolphins. Then she jumped into the air and my heart almost stopped. Its entire lower half was covered in scales and narrowed back to a huge fish tail. She jumped once more, then disappeared beneath the surface.

About an hour later, we reached the point and dived. I photographed colorful fish with an underwater camera. Suddenly, I felt something graze my right leg. The siren shot at me like a streak of lightning, then turned and came back next to me, swimming the other way. I just pointed the camera and started taking pictures. I was still photographing as she surfaced and swam away.

You can see the alleged photos here, but many have pointed out that they could easily have beenfaked, despite Leicher's claims that the photos were studied and authenticated by experts. What do you think?
