ELISA
Duke is missing. If you see him,

CLERK

That dog belongs to a family that
lives in the neighborhood. Their
dog has been missing for two days.

EMILY

Poor thing, out there in the cold.
I hope they find him soon.

ELISA
(concerned)

If they don’t find him, he will
freeze to death.

ERIC
(reassuring)

I'm sure they’1l find him in time.
(bit)

Let’s go to the room.

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BOBO
