ALFALFA

$10/oz

Alfalfa boosts the pituitary gland and
helps support the body overall. Characters ingesting one ounce of
alfalfa boost their health score by four points for two hours. This
boost can raise the character’s health score beyond their normal
maximum. Damage taken by the character is deducted from the bonus
health points first. The character can only receive this bonus once
in a 24 hour period, and using more than one ounce of the herb does
not give the character any additional benefits.

 


ALGIN

$30/oz

Taken from brown seaweed, algin is
used to help detoxify the body. Any character that digests one
ounce of algin within two hours of ingesting a toxin, increases
their roll against the toxin’s CS by four. This does include mild
radiation exposures, although it does not include moderate or
severe exposures. The character can only receive this bonus once
for each toxin exposure, and the character will not gain any
additional benefits by ingesting more than one ounce of
algin.

 


ALOE VERA

$20/oz

Aloe vera has long been known to help
with burns, reduce bleeding, and overall help with healing. Any
character that applies one ounce of aloe vera to a wound or burn
will recover four health points. This recovery cannot exceed their
normal full health score. Aloe vera can only be applied to a wound
or burn once. Additional applications will not benefit the
character in any way.
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
