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The Purpose of This Handbook

Most supermarket owners and managers do enough work to launch winter. Far fewer of them protect winter properly once the real operating pressure starts.

They build the season, then underestimate what cold weather, darkness, commuter rush, grant-day congestion, wet floors, generator stress, tired staff, and concealment theft can do to the store. Then they act surprised when a busy winter becomes an expensive winter.

WHY WINTER CONTROL FAILS

— Stores that treat operations as separate from trading allow queue friction, lighting weakness, and service downtime to cut basket size quietly.

— Managers who react late to power risk, equipment slippage, or wet-weather hazards lose sales, waste stock, and damage customer trust.

— Teams that ignore dark-hour safety, SASSA crowd pressure, and front-end congestion create avoidable instability at the very time the store should look strongest.

— Operators who wait until late August to control winter stock discover working-capital damage after the season has already overcommitted them.
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
