Introduction


For centuries, Haiti's struggles with instability, poverty, and suffering have left many wondering: What have we done to deserve this? I mean, from being called the “Pearl of the Antilles” (La Perle des Antilles) to now being shunned, Haiti has undergone a tragic transformation. What was once a land of beauty and resilience has been reduced to an example of what happens when everything collapses. Our streets, once alive with promise, have fallen into the hands of gangs, degradation, lawlessness, and despair so much so that even its own people in the diaspora no longer want to return. Those who live in Haiti dream of escaping at the first opportunity. Those who left long ago refuse to look back. I mean, those who once called this place home avoid returning at all costs. Those with family ties to Haiti would rather never set foot on its soil. And those with no ties at all would not dare visit; not even to help. This is not just a sign of temporary hardship, it is proof that real change is nowhere in sight, or at least appears so. And even if change were to come, how profound and revolutionary would it need to be for the diaspora to return without hesitation? Would it be enough to erase centuries of suffering and restore Haiti to the greatness it was destined for, to feel, once again, that Haiti is a land worth coming home to? The paradise once known is now a place people shun and flee.


Despite Haiti holding independence since 1804 (or 18 November 1803, to be precise), we have not risen from the ashes of poverty. If I were to ask every Haitian why our nation remains in this state, why our country is mired in turmoil, why this suffering has persisted so long, I would receive countless responses: some insightful, others uncertain, and many emotional. Truly, I could pile up questions from every angle and never run short of opinions. Like, where did we go wrong? What did we do to deserve these lasting consequences? Why can’t we experience peace and stability like other nations? Why us? Why? Why? Some would hit the nail on the head, others would give vague answers, some would refuse to comment, and still others would sigh, cry, or express their biases and personal perspectives.


But among all these responses, very few, if any, would acknowledge the real issue: Haiti’s true problem is a God-Covenant problem.


To the average person, this statement might seem simplistic, even naive. Some might shrug their shoulders, smirk, or dismiss the idea, arguing: “How could that be? America has drifted far from God, yet they thrive. France, Canada, and much of the world have strayed from God, what makes Haiti’s case different?”


Some would also say: “Most Haitians are religious, Protestants, Catholics, even those practicing Voodoo. Since we believe in God, how can this be a ‘God problem’?”


Others might argue that Haiti's population is predominantly Protestant or Catholic, implying that spirituality is not the issue. But that is where the misunderstanding lies. Many would challenge my claim, argue against it, and attempt to discredit this perspective. But notice what I actually said, Haiti has a God-Covenant problem, not a lack of belief in God.


I am not suggesting Haitians do not believe in God or lack spirituality. If there is one thing Haitians do not struggle with, it is spirituality, in fact, we are known for strong spiritual roots, embracing various forms of worship, including but not limited to Rituals, Masonry, Protestantism, or Catholicism. Spirituality is deeply woven into our identity. That is not the issue. However, even in this, we remain misguided, backward, and out of alignment with the very covenant that could change our destiny.


The problem runs deeper. It is about understanding and honoring our covenant with God, which has been neglected or distorted over time. This is the crux of Haiti's struggle, and until we address this fundamental issue, we will continue to face the consequences of our broken covenant.


Now, some might say this is just my personal opinion, and they might be right. But hear me out. Let’s assume, for a moment, that this is merely my opinion, something we could agree to disagree on. But if that is the case, then let me ask you this:


Why do millions of Haitians, both at home and abroad, share this same sentiment? Why is it that those who once called Haiti home would rather struggle in foreign lands than return? Why is it that even those with deep family roots in Haiti refuse to visit?


Why do outsiders hesitate to set foot on our soil, not even to offer aid? If corruption were the only issue, why has no leader broken the cycle? If foreign oppression were the only cause, why have international interventions failed? If poverty and disasters were the problem, why do other nations recover, but Haiti sinks deeper into despair? These questions demand a deeper answer, one that goes beyond politics, beyond economics, beyond everything we have been told.


If this were just my personal opinion, then why does it reflect such harsh, undeniable reality? Could it be that we are facing something deeper, something beyond politics, beyond economics, beyond the surface-level explanations we've been given?


For years, we have heard many explanations, political corruption has drained the nation, foreign intervention has kept Haiti dependent, natural disasters have made recovery nearly impossible, and poor leadership has fueled chaos and instability. While these factors matter, they do not fully explain why Haiti continues to suffer despite countless revolutions, leadership changes, and foreign aid interventions. What if Haiti’s true crisis is not just political or economic, but spiritual? For too long, we have ignored the spiritual reality of Haiti’s suffering. What’s in a Name?


Names carry identity, authority, and legacy. In the Western world, most believers use the generic titles “God,” “Lord,” “the Great King,” “Sovereign Lord,” or “King of kings,” among others. These expressions have been culturally accepted for centuries, and rightly so, as many have come to faith through them. But I also believe there is power in restoring the original names of the Most High, not out of pride or superiority, but out of reverence.


When it comes to the personal Name of the Messiah and Savior of the world, we call Him “Jesus” or “Christ.” And that is not wrong. It is in the name of Jesus Christ that many of us have been saved, forgiven, and filled with His Spirit, the Ruach. Prayers have been answered in that Name. Demons have fled in that Name. Lives have been transformed through faith in that Name. There is undeniable power in the name of Jesus , a power beyond human comprehension. If we truly believe in that Name and place our faith and hope in Him, we will find salvation and the strength to conquer and live victoriously through Him.


