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This is a long documentary. 

Not archival material. Not literature and history. There is no face to face. 

Most of the works I have seen in the past, Zhou Enlai is gentle and personable; warm and amiable, kind and kind; conscientious and busy; modest and prudent, devoting himself to perfection; he has done his best and died......

I have met Premier Zhou Enlai many times, and I am dissatisfied with the 1 image depicted in those works. The people I interviewed were also dissatisfied with this 1 image. Like a black-and-white photo, only feminine and not masculine, only shadows and no light, hazy and far from the real. 

I don't mean to deny any of the past works, just want to add a layer of light to the shadow and get three-dimensional. 

Do not misunderstand Zhou Enlai busy, transactional, he is actually the highest saint, is a great thinker;

Don't misunderstand Zhou Enlai's formality and biding his time, he is actually extremely affectionate and often free and unruly;

Don't misunderstand Zhou Enlai's feminine grievances, he is actually full of masculinity, fiercely agitated and unrestrained;

Don't misunderstand Zhou Enlai's tolerance, it is actually great wisdom and courage, the most self-knowledge and knowledge of people......

Have you ever seen Zhou Enlai's "human master" spirit of "doing my part" and "I am the only one? Have you ever seen Zhou Enlai's thunderous anger and temper? Have you ever seen Zhou Enlai's heroic style of "drinking 300 cups a 1? Have you ever seen Zhou Enlai crying and laughing and cursing in great anger? Have you ever seen Zhou Enlai's heroic calm in front of the landslide, behind him, bloody and only laughing? ......

Don't know? Zhou Enlai in your heart is lack of masculinity, lack of light, also lost three-dimensional. 

In my interview, I have always had lO opinions about the same thing. Because of age, memory, experience, perspective, especially cultural level, it is impossible to say exactly the same. 

Therefore, my article may differ from historical facts and the memories and opinions of some parties in certain times, places, characters, dialogues and even statements of events. 

Allow criticism, accusations, and even curses and prosecutions. 

He Shuying in the book followed Zhou Enlai in 1940 and served as guard, adjutant, administrative secretary, confidential secretary and chief guard. He is the representative of a large number of comrades who once worked around Zhou Enlai, not the specific person in life. 

He is also the author's character, many of whom are the author's "tenacious self-expression". 

His true origin, the author will eventually have an account. 

On August 17, 1966, in the Zhongnanhai small auditorium, Zhou Silai was close at hand with the person in charge of our "Capital College Red Guards South Corps" for 7 hours. After the group photo, he boarded the "red flag" car, ready to go to the Great Hall of the people to meet foreign guests. 

I witnessed the staff handing him 1 cups of cornmeal paste (or cereal porridge? ) Two slices of bread with sausage. 

The car pulled away. In the boundless twilight, I seemed to hear Zhou Enlai's voice again:

"What's your name?"

"Kuan Yanchi."

"In what position?"

"The 2 Political Commissar of the South Corps."

"Oh, Commissar." The Prime Minister asked several people in turn about their "positions" and sighed loudly: "You have all become commanders and political commissars as soon as you joined the revolution. It doesn't matter what the name is, but what you think in your mind is very important. We Communists make revolution not to be officials, but to serve the people and be the servants of the people......"

After that, I met Zhou Enlai several times and quietly and carefully observed his voice and behavior. It should be said that my book has sprouted a little since then......

Zhou Enlai is not a handsome talent

1 Japanese read my "Mao Zedong who walked down the altar" and said to me: China has been "sacred" for more than half a century. This god is Mao Zedong and this saint is Zhou Enlai. 

His eyes clearly asked: Do you intend to invite Zhou Enlai to the altar when you invited Mao Zedong to the altar? 

The so-called "altar", in fact, they return to the world, back to the world; not only respectable, but also amiable. Their greatness, nobility and wisdom are by no means impossible. They never had to leave the people in need of disaster in their lifetime, but after their death, their spirit melted into the people and they should never become idols worshipped by the people. 

For example, in our 5,000-year history of civilization, "Zen concession" is the most praised act of a selfless saint; few people can do it, so few dare to call it a saint. 

As a result, many people think of Zhou Silai, or explicitly or implicitly: Zhou Enlai is not the first leader (handsome), the second leader (successor), and is willing to be the 3 leader. This is great modesty. 

These people can cite many examples, such as the Zunyi meeting. In the 1920 s and early 1930 s, Zhou Enlai's reputation and position in the party were higher than Mao Zedong's. He supported Mao Zedong with his pivotal position and prestige, established Mao Zedong's leading position in the Red Army and the Party Central Committee, and he was willing to be his assistant. This spirit of humility ran through his life. 

My point of view is different. Zhou Enlai is undoubtedly modest, which is reflected in his unashamed asking questions and being good at learning from others; in his democratic style and diligence in listening to the opinions of the masses; in that he is always willing to criticize himself, and so on, rather than being a top leader or a second leader. 

Some people say that great humility is inevitable to be described by others as "wise and courageous". Even attributed to the influence of "Shaoxing culture. It is said that cultural people in Shaoxing should not take the imperial examination, do not be county magistrates, but only be masters, so that China "cannot be a government without Shao"; People say that masters often do not say masters, but "Shaoxing masters". Zhou Enlai's grandfather and grandfather were all born as teachers, saying that their philosophy of life inevitably had an influence on Zhou Enlai. 

My point of view is that Zhou Enlai was not the first leader (handsome) or the second leader (successor). He devoted himself to the position of "prime minister" for 27 years, which can be traced back to the period of the Red Army War. Since then, he has been in the main assistant position, which is compared to "military adviser" by many old people, and in fact "chief of general staff". None of this can be called great humility, but great self-knowledge and knowledge. 

Zhou Enlai wisely said: "I am not handsome."

Wise is by no means wise to protect oneself, unwise is just the courage of a man. 

The courage of a man is not courage; it is Lu, it is mang, it is stupid. 

The greatest courage is to see the facts and dare to seek truth from facts. 

Wang Ming and Zhang Guotao were not handsome and forced to be handsome. As a result, one ran to the Soviet Union and depended on others. One surrendered to the Kuomintang and looked up to others. What about courage and heroism? 

Zhou Enlai is not a handsome talent. 

I used to find it hard to tolerate this view or this sentence, thinking it was a great insult to Zhou Sicai, who was the most holy and greatest in my mind. Now, I first publicly stated this point of view, this sentence may be criticized and criticized, but I insist: this is the truth. I advise those kind comrades who cannot tolerate my opinion and this sentence to think about the question I have thought about:

What do you think if I say Lei Feng is not suitable to be an army commander or a division commander? 

It is wrong to let scientists farm and clean the land. Is it right for a province to let agricultural model workers become deputy director of the Public Security Bureau? Can it be a wise move to truly love this model worker? 

The position of monitor does not affect the brilliance of Lei Feng. 

It is difficult for us to change some of the old ideas are often good intentions do not help, love deep but will not love, but to the detriment of the heart of the people you love. 

One of the important reasons why Mao Zedong was able to lead the whole Party and the people of the whole country to achieve the great cause of epoch-making is to know people and be good at their jobs. The leaders at the top of the new China's power were once simplified by the common people as: Mao, Liu, Zhou, Zhu, Chen, Lin and Deng. Mao Zedong to his comrades, colleagues. What is your opinion and assessment? 

The country experienced 3 years of difficulties. Mao Zedong thought of Chen Yun and said, "The country is chaotic and thinks of good leaders, and the family is poor and thinks of good wives." He also told the story of Cao Cao's defeat in Chibi and missing Guo Jia. 

When Mao Zedong asked Lin Biao to be his successor, he said, "In order to fight ghosts, use Zhong Kui."

For the other four comrades-in-arms, Mao Zedong had a talk in Moscow and made comments respectively. 

It was November 1957, and Mao Zedong was in Moscow to attend the World Communist Party Congress, the Communist Party of Socialist Countries and the Workers' Party Congress. The main activities of these two meetings are bilateral and multilateral contacts before the meeting, mainly negotiations between the Communist Party of China and the Communist Party of the Soviet Union. 

It was the fourth time Khrushchev came to accompany Mao Zedong for dinner, and the discussion at the table was still unpleasant. Leaving the dining room and coming to the reception room, Mao Zedong changed the subject, put aside the international communist movement and informed the Chinese party. 

"I'm ready to resign as president of the country." Mao Zedong looked at Khrushchev with a solemn tone. 

Khrushchev was not surprised, because Mao Zedong said in 1954 that he did not want to be the president of the country. He hated state activities such as welcoming heads of state and accepting state letters from ambassadors. Six months ago, when Voroshilov visited China, Mao Zedong once again expressed his determination not to be president of the country, and Voroshilov brought back this message. 

"Is there anyone to take over?" asked Khrushchev, blinking. 

"There is. There are several comrades in our party, none of whom are worse than me and are fully qualified." After Mao Zedong made a comprehensive comment, he moved his fingers and said, "The first one is Liu Shaoqi. This man took part in the May 4th Movement in Beijing and Baoding, came to you to study and transferred to the Communist Party in L921. He is fully qualified for his ability, experience and prestige. His strength is political firmness and strong principle, while his weakness is insufficient flexibility."

The "Cultural Revolution" overthrown Liu Shaoqi, and Chinese comrades who heard this comment couldn't figure it out. Foreign communists also understand that the inconsistencies in evaluation are clearly for political reasons, not for seeking truth from facts. 

"The second is Deng Xiaoping." Mao Zedong moved the second finger. All the comrades present were very impressed, because according to their prestige and position, everyone thought it was time to say Zhou Enlai, but Mao Zedong first said Deng Xiaoping. "This person has a strong political nature and is full of ideas; he has both principles and a high degree of flexibility; there is rigidity in softness, and needles are hidden in cotton. Very promising."

Khrushchev suddenly smiled wryly: "Yes, I also feel that this person is very powerful and difficult to deal. He is very keen to observe the problem ...... "Khrushchev closed his mouth and made a gesture to indicate that he meant to act firmly and decisively. 

Mao Zedong also smiled, knowing that Deng Xiaoping had made life difficult for the Soviets in the two-party negotiations. He put up 1 fingers in front of him to emphasize: "In the future, he will come here just like I came here; you will treat him as you treat me."

At that time, the comrades present had a deep memory of this passage because Mao Zedong had a high evaluation of Deng Xiaoping and did not talk about his shortcomings. 

Mao Zedong continued to remove the third finger: "The third is Zhou Enlai. This comrade is better than me in large international activities and is good at dealing with all kinds of complex contradictions. But Zhou Enlai was politically weak... but he was a good man."

Khrushchev nodded and said: "We are all in our 60 s, and we will have Kosygin take over the chairmanship of the Council of Ministers. Mikoyan is also not strong enough in principle in politics. He is sad to remove anyone... But he is a good man." Khrushchev licked his lips and added, "But people still want me to take care of the whole situation."

Mao Zedong had already moved his fourth finger: "Comrade Zhu De is old. He is highly respected, "Mao Zedong paused 1 slightly and emphasized," prestige is very high. But you can't expect him to preside over the work and do big things, age is not spared. In short, no matter who comes here, I hope you will treat them as my friends."

"Well, we will definitely do it." Khrushchev shook his right index finger. "In fact, they are also our friends."

'Mao Zedong's language in these comments, concise and comprehensive, should be said to be profound and realistic. After the founding of the People's Republic of China, Zhou Enlai repeatedly said frankly: "I am not a handsome talent."

