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​Chapter 1: What Is Darts?
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Darts is a game of precision, patience, and mental strategy. It’s played by throwing small, pointed darts at a circular board divided into numbered sections. The goal is simple: to score points by hitting specific areas of the board. However, mastering it takes practice and consistency. Whether you play casually at home or compete in organized matches, darts combines hand-eye coordination with quick math and calm focus.

Overview of the game

A standard dartboard is divided into 20 numbered sections, each worth a different score ranging from 1 to 20 points. The board also has a bullseye in the center: the outer bull (25 points) and the inner bull (50 points). Around the board are special scoring areas: thin outer rings that count as “doubles” (double the number’s value) and thin inner rings that count as “triples” (triple the number’s value).

Players take turns throwing three darts per round, aiming to score points or achieve a specific goal depending on the game being played. Darts can be played one-on-one or in teams, and most games are designed to balance luck with skill.

While the rules vary between different games, all versions of darts require accuracy, strategy, and steady nerves. 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Types of dart games

501 (and 301)

This is the standard game played in professional tournaments. Each player starts with a score of 501 (or 301 in shorter games). The goal is to reduce your score to exactly zero. You do this by subtracting the total points you score in each round from your starting total.

However, there’s a catch! You must finish the game by hitting a double that brings your score exactly to zero. For example, if you have 40 points remaining, you must hit “double 20” to win. This adds a layer of strategy and excitement to the final throws.

Cricket

Cricket is a popular pub game that’s both strategic and competitive. Players aim to “close” certain numbers (20, 19, 18, 17, 16, 15, and the bullseye) by hitting each of them three times. Once a number is closed, any additional hits on that number score points unless your opponent has also closed it. The first player to close all the numbers and have the highest score wins. Cricket is great for social games because it combines accuracy with tactics.

Around the Clock

This is one of the simplest games for beginners. Players take turns throwing darts at the numbers 1 through 20 in order, finishing with the bullseye. You can only move to the next number after hitting the current one. Around the Clock helps beginners practice aiming across the entire board and develop consistency. It’s less about scoring and more about learning control and accuracy.

Killer

Killer is a fun multiplayer game where each player first hits their own assigned number to become a “killer.” Once you’re a killer, you can aim for other players’ numbers to eliminate them. The last player remaining wins. This game adds a social and competitive element that’s great for casual play with friends.

Shanghai

Shanghai combines scoring and precision. Players take turns throwing at a single number for each round, starting with 1 and progressing through 7 (or higher, depending on the version). The goal is to hit singles, doubles, and triples of that number. If you hit all three in one turn, it’s called a “Shanghai,” and you win instantly.
