Why We Must Talk Before We Build

Most people do not enter relationships unprepared.

They enter them unaware.

We know how to attract.

We know how to flirt.

We know how to impress.

But very few of us know how to build.

We grow up watching relationships around us. Some were loving. Some were loud. Some were silent. Some were broken. Without realizing it, we copy what we saw. Or we rebel against it. Either way, we carry it.

But attraction is not construction.

Attraction pulls two people together.

Construction requires skill.
