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Introduction
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Have you ever stopped to think about the weight of words? In our daily lives, we are immersed in an ocean of information: social media, news, opinions, and promises that often fade away with time. Amidst all this noise, a natural question arises: who can we really trust?

The Gospel of John presents us with a fascinating answer through the person of Jesus Christ. But it doesn't do so in just any way. John records specific moments where the Master uses a master key to unlock the treasures of divine revelation: the expression "Truly, truly, I say to you".

For young people seeking authenticity and for adults longing for a solid foundation in their faith, these words are not just a religious catchphrase. In the original, Jesus uses the term "Amen, Amen”. While we usually say "Amen" at the end of a sentence to confirm what has been said, Jesus used it at the beginning to establish His own authority. He did not quote other rabbis; He spoke as Truth itself in person.

This book is an invitation to sit at the Savior's feet and listen carefully to these "double-assured" truths. Throughout these pages, we will explore how every word that came from Jesus' lips was sent directly by the Father, with the purpose of giving us life, direction, and comfort. This is not a mere academic study; it is a spiritual journey designed for the Holy Spirit—our Comforter and Teacher—to engrave these truths on our hearts.

Prepare to discover that, in a world of relative truths, Jesus' words remain the only firm ground on which we can build our eternity.
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(1)  The Role of John
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Throughout our lives, we are bombarded with words, and what we hear quickly takes on weight in proportion to the moral authority, knowledge, and reputation of the speaker. The closing words of the Lord Jesus' public ministry, as John records them, were: "I have not spoken on my own authority; the Father who sent me, he gave me commandment what I should say, and what I should speak... what I speak, I speak as the Father has told me," 12:49,50.

He had spokenla Palabra and had nothing more to say to men. Every word originated with the Father and had been given at just the right time, in just the right way, with just the right emphasis and for just the right reason. Every word that came from the Savior's lips meant divine meaning and communicated divine truth.

How precious to our souls should be these sayings of the Lord that the Holy Spirit has recorded for us in the Scriptures! We should read them, learn them by heart if possible, meditate on them, receive them, and obey them. They are reliable, pure, precious, and beyond all doubt true. What a treasure chest we have in the four Gospels!

The Spirit has not only recorded these words for us, but also interprets them: "The Comforter, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things and remind you of everything I have said to you" (John 14:26). May God grant each of us a deeper desire to occupy our minds and hearts with every utterance of Christ, and may we ask the Holy Spirit to reveal the meaning of these words so that our souls may be filled with worship and our lives with obedient conformity to the will of our Lord and Savior.

The Writings of John
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Every time the Lord Jesus made a statement, his words were, and could only be, the truth. So when he saw fit to introduce certain statements with the expression, "Truly, truly," it is evident that he wanted his listeners to attach great importance to what he was saying. The Spirit records twenty-five occasions when he did this, and the fact that they are all found in the Gospel according to John demands our interest and study.

Let us keep in mind when John wrote. The Spirit entrusted him with the task of completing the canon ofla Escritura. He wrote the last of the Gospels, the last of the Epistles, and the last prophecy. It was through his writings that the words of the Lord in the upper room concerning the teaching ministry of the Holy Spirit were fully realized. The Gospel narrative, completed by John, is used by the Spirit to remind us of all that He has said, 14:26. The Epistles are the body of doctrine that the Spirit uses to "bear witness to me," 15:26, concerning the lordship, leadership, purpose, and preeminence of Christ in the church, which is His body, and in every local assembly of believers gathered to Him. "The revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave him," Revelation 1:1, was written down by John's pen to complete the canon ofla Escritura , and through him "the Spirit of truth... will guide you into all truth," John 16:13.
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The writings of Paul
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John was an old man when he took up his pen, guided by the Holy Spirit. The other faithful servant of God and recorder of divine truth, Paul, had been in glory for twenty years. One by one, the apostles had reached the end of their careers, and now, in about the year 90, of that band that had seen the Lord in resurrection, only John remained. Paul had been the instrument through which the revelation of the truth of the church had been given, and, faithful servant that he was, he had taught what he had also received. 

It was to that particular body of truth that he referred when he wrote in 

1 Corinthians 13:10: "When the perfect comes, then what is in part will be done away”. The spectacular gifts in the form of signs, given by the Spirit in 1 Corinthians12.8 a 10, were to disappear once Paul had received the full revelation and delivered it to the church, and when John completed the Book, that process was already underway, if not already accomplished.

The epistles of Paul, Peter, James, and Jude had already been circulating among God's people for years, and their doctrine was taught by men who shared the burden given in 2 Timothy 2:2: "And the things that thou hast heard of me among many witnesses, the same commit thou to faithful men, who shall be able to teach others also”. John outlived all those who were there at the beginning, and even the second generation of believers in the Lord Jesus who had been saved, who had served and ultimately been taken to glory. So why did it take so long for the Holy Spirit to inspire John to write?
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The writers of the Gospels
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Matthew, probably the first of these, had written primarily for Jewish readers. The irrefutable conclusion of his account is that Jesus of Nazareth has full right to the throne of Israel and is undoubtedly the Christ of God. Mark was inspired to write for his Roman readers, taking care to explain various Jewish words, situations, and events that would not be necessary for any Hebrew reader. Luke, guided by the same Spirit, had the Greeks in mind when he wrote his Gospel.

Who among us, Gentile sinners saved by God's grace, does not feel a peculiar sensation in our souls when reading the Gospel according to Luke? There we find narrated the unparalleled goodness and tenderness of that blessed Man who came where we were. "At that time you were without Christ, alienated from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers to the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world," Ephesians 2:12. He came to the rejected, the marginalized, and the brokenhearted! Glory to His Name. Hallelujah! No wonder we love the Gospel according to Luke for the Gentiles.
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The problems that prompted John to write
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So for whom did John write? When he did so, the gospel of God's grace had reached Europe in the west andla India , if not China as well, in the east. The doctrine of the gospel had been wonderfully imparted in the epistle to the Romans, defended in the letter to the Galatians, and manifested to the Hebrews as God's unique way of salvation in this dispensation of His grace. Humanly speaking, no further evidence was now needed to establish who the Lord Jesus is and why He came. 

However, major problems were arising. As always, the growing church was under attack from the adversary. Previous attacks by the Judaizers had been repelled by Paul's teaching, and since the destruction of Jerusalem some twenty years earlier, in 70 AD, they had almost disappeared. Now most Christians were of Gentile background, so Gentile philosophy, religious tradition, and thinking were creeping in. The Gnostic movement, which claimed to be superior to the mind of God revealed in Scripture, was damaging some believers. 

Thus, inspired by the Holy Spirit, John wrote his Gospel and epistles in a short period of time. His primary audience was believers in the Lord Jesus who, having no direct experience of the Lord's days on earth, Pentecost, or the early missionary efforts that spread the gospel near and far, were disturbed by those who taught, for example, that the Lord Jesus had a body of flesh and that flesh itself is evil. In this way, some denied the essential deity of the Lord and much more; and to counteract these errors, John, the last surviving witness, wrote his Gospel, three Epistles, and the Apocalypse.  
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
