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We kick off by playing the 'Logic Block Game' – it is similar to the game ‘Battleships’, which some of the older readers may have played in their childhood.
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You will need someone to assist you with this game.

It works like this:

The grid below has one hundred squares, marked 1 to 10 along the top and A to J along the side.
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Make two copies of this grid, and give one to your assistant who must select ONE block out of the 100 blocks, and mark it with an ‘X’ without you seeing where it is!

Now you must guess where, or in which block that ‘X’ is. 

Use the coordinates to locate a specific position on the grid. For example; E 7 is located where a line drawn horizontally from E intersects with a line drawn vertically down from 7.

Use your copy to record the positions that you propose.

There are however, two rules that you and your assistant should know and adhere to:

RULE 1 – You may ask any question of the person who has marked the place, BUT they may ONLY answer with a ‘Yes’ or a ‘No’.

RULE 2 – You have only 10 chances to find the spot – NO CHEATING!

Off you go! When you are done, continue on with this section. 

DO NOT GO FURTHER THAN THIS POINT UNTIL YOU HAVE DONE THE ABOVE EXCERCISE!

So, how many guesses did it take for you to find the selected block? Could you find the marked position in 10 turns or less? 

If you did, you are either exceptional, or you were very lucky.

What system did you use to find it? Most likely you used the ‘Randomization’ system, where you took ‘pot shots’ or blind guesses to find it - if you did this, the only way you would have got it is by pure luck.

If you used another system, it shows that your mind thinks more laterally than most, and you are to be commended.

Now let's try my way of finding the selected block:

Let’s say that your assistant selected H9 as the spot (see below).
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You would start by asking the question “Is it below E? 

This means that you immediately identify in which half of the grid that the ‘X’ is located in. 

In this case, as your assistant's answer would have been “YES”, your grid would look as follows, where the entire upper half has been eliminated:
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The next question you would ask your assistant is, “Is it to the LEFT of 6? 

And as the answer would be “NO”, so now you can eliminate the entire darker shaded lower left quadrant, cancelling all the blocks below E to the left of 6 as shown below:
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Your next question would be “Is it to the LEFT of 9?” 

Again the answer would be “NO”. 

This would cancel out all the blocks below E and between 9 and 5, as shown in the darker shaded area below:
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Next, you would ask “Is it above I?” 

And the answer would be “Yes”, which means you can now cancel the four darker shaded blocks in row I and J, as shown below:
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Then you would ask “Is it above H? 

The answer would be “No” and as such, you could discard the four darker shaded blocks in rows F and G as follows:
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This leaves you with only 2 blocks to choose from, and that means a 50/50 chance of selecting the correct one! 

So you would choose either H9 or H10.

If you chose H9 now, you will discover that you reached this point by using up only 6 of your chances and even if your guess was wrong, you would still have made your hit in 7 moves – well within your allotted number of ten tries!

As you can see, this method is much more efficient than taking ‘pot shots’, don’t you think?

Of course it is! What does this mean? Well, it means that I am cleverer than you, doesn’t it? 

No, of course not! It simply means that I have discovered a more efficient way to deal with this particular problem, which was to locate a single block out of one hundred possible positions, as quickly as possible. 

And THAT dear Student is exactly what this course is all about – It’s about discovering far more efficient ways of dealing with the problems that life throws at us. 

The reason for this game then, is to demonstrate that there are different levels of logic and different methods to solve problems - some, much more efficient than others.

It also demonstrates that one's usual response to a problem that one encounters in life may not always be the most effective one!

Albert Einstein said that “Insanity = doing the same thing, over and over again in the same way, and yet expecting a different result.” 

Therefore, if we find that the problem solving techniques that we are using in life are not effective, that either give us limited returns or do not work at all, we have to accept that it is crazy to continue using those methods, expecting a different result. What is required is a mind-shift!

It means that we need to find new ways to resolve problems and alternative thinking methods to handle the obstacles and challenges we face to ensure that we get the most out of life.

In terms of this, I provide these new ways and alternative methods of thinking right here on this course! And what’s more, I have made it easy for you to apply them into your life!

Affective alternative solutions to the problems in life should bring the Course Motto to mind...
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There is ALWAYS another way!

You may notice that in the first part of this Phase I will hop from one subject to another, which may seem to be unrelated and you may well be wondering, “Where is this fellow going with this?” 

Bear with me, and it will all become clear and fit together as we proceed.
