A minor gesture of kindness, a shared laugh, or an admiring glance can elevate the mood, sparking feelings of happiness, amazement, and admiration. 	Having too many dates with different people in a single day. It can become tiring instead of exciting, and even worse with having to look at the watch and rush all the time, which is anything but compatible with successful dating.








	Someone’s continually ringing mobile phone.


	Someone has eaten something wrong before the date, and is suffering from digestive problems, instead of being able to concentrate and enjoy the conversation.








	Very lovely looking, but very uncomfortable shoes, which a girl chose to wear, while a man insists on having a “nice” long walk; such a walk may feel like a nightmare due to torture of the feet for a woman wearing her new high heels.


	Someone wanted to impress their date and, for the first time, wore colorful contact lenses to make the eyes look like a brighter blue than they really are... and as a result, the eyes became red and irritated, and were tearing endlessly throughout the meeting.


	Bad breath or body odor (unfortunately such cases happen very often).


	If a man is an adherent of some kind of rare religion or a religious sect, it is advisable to mention it only briefly on the first date, without getting into too many details. It is never a good idea for a man to ask his date to join his sect immediately—she may find it strange or dangerous and run away!








	Asking on the first date what kind of lover the woman is. Even if it might be extremely important to a man, a woman from a conservative family may consider him very rude for asking this, and could leave forever. If this comes to pass, a man loses every chance to ever find out what kind of real lover she actually is! /smile/


	Being on a date with one woman, but then staring at other pretty girls (at their long legs, short skirts, open backs, décolletage, seductive figures, etc.) all around—is unacceptable! 
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	Asking if a woman is ready to start proving here and now how good she is in cooking, cleaning, etc.—so a man can compare her to others and choose the best one. Such tactics will never work for any guy.

Positive Things to Consider When Planning a Date:
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	Think about what kind of questions (see “Dating Communication Tips for Men: Catch and Keep a Woman’s Attention—Trigger Her Deep Attraction to You” guide) you are going to ask this particular woman. Otherwise uncomfortable moments may occur when two people are just sitting there looking at one another, and after a few simple questions each, they run out of ideas on what to say further; if the communication doesn’t work, neither will the relationship.


	Think of special compliments (read “Dating Communication Tips for Men: Catch and Keep a Woman’s Attention—Trigger Her Deep Attraction to You” guide) you may have reason to give, other than just “you are very beautiful” and “I like your eyes and smile.” Be careful and avoid saying “you are sexy” to a woman from Eastern Europe—such a comment may sound like a compliment in your native country, but in countries with different cultures it may only sound improper or even offensive, and she may consider you a man who is only looking for a good time.


	Thinking about the right distance to keep, and how quickly or slowly your particular relationship can be developed, are the important questions to keep in mind. We will talk about that in more detail later on.

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The art of seduction truly begins long before the actual date—it starts with your preparation. Every detail matters when setting the stage for romance and attraction. Let's delve into this step-by-step, beginning with the basics.

BEFORE DRESSING UP FOR A DATE

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Cleanliness and self-care are non-negotiable. Taking a shower, ensuring your nails are neatly trimmed, your hair is clean, and your breath is fresh before a date, are not just basic steps—they are absolute musts. While it may seem obvious to most, surprisingly, many men fail to prioritize these essential elements of personal hygiene. It’s not uncommon to encounter guys who assume that the shower they took three days ago is still holding up. Perhaps they think it’s "good enough" and believe no one will notice. Well, sure, that might work if they maintain a strict three-meter distance from their date at all times. But let’s be honest—no one goes on a date planning to stay that far apart.

If a man has any intention of leaning in for a hug, brushing close during a conversation, or whispering something charming into her ear, it’s crucial that he creates an atmosphere of physical closeness and appeal—not one that sends her running for fresh air. A woman deserves to feel drawn to him, not repelled by the unpleasant odor of stale sweat or neglect.

Imagine this instead: a woman feels her head "floating" in a delightful mix of scents—a freshly cleaned body, the alluring subtlety of natural pheromones, and the faint, tantalizing hint of a high-quality men’s cologne. This intoxicating trio doesn’t just please her senses; it ignites an emotional and instinctual reaction that words alone could never achieve.

If you choose the right cologne, you’re stacking the odds in your favor. The combination of cleanliness, natural chemistry, and a refined fragrance can make her want to stay close to you, almost against her will. This subtle trick doesn’t rely on words or even conscious thought—it activates primal instincts. It "pushes the buttons" deep within her subconscious mind, triggering feelings of attraction and comfort that can be stronger than any logical explanation.

And here’s the beauty of it: the woman may not even understand why she feels such an irresistible desire to stay in your arms. She won’t need to analyze it; she’ll simply feel it.
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
