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The hexagram, a figure composed of two interlocking equilateral triangles, is one of the most recognizable symbols in human history. Known globally as the Star of David, or Magen David (Shield of David), it serves as the primary emblem of Jewish identity, the state of Israel, and the endurance of a people. However, the history of this six-pointed star is not a straight line from ancient Israel to the modern flag. Instead, it is a winding narrative that traverses through the realms of practical geometry, Islamic alchemy, medieval mysticism, and eventually, the crucible of European nationalism and the horrors of the twentieth century.

To understand the Star of David, one must first deconstruct the myth that it was a unique Jewish symbol in antiquity. While the Menorah (the seven-branched candelabrum) served as the primary Jewish icon for millennia, the hexagram was a common decorative motif used by many cultures, including the Romans, the Byzantines, and various Islamic caliphates. It was often used for its aesthetic symmetry rather than its theological weight. Its transition from a universal talisman known as the "Seal of Solomon" to a specific marker of Jewish communal identity began in the Middle Ages, primarily within the Jewish communities of Prague and Central Europe.

This book explores the evolution of the hexagram across four distinct eras. We begin with its origins as a decorative and protective talisman in the ancient world, move through its adoption by medieval kabbalists as a meditative tool, trace its rise as an official heraldic symbol in the 17th century, and conclude with its dual role as a badge of shame under Nazi Germany and a symbol of pride and sovereignty in the modern State of Israel. By examining the obscure facts, such as its prominence in Islamic mosque architecture and its appearance on medieval Christian cathedrals, we gain a deeper understanding of how symbols are not born with inherent meaning, but are instead invested with power by the communities that claim them. The Star of David is more than a shape; it is a visual record of survival, adaptation, and the persistent human need to find order and protection within the harmony of geometry.
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
