      Hello friend, now that I’ve snagged your attention with my eye-catching title, let me guess a few reasons why you picked up my book.

      You’re a writer who would like to write a novel in 14 days.

      You don’t believe I wrote a novel in 14 days.

      You figure that I wrote something in 14 days, but you’re skeptical that it’s any good.

      You’re gung-ho to write your novel but you think 14 days is too slow.

      You can gun sling a novel in 7 days and you want to pick apart my method.

      You’d love to write a novel without overthinking it and you can’t stick to an outline either.

      You write vomit drafts as fast or faster but you dread the cleanup.

      You’d like to pick up a few tips on how to write faster or be more productive.

      You’re bored and my book has a catchy title.

      None of the above, but you’ll turn the page and keep reading.

      Great, now that I have your attention, I’ll tell you why I wrote this book. I’m an author of more than eighty romance novels and stories and a handful of nonfiction books. Since I first picked up the pencil in elementary school, my teachers have always told me to write an outline before writing anything. In school, I dutifully wrote an outline, but when I went to write my essay or story, I kept winging it. I just could not stick to even a set of bullet points.

      Writing comes naturally to me because I write like I talk, and I talk, talk, talk, a lot. I’m a perfectionist, and I’m always looking for ways to improve. I’m also an avid researcher and while writing my books, you’ll find me immersed in how-to-write books. Most of the books recommend outlining and hitting the story beats. They’re big on story structure, hero’s or heroine’s journey, and engineering a plot to hit the exact three-act milestones. Screenwriting books are even stricter.

      After eighty fiction books, I sat down to write book number eighty-one and everything I did in the past went by the wayside. I didn’t start with a carefully thought-up tagline. I didn’t jot down a brief description. There were no character motivations or goals. No thought about the three-act structure, call to action, dark moment, or saving the cat beats. I didn’t even do three points and a prayer.

      I simply wrote, and wrote, and wrote some more. After fourteen days, out popped a complete romantic suspense, weighing in at 67,000 words. I not only wrote it in fourteen days but took only a single day for revision before sending it to my editor.

      Could I do it again? I don’t know. Is it any good? Readers will tell me. Is it the right way to write? It depends. Was it a valuable experience? I believe so.
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
