The historical roots of this consolidation can be traced back to the early 20th century, with the rise of media moguls and the increasing commercialization of news. Over time, through mergers and acquisitions, a diverse media landscape has gradually transformed into an oligopoly, where a few powerful entities dictate the flow of information, effectively shaping public discourse and limiting the range of acceptable debate.
