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Introduction to the Book of Nahum, Habakkuk and Zephaniah
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Nahum provides a divinely focused response to the economic and political disaster surrounding Israel. Throughout, he continually reaffirms God's punitive role as a righteous judge and assumes that all financial, economic and environmental problems are secondary parts called the divine judgment on his people. It sets a reminder for the entire nation; as they attempt to support the social slogans set by God, the only way to escape the punishment relentlessly commanded by him.

Surely this passage has caught our attention, for there is something profound that each of us can find in it. The guilt of the punishment falls upon the people themselves, for even if the materials are precious and the work is well done in worshipping and bowing down to dumb idols there is no particular reward for each individual. For this reason, Zephaniah reminds us: "Their gold and silver will not help them" (Zeph 1:18). But only with silence can we discover a new way of life by abiding by the priorities expressed by God in the Covenant as Habakkuk 2:20 demonstrates, since unfaithful believing will bring dire consequences for all those involved particularly in the financial industry. Let us study together the implications of the above verse to better understand what it meant to be loyal within the ancient community of faith.
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
