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Chapter 1. The 

Eye of Horus and 

the Code of Light

 

 




In the silence of the desert, as the first rays 

of the sun touch the golden peaks of the 

pyramids, the air seems to tremble with the 

memory of ancient gods.

The Eye of Horus is not mere 

ornamentation. It is a diagram of light — a 

code inscribed within a symbol, meant to 

remind humanity that it is the reflection of 

Ra himself; that we see not only with our 

eyes, but with the totality of our awareness.

 

In Egyptian mythology, Horus, the son of 

Osiris and Isis, was the god of the sky, the 

guardian of order, and the conqueror of 




chaos. His eye, called Wedjat, represented 

wholeness, healing, and regeneration. 

According to legend, during his battle with 

Set — the god of darkness — Horus lost 

his left eye. It was restored by Thoth, the 

god of wisdom, who “fused it back 

together” from fragments of light, creating 

a new, perfected form. This myth carries a 

profound symbolism: the loss of the eye 

represents the loss of consciousness; its 

restoration, the recovery of divine 

perception. For the ancient Egyptians, this 

was not mere allegory but an actual 

spiritual process — the re-tuning of human 

awareness to divine frequency.

 




Modern researchers have noticed that the 

geometry of the Eye of Horus corresponds 

strikingly to the structure of the human 

brain. The lines forming the eye’s contours 

align almost perfectly with the thalamus, 

pineal gland, and optic nerve — regions 

responsible for perception, circadian 

rhythm, and intuition. The pineal gland, 

often called the “third eye,” produces 

melatonin and regulates the body’s light 

cycles, yet in esoteric traditions it is viewed 

as the biological transmitter of light-

consciousness.

 

The Egyptians, who referred to it as Uchat, 

saw it as a gateway between the physical 

and spiritual worlds. Some modern 




scientists, like Dr. Rick Strassman and 

Andrew Gallimore, suggest that during 

death or mystical states, the pineal gland 

may release DMT — a molecule that 

induces visions and the sense of 

transcendence. The Egyptians may not 

have known the term, but they surely 

understood its energetic nature: it is light 

that allows the soul to see beyond.

 

Numbers in Egypt carried sacred meaning. 

Each part of the Eye of Horus 

corresponded to a mathematical fraction — 

1/2, 1/4, 1/8, 1/16, 1/32, 1/64. When added 

together, they equaled 63/64, symbolizing 

that human beings can never grasp divine 

knowledge completely — one fragment of 




light always remains with the gods. This 

precise symbolism was a spiritual teaching: 

perfection is not about completeness but 

harmony with the unknown.

 

Scholars such as John Anthony West and 

R. A. Schwaller de Lubicz have suggested 

that the Eye of Horus was more than 

religious — it was a neurological symbol, 

representing how consciousness 

processes light. In that sense, the 

Egyptians were not only priests but 

researchers of the mind. Their temples 

were not places of worship, but 

laboratories of perception, where sound 

and light were used as instruments of inner 

awakening.




 

Viewed this way, the Eye of Horus is not an 

artifact but a mirror of consciousness — a 

map for the human journey toward 

awakening. The eye looks both outward 

and inward; within its gaze there is no 

boundary between the light and the one 

who perceives it. In the language of light, 

all things are one.

 

The Egyptians believed that every ray of 

light carries a spark of divine intelligence — 

information from the Source itself. To see 

through the eyes of Horus is to perceive 

essence rather than form; to see without 

fear, beyond the duality of good and evil.




 

Modern physicist David Bohm proposed 

the existence of an implicate order — a 

hidden field of information from which 

reality unfolds. For the priests of Egypt, this 

field had a name: the Light of Ra — the 

consciousness that sees itself through 

millions of eyes. Perhaps the Eye of Horus 

is the symbol of that cosmic perception, 

where human and divine vision become 

one.

 

Interestingly, ancient Egyptians also used 

the eye as a unit of measurement in 

architecture and astronomy, implying that 

“seeing” was synonymous with “knowing” 




— that only what can be illuminated and 

understood through light is real. In this 

sense, their science was a religion of light.

 

The Eye of Horus is not a dead relic from 

the past. It is a living code of 

consciousness, reminding us that to see is 

to create. When we learn to look through 

the eyes of the gods, light does not merely 

illuminate — it remembers.

Chapter 2. The 

Pyramids as 

Resonators of 

Energy

These are not coincidences — they are the 

language of geometry, encoded in stone to 




express the laws of waves, energy, and 

harmony.

 

In 2018, scientists from ITMO University in 

Saint Petersburg conducted model 

experiments proving that the Great 

Pyramid can amplify electromagnetic 

waves inside its chambers — particularly in 

wavelengths corresponding to the 

Schumann resonance (around 7.83 Hz), the 

natural frequency of the Earth. The pyramid
