The Queerness of Disability: The Julian Way  

––––––––
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The room held little light.  Everyone sat in a circle waiting on something to be revealed.  There were expectant thoughts buzzing inside the crania of the gathered.  Squeaking along in his motorized wheelchair, Rev. Justin Hancock rolled into the center of our circle and commanded our attention.  In a room full of people with diverse sexual orientations and gender identities, Rev. Hancock talked about having cerebral palsy and what it looks like to celebrate the self no matter what.  In those beautiful moments of intersectionality, we learned more deeply what it looks like to live into exactly who and what God created us to be.  In our world of crippling normativity, Rev. Hancock helped us to understand that the queerest way of being is to celebrate the self no matter what.  Through Rev. Hancock's refusal to see his body as a problem, we heard a word from God illustrated in the flesh that night.  We all walked out of the room a little bit queerer than we came in.

Regardless of the normative circumstances of death and destruction going on all around her in the 14th Century, Julian of Norwich believed in the power of God to partner with us in liberating the self through love.  In discovering the love that God showed us in creating us exactly as we are, we can believe that we are perfectly made in God's image and can begin to live into such perfection.  For many years, Rev. Hancock and his wife Lisa have partnered together to dream about what it would look like to make space for disabled families to see their families as made in God's image and together learn to live into that perfection.  Tired of the pressure to pass their family off as normal and desiring to offer hospitality within the fragmented and isolated experience of the disabled community, Rev. Hancock and Lisa started to plan for the creation of a community with an identity based on the celebration of disability.  In their estimation, disability should be treated as a natural part of God's creation and never as a stigmatizing label.  Believing that the time is right for a radical expression of love and community, the Hancocks recently announced their intention to found an intentional Christian community and missional worship epicenter for disabled families called the Julian Way.  Much like the love of God, the authenticity and beauty of the experiment is overwhelming.  

Rev. Justin Hancock made a lasting impression on many of the people he spoke to on that special night.  One person asked her partner to marry her.  One person came out as transgender.  One person made a career change.  One person made peace with their mental illness.  One person kissed his boyfriend for the first time.  Inspired by the message of being who you are no matter what, person after person made the decision to be the queer that God created them to be in the first place.  Rev. Justin and Lisa Hancock are queer pioneers of self-exploration, compassion, mercy and grace.  I pray that you will join them at http://thejulianway.org

Dangerous Theology in Houston: Excerptible Words from Speaking Tour on the Death Penalty

- Excerpt from address to Texas Coalition to Abolish the Death Penalty Houston Chapter on Speaking Tour of Houston: 

Christians have blood on their hands. Here in Texas, our historical theology has made a way for the death penalty. We taught over and over that the wrath of God was not to be satisfied without the blood of Jesus. Unfortunately, a theology based on blood teaches humans that blood is required when blood is spilt. Vengeance becomes the basis of faith. We created this theology and we can fix it. How?

We begin to deconstruct a theology of death by repenting of our sins and engaging the lunacy of the death penalty head on. People are not going to pay attention to a theological argument. How many of you feel like you are most effective in this work when you are arguing with someone? I didn't think so. We cannot expect people to take big steps unless we are willing to take big steps. Many of you have asked me about the 200 miles I walked back in June against the death penalty. Why did I do it? I guess I felt like I needed to take a few big steps to show others the way.

The reason we still have the death penalty here in Texas is because we are afraid to take the big steps. Most people don't know how to take the big steps. Most people need people like you to show them. You must be the guides for them. We must be willing to travel to dark places if we are going to share the light. Do not be afraid. You are the light of the world. You are the reason that we will win.

Freedom of Speech is Divine: Westboro Baptist, the Gay Christian Network and Paris

––––––––
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In the beginning, God created freedom of speech.  If you follow the Genesis account, God placed humans in the Garden of Eden and gave them the right to agree or disagree.  One of the primary ways that we express agreement or disagreement is through speech.  I believe the most divine thing that we do on any given day is express who we are and what we believe.  When societies suppress free speech, we suppress the divine.  We take away the opportunity for people to express and live into all that God created them to be.  The uncensored word is what makes us human and is also one of our closest connections to emulating God.  God could have controlled speech from the very beginning.  God did not.  God made us in God's image to speak how we felt led to speak...even if it is too our detriment.  

