What You Need to Play

Basic Objectives of the Game

The goal of Gin Rummy is to form sets (three or four cards of the same rank) and runs (three or more cards in a sequence of the same suit) while reducing the number of unmatched cards, known as deadwood, in your hand. Players score points by “going out” when they meet specific conditions, such as having low deadwood or achieving “Gin,” which means all cards are part of sets or runs. The first player to reach the agreed-upon score (often 100 points) wins the game.
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​Chapter 1: The Basics of Gin Rummy
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Before you start playing, it’s important to understand the foundation of the game. This chapter will explain what Gin Rummy is, how many players can join, the type of deck you need, and the key terms that will appear throughout the book.

What is Gin Rummy?

Gin Rummy is a two-player card game that combines skill, strategy, and a bit of luck. It is part of the Rummy family of games, where the main objective is to form sets and runs from the cards in your hand. Unlike some other Rummy games, Gin Rummy does not involve laying cards down during the play. Instead, players keep their melds (completed sets and runs) hidden until the hand ends. The goal is to minimize deadwood points (unmatched cards) and score by knocking, going gin, or undercutting your opponent.

Number of Players and Ideal Settings

Gin Rummy is traditionally played by two players, which makes it perfect for one-on-one competition. While some variations allow three or more players, the classic version works best with just two.

Standard Deck and Card Values

Gin Rummy uses a standard 52-card deck with no jokers. The cards have specific point values used for scoring deadwood:

	
Aces are worth 1 point
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