However, do not regard me as hostile or mistake my intent. Let me be clear: Jesus is the English transliteration of a name that did not originate in English. The Messiah was born a Hebrew, spoke Hebrew, and was given a Hebrew name. Because the common use of Hebrew has faded, and since Scripture has been translated into countless languages, names, divine or otherwise, rarely remain in their original form. Over time, as the Scriptures moved from Hebrew to Greek, to Latin, and eventually to English, pronunciation and spelling evolved. That is not inherently wrong, languages shift , as long as the name is not twisted in a way that dishonors its rightful Owner. And Yah, the Creator of all tongues, can move through any language. Still, understanding the root helps us draw nearer to the truth.


That being said, no matter the language into which the name of Jesus is spoken or translated, the Father’s power, mercy, and glory still manifest, for He is the One who created every tongue. Yet even with that truth, we must be honest with ourselves: the name “Jesus” is not Hebrew, but a Westernized translation shaped through Greek and Latin, since the New Testament was first written in Greek and later rendered into Latin. It was only centuries later that the Scriptures appeared in English, now a dominant global language. But over 2,000 years ago, that was not the case. So, what does all this mean? And where am I leading with it? Follow along with me. Throughout this book, to the end, you will see me refer to:




	Yah, the shortened, covenantal Name of the Father (Psalm 68:4 NKJV, “Extol Him who rides upon the heavens, by His Name Yah…”)


	Yahusha or Yahushua, the true name of the Messiah, meaning “Yah is Salvation” (Matthew 1:21)


	Ruach Ha’Qodesh, the Holy Spirit (literally “Set-Apart Spirit” , the breath and presence of Yah in Hebrew)





I do not use these names to sound “deep” to be different or push a fringe doctrine. I use them because they are sacred. Because I believe names matter, especially when it comes to the Most High Name above all names.


This is not about replacing Jesus. It’s about restoring the layers of understanding behind the One we already love. It’s not about rejecting what we once knew but returning to the foundation of what was always true.




I’m Not Part of a Camp


Let me be clear: I am not affiliated with any Hebrew Israelite camp, sect, or movement that spreads hate, fosters confusion, or imposes legalistic bondage. I do not believe salvation comes through language, law-keeping alone, or lineage. I believe salvation is a gift of Yah’s grace through faith in Yahushua the Messiah (Eph. 2:8–9), and the evidence of that salvation is obedience, repentance, and covenant.




So why the Hebrew names?


Because I believe we have inherited lies (Jeremiah 16:19). Because I believe the enemy has worked tirelessly to erase the truth. Because when a people lose their language, their land, and their Elohim, they lose their very identity. This book is a journey of remembrance. And part of that remembrance is calling Yah by the Name He gave us. To remember His Name is to reclaim our calling. To speak it is to return to the covenant.




The Power of the Name

Levi was the third son of Jacob and Leah (Genesis 29:34). Before his name echoed through priestly lineages, it was first whispered by a mother in anguish. Leah named him Levi, his name means “joined” or “attached,” because she believed his birth would draw her closer to Jacob. But Yah had a higher purpose: not to join him to Jacob, but to join him to Heaven. Levi’s name carried more than an earthly bond, it signified spiritual alignment. Ironically, his descendants later became the tribe joined to Yah, set apart to serve in His sanctuary, not to win human affection, but to fulfill the will of Heaven. This prophetic meaning becomes clear as his life unfolds. Levi would be joined to Yah in sacred service and joined to judgment and mercy. Joined to covenant and correction. And his descendants, the Levites, would be joined to the altar, not for fame, but for function. Not to reign, but to intercede. Yet Levi’s early story was not marked by intimacy, it was marked by impulses and indignation.


Temperament: Levi was fierce, zealous, and impulsive. Alongside Simeon, he carried out an act that would bring both a curse and a calling. Genesis 34 records their violent response to the defilement of their sister Dinah: they deceived an entire city and slaughtered its men in vengeance. This act of wrath caused Jacob to curse their anger in Genesis 49:5-7 (KJV): “Simeon and Levi are brothers; instruments of cruelty are in their habitations… Cursed be their anger, for it was fierce; and their wrath, for it was cruel…I will divide them in Jacob, and scatter them in Israel.”


The curse? Scattering. “Cursed be their anger… I will scatter them.” Yet this “curse” became a divine strategy: the Levites were scattered not as wanderers or restless exiles, but as priests among the people (Numbers 35:1–8). Levi would have no land, no inheritance among the tribes, because Yah had a different plan.


Before the curse, there was a calling. Many stop at the curse, but few return to the calling. Levi’s rage at Shechem left a generational mark, yet even in that, Yah saw the seed of a priest. A man who could not tolerate injustice. A man who later drew his sword against idolatry when others bowed (Exodus 32). His calling did not erase the consequences, but his obedience in the wilderness redeemed the purpose.




 2. The Redemption of Levi. 


The same Levi who was cursed for cruelty became the only tribe chosen to carry Yah’s holiness.


Exodus 32 tells the turning point: After the golden calf incident, it was the sons of Levi who stood up for righteousness, even slaying their own brethren who rebelled. And Yah said: “Today you have ordained yourselves for the service of Yah.” (Exodus 32:29 NRSV)


From that moment on, the Levites became the priestly tribe: guardians of the tabernacle, teachers of the Torah, and intercessors between Yah and Israel. This is the mystery of grace: the one tribe without land became the tribe entrusted with the Ark of the Covenant.

	Zeal for Yah: Levi’s actions were brutal, but rooted in a burning zeal for righteousness. He didn’t seek violence, but he refused to tolerate defilement or deception.