At a meeting involving the division of personnel, Mao Zedong looked at Zhou Enlai: "Comrade Si Lai, how about you?"

Zhou Silai motioned with his hand: "No, no, Chairman, you know me, I am not a handsome person. I can manage the family, can't be handsome......"

Deng Xiaoping also said frankly at a meeting: "Comrade Zhou Enlai cannot be the successor of the chairman, he is not a handsome talent."

Dong Biwu nodded and said slowly: "The Prime Minister is a very good steward of our country."

How do we understand such a consensus among leaders? Perhaps Bo Yibo's memories can inspire us. 

On June 6, 1950, the Third Plenary Session of the Seventh Central Committee of the Communist Party of China was held in Beijing. Because the main content of the meeting was Mao Zedong's report "Struggle for the Basic Improvement of the National Financial and Economic Situation", during the plenary session, Zhou Silai chatted with Bo Yibo of the Central Finance Committee to discuss issues such as price stability. 

The words 1 talked, and the content gradually became extensive. Zhou Enlai thought of something and asked with a thoughtful look: "A wave of comrades, you have worked with Bocheng and Xiaoping for many years in Shanxi, Hebei, Shandong and Henan. What do you think of their work?"

Bo Yibo said: "They cooperate very well in their work. They are indeed of one heart and one mind, harmonious and harmonious."

Zhou Enlai smiled and shook his head: "I'm not talking about their cooperation, but what do you think of their working methods?"

Bo Yibo was harmonious and humorous, and asked cleverly: "Prime Minister, you are an old leader, and you have known them very early. What do you think?"

"Yes," Zhou Enlai laughed, "you have returned the problem as it is."

Bo Yibo also smiled: "Didn't you say you still need to tie the bell to untie the bell? I still need to ask people to solve the problem."

Zhou Enlai smiled and thought, "according to my observation for many years, the working methods of the two of them have their own characteristics. Comrade Xiaoping was "lifting the weight as if it were light", while Comrade Bocheng was "lifting the weight lightly as if it were heavy '. Do you think so?"

Bo Yibo nodded repeatedly: "I totally agree with the Prime Minister's evaluation. These eight words are summarized very accurately. I'm afraid it's an important factor that they work so well together."

Zhou Enlai still 1 a dignified look of thinking: "So, which 1 of these two working methods do you prefer?" Without Bo Yibo answering his choice, Zhou Silai had gone on talking in contemplation: "In terms of wishes, I appreciate Comrade Xiaoping's 'lifting heavy weights' more, but to be honest, I can't do this. Like Comrade Bocheng, I often "lift light as heavy" in my work '. This may be related to my long-term responsibility for specific implementation work......"

Undoubtedly, the Prime Minister has a deep sense of himself and is happy to admit it. He really can't do it. His foreign affairs secretary, Chen Hao, saw that he fell asleep at the end of the third night and got up again at the fifth night. He took care of everything every day and worked too hard. He could not help but persuade him: "Prime Minister, you should not take care of some things too carefully. Who cares about this and that? How can a person take care of so much energy?"

Zhou Enlai suddenly stood up from behind his desk and was really angry. He picked up the 1 document from the table and asked loudly, "Look, I don't care about this?"

The Prime Minister threw down the document and grabbed another stack of 1: "Do you think I don't care about these things?"

Then, he patted the third stack of documents: "These pieces are no good!"

He sighed wearily and wronged: "others don't know, don't you know? That's always been the case with me!"

The Prime Minister refused to let go of everything when he picked it up. 

Some people like to use "every day and every opportunity" to praise. When they meet leaders, they say "busy" and "every day and every opportunity". 

Overused, not at all accurate. 

It can only be a "prime minister". Those who are "handsome" can only make strategic decisions and make decisions on major events with such courage and courage; only by taking the light and heavy will there be a lot of opportunities. Isn't that basic common sense? 

The Prime Minister said to the leaders of various provinces, cities and ministries: "If you have anything, you can call me directly and call my office directly."

The Prime Minister also likes to say to his secretaries: "You must report something. Don't be afraid of me being busy. I am not afraid of being busy. I can be busy."

A 1 secretary told me that when he saw Zhou Enlai so busy that he didn't close his eyes for two days, he couldn't help but say: "Prime Minister, you are busy in the chief. Can these materials be sent to Comrade Xiaoping to see......"

Zhou Enlai smeared cool oil on his temples, continued to review, and said softly, "I am the prime minister. I will do more of these specific things. He can take care of bigger things and think more about decision-making."

The time when the Prime Minister said this was the year when the country entered a difficult period, which shows that he affirmed Comrade Xiaoping's handsome talent at that time. 

Some things are trivial and trivial matters that ministers and department directors despise. Zhou Enlai is not only willing to manage them, but also carefully. After hearing a few such things, Mao Zedong once sighed to many people: "I am still our prime minister, from state affairs to the work of waiters!"

Indonesian President Sukarno once said to Mao Zedong: "I really envy you for having a Premier Zhou. We are short of a Premier Zhou."

Nixon's contact with Zhou Enlai is not much, but after one side, he lamented Zhou Enlai's "light is heavy:

Zhou Enlai also has another rare skill: he pays close attention to 1 trivial matters, but he does not indulge in them and cannot extricate himself. On our third night in Beijing, we were invited to watch sports and table tennis performances. It was snowing and we were scheduled to visit the Great Wall the next day. Zhou Silai left for a while. I thought he was going to the lounge. Only later did I know that he was personally taking care of people to clean the snow on the road leading to the Great Wall. The next day the road was clean as if it had never snowed. This example is typical. 

I also found that the guard of honor who welcomed us at the airport was personally selected by zhou enlai. These soldiers are healthy, burly and neatly dressed. Zhou himself also personally selected the music for the band to play for us at the dinner. I'm sure he had studied my background beforehand (as it was), because many of the tunes he chose were my favorites, including "Beautiful Amelia," which was played at my inauguration. At the end of this trip, Secretary of State William Rogers told me: Once, before he had a meeting with Zhou Enlai, 1 young woman came in and handed Zhou Enlai a copy of the 1 newspaper for him to have a look. This is the front page of the newspaper that Zhou choreographed for the next day. 

For Zhou Silai, there is a certain truth in the maxim that 1 big things start with paying attention to small things. Although he personally takes care of every 1 trees, he can also see the forest. 

There is no doubt that when we praise Zhou Enlai for "everything is detailed, everything is hands-on", "careful and meticulous, solid and stable". Every Chinese will think of Zhuge Liang when he "devotes himself to death", but I believe no one will think of Qin Emperor Hanwu, Tang Zong and Song Zu. For a person, it is impossible to have both the two excellent qualities of "lifting heavy as light" and "lifting light as heavy. But for a career, you must have both of these talents. 

An old cadre once said to me inexplicably: "Oh, there are some things that Comrade Xiaoping can really let go, and he really dares to let go and leave it to others." More veteran cadres have talked to me about the stories they witnessed when they came into contact with Deng Xiaoping about his "lifting the weight as if it were light" and "when talking and laughing, the strong captive was wiped out. 

In fact, this is the excellent character that handsome talent must have. Without this great momentum, how could he become another great giant who changed Chinese history and destiny after Mao Zedong? 

I would also like to say that Zhou Enlai's greatness and nobility does not lie in whether he is handsome or not, but in how he does it in his own position? What kind of contribution and performance? 

When Mao Zedong flew from Yan'an to Chongqing to express his gratitude to Qin Emperor Hanwu, Tang Zong, Song Zu and the generation of Tianjiao Genghis Khan, Zhou Enlai left Qin Emperor Hanwu on this road and only read Zhang Liang Temple and Wuhou's words. 

When Mao Zedong went to Moscow to negotiate with Stalin and blasphemed Peter the Great and Napoleon with relish, Stalin said anxiously: "You can't. You can't talk about these specific things. You ask Zhou Enlai to talk about them"......

This is what I want to talk about in my book of creation. However, the voice of conversation will no longer be me, but Comrade He Shuying, who has followed the Prime Minister for decades. 

Three Predictions

The Prime Minister said that he was not a handsome talent, and Sister Deng also said so. We were uncomfortable to hear it. Chairman and Xiaoping said this again, and we felt wronged. Looking back now, it is the result of traditional culture and traditional ideas affecting us. Who is high, who is high, who is high, who has great ability and contribution. China used to be this kind of concept, this problem. Change is not easy. Lei Feng is just a squad leader. No one in the whole country does not know about him, but people in the 99% do not know who his army commander and division commander are? On the other hand, many people still want to be army commanders instead of squad leaders, so it is not easy to change. 

The Prime Minister said that he could not lift the weight lightly, but similarly, the Chairman and Xiaoping could not lift the weight lightly. Only when we do not stick to one pattern and reduce talents can our cause flourish and our goal be realized. 

On December 16, 1949, Chairman Mao Zedong visited the Soviet Union. Not long after, in January 1950, news suddenly came that the negotiations were not going well and Premier Zhou Enlai was asked to leave for Moscow immediately. 

On that occasion, as an attaché, I set out with the Prime Minister. When I was passing through Manzhouli, I met Comrade Xiao Hua who led a delegation to participate in the World Youth Festival. 

Xiao Hua reported the festival to the prime minister. the prime minister looked behind him and asked, "why haven't you seen vishi?"

Sun Weishi, the prime minister's goddaughter, was supposed to go to the festival with Xiao Hua. The Prime Minister did not see the goddaughter, naturally to care. 

"When we passed through Moscow, she was detained by Shi Zhe." Xiao Hua explained, "Shi Zhe said she was good at Russian and told her to stay and join the translation team."

The Prime Minister was concerned about the Sino-Soviet negotiations: "How did the chairman talk with Stalin?"

Xiao Hua shook his head: "It seems that it is not going well. Shi Zhe only spoke to me briefly."

The president thought for a moment and asked, "What is the chairman doing now?"

Xiao Hua said: "Stalin said that he would wait for you to come and talk about it. First, he arranged for the chairman to visit and watch the program. I heard that he had visited Leningrad." '

The Prime Minister nodded thoughtfully and did not ask again. At that time, Wu Xiuquan, Lai Yali and I were present. I had just changed from an adjutant to an administrative secretary. 

When I arrived in Moscow, what I heard from Shi Zhe was similar to what Xiao Hua said. 

As soon as the prime minister 1 arrived, he began intense negotiations, and the chairman retreated to the "second line" and only took care of the general direction and principles. In addition to decision-making, he doesn't care how to talk about it. 

What impressed me most was that the chairman had nothing to do in Moscow. He just read books every day and forgot to eat and sleep. 

I remember once at lunch, the chairman's eyes always glanced at my face, which made me feel a little uncomfortable. I didn't know what was wrong with me! This attracted Chairman Mao's attention. I subconsciously wipe my face and mouth, even if I get food, and try to be civilized when eating. 

When my eyes met the chairman again, he suddenly smiled, pointed at me and said, "I think you look like Napoleon."

I was embarrassed and smiled awkwardly. I didn't know what Napoleon looked like? Which one is like me? 

Mao Zedong did not know my name and position, but he knew that I worked beside Zhou Enlai. He turned to Zhou Enlai and said, "I 've been watching historical films these days. After watching Peter the Great and Napoleon."

Speaking of which, Mao Zedong picked up his glass and threw himself at me: "Come, cheers to Napoleon!"

In the midst of laughter, I blushed and touched a cup with Mao Zedong. . 