The Gay Christian Network is currently meeting in Portland, Oregon.  The folks from Westboro Baptist Church showed up with their typical hateful signs and posters.  The posts on social media championed those who stood in front of them and shouted them down.  Confrontations with Westboro have consistently produced videos and images that are very powerful.  While I hate what they speak about, I am so glad that they can and do say it.  I am convinced that the people of Westboro Baptist Church are responsible for the dramatic advances in marriage equality and gay rights over the last decade.  Over and over again in my work, I have been able to sit down with Christians and ask them, "Do you want to be like the folks at Westboro?"  The answer is always a resounding, "No."  With the ability to see what hate looks like in the flesh, I am convinced that Westboro has helped many Christians change their mind on human sexuality and gender orientation.  On some level, I am thankful that God can use the lunatics among us to bring about God's will.  If the people at Westboro were silenced in the past, I doubt the Gay Christian Network would be holding a conference in as favorable of a national climate as they are right now. 

The events in Paris over recent days remind us that freedom of speech is under attack.  I spent part of this afternoon looking at the cartoons of the Prophet Muhammad that were published in Charlie Hebdo.  While I found some of the drawings and captions to be disrespectful and distasteful, I don't believe that anyone should die over what was drawn or said.  People should be able to express their thoughts even if it is to their own detriment.  The uncensored word is the only way that we are going to have honest interaction.  True progress is not possible when people are not free to express their thoughts.  God knew this at the moment of creation and so should we.  

In the midst of thinking about free speech, the image of French Muslim police officer Ahmed Marabet being shot point blank on a Parisian street is etched into my mind.  Why was Marabet killed?  The short answer is that people were enraged over speech and desired to silence it.  I believe we must stand with Ahmed Marabet, the cartoonists and writers at Charlie Hebdo, Westboro Baptist Church, the Gay Christian Network and all other groups of people that desire to express their thoughts.  Followers of Jesus know "...out of the heart the mouth speaks" (Luke 6:45).  When you don't know the hearts of people, you don't know who needs to be saved.  Furthermore, to be silent in the face of terror is to extinguish pieces of the divine in the self.  People of faith must stand for free speech.  God is with us in this effort.

IF THE WAGES OF SIN IS DEATH...: The Case of Andrew Brannan

The weather was cold.  Winters in Georgia are always a strange kind of cold.  The stated temperature never reflects the discomfort most people feel.  In 1998, Andrew Brannan murdered Laurens County Deputy Sheriff Kyle Dinkheller during a traffic stop.  I was in eighth grade.  Most of the people I was around believed the killer should die for the crime.  Two years later, the weather was similar in Georgia when a jury found Andrew Brannan guilty of killing Dinkheller and sentenced him to death.  I grew up and lost track of the case.  When I heard Brannan was scheduled to be executed on January 13, I realized that the sin of vengeance in Georgia does not have an expiration date.

The wages of sin is death.  Many people in Georgia believe this verse and desire to practice it.  Believing that Andrew Brannan is guilty of a horrendous sin, many Georgians want to execute him.  The problem with such an approach is that the wages of all sin is death.  We all deserve to die.  Who deserves to live?  Well, no one actually.  We are all responsible for tremendous evil.  If the wages of sin is death, who deserves to be the last one standing to inject the last needle?  An eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth will leave us all blind and toothless.

The United State of America sent Andrew Brannan into a combat zone called Vietnam that forever scared his mind and psyche.  We trained him to be a killer and he killed.  What do we expect?  When you teach someone to kill and cause them to lose their mind, you cannot expect them to be able to discern who to kill and who not to kill.  Minds are a terrible thing to waste and we waste them all the time on violence.  We created Andrew Brannan and we are responsible for his crimes.  

Barring a miracle, Andrew Brannan will be pronounced dead in Georgia on the night of January 13.  The collective conscious of a state and nation should be pronounced dead too.  We have lost all sense of morality and justified our killing spree.  By God's grace, I don't believe in death without resurrection.  If the wages of sin is death, Andrew Brannan will be standing at the gates of heaven to forgive all of us for what we are about to do.