Mao Zedong nodded to the imaginary "Napoleon" and drank half a cup. I drank this "Napoleon" in one gulp. From then on, for quite some time, some people jokingly called me "Napoleon II". I still don't know where I look like Napoleon? 

During Mao Zedong's observation and study of Peter the Great and Napoleon, Zhou Silai negotiated the "Sino-Soviet Treaty of Friendship, Alliance and Mutual Assistance", "Agreement on the China-Long Railway, Lushunkou and Dalian", and "Agreement on Loans to the People's Republic of China". 

Of course, the general policy and principles of these negotiations were decided by Mao Zedong. At that time, he had a famous saying that he set the negotiation goal, which was "if you want something good, then you want something delicious." "Good-looking" is a "treaty of alliance" and "good-looking" is a "loan agreement". 

The Sino-Soviet negotiations can well reflect the relationship between Mao Zedong and Zhou Enlai and their irreplaceable roles. 

As early as in Xibaipo, after talking with Zhou Enlai, Mi Gaoyang, a member of the Political Bureau of the Communist Party of China, said to Shi Zhe and others: "Zhou Enlai will be the 1 good prime minister in the new Chinese government."

When preparing for the establishment of the the People's Republic of China, Stalin said to the CCP delegation: "You 1 build the country in the future, and now you have a prime minister, Zhou Enlai."

Thirty years later, many international politicians commented: "for more than half a century, China has been placed in the mind of Mao Zedong and in the palm of Zhou Enlai."

Was Stalin clever or did international politicians comment deeply? I think Zhou Enlai is more profound than all of them. 

I came to Zhou Enlai as a guard on May 4, 1940.1 weeks later, I went to Chongqing with him from Yan'an. After that, I served as adjutant, secretary and guard chief. 

Zhou Enlai is undoubtedly the 1 dedicated doer, but he first impressed me as a great thinker. 

From the design of China's four modernizations blueprint to the "5 principle of peaceful coexistence" and "opposing hegemony and hegemonism" in international relations, these genius ideas have long been known to the international and domestic. 

The new content I want to talk about is Zhou Enlai's three foresight predictions, which undoubtedly shine with the brilliance of the unique wisdom of great thinkers. 

The first prediction happened when I first arrived at Zhou Enlai's side and followed him to Chongqing. Because just to the head side, everything is fresh and excited, so the memory is very deep. 

Great figures like Mao Zedong and Zhou Enlai are born with a sacred sense of mission, that is, "the sky will fall to the people". 

Mao Zedong swallowed mountains and rivers and sang loudly: "Cherish the Qin Emperor and Han Wu, and slightly lose literary grace; Tang Zong and Song Zu were slightly less coquettish. Genghis Khan, a generation of tianjiao, only knew how to bend his bow and shoot big carvings. We have to go all the way, count the romantic figures, and look at the present!"

What was Zhou Enlai thinking when Mao Zedong trampled on the emperor of Qin, Han Wu, Tang Zong, Song Zu and even that generation of Tianjiao? What are you doing? 

He is not confused either. He has bravely, confidently, and wisely chosen his position in the Chinese revolution and Chinese history, and insisted on fighting in this position until the last moment of his life. 

On that day, more than 100 of our staff and security personnel followed Zhou Enlai, climbed onto three trucks respectively, and began the arduous journey. 

After passing through Baoji and Fengxian counties, the truck bumped on the rough and smooth earth-rock road and drove into a big mountain ditch in the afternoon. 

The scenery is quietly changing along the way. The northern Shaanxi plateau is eroded by rain, forming tableland, mound, beam and ditch as undulating as the sea. 

And here, the original natural features of the mountains still exist. Looking up, the dry ke is competing for emerald trees and the trees are verdant. Under the May sun, the fragrance of flowers and plants steaming quietly in the silent heat, and the steep rocks blocking the view flashed blue and white reflection from time to time. 

After turning a corner, the truck hummed 1, and I heard someone yell, "Miaotaizi Town!"

Light smoke ethereal ahead enveloped a building. The truck was parked west of town. 

"Come down, everyone." The door opened and there was a call: "To see the monuments!"

More than 100 of us jumped out of the car one after another, wondering: how many monuments are there along the way? I have never said to look at them. Especially in Xi'an, where I have lived for a long time, there are many places of interest, and people from all walks of life are invited from time to time, but Vice Chairman Zhou did not look at it. What monuments do you want to see now? Don't understand! 

Zhou Silai has already got off the bus. 1 he showed up, we guards instinctively touched the German 20-ring fast and slow machine around our waists and surrounded the guards. 

I watched him get off the bus and stand on his feet. I stood there for a long time. My hands were wrapped around my chest, my shoulders heaved with deep breathing, 1 a long-lost look, like a wanderer finally returning to his hometown, quivering with quiet warmth and silence to find the distant memory......

"Vice Chairman Zhou has been here?" Old Zhong, the adjutant at the time, asked in a low voice. 

Zhou Silai shook his head and made no sound. Under his most prominent feature-two thick black eyebrows, the twinkling eyes looked affectionate and thoughtful. 

This is the first time I have seen him so emotional, and I am so impressed. He's never been like this before, he belongs to the kind of person who is good at managing emotions. I remember when I was passing by Luochuan, 1 Kuomintang army commander came to visit him. The army commander was a student taught by Zhou Enlai in Huangpu Military Academy. At the moment of meeting, the army commander called "teacher!" The whole face, lips and saluting hands all trembled, and their feelings ran over to hold Zhou Enlai's outstretched hand with two pistols. Zhou Enlai is not so emotionally exposed. Enthusiasm but not abnormal, kind but not abnormal, care but not in color; The kind of calm like spring, big like the sea demeanor directly makes my heart tremble, immediately fascinated. At that time, I didn't understand the power of human civilization. I only felt that he was different from all the people I had seen in the past, although I couldn't tell where the difference was? That glance, a smile, a handshake, 1 greetings, and even the gestures have a kind and touching charm that is both unfamiliar and familiar. 

However, now, in the face of a natural mountain, he is full of emotion and tenderness. He murmured in 1 a gentle and elegant voice: "Liu Hou has left all his honor and fortune behind and lived in seclusion here in his old age......"

I follow his gaze, the height of a green dotted with eight or nine red temple-like buildings. Just feeling at a loss, Zhou Enlai has waved his right hand. His right arm was broken not long ago. Some people said it was broken in a race with Jiang Qing. Some people said it was broken by a rhubarb dog on the side of the road during a race. He had just returned from Soviet treatment three months ago. His arm still could not stretch straight and bent in front of him habitually. When waving, half of his body and shoulders moved as if all his body was exerting force, which added 1 weight and charm to his movements. 

"Go, see Zhang Liang Temple!" Zhou Enlai took the lead in walking up the mountain. Later, I learned that it was called Zibai Mountain. He always walked fast and we often had a hard time following. 

I seem to have heard of the name Zhang Liang, but I don't quite understand it. Don't laugh, I was born as a cattle herd, unlike today's children who have gone to school. 

My hometown is in Sichuan, and I control a Yangtze River far away from mainland China. My ancestral feet have been deeply embedded in the soil for generations. By the time I was 12, my arms were already waving a hoe like an adult. However, the warlord's melee, more imperialist gunboats and economic pressure, along the rolling Yangtze River to Sichuan, so every year, more than 50,002 of silver flowed out of Sichuan out of China along the river. No language can describe the mildew and colorful sins and sufferings of that society, and the fate of China is as ethereal as a gossamer. So, at the age of 12, I threw down my hoe and grabbed my spear and joined the Red Army. It was 1933, and I didn't start studying culture until I joined the Red Army. 

How to learn culture? For example, this visit to Zhang Liang temple, I just made a whisper here, in front of someone has asked aloud:

"Vice Chairman Zhou, who is Zhang Liangmiao?"

"Zhang Liang was the 1 hero in ancient times. He helped Liu Bang conquer the world, unified the whole of China, and established the famous Han Dynasty in history." While climbing the mountain, Zhou Enlai explained in popular language: "The temple built for him by later generations is called Zhang Liang Temple."

I understand some, but I wonder on the other hand: Zhang Liang only helped Liu Bang, the emperor of the Han Dynasty, to conquer the world. Zhou Enlai is nostalgic. Why not look at the emperor of the Han Dynasty or the earlier Qin Shihuang, but Zhang Liang? 

When I boarded the library, I finally couldn't help asking, "Vice Chairman Zhou, why do you want to build a temple for Zhang Liang?"

Zhou Enlai looked at me, but before he said anything, another 1 guard had already followed and muttered: "We have a lot of Guandi temples over there, and Guan Gong is a hero. Zhang Liang—?"

Zhou Enlai suddenly smiled, held his arms in his hands, raised his face to heaven and laughed aloud: "Ha ha, I know Han Shouting Hou, but I don't know how to stay Hou." He looked at us again, his legs slightly diverged, stood still, and nodded at us gently: "Guan Gong is a hero, and Zhang Liang is also a hero. Zhang Liang actually contributed more than Guan Gong. The more than 40 tablets in the hallway are all comments on him."

Then, Zhou Enlai took the trouble to tell us many stories of Zhang Liang. From Bolangsha's sniping of Qin Shihuang, to Pi's launching of troops against Qin; from Hongmen Banquet to Liu Bang's rescue, to "besieged on all sides", the army of Xiang Yu, the overlord of Western Chu, collapsed and ended up in a "farewell my concubine". 

Finally, Zhou Enlai lowered his voice and said, "Han Wang Liu Bang won the world mainly by 3 individuals: Han Xin, Xiao He and Zhang Liang."

I felt unsatisfied: "What war did Zhang Liang fight?"

Zhou Enlai changed into a meditative expression, his deep eyes flashing with seriousness and coldness, and said slowly: "Zhang Liang has not led the troops to fight alone. He is not a handsome talent. But he followed the Han king around, gave advice, and was the best military counselor. It's a great victory... Do you understand?"

We nodded and shook our heads. 

"Well," Zhou Silai pondered 1 a little, about how to explain this problem to us comrades who didn't go to school, "let's make a metaphor. Master, do you all know? Well, there are some scholars in the county yamen who have been hired by the county magistrate to be teachers and advise the county magistrate behind the scenes. County officials generally rely on them to handle their affairs. The military division is a bit like this division, the division in the army, for the commander to give advice to win the battle. For example, the king of Han lost the battle, even his father and wife were captured by the overlord of Chu and left, and the king of Han was at a loss. Zhang Liang gave him an analysis of the situation and gave him advice: King Qing Bu of Jiujiang was a fierce general of Chu, but he was in contradiction with the overlord of Chu. Fierce general Peng Yue is opposing Chu in Liang. Han Wang, only Han Xin can stand alone among your own generals and entrust great things. If you reward these three people with the place in Kanto, Chu can be defeated. Hanwang listened to Zhang Liang's words and immediately changed his strategy from passive to active, from inferior to superior. Xiang Yu won 100 battles and could not resist Zhang Liang's idea. The advantage turned into the disadvantage, so he had to make peace. Taking the canal of the "gap" as the boundary, I want to divide the world equally. Hanwang wanted to return to the army, but Zhang Liang came up with the idea that he could not withdraw. The release of the Chu army is called "raising tigers for trouble '. Hanwang listened to him again and pursued Xiang Yu without giving him a chance to breathe. Xiang Yu was wiped out by the 1 battle. This is called strategizing, winning thousands of miles......"