The Other Rev. King

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Make no mistake, there truly are ghosts in Mississippi. Most often, they inhabit long forgotten places and toil with hopes that their mortal lives have not been lived in vain. A few years ago, I first traveled to a forgotten place to meet a forgotten man. "For his sake I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them rubbish, in order that I might gain Christ and be found in him..." Though I had heard the words of Philippians 3:8 many times before, I had never heard them like this. We all know that the setting and the speaker often increase the magnitude of words. I knew the man speaking to me was someone that had sacrificed his life to be on the side of justice. A veteran of the Civil Rights Movement and many other struggles, Rev. Ed King is a complicated man. Long forgotten by everyone except the most meticulous of historians, Rev. King truly has suffered the loss of all things in order to authentically gain and be found in God. While I went down to Jackson to collect and tell his story, Rev. King ended up changing mine.

We have very little cultural space for alternative heroes of the Civil Rights Movement. In an age of certainty, we have constructed clear lines of what we think an authentic hero is supposed to look like. Rev. King believed that the only line that should have consequence on the way that we engage the world is the one between justice and injustice. Desiring to stand on the side of justice, Rev. King was mentored early on by Medgar Evers. Serving as chaplain of historically black Tougaloo College, Rev. King helped to strategize, organize and lead the Civil Rights Movement in Mississippi. There are few other figures as close to almost every major event in the Mississippi Movement. From talking to Evers before he was assassinated to being a part of the demonstration at Woolworth's Lunch Counter to being heavily engaged in Freedom Summer to being an early participant in and candidate for the Mississippi Freedom Democratic Party, Rev. King was consistently there and paid the price. Why do so few people know who he is?

From experiencing numerous acts of violence (including the crash that left his jaw mangled) to enduring constant threats and psychological torment, Rev. King is forever scared by the Civil Rights Movement. In the fifty years since, Rev. King has divorced, sometimes been broke and struggled to find his place in the emerging historical consciousness of the Movement. There were four people in the service when I met Rev. King. When I left, I felt sad that so many people were missing out on a chance to interact with such a historical figure. Sometimes, I still feel sad when I talk to him. I guess I shouldn't. Rev. King has chosen to suffer the loss of all things and count them as rubbish so that he might be found in God. Through Rev. King I have learned that true discipleship is costly, especially in a society that has such strict interpretations of what authenticity is supposed to look like. During this time of celebration of the life of the Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., let us not forget that there were other Kings and that life is about engaging in our own authentic pursuits of justice no matter what the cost.

The Rape and Death of a Baby:  The Grace of a Mom

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Adrianna Waller was a beautiful baby.  On August 22, 1997, Charles Warner was supposed to be watching her.  Instead of protecting and caring for her, Warner proceeded to rape and murder little Adrianna.  During the trial, Warner's own son testified against him.  A jury convicted Warner and sentenced him to death.  Tonight, January 15, 2015, the people of Oklahoma put Charles Warner to death.  Despite the heinous nature of the crime, there was one person who stood adamantly opposed to the execution...the mother of little Adrianna.

Not long ago, Shonda Waller asked the people of Oklahoma to spare the life of Charles Warner in video testimony before the Board of Pardon and Parole.  Unsurprisingly, the Board did not listen and proceeded with the execution.  Over the last few days, I have watched interviews of Christians anticipating and reacting to multiple executions throughout our nation and declaring, "An eye for an eye and tooth for a tooth..."  In her recorded remarks, Shonda Waller said that her faith in Jesus would not allow her to support the execution of Charles Warner and declared, "I don't hate him.  I have forgiven him."  I wish that we had a few more Christians like her.

A Prophetic Convergence: The Rev. Dr. Martin Luther, Jr. & The Southern Baptist Theological Seminary 

––––––––
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On April 19, 1961, the Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. delivered a stirring sermon in a most unlikely place.  Though not his most famous address, Dr. King's words to the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary or simply Southern Seminary pushed the audience to do more to accomplish racial justice.  Delivered to the flagship theological institution of the flagship denomination of Southern Culture, Dr. King would never again give another address like this.  