In front of the stone tablet of "heroic immortals" erected at the flower pavilion under the peak, I asked again, "Zhang Liang is indeed a hero, but why is he called a heroic immortal?"

Zhou Enlai said: After Liu Bang won the world, he rewarded the meritorious officials and let Zhang Liang choose 30000 fief. Zhang Liang refused. He said that the emperor and I first met in Liuxian, and it was enough to seal Liuxian to me. At that time, the county, after the war, probably not more than 10,000 households. He is not greedy. After Zhang Liang entered Hangu Pass with Liu Bang, the emperor of Han Dynasty, Liu Bang became emperor. Zhang Liang lived quietly, did not eat food, and did not leave behind closed doors. He said, "I was trusted by the emperor and became a military counselor, but I gave Wan Huhou when I came up with some ideas. This is already the highest treatment, enough. I just want to break away from the common things of the world and follow the fairy chisongzi to go wandering." So the people all say he became a fairy. 

Zhou Enlai stared at the stone tablet and said slowly, "Zhang Liang is a man who knows right from wrong and knows everything. He knows the illusion of immortals. This is where his wisdom lies. Because under the feudal system of such a feudal society, he understood that between meritorious service and fame, it was difficult for a minister to gain a foothold for a long time. Sure enough, Han Xin was killed, Xiao He was detained, and only Zhang Liang left his honor and fortune behind and became a "fairy '. His attitude of preserving one's life was determined by the objective situation, the environment, and other reasons......"

Looking at Zhou Enlai's deep and wise face and listening to his low and slow narration, I feel as if I have faced the long history of China and the ancient national culture. I feel mysterious, profound and profound. For example, "Master", how can I understand it with my cultural level at that time? It was not until decades later that I learned that "there is no official without Shao" that I gradually understood that Shaoxing culture was included in the ancient national culture. 

Zhou Enlai's ancestral home was not Huai'an in northern Jiangsu, although he was born in that ancient city. His ancestral home was Shaoxing, Zhejiang. At the commemoration of the second anniversary of Lu Xun's death, Zhou Enlai once said: "in terms of blood, I may also be Mr. Lu Xun's own family, because they were all born in the Zhou family of Shaoxing City, Zhejiang Province." The Zhou family is a famous family that has lived in Shaoxing for generations. When Zhou Enlai's grandfather was 1, his family left Shaoxing and moved to Huai 'an. This relocation is related to Shaoxing culture;

In Shaoxing, in addition to manual workers, there are two kinds of people in the middle and upper classes. The 1 is feudal intellectuals, the 1 is a businessman. At that time, the way out for intellectuals was to take the imperial examination, but the cultural people in Shaoxing were not. They seldom took the imperial examination and became teachers in large numbers. The master is not an official position, nor is he the first or second leader in any yamen, but it is up to him to solve problems and do things. He is the de facto second leader. They are wise, capable, diligent and prudent, and adept at resolving the most complex contradictions of all kinds. Over time, Shaoxing people became famous as masters, so that people did not call masters masters, but "Shaoxing masters". County officials generally rely on Shaoxing masters, so they have the saying that "no Shao cannot be a government. Zhou Enlai's grandfather, Zhou Diankui, moved his family to Huai'an as a teacher. Zhou Silai's grandfather, Wan Qingxuan, was also a master. They are shrewd, capable, cautious, resolute and even gentle in character, sincere in dealing with others and careful in handling affairs, which are not unrelated to Zhou Enlai's character formation and cultural cultivation;

Of course, these are all afterwords. When I visited Zhang Liang Temple in Miaotaizi Town, Liuba County, I did not know these and did not really understand Zhou Silai's story about Zhang Liang. Later, after following him for a long time, I heard him say "I am not a handsome talent" many times. I also talked about it at the central meeting and came down, which made me think of visiting Zhang Liang Temple. He tells the story of Zhang Liang. Zhang Liang is not a handsome talent either. He is the best military strategist. 

Down from the mountain, and saw the legendary Xiao Heyue chase Han Xin ruins. Zhou Enlai told us the story with great interest: Liu Bang was made the king of Han by Xiang Yu, and many people fled to Nanzheng. Han Xin also fled because he was untalented and undetermined. After Xiao He heard about it, he went after it overnight. Some people thought Xiao He had escaped and reported to Liu Bang. Liu Bang flew into a rage, as if someone had cut off his right-hand man. Two days later, Xiao He returned. Liu Bang was extremely angry and asked, "Why did you run away?" Xiao He said, "How dare I run away? I went after the man who ran away." Liu Bang asked, "Who are you chasing?" Xiao He said, "Han Xin." Liu Bang immediately slapped the table, "The general ran dozens of times, but I didn't see you chasing him. You said you chased Han Xin; isn't that nonsense?" Xiao He smiled and said, "Those general are easy to get, and there are many in the world, but for people like Han Xin, if you lose this one, there will be no second one in the world. If you want to stay in Hanzhong all your life, you don't need to stay in Han Xin. If you want to fight for the world, it must be Han Xin. Apart from him, there is no second person who can plot this great cause for you." Liu Bang trusted Xiao He, built an altar to worship Han Xin as a general, commanded the whole army, and indeed defeated Xiang Yu. 

Zhou Si said: "Liu Bang has been defeated in a hundred battles, but he has been defeated repeatedly. It depends on Xiao He to be his prime minister and run Guanzhong as his base. He needs people, money and food. Xiang Yu has won a hundred battles, but he can't stand 1 defeat. One of the reasons is that there is no prime minister like Xiao He 1 defeat. Even if there is, he cannot find it. Found, also refused to use, can't keep. So he can't afford to fail."

This time, Zhou Enlai talked in detail about the history of Zhang Liang and Xiao He assisting Liu Bang to prosper Han, and then said: "Zhang Liang and Xiao He both have great skills. Without them, Han cannot prosper. They know this, and Liu Bang knows this. At the same time they have self-knowledge. Know your strengths and your weaknesses. Zhang Liang and Xiao He are not handsome talents. Zhang Liang told Liu Bang about Taigong's military strategy. Liu Bang knew it as soon as he heard it and often used its strategy. It doesn't work when Zhang Liang tells others, so Zhang Liang says, "Peigong is almost granted by heaven '! Follow Liu Bang not to go. He knew that he could not give full play to his talents and wisdom with others. Only by following Liu Bang could he give full play to each other and achieve a great cause. He made a gesture, saying that from ancient times to the present: "Chinese history, there are always heroes like Zhang Liang and Xiao He. Such people will be needed in the future."

As if to prove this statement, we stayed at Chengdu Hotel on Chunxi Road for 3 days after passing through Chengdu. There are many places of interest in Chengdu. Zhou Enlai only took us to see Zhuge Liang's Wuhou Temple. From "Longzhong" to "setting up a teacher's example", he said that Zhuge Liang had ideas. Before he came out of the mountain, he expected to divide the world into three parts, and formulated a plan to rejuvenate the Han Dynasty and unify the whole country. The most valuable thing is that he did it for this. He did his best and died. 

Zhou Enlai saw the "three unique stele" in the words, came to the outside of the hall, looked up at the lush ancient cypress, looked around the green tiles and red walls, and showed the expression of infinite emotion and read a poem. It was a long time before I knew that it was Du Fu's poem "Shu Xiang": "Where can I find the ancestral hall of the prime minister? outside Jinguan City, Berson."

I remember that he talked about Zhuge Liang's "Hewu"-establishing a united front; "Heyi"-doing a good job in national unity; "Ming Law"-implementing the rule of law; "running the army"-strict discipline and well-trained. But the most talked about the most emotional or "body". It is said that Zhuge Liang has been modestly admonished all his life, is upright and honest, and does not multiply private property. He listed his property on the table, indicating that the family has enough food and clothing, and will never make a business, increasing private property by an inch. He also explained: "After my death, if any surplus property is found; That is to say, I am sorry for the country."

At that time, there were many tourists in the cave of Wuhou, which was too crowded to stay for a long time and could not talk in the noise. Zhou Silai cast his last deep glance at the gold statue of Wuhou in Zhuge Liang Hall and led nearly 100 of us to leave. 

On the way, he looked at the people walking beside him and said, "what does it mean that so many people come to visit? After Zhuge Liang's death, people everywhere asked for a temple for him, because it was limited to the ritual system at that time and was not allowed. If the temple is not established, the common people will handle it for him in their homes in the streets. It was not until the year when Shu Han perished that dou was allowed to give him a temple in mian yang and prohibited other private sacrifices. It can be seen that Zhuge Liang is beneficial to the people and won the hearts of the people. A good politician of the feudal landlord class can do this, let alone us Communists? "At this time, his eyes lit up, twinkling, full of 1 confidence and passion:" We are doing better than him now, and we are going to do better than him when we are in power throughout the country."

After Zhou Enlai died, he did not leave any private property, and he did not. Even the body left a message for medical dissection, then cremated, leaving no ashes. He was not allowed to "build a temple"-to build a memorial hall or to preserve his former residence. He did better than Zhuge Liang in all aspects, not only a hundred times higher? So people go to the Monument to the People's Heroes to mourn him, go to the streets to mourn him, and go home to mourn him. Hundreds of millions of people have a reputation. 

At home and abroad, Zhou Enlai has been compared to the greatest, most outstanding and most virtuous prime minister in Chinese history so far. Every time I see such an article, I think of the dusty and bumpy journey from Yan'an to Chongqing. Mao Zedong felt the emperor of Qin and Han Wu, Tang Zong and Song Zu, Zhou Enlai did not. He did not look at the emperors of the Qin, Han and Tang dynasties, but only Zhang Liang, Xiao He and Zhuge Liang. At that time, we followed him all the way with more than 100 people in 3 trucks. No one could really understand the infinite meaning of this, even if it is still impossible to explain it all today. 

But one of the simple facts I am sure: Zhou Silai firmly believes that the success of the revolution is not abstract, but a real foresight, and bravely, confidently and wisely chose a place for himself. When I say this, I can't help but think of the scene five years later, when Comrade Wang Ruofei was killed on April 8, 1946. Later, I will talk about the process in Zhou Silai's 4 times of crying. When the telegram of the death of "4.8" came, Zhou Silai cried bitterly for the martyrs such as Ye Ting, Wang Ruofei, Deng Fa, Qin Bangxian, and once said: "... especially Comrade Ruofei, we live together day and night in France, this person has very good quality, and he is a rare talent and friend... We cooperate well, he will become the executive vice premier after the founding of the People's Republic of China, how much can I share......"

Zhou Enlai saw earlier than Stalin and Mikhoyan that he could become prime minister. 

I saw the Chinese version of Nixon's "Leaders," which contained this passage: "Former Japanese Prime Minister Kakuei Tanaka once said, 'In front of Mao Zedong, Zhou Enlai 1 like a clumsy secretary serving a 1 famous congressman. 'It's hard to imagine the graceful Chou Si-lai as being clumsy-handed......"

Nixon could hardly agree with Kakuei Tanaka's words, but some people in our country agree with them, even exaggerating them. Why? 

It is not surprising that people who are not "comrades" say so. Some people in "comrades" say so. There are about three cases. 