The Southern Baptist Convention originated from a desire amongst Southern Baptists to keep their slaves and Jesus too.  For many of the early years, Southern Seminary reflected the staunch racist and segregationist attitudes of Southern Baptists.  After many years of secret and segregated courses, Garland Offutt became the first African-American graduate of Southern Seminary in 1943.  By 1947, Southern Seminary was fully integrated.  To put this in perspective, Duke Divinity School did not integrate until 1961 and Candler School of Theology at Emory University did not integrate until 1965.  Who would have thought that the flagship seminary of Southern Baptists led the way amongst major theological institutions in the South on race?  

In December of 1960, Dr. Henlee Barnett secured an invitation for Dr. King to deliver the Julian Brown Gay Lecture from the Guest Lectureship Committee.  Knowing that the invitation would be controversial, Southern Seminary President Duke McCall told the committee, "Boys, it is your call, but you do realize you are going to cost us hundreds of thousands dollars if you proceed."  Dr. Barnette replied, "If so, it will be money well spent."  Dr. King accepted the invitation and responded with a title, "The Church on the Frontier of Racial Tensions."  By the time April arrived, there were security concerns and controversy brewing throughout the Southern Baptist Convention.  

Arriving with a full police escort, Dr. King was greeted by professors Henlee Barnett, Nolan P. Howington, Willis Bennett, Wayne Ward and James Leo Garrett.  Dr. Ward remembered Dr. King being deeply reflective.  The group stopped to take a picture that still hangs on the wall of my office.  When Dr. King climbed into the pulpit, an overflow crowd of 1500 people greeted him.  Former student Rev. Charles Worthy remembered, "The mood was absolutely electrifying." 

The Dr. King that is heard at the beginning of his address to Southern Seminary is not the same Dr. King that was later remembered as one of the greatest orators ever.  Stumbling over his words, Dr. King is clearly nervous.  However, once he got in the flow, Dr. King never turned back.  Speaking about the role of the church, Dr. King pushed the gathered to "...develop a world perspective."  Speaking about race relations, Dr. King declared that racial injustice is "...diametrically opposed to the underlying philosophy of Christianity."  Speaking about economic injustice, Dr. King declared that people must, "...learn to live like Jesus."  Pushing the congregation out the door, Dr. King declared, the gathered must be "...maladjusted to the evils of this age."  The only African-American seminary student in attendance at the time, Dr. Emmanuel McCall remembered, "It was powerful...I felt like the direction of many lives were altered that day."  Though controversy did cause Southern Seminary to lose money, I have to agree with Dr. Barnette that it was money well spent.

In 2008, close to fifty years after Dr. King's sermon, I was a student struggling at a radically different Southern Baptist Theological Seminary.  Following denominational conflict, Southern Seminary became one of the most fundamentalist theological institutions in the nation.  Due to some radical changes I experienced, I dramatically changed my perspective on a number of issues of social justice.  When I was searching for direction and didn't have many places to go, I discovered the story of Dr. King's sermon.  Realizing that there was a way to follow Jesus beyond the narrowness and bigotry I had known, I started following the advice contained in Dr. King's sermon and began working to develop a world perspective that equipped me to fight against injustice and be maladjusted to the evils of this age.  Presently, I work as the Minister of Social Justice for the social justice ministry of the Cathedral of Hope United Church of Christ, the largest LGBT church in the world.  Without the courage of the early professors from the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary and the witness of Dr. King, I doubt I would be here.  I pray that maladjustment to injustice continues to spread.

Warren Hill is a murderer.  Warren Hill has been convicted of killing two people.  The names of Myra Wright and Joseph Handspike must never be forgotten in this conversation.  As a person of deep religious faith, I believe that murder is evil.  I pray for the redemption of all think about committing or who commit murder.  Right now I am praying for the people of my home state, Georgians are preparing the execution chamber to be the scene of an atrocity...the murder of an intellectually disabled man named Warren Hill.

With an IQ of 70, Warren Hill is every bit the same as the disabled neighbor in the aforementioned story.  In order to function, Hill needs the help of people around him.  Doctor after doctor after doctor has consistently testified that Hill is intellectually disabled.  In the coming days, the United States Supreme Court will have another opportunity to weigh in on this case.  The Court is standing above a place of healing and has the opportunity to lower Hill or drop him to his death.  When the life of someone so vulnerable is at stake, there is nothing to call someone who would allow Hill's death to take place except for a murderer.  I pray for the redemption of the Supreme Court, the people of Georgia and every other player that could save the life of Warren Hill.  Join me.  We do not need any more murderers walking around.