The first situation is that some kind-hearted people who have deep feelings for the prime minister have helped. The mistakes of the "Cultural Revolution" have been recognized, so out of love, some people always want to pick out the Prime Minister. The Prime Minister clearly accepted Mao Zedong's theory and decision on the "Cultural Revolution", thinking that it would be good for the party, the country and the proletarian revolutionary cause. However, these kind-hearted people found all kinds of specious "reasons" and insisted on saying that the Prime Minister's confidence and support were against their will, that approval was subservience, and that respect was concession. As a result of this, the prime minister's responsibility for the "Cultural Revolution" cannot be removed. On the contrary, the prime minister is distorted into a person who lacks principles and courage, which damages the prime minister's character. Wouldn't it be counterproductive? 

Anyone who does not respect history will eventually be self-defeating. The "Cultural Revolution" incited personal superstition and attributed all the credit to Mao Zedong. It was wrong. Since then, the credit has been paid to everyone, and the mistakes have all been put on Mao Zedong, who was wrong again. Why can't God or ghost tell the truth? At the beginning of the "Cultural Revolution", I didn't hear of a few people opposing it, including the veteran cadres who were quickly overthrown. Many people have been knocked down and sincerely shout long live. The problems of all provinces, municipalities, and autonomous regions are handled by the Prime Minister. It must be wrong. If the Prime Minister lives to this day, he will definitely stand up and take responsibility first. Before his death, the whole party unanimously recognized that he was the most self-critical one and never pushed for responsibility. 

The second situation is that some politically shallow "talented people", people who talk, like to talk with self-righteousness. They can't do 1 thing, but they can't talk about 1 thing. After the "Cultural Revolution" swept the country, Zhou Enlai gradually saw some problems, especially in the later period, he doubted the steps and measures taken by Mao Zedong to prevent the emergence of revisionism in China, and more and more in accordance with his own intentions. Take some remedial measures. As a result, although these "talented people" have never entered the political vortex, they are there to tell the premier's strategy as not daring to take the risk of conflict to confront Mao Zedong head-on, to complain about the overall situation as not daring to break the hat and scold the mother like Peng Dehuai, and to describe the strong party spirit and obedience to organizational resolutions as lacking independence and personality. 

The Communist Party of China can win the world by relying on the strength of the party organization, not the "independence" and "personality" of each party member ". Even if it is wrong, the minority must obey the majority, the individual must obey the organization, and the whole party must obey the Central Committee. Otherwise, there will be no guarantee that the whole Party will obey the Central Committee when it is correct, and it will not be able to move in unison and form a unified force. It is not difficult for people who understand politics to understand this truth. Therefore, when reviewing cadres, no matter how big a mistake is, as long as it is to implement the organizational resolution instead of making another set, you cannot put the account on him personally and beat him to death. Otherwise, the party will lose its unified will and strength. 

Five thousand years of history has proved that "upper wisdom" and "lower folly" are easy to hold beliefs and difficult to change their minds. It's easy to work with them. The Communists who conquer the world, or the "upper wisdom" of the world, or the "rough" and "lower fool" who do not know the big words, few of the commanders of the eight military regions in the past have culture, and they are most likely to have self-knowledge, to unite and struggle, and to achieve a magnificent cause. Only "talented people" have low wisdom but know a little about everything. Such people can hardly have self-knowledge and feel good about themselves. Each has its own set of rules and is not convinced by each other. There are more "opinions" than each other when talking. When you do it, you will only complain and will not overcome it. It is difficult to cooperate with them to complete anything, especially in times of crisis. As the saying goes, "Scholars can't make trouble in 10 years", that is a wise saying summed up through the ages. 

The third is a lack of understanding. 

A foreign journalist asked Zhou Enlai, "When something you believe in conflicts with the interests of your nation, what do you choose first?" Zhou Enlai replied without hesitation, "I am a Chinese first." Because of this, when the Japanese imperialists invaded on a large scale, Zhou Enlai was able to resolve the Xi'an Incident peacefully, put aside the blood feud with the Kuomintang Chiang Kai-shek, and established a national united front against Japan. 

Zhou Silai is a proletarian revolutionist with a will as strong as steel. No one will doubt this, and the following chapters will also talk about it. But he is Chinese first. It is true that the "Gang of Four" criticized Confucianism and the Duke of Zhou, but it was actually criticized Zhou Enlai. For the past 2 millennia, Confucianism has been the primary color of Chinese culture. Zhou Enlai has been nurtured in the atmosphere of gentle, courteous and courteous Confucianism since he was a child. In his contradictory character, there must be a gentle, courteous, and courteous side. In his relationship with Mao Zedong, there must also be a side of caring for the whole and losing the front and sharp; there is more humility and lack of outspokenness. 

In fact, Mao Zedong said that his "political weakness" refers to this, not to his political beliefs as a proletarian revolutionist. 

In fact, this aspect of Zhou Enlai's character is not only for Mao Zedong, but also for his parents, relatives, friends, and comrades. I will prove it in the next few chapters. From a large number of reminiscence articles, it can be seen that all the parties praise and miss Zhou Enlai's gentleness, humility, and propriety; why can't we understand and understand when Zhou Enlai's 1 character is manifested in his relationship with Mao Zedong? This is not fair and objective! 

No one can deny the contradiction and duality in his own character. Mao Zedong also said that his character is half "tiger" and half "monkey". Zhou Enlai's character, of course, without exception, has a dual nature. Regarding Zhou Silai's improper first-in-command-"handsome", improper second-in-command-"successor", willing to be the 3-in-command-"prime minister", some people talk about it as "great modesty", some people talk about it as "wise to protect one's life" or "shrewd in life". Why don't these arguers think about it? Zhou Enlai has been the prime minister of the government for 27 years. In this position, he has never shown any "great modesty" or "wise protection". Even in the violent waves of the "Cultural Revolution", he never withdrew from this sensitive position on the cusp of the storm; even in the face of the "Gang of Four", he did not show the slightest great modesty and let Zhang Chunqiao or someone become prime minister or form a cabinet. Isn't history like that? 

In connection with the "Shaoxing Master", "Zhang Liang Temple" and "Wuhou Temple", Zhou Enlai made every choice of his own initiative, self-confidence, firmness and persistence, and he did not need anyone to kindly help and lure him. As early as 1940, he foresaw and predicted his future position, which fully proved his self-knowledge, which is based on the understanding of our national history and culture. 

Zhou Enlai's second prediction, which makes me think back and feel for it, took place at the time of the victory of the War of Resistance against Japan. 

From my personal experience and experience, I would like to correct two statements first. 

1 is a saying that the Communist Party fought resolutely against the Kuomintang and finally won the victory. I don't think it's accurate. My experience is that in the struggle between the two major political forces of the Communist Party and the Kuomintang, the people chose the Communist Party and history chose the Communist Party. To put it bluntly, it is "heaven-given" rather than what human can force. 

The second statement is about the "Armageddon of Two Fates". Now it seems to be said: either the dark Kuomintang or the bright Communist Party. But what I have heard does not seem to be the case, at least it is too simple to summarize, leaving the truth of history. 

As an adjutant, I followed Zhou Enlai around and went through the whole process of negotiations on his behalf in the Common Kuomintang. After the victory of the Anti-Japanese War, Zhou Enlai and the Communist Party he represented first fought for the first destiny of China, neither the dark Kuomintang nor the bright Communist Party. 

At that time, whether it was conversations with comrades in the party or conversations with democratic parties and people without party affiliation, the first destiny that the Communist Party fought for was peaceful and democratic nation-building. The policy we have established for the founding of the country is not to implement Marxism-Leninism, but to implement the Three People's Principles, and it is clearly based on the declaration of the First Congress of the Kuomintang in 13 years of the Republic of China. We even made it clear that we "support President Chiang's leadership". However, Chiang Kai-shek's Kuomintang must recognize the legal status and equal status of all parties. 

What was the result? The Chiang Kai-shek Kuomintang neither allowed the Communist Party to be equal nor in fact allowed it to be legal. The world can only be the Kuomintang family, Chiang Kai-shek alone. The Americans now call us the Communist Party of China a "dictatorship" and do not engage in Western-style democracy. At that time, they did not scold Chiang Kai-shek's Kuomintang for dictatorship or Western-style democracy. On the contrary, they provided a lot of political, economic, and military assistance to help them establish a dictatorship. 

Remember the focus of the negotiation argument is the military. Some people say that when the Communist Party hands over the army, the Kuomintang will give you legal and equal status. That in itself is bullshit. Legal equality is mutual, not a "gift". 1 party gives the other 1 legal equal status. Can this be legal equality? "Gifts" are the product of inequality. 

The Communist Party can hand over the army, but only the state, not the Kuomintang Chiang Kai-shek. Therefore, during the negotiations, we proposed the method of "nationalizing the army. Chiang Kai-shek of the Kuomintang naturally had to hand over the army to the state. Political democratization, then, becomes a prerequisite for surrendering the army. Without this premise, to hand over the army is to hand over to the Kuomintang Chiang Kai-shek, is to hand over democracy and equality. 

Did not the French and Italian communists hand over their troops? When the 400000 army 1 diplomatic relations, it obtained a legal and equal status. 

The person who said this is definitely not a Chinese breed, but a bastard at most. He does not understand China. 

Doris and Togliatti, their status in world history is far from comparable to Mao Zedong; their status in their respective national history is even less comparable to Mao Zedong's status in his national history. Not to mention this. They handed over the army, whether it was true or false, not to mention equal status, there was always some legal status, and its leader was deputy prime minister for a few days. What will happen if the Chinese Communist Party hands over its arms? 

The carnage of "412" and "July 1 5" is the answer. 

The Communist Party of China, with Chen Duxiu as its general secretary, once surrendered its armed forces. What it got was not legality, let alone equality, but almost killed. It was an unprecedented cruelty and dictatorship of "I would rather kill a thousand by mistake than misplace one person. 

Mao Zedong and Zhou Enlai were by no means Chen Duxiu. They rushed out of the blood of "April 12" and "July 1 5", so they were able to say the eternal quatte: political power comes out of the barrel of a gun! 

This is China's national conditions. 

However, the first destiny that the Communist Party of China strives for is "democracy for all". In order for China to have such a good fate, the Communist Party gave way to the Kuomintang 1 again, but the more it gave way, the less it was to Chiang Kai-shek's liking. What Chiang Kai-shek wanted was not to make concessions, but to find an excuse to attack in order to completely destroy the Communist Party;

On the afternoon of February 26, 1946, Zhou Enlai, on behalf of the Communist Party of China, signed the "Basic Plan for Army Reintegration and Unification of the Communist Party of China into the National Army", which is commonly referred to as the "Army Reintegration Plan". Chiang Kai-shek understood that the unified army of the Communist Party of China was the national army, and this "national army" meant the national army, not the Kuomintang army. This is something he will not tolerate. Therefore, the signature belongs to the signature, the attack on the Communist army is not loose for a moment, and the civil war in all parts of the country is escalating. 

In this context, the three-member military team began to inspect the implementation of the armistice agreement in various places and to resolve the problems in the integration. 

The three-member military team, the Communist Party is Zhou Enlai, the Kuomintang is Zhang Zhizhong, the United States is Marshall, are general rank. There is an executive department: the chief representative of the Communist Party of China is Ye Jianying, the Kuomintang is Zheng Jiemin, and the American side is Bai Rude, all with the rank of lieutenant general. 

On February 28, the three-member military team took Marshall's special plane from Chongqing to Beiping and visited Zhangjiakou, Jining, Jinan, Xuzhou, Xinxiang, Taiyuan, Gui Sui, Yan'an, Hankou and other places. Tong Xiaopeng and Zhang Wenjin and I followed Zhou Enlai. One week's time, the arrangement is very tight, talking day and night to listen to the report. At that time, there was no big quarrel, mainly to understand the situation, and most of the banquets were polite. 