In the coming days, the people of Georgia are scheduled to execute Warren Hill.  If the intentional execution of a human is not enough to spark your moral outrage, Hill has an IQ of 70 and would be considered mentally disabled by most fair standards.  For fear of upsetting people in their congregations, pastors and churches in Georgia with a moderate theology will choose to remain silent this Sunday in the face of the Warren Hill tragedy.  Based on the simple number of them, moderate churches could save Warren Hill's life.  I have no doubt that if the people of Georgia execute Warren Hill...moderate theology will be responsible.  When will we understand that moderate theology in the face of injustice kills?

This will not be the first time that moderate theology will have failed to react in the face of injustice and remained silent in the face of death.  Racism, classism, sexism, homophobia and a whole hose of ists and isms go unchecked and even encouraged due to an inability of churches to embrace the radical message of Jesus.  Jesus never said, "Love your neighbor as your self moderately."  Jesus said, "Love your neighbor as your self."  When will we step up and stop hesitating to love people?  Our neighbors are dying to find out.

The Execution of Our Conscience

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When the time comes to consecrate communion, most celebrants approach the altar and read from a prepared liturgy. In the moment when Jesus is supposed to be closest to us, I have always felt like the consecration of communion is a time to explain what the incarnation means. Based on Jesus' promise to inhabit the least of these amongst us, I feel like the incarnation changes and transforms constantly with the changes and transformations that go on in the world around us. 

Consequentially, I approached the altar last Sunday and declared, "I know some people are not comfortable with body and blood language when it comes to communion. Some find it ancient and repulsive. This week, the people of Georgia are prepared to execute Warren Hill. Warren has an IQ of 70 and is intellectually disabled according to every doctor who has ever examined him. I believe that Jesus is closest to those that we marginalize and oppress. On this day, Jesus is with Warren. When you take communion this week, I want you to remember Warren. If we want to stop using body and blood language in communion, then we need to stop killing those that Jesus inhabits. We execute Jesus and our own consciences every time we shed someone's body and blood. Jesus was executed in a state-sponsored execution and will be executed again if we execute Warren Hill." 

In the midst of person after person coming to receive the body and blood of a Jesus that we keep on killing, I realized that these executions have become most effective at executing our consciences. The performed and scheduled executions this week give us a moment to push back and reflect.

Though I expect more from our whole society, I am saddened and outraged that most of the executions in our country are carried out by states that are predominately Christian. In Georgia, people who claim to follow Jesus are largely responsible for executing Warren Hill. At every step of the way, Christians could have stepped in and stopped the killing of an intellectually disabled man. Like the disciples before them, few people said anything. In their race to execute their own consciences and pretend that this execution was justified, the followers of Jesus forgot that Jesus said that he would be with the least of these. It wasn't just Warren Hill that was executed.

Richard Glossip was convicted of murder based on the testimony of one person. Though Justin Sneed is the one who actually committed the crime, he testified that Glossip hired him to do it and got a life sentence. Recently, Sneed's daughter sent a letter to the Oklahoma Clemency Board that said her father lied in his testimony and was afraid to formally recant for fear of getting the death penalty. Our execution system encourages the execution of the conscience in order to save your own skin. In a case of possible actual innocence, we can't know the truth because we have already decided what we want to happen and created a system that will make it happen. The execution of Jesus was similar.

The authorities are ready for another execution in Texas. Robert Ladd has a measured IQ of 67 and has qualified for special needs most of his life. Texas is still determined to kill him. People don't care about who Robert is. We simply declare that he is a murderer. In our othering of Robert, we other Jesus and execute our consciences. Robert is a child of God who deserves our help not our violent retributive hate.

Who are the killers and who are the victims in these processes of execution? If we can somehow develop a tiny sliver of conscience, we will understand that this process makes us all killers and victims. I thought our existence was about giving life and not taking it. There is an antidote to our vengeance and hate. Love can awaken the consciences that we have executed and set us free from this madness. Would you open your heart for the revival of your soul?