However, everyone has a prediction about the development of the situation, and public speeches are different from private conversations. 

After talking with General Fu Zuoyi in Guisui City, the military three-member team flew to Yan'an that afternoon. On the plane, thinking Zhou Silai gently called 1: "Wen Bai."

"What?" General Zhang Zhizhong, who closed his eyes and thought about something on his mind, opened his eyes and looked at Zhou Enlai sideways. 

Zhou Enlai's charming eyes under his thick eyebrows stared at Zhang Zhizhong for three seconds before slowly biting every word and saying, "if you don't fight, everyone will build a democratic country. If you fight, you will lose the hearts of the people. Those who lose the hearts of the people lose the world." Zhou Enlai looked away, took a deep breath, and his voice was always gentle, so he appeared more confident and weighty: "Our Communist Party will unite other democratic parties to build a new China. That is completely different from the current situation......"

Looking back today, it is not difficult to see that Zhou Enlai has begun to consider the possibility of the second fate that cannot be avoided when fighting for the first fate of "everyone's democratic nation-building. 

I saw General Zhang Zhizhong looking at Zhou Enlai so foolishly, probably to taste the meaning of these words. For a moment, his lips twitched and said nothing. He faintly exhaled 1 coarse breath from his nasal cavity, then he resumed the original posture of repose with closed eyes. I'm sure he must be thinking about Zhou Enlai's words. 

Flying to Yan'an, the three-member military team moved into the house vacated by the Wangjiaping Eighth Route Army headquarters. Marshall and General Zhang Zhizhong met with Mao Zedong. In the evening, a banquet will be held first, and then a welcome party will be held in Yan'an auditorium. 

I remember very clearly that in his speech, General Zhang Zhizhong glanced at Mao Zedong and other leaders of the Communist Party of China, and suddenly said loudly: "I Zhang Zhizhong went to Yan'an three times. In the future, your Communist Party will write history. Don't forget that I Zhang Zhizhong went to Yan'an three times."

Mao Zedong said loudly in his high-pitched Hunan accent: "Of course I can't forget you, Zhang Zhizhong."

Time, the auditorium burst into laughter, accompanied by warm applause. I thought: the old saying is that history is written by the winners. Could it be that Zhang Zhizhong thought all the way on the plane and thought that the first fate of "everyone's democratic nation-building" was difficult to realize? Think civil war is inevitable? In the civil war, can only be either the Kuomintang or the Communist Party, thinking that the Communist Party will win the world? 

I believe that for Zhou Enlai's prediction, he at least acquiesced in the possibility, otherwise why would he say "your Communist Party writes history"? 

Armistice negotiations are going really hard. During that time, I followed Zhou Enlai all the time, because I had been promoted to his adjutant. 

The strongest feeling was that Zhou Enlai knew that Chiang Kai-shek was determined to fight and there was no hope for peace, but he still ran for peace and did not give up even a glimmer of hope for democratic nation-building. The Kuomintang was still in Nanjing, and the center of the Kuomintang-Communist negotiations shifted from Chongqing to Nanjing. Before leaving Chongqing, Zhou Enlai held a farewell tea party to cultural circles at No. 50 in Zengjianyan. At that time, he was very heavy. 

"Chongqing is really a city of negotiation!" Zhou Enlai sighed deeply and his brow wrinkled two lines. "For almost 10 years, I have been running between Chongqing and Yanzhou for unity. Negotiations have consumed the 1/5 of my existing life. I am already old." His eyes swept across the venue and his voice raised. He is always like this, always in time to grasp when feelings naturally show, and perk up to turn to the passionate: "How difficult is the course of the democratic cause! Although I have been nearly fifty years, I dare not be discouraged. We must complete this last and most difficult part of the road!"

Zhou Enlai said so and did so. Insist on until the Kuomintang captured Zhangjiakou, and insist on until the Kuomintang held the 1 party's pseudo-national congress. "I gave up everything I should have," Zhou Enlai once said to Marshall. I saw that his expression was very calm at that time. It was the calm after making up his mind. Even Marshall admitted that the convening of the pseudo-National Congress marked the overall situation of the breakdown of the negotiations and had to say that he would provide transportation for the withdrawal of Chinese Communist personnel to Yan'an. 

In my side contact and observation, Marshall is better than Leighton Stuart. although he favored the kmt, he also did a little mediation work. For example, Chiang Kai-shek sent the 300000 army to divide and surround the 60000 troops of the Central Plains Military Region in the finished shape, with the intention of annihilation. Zhou Enlai was impatient. As soon as he flew from Chongqing to Nanjing, he immediately took us to Marshall and asked the three-member military team to go to Xuanhua Store to mediate. If Marshall agreed, the Kuomintang would not be able to refute it. 

I had a slight impression of Marshall, mainly because of his last speech. Generally speaking, he supported the Kuomintang and opposed the Communist Party, but his personal impression of Zhou Enlai was very good, showing 1 kind of sincere admiration. I remember that on November 1J6, 1946, the morning of the second day of the Puppet National Congress, Zhou Enlai visited Marshall and actually left. Marshall offered to provide us with transportation to withdraw to Yan'an. Out of courtesy, he also said goodbye to our staff. At this time, he said with a 1 sincere expression: "I am very sorry that the negotiation broke down. All the senior Kuomintang generals, including Chiang Kai-shek, were not Zhou Enlai's negotiating opponents. After observing for such a long time, I don't think the Kuomintang can find someone as shrewd, knowledgeable, and tough as Zhou."

In the afternoon of the same day, Zhou Enlai held a farewell press conference in Meiyuan New Village; on the afternoon of the 17th, he was interviewed by Cao Zhongying, editor-in-chief of Xinmin Daily, and Pu Xixiu, director of the interview department. 

When Zhou Enlai answered a reporter's question, he said, "One day the Kuomintang will not be able to fight anymore, and it is very likely that it will propose to negotiate again. However, the situation will change at that time, and the form and content of the negotiations will also change, which will be different from the past." "The object of political consultation and the organizational form and content of the coalition government will inevitably change."

I can't understand all the implicit words spoken in public at once. 

The day before flying back to Yan'an, after the preparations for evacuation were basically completed, I went to report to Zhou Enlai. 

He sat in his office with his left hand under his armpit and his right hand on his forehead. These days he works day and night, sixty or seventy hours, and only occasionally sits like this and takes a nap. I held my breath and quietly stepped out. 

"He Shuying," Zhou Enlai stopped me without looking up. "What's the matter?"

"No. All the things and documents have been packed up. It's no problem to leave tomorrow." I whispered, "Vice Chairman Zhou, you can sleep for a while."

Zhou Enlai slowly put down his hand and looked at me. His eyes were covered with red silk, but they were still shining brightly. 

"Negotiations broke down and full-scale civil war began." Zhou Enlai asked: "Xiao He, what do you think of the situation?"

"With Chairman Mao's leadership, we can definitely defeat Jiang Damn!"

Zhou Enlai nodded gently with a thoughtful expression: "After the failure of the Great Revolution, I left Shanghai in 1931. At that time, I was at a loss. I don't know when I will come back? This time is different. I believe that at least half a year, more than a year, there will be a difference on the battlefield."

I nodded hard: "He is looking for death!"

Zhou Enlai smiled: "To see the point is not to destroy him. I estimate that it will 3 to 5 years before he is completely eliminated. However, his failure is certain." At this time, Zhou Enlai's expression changed. Dignified and solemn, with a hint of ridicule: "Chiang Kai-shek misread the situation! This is 1 wrong and history has changed. If he does not fight, everyone can build a democratic nation. He has no share in this dozen."

I am reminded of the question that almost every reporter has asked: "Will there be negotiations in the future?"

"Will negotiate." Zhou Silai said with certainty that his look became cold, "But the negotiations at that time were completely different from what they are now. It was not that we 1 to give in, but asked them to follow our terms. All reactionaries and feudal fascists will no longer be the targets of political consultation, nor will the coalition government have them. They will be the targets of the people's democratic dictatorship!"

The next day, November 19, 1946, we followed Zhou Enlai and flew back to Yan'an by US military special plane. Two years later, Chiang Kai-shek issued a statement of peace and the Communist Party of China put forward eight conditions for peace negotiations; it was no longer our 1 to give in, but to ask them to follow our conditions. Among them, the eighth condition is to convene a political consultative conference without the participation of reactionaries, establish a democratic coalition government, and accept all the powers of the Nanjing Kuomintang government and its subordinate governments at all levels. 

At the beginning of a full-scale civil war, either the Kuomintang or the Communist Party, this is the decisive battle of "two destinies" that people usually talk about. And the "two destinies" that our Communist Party strives for are different. The first "destiny" to be fought for is "democracy for all". History proves that it doesn't work. As a result, there was a second destiny, which was to establish a socialist country headed by the Communist Party of China, united with other democratic parties, and exercised people's democratic dictatorship over the reactionaries. 

This is a historical choice. 

When General Zhang Zhizhong led the Kuomintang government peace talks delegation to Beijing, Zhou Enlai hosted a banquet to entertain them. Seeing that the Kuomintang representatives were worried, frustrated and embarrassed, Zhou Enlai's voice sounded again in my ears: "if he doesn't fight, everyone can build a democratic country. In this fight, he will not have his share... "In other words, it will inevitably lead to the people's democratic dictatorship. 

This is a truly wise prophecy. It is by no means a deceitful occupation of the tortoise, nor a sensational special function. It is even different from the "communism must be realized" and "the earth will eventually be destroyed", which have extraordinary courage and imagination, which are correct but full of rationality, far away and unconfirmed predictions. Zhou Enlai's foresight and prophecy is truly shining with the wisdom of great thinkers. 

A person's life is not without a few words of "prophecy", even if it is to express some kind of belief or curse. For example, when evacuating Nanjing, most people solemnly said: "We will definitely come back!" This is also the case in the movie, but no one foresees its process and results as concretely, meticulously and accurately as Zhou Enlai. 

Zhou Enlai's prediction is based on profound knowledge, rich experience, and a deep understanding of the law of development of things. It is made through the analysis and judgment of scientific wisdom after mastering a large number of facts. 

On December 13, 1941, Zhou Enlai published an article in Xinhua Daily, predicting: "The Pacific War will be a long one. There will be some setbacks in the early days, and some islands, some lands, and some lines of communication may be lost ...... The solution to Japan is dominated by the navy, and the air force and the army can only be supplemented; the United States and the United States cannot today, and it is not appropriate to take an immediate offensive against Japan, but must first consolidate the guards of the forts in the South Pacific Circle. A protracted war of attrition and a combined force in the Pacific must be fought against him to his final death. It must be remembered that production capacity is the main factor determining modern warfare."

This is an article written by Zhou Silai five days after the outbreak of the Pacific War. Since then, the whole process of the war has been carried out step by step as predicted by Zhou Enlai. In the 1970 s, I saw the Japanese film "Ah, Navy", which reflected the process of the Pacific War, which was completely consistent with Zhou Silai's prediction! Without rich knowledge of world politics, economy, military affairs, nationality, geography, history and so on, it is impossible to make such a prediction. 