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"All Muslims aren't terrorists, but all terrorists are Muslims."  A woman shouted these words into the camera in one of the many videos of Christian protests of Texas Muslim Capitol Day in Austin.  During the over hour and a half event, Christians consistently shouted down Muslim speakers and at one point came close to assaulting some of the speakers.  Muslim children from Texas were screamed at and told to return to their home country.  If that wasn't disgusting enough, Christian Texas Rep. Molly White posted on Facebook, "I did leave an Israeli flag on the reception desk in my office with instructions to staff to ask representatives from the Muslim community to renounce Islamic terrorist groups and publicly announce allegiance to America and our laws.  We will see how long they stay in my office."  While there are some who might argue with my use of the word Christian to describe these protestors and Rep. White, I think it is important for fellow Christians to realize that this is a mess of our creation.  Starting with our belief in an exclusionary God and our promotion of the idea that there are people who are damned for all of eternity, we have promoted theology that constructs a God that is identical to the Christian protestors.  If we want to change the perception that people have of Christians, we have to promote theology that offers no quarter for those who believe God hates some people enough to send them to burn in hell for all eternity.   If you need an idea of what a loving God looks like, look no further than the Muslim speakers who sought to love those Christians protestors that treated them with hate yesterday.  

One of the speakers was Mustafaa Carroll, the Executive Director of the Council on American-Islamic Relations in Houston.  Having no idea who he was, I first met Mustafaa about six months ago at an Iftar hosted by the Texas Muslim Democratic Caucus.  I knew very few people at the event.  While I was standing alone, Mustafaa came up to me and confirmed that I didn't know many people at the event.  I explained that I came at the invitation of my friend and that he was busy getting the event going.  "So you really don't have anyone to hang out with?" The Courage to Be Queer

*Delivered at the Virginia-Highland Church in Atlanta, Georgia

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Life is about questions.  Sometimes these questions have answers and sometimes they don't.  Who are we?  Why are we here?  Do we even matter?  These are human questions.  On this day, I intend to engage these questions from a queer perspective.  The Gospel of John in the first chapter says, "In the beginning was the Word and the Word was with God and the Word was God."  I guess you could say that the Word for me is Queer.  There are some who might quarrel with my use of the word Queer.  Though this word has a checkered past, I do believe that we serve a God who has a history of taking broken things and making them whole.  Today, I will use a primary definition of outside of what is normative to describe Queer.

Circling back to our fundamental questions... Who are we?  Why are we here?  Do we even matter?  I think the answer lies in our origins.  I turn my attention to Genesis 1:1, "In the beginning..."  Beginnings are a curious phenomenon.  To think that there are moments where before there was nothing and then there is something boggles the mind.  We always want to know what the cause of a beginning is.  I believe that God created the heavens and the earth.  In a modern age, such a statement sounds silly or even downright Queer.  The problem with God language is that God language is often deficient.  The true God is always the God beyond God.  The true God is always indescribable, uncontainable and beyond our wildest dreams.  I believe that the best way to capture both the majesty and mystery of God is to call God Queer.  I believe that God creates us Queer in God's very image.  According to Genesis 1:26, we have far more in common with God than we have ever been given the permission to realize.  I believe that our creation in the Image of God is the most important piece of our faith.  If we are created in the Image of God, then we are created totally beyond any normative constructions and beautifully and magically Queer.  There are no duplicates...there are only Queers.  There are many who would call me a hedonist for making such statements, I simply tell them that in all actuality I am an Edenist.  Regardless of whether you believe Eden was or is an actual place, there is something to be learned by what took place there and maybe a place to return to.

Why do we spend so much time trying to define our self?  Why not be who God created us to be in the first place?  We have a false impression that identities, categories, borders and boundaries make us safe.  I would disagree.  Furthermore, I would argue that there is no safer place for us to be than in the arms of the God that created us to be every bit as Queer as God is.  The power of the Queer or should I say the answer of the Queer or should I say the Queer origin of the universe is bubbling inside of us and desperate to come out.  Why do we waste our time chasing anything other than what we were created in God to be?  Everybody wants to talk about spending time with your Bible.  I want to tell people that it is time to spend some time with your self.  You are a walking testament to the beauty and majesty of the creator of the universe.  You are the living incarnational masterpiece of a Queer God.