In 1949, when Zhou Silai inspected the preparations for the founding ceremony, he stood on the Tiananmen Gate Tower and had a bird's-eye view of the cross-shaped "square" at that time. He predicted to the responsible comrades in Beijing: "In such a big country, the Tiananmen Gate Tower is so magnificent. There must be a big square in the future; the surrounding planning must be based on a long-term plan. I think a history museum can be built to the east, and a large theater can be built to the west as a place for people to gather and discuss politics......"

Ten years later, Tiananmen Square, which was discussed, researched, designed, and constructed by deputies to the National People's Congress and experts, completely coincided with Zhou Enlai's vision when the country was founded, except that the name of this "grand theater" was called "Great Hall of the People". 

Sometimes, Zhou Enlai's foresight is quite "divine". If it is taken by a fortune teller, it will definitely be a big article. Having said that, these predictions do prove Zhou Enlai's fine observation of things, the depth of fire, and the law of development of things. 

It was the late spring of 1957, and Voroshilov, chairman of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the Soviet Union, visited China. The schedule included a visit to Hangzhou. Zhou Enlai arrived in Hangzhou one day in advance to prepare for the reception. 

In the morning, our staff accompanied him for a walk and walked to the 1 temple. Zhou Enlai looked at the top of the temple for a moment, suddenly 1 and sighed: "in a few years, no one will come to draw lots."

I don't know what others think. From my personal experience of following Zhou Enlai for more than ten years, he does not believe in God, does not believe in life, and tries his best to lead the whole nation to science. However, when he broke away from superstition, he had to encounter a practical problem, that is, our national culture has been linked with religion for several years. We should not only get rid of superstition but also protect national culture, fight against the anti scientific nature of religion and protect the freedom of religious belief. There is a contradiction here. In terms of grasping and handling, the policy is very strong. The late spring of 1957 was at a delicate moment. Zhou Enlai, who was rich in political life experience and at the highest level of power, certainly clearly felt the turmoil before the storm. He sighed with emotion and turned his face sideways. He looked at the foreign affairs secretary standing next to him and asked, "Do you have any wishes?"

Marlen scratched his head and said: "This year my eldest child will be admitted to a middle school. I hope he can be admitted to a key middle school."

Zhou Enlai's eyes 1 swept away. It was still very early and there were no people around 4. He suddenly laughed and pointed to the temple: "Then you go in and draw a sign."

Marlen also smiled, just as a joke, really into the temple. I didn't have much time. I came out with the signature. It was a piece of red paper that was 16.67cm long. It had hexagram written on it and muttered, "What is this about? I don't understand."

As soon as Zhou Enlai took the sign, he softly "oops" 1 and said, "oh, it's the next sign."

Ma-Leninel frowned and complained: "The old monk just woke up and was confused. Seeing that I didn't burn incense or worship Buddha, he went up and shook the divination sign. He was not happy and must have cursed me."

Zhou Silai explained the four hexagrams sentence by sentence: "This means that you are not doing well, everything is difficult, and it will be a big disaster." Then shook his head and smiled, "Ma-Leninism, you are going to encounter something unlucky."

Everyone laughed and didn't take it to heart. 

As a result, the eldest child of Marxism-Leninist was admitted to Beijing No.8 Middle School, a key middle school, as he wished. He was so happy that the divination was nonsense. However, before he could laugh enough, his lover Lin Ying was beaten to the right, demoted from administrative level 12 to level 14, expelled from the party, transferred from the textile department, and transferred to Baoding Chemical Fiber Factory to work. 

This series of unlucky things is easy for Mr. He to say. 

He Long once said to General Liao Hansheng and others, "Luck is a strange thing. Do you think so? I think it is a little. When luck comes, the memorial arch cannot be stopped. If luck goes, the cow will not be able to drag it back."

In fact, the "luck" mentioned by He Long refers to 1 objective regularity, and the law is not transferred by human will. 

When Zhou Silai heard that Lin Ying was beaten as a rightist, he did not immediately talk to Marxist-Leninist and never "implicated" Marxist-Leninist. Only when chatting later, I casually said a few words: "It's all about work, don't carry the burden. In fact, Comrade Lin Ying is 2 word Jiao Jiao. He is a positive person. He has nothing to hide in his heart."

Zhou Enlai's evaluation is far from the conclusion of the Organization Department to Lin Ying, because Zhou Si is telling the truth, not political limelight. 

Lin Ying was indeed wronged, and later facts also proved to be mistaken. She's just being open and straightforward and daring to tell the truth. Zhou Enlai understood that this kind of comrade was a "positive person", not a negative person. 

Personally, I often think that Zhou Enlai may be talking about signing a coincidence, but it does not rule out his 1 hunch that he knows the situation. 

At that time, within the Communist Party of China, there were more and more calls for opposition. Many leading comrades of the Central Committee even said that they would not attend the meeting if they did not study the issue of anti rightist. In this situation, Zhou Silai expected that the anti-rightist movement was imperative. Once the movement was up, it was impossible to be stable. Historical experience did not hurt people by mistake, especially those "positive people" were vulnerable. 

Zhou Enlai's concept of organization and discipline can be said to be the strongest in the party. It is impossible for him to intervene in the work of the first-level organization to relieve Lin Ying, but he will never have prejudice against Marxist-Leninist. In life, he cares more about Marxist-Leninist than in the past, and often greets his lover and family. This is actually showing his attitude. 

The purpose of talking about these small things is to lead to Zhou Enlai's third prediction I want to talk about. This prophecy has been fully proven by today's facts. 

It was still the age of eating "spiritual food". The social atmosphere was good and the masses were enthusiastic. However, noodles, meat and eggs were needed. The vast rural areas were still worried about food and clothing. 

However, there are more worries than us. For example, Albania, the "1 beacon of socialism in Europe", has the strongest opposition to revisionism and the poorest country. In the past, it relied on the Soviet Union for food, but at this time it relied on China for food. 

Kelega, secretary of the Central Secretariat of the Communist Party of Albania, came to visit again. To put it bluntly, he wanted assistance. At that time, Vietnam and Albania were the ones who needed the most assistance, and if they gave less, they would get angry and used to going wrong. 

Zhou Enlai was in a bad mood those days. The common people only know how to sing "the sea is a bosom friend, the world is a neighbor", I do not know there is a quarrel. The two sides did not talk well and it was difficult for Albania not to understand us. Later, the Prime Minister decided to take Kelega to visit Dazhai, which meant to show them how our farmers 1 a spirit and how they 1 struggle. Koliega went to see it and said a lot of praise, but there were as many things as there were. 

After sending off Koliega, Zhou Enlai was in a heavy mood. At that time, Deng Xiaoping said several times in succession at the Central working Conference and the National Planning work Conference: all our current considerations revolve around two issues: 1 is how to develop the productive forces, 2 how to adhere to Marxism-Leninism and make a smooth transition to communism. 

Zhou Enlai agreed with this. After sending off Kolega, he said: "to engage in socialism, there are two lines of struggle in politics, and there are also two lines in economy. Albania will only depend on us economically, and such socialism cannot be achieved. It's going to collapse sooner or later. 

After Khrushchev stepped down, Zhou Enlai had pinned his hopes on the new leadership. I went to Moscow 1 and was disappointed. After returning to China, he made a situation report and made specific and detailed predictions on the future development of Albania, Eastern Europe and even the Soviet Union. 

As early as when the 22nd National Congress of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union was held, Mao Zedong once said at a small-scale meeting: "Khrushchev's revisionism has reached its peak so far, and it is full of evil. From then on, it will go down and go to his opposite side." This prediction was confirmed, and less than 3 years later Khrushchev stepped down. 

On the morning of October 19, 1964, Zhou Enlai made a report in the State Council Auditorium, talking about Khrushchev's stepping down, not the collapse. He said, "The dolls are talking about what's the difference between a downfall and a downfall?" Zhou explained the difference. One Khrushchev has stepped down, but his ideology, line and policy have not changed. The final change remains unchanged. Therefore, we talk about stepping down, not about collapse. 

I 've been to Moscow and confirmed that Khrushchev is stepping down, not falling. When Zhou Enlai analyzed Khrushchev's false Marxism, I was deeply impressed by a passage. Many people have made notes: "(they) are not even as good as capitalism. Ajubei (Khrushchev's son-in-law) went to visit West Germany. It is said that when he visited the United States, France and West Germany, when the presidium did not agree, He let him be the editor-in-chief of Izvestia and ascend to the sky. Khrushchev's cronyism and feudal familism were inferior to Chiang Kai-shek. Chiang Kai-shek spent 30 years training Chiang Ching-kuo. He also had to take care of his subordinates and influence. Khrushchev did nothing. Ajube opened the road for Khrushchev in the United States. He did not open the road well in France and went to West Germany. Even Ulbriche has cancer. People from West Germany who came to visit China told us that Ajube said in West Germany: West Germany will fight China, we will give way, let us jointly prevent the yellow peril......"

Zhou Enlai then further predicted the Eastern European countries and the Soviet Union. His prophecies do not predict an outcome out of a certain belief, but specifically predict their evolution. At that time, many people at home and abroad predicted that "the burden of adhering to socialism will eventually fall on the shoulders of the Communist Party of China historically" and "the Soviet empire will eventually disintegrate". But no one has made such specific, clear and accurate predictions and predictions like Zhou Enlai with his amazing knowledge, experience and profound understanding of the laws. According to the records made by some veteran comrades at that time, the words were roughly as follows:

After Khrushchev stepped down from power, we had pinned our hopes on the new leadership of the Soviet Union, but now it seems impossible. They still adhere to the Khrushchevism, policy has not changed ...... is still "two hegemonic cooperation", is still "the United States and the Soviet Union cooperation, dominate the world". But this is only the Soviet Union's wishful thinking, the United States can agree to the existence of two hegemony? ......

Their peaceful transition, not revolution, is essentially peaceful evolution. American life in Moscow is more American than American life in America. The United States is afraid of causing panic at home and will not allow it to be performed at home. The Soviet Union not only played its own film, but also played the United States, disintegrating itself. The Soviet Union collapsed first in spirit, without the heroic spirit of the Chinese who dared to take responsibility. McNamara said clearly: "If you blow up China's atomic base, you will not be able to blow up the knowledge of Chinese scientists; if you blow up China's material, you will not be able to blow up the spirit of Chinese scientists......"

When the Soviet Union talked about peaceful competition, it actually gave the United States a peaceful monopoly. They reached out to the United States for a loan. If the United States wants to control it, it depends on whether the Soviet Union surrenders or not. The Americans talked about conditions with money in their hands and lured you to do as he said step by step, but the Soviet Union also replied that they could give it a try......

The United States implemented a peaceful evolution of Eastern Europe, and the Soviet Union followed the bourgeoisie of Eastern Europe. if you can sell west berlin, you can sell east germany, then you can sell east germany, and then you can sell the whole east europe. in the end, you must sell all the revolutionary achievements of the soviet union... all the negotiations are nonsense without any condition, and talking about it is selling out. at most, you can talk out a condition of selling out......

In the economy, we must strive for foreign aid, but we must insist on self-reliance. Albania is dependent on the economy, we always advise him to be self-reliant, he always wants to rely on China. In economic terms, there are also two routes to the country. The struggle between socialism and capitalism is not only political, but economic. There are political and economic struggles. Like Albania, it is impossible to adhere to Marxism and socialism economically and politically......

The economy of the Soviet Union was very rigid, stagnant, and the ethnic contradictions were complicated... and in the end there was going to be a big mess. 

Of course, in his analysis and prediction, the Prime Minister's words could not be divorced from the historical conditions and characteristics of the times at that time. But he grasped the economic and spiritual two; grasped the process from the Berlin issue to East Germany to the entire Eastern Europe; grasped the complex ethnic contradictions in the Soviet Union, so it basically coincided with the subsequent changes. 

Mao Zedong and our Party Central Committee at that time also saw the shortcomings of the Soviet economic model and wanted to explore a new way to build socialism. The priority of the development of heavy industry was changed to the order of agriculture, and two examples were set: industry learned from Daqing and agriculture learned from Dazhai. But in the end it did not solve the problem. It can be said to be a failure. 

It was Deng Xiaoping who solved this problem. From the early 1960 s, "all our current considerations revolve around two issues: 1 is how to develop the productive forces, 2 how to adhere to Marxism Leninism and smoothly transition to communism", to reform and opening up, and put forward "one center, two basic points", so that China's economy finally began to take off. Under the current international political situation, before and after the "June 4" incident, the people and history were able to choose the Communist Party of China and the socialist system again, first of all thanks to Deng Xiaoping. If we only talk about Marxist-Leninist dogma, we cannot avoid the consequences of the Soviet Union and Albania. 

Deng Xiaoping is another giant who changed China's destiny and history after Mao Zedong. I believe this is the consensus of the whole nation.

Zhou Enlai was dignified, elegant and meticulous. 

His demeanor and courtesy, his warm eyes and charming smile are so impressive that many people forget his deeper and more basic character traits: like to challenge and dare to take risks. 

As early as when he led the third armed uprising of Shanghai workers, he liked to be on the front line. The shell exploded close at hand and he lay down just in time to survive. The pickets advised, "Commander in Chief, it's too dangerous here." "I like danger," he said faintly."

All his life he has been an understatement of danger. During the May Fourth Movement, the petitioner was arrested. He calmly said: "The arrest is nothing. There is no need to be nervous. Just follow the plan." He pushed open the gun of the military and police, forcibly broke into the Yamen gate of the Zhili Provincial Office, was arrested, and spent half a year behind bars. At the end, he only said the 1 sentence: "It was from this time that I gradually embarked on the road of a professional revolutionary."

A few years ago, several of our old people who used to work around Zhou Enlai discussed together, and it was discussed that Zhou Enlai had been in distress for 22 times, most of which were after he took on important leadership positions. Among the leaders of our party and country, he is the only one who is in danger in many ways. 

In the "Shaji tragedy", when the British and French police suddenly fired the first row of shots, the comrades who walked arm in arm around Zhou Enlai fell down and sacrificed. God insisted on leaving Zhou Enlai, director of the Political Department of the Whampoa Military Academy, to the Chinese people. When searching for the murderer who assassinated Liao Zhongkai, Chiang Kai-shek suddenly changed the password and enforced the martial law in advance, so that Zhou Enlai, who drove to the headquarters, encountered head-on shooting. When the driver saw the moment when he raised his gun across the street, he instinctively turned the steering wheel to dodge. The bullets fired at Zhou Enlai continued to drill into the driver's head. God once again left Zhou Enlai for the Chinese people. After the fourth counter-campaign against "encirclement and suppression", six Kuomintang planes suddenly came to the head of Zhou Enlai, the general political commissar of the Red Army, and dropped bombs. Zhou Enlai shouted 1, "get down!" The 18-year-old Xiao Hua, who was running around, was pressed under his body. As a result, God not only left Zhou Enlai for the Chinese people again, but also had to leave 18-year-old Xiao Hua to finally become the director of the General Political Department of the People's Army......

In history, outstanding people have many experiences of not dying, and they are talked about by later generations. In fact, this is not all luck, not what providence. There is a reason why one cannot die in a great disaster, and there is a necessity hidden in chance. At such a moment, all the courage, wisdom and strength of outstanding figures should be exerted instinctively to the maximum extent in a limited time. This heroic nature shown in the face of the test of life and death makes people unable to be convinced. 

For example, "Lao Shan is in distress", which is a disaster in the face of sudden gunfire......

1 open-top military trucks drove outside the south gate of Yan'an onto the loess road built on the mountain, which leads to Xi'an and also to negotiations. 

In the driving building of the truck, Zhou Enlai, vice chairman of the CPC Central Committee, sat. Yesterday he talked with Mao Zedong for 1 whole day. Now he is going to Xi 'an to talk with Kuomintang representatives Gu Zhitong and Zhang Chong. Then he will go to Lushan Mountain to talk with Chiang Kai-shek. Talk about cooperation between the Kuomintang and the Communist Party and joint anti-Japanese war. 

All the way yellow dust rolling, the car burst of laughter. There were famous generals like Zhang Yunyi and Kong Shiquan in the carriage. There were Zhou Enlai's adjutant Chen Youcai in a top hat and a suit, and Chen Guoqiao, deputy platoon leader of the secret service, who was in charge of the escort task. Together with security soldiers, reporters, interpreters and drivers, the 1 car had a total of 25 people. Most of them climbed snow-capped mountains, walked through the grass, and sat on "wheels" like this into the ancient capital of Xi'an, the 1. They were still the first 1 in their lives, and they were inevitably excited and laughing. 

However, they did not expect that the bandits lurking in Yan'an City had already sent out the information the day before. Mao Zedong talked about security work before his death, especially cited this example, criticizing the form of security guards for their publicity and lack of vigilance. 

This was April 25, 1937. At that time, there were still many bandits in Yan 'an area, thousands of them gathered at night and scattered during the day. It was a bandit to grab a knife and gun and rob a house. He picked up the lutetium and turned into a farmer, which was not easy to clean up. Among them, Li Qingwu is a fierce bandit with a large number of people and great harm. 

Li Qingwu, a native of Henan, fled famine with his parents and came to Laogou Village, Ma Dong Chuan, Huanglong Mountain, Yan'an Prefecture. He was a restless man who played with guns and sticks, and grew up to be a small leader of bandits. In 1935, the Northern Shaanxi Red Army occupied Ganquan and incorporated its ranks into the Ganquan County Independent Battalion. He was appointed as an instructor. The instructor did not understand communism or the Three People's Doctrine. He was only proficient in eating, drinking, whoring, gambling and smoking. Taking advantage of the northeast army's siege of the Red Army in northern Shaanxi, he killed the chairman of the Soviet government in Ganquan County, colluded with Ji Yanshou, the chief of the Kuomintang's Linzhen militia, and went back to the old business of bandits, burning, killing and looting. He also robbed the cars of the Northeast Army and the Red Army in order to rob money and property. After receiving the information from Feng Changdou, he led more than 100 bandits over Longpan Mountain overnight and ambushed in the hinterland of Lao Mountain. 

Laoshan from west to east, separated from Yan'an and Ganquan two counties, is a branch of Huanglong Mountain. In the undulating landform of the Loess Plateau, although the mountain is not high, but because there are thousands of gullies and ravines, the mountain is full of forest and weeds, the terrain is strange and breathtaking. The truck roared and gasped, climbing up a ridge along the slope at the northern foot of Lo Mountain. After Liang is Ganquan County, the truck plunged into the dustpan-shaped depression. 

"Bang!" The sound of the 1 was crisp, attracting a quivering echo in the valley. 

"What sound?" Chen Youcai instinctively went to touch the pistol. 

"It looks like a whip." Liu Jiuzhou looked around and said. After the peaceful settlement of the "Xi'an Incident", Chiang Kai-shek restrained his anti-Communist arrogance and spoke of unity against Japan. From Yan 'an to Xi 'an, the Northeast Army and the Northwest Army, which have become friendly forces, were stationed along the way. As for the bandits, they could not hide under our suppression. No wonder the guards did not immediately think of the gunfire. 

However, the truck suddenly roared and increased its strength, rushing straight at the beam of the dam, which was more than ten feet high. It turned out that the "bang" 1 was also introduced into the driver's building. Zhou Enlai felt that this was a dangerous place when the truck rushed into the depression. when the abnormal sound started, he immediately thought of the enemy's situation. while looking out, he ordered the driver: "rush, increase the accelerator and rush up the dam beam!"

At the end of the speech, there were two more "bang bang bang" shots. 

The driver also realized the situation was critical. Rush through the dam beam can naturally get rid of the enemy, he will 1 the accelerator to the bottom, the truck roar out of black smoke, straight into the dam beam. 

However, the dam beam suddenly screamed like fried beans. The bandits ambushed on the dam beam fired machine guns and rifles at the same time. These bandits shot correctly. In a flash, the driver fell on the driver's seat with bleeding from many places. The wheels of the truck were deflated. The front of the car 1 crooked and stopped abruptly. 

Without waiting for the car to stop, Zhou Enlai had already jumped out of the car almost at the same time as the gunshot rang across the street. The front window of the car was shot through a 1 series of holes, but it did not hurt him at all. He snapped to the front of the car and hurriedly ordered the people on the car: "Get off! Scatter! Return fire!"

General Zhang Yunyi drew his gun and returned fire while ordering Chen Youcai: "Deputy Chen, you and the guards will immediately cover the transfer of Vice Chairman Zhou. platoon leader Chen, you are responsible for organizing the soldiers to resist!"

The cadres and soldiers jumped out of the car to seize the favorable terrain and fight the enemy. Chen Youcai was shot in the leg before he could jump off the car. The guard turned around and tried to help him. He swung his arm 1 hard: "Leave me alone and cover Vice Chairman Zhou's withdrawal!"

He was wearing the suit he used to solve the "Xi'an Incident", wearing a top hat, and waving his hands, he immediately attracted the firepower of many enemies, because the enemy thought he was the biggest official. Chen Youcai was also aware of this misunderstanding of the enemy. In order to attract more enemies, he simply did not leave and used the front car gang and the luggage on the car as a cover to deal with the enemy. 

When you are hit by a shock and in a crisis, the most urgent thing is to quickly see the situation and set the direction of action. When Zhou Enlai heard the first gunshot, he had already seen the terrain clearly: the "waterfall" in the middle of the mountain valley, that is, the pool. On the left side of the pond is a reed pond, behind which is a sandy mountain along Qiushan. On the right side of the pond is a dense large shoot forest, behind which is a deep gully washed out by rain. When the gunfire rang out continuously, Zhou Enlai had already determined the situation: the gunfire on the dam beam was dense and had been blocked; The sandy mountain bag on the left and the peak wall on the mountain were the first positions to fire the gun, and there was obviously an ambush. Only the tip forest on the right was silent. Judging from the political climate at that time and the gunfire at the scene, the attacker was unlikely to be the Kuomintang army, and most likely to be the bandits who robbed the money. Then the bandits naturally focused on the "cargo" trucks. When the trucks were ambushed, they had to rush up the dam beam and could not plant in the ditch. Therefore, there would probably be no ambush in the ditch after the forest. 

"Breaking through and getting rid of the enemy as soon as possible!" Zhou Enlai had already made up his mind in minutes and seconds and waved his hand 1: "Withdraw from the forest!"

Zhang Yunyi, Kong Shiquan, Wu Tao and others, led by Zhou Enlai, quickly left the road and got into the tip forest on the right. 

After the investigation, as Zhou Enlai expected, Li Qingwu was directing the ambush in the mountain temple on the dam. Li Zhuo, his guard, once pointed to Zhou Enlai and his party who were drilling in the woods and shouted, "Look, those guys are going to run!"

"Well," Li Qingwu squirted 1 his nasal cavity, "I 've seen it for a long time."

"Call a few people to force!"
