INTRODUCTION


Certain individuals, it is clear, act as archetypal focal points for the energies of their nation, and they generally have horoscopes with strong points in them that correspond to similar points in the horoscope of the nation. We have noted that with both Smuts and Churchill, Mars on the ascendant or in the first house gives them this national identity so that events in their own lives are welded in great measure to those of the nation. In the charts of many presidents and national leaders, this alignment or coincidence of features may go so far as the coincidence of a grand trine in each.



We understand better now the remark of Louis XIV, “L’Etat? C’est moi!” - “The State? That’s me!” - which is basically an astrological premise. I think that this point has never been made quite so clearly as in the horoscope of Winston Churchill. The matter gives one pause to think - for instance, how important it is to identify your own chart with a corporation or company you wish to join, or a country you want to emigrate to, and, of course, the special forte of mundane astrology, the one you wish to marry. This is no more than an attempt to work with the forces of nature rather than against them.



The matter does not end there. This is only the beginning. Ultimately, it is for the personality to attempt the same spiritual empathy - to reorientate yourself to the Soul, to seat yourself with the Master, to act in the world in accord with the needs and dictates of the Soul. To ascertain those needs, many go into lifelong retreat; others meditate regularly and, in increasing numbers, more are combining both and adding the investigation of the Soul’s purpose in astrology.



By recognising esoteric rulers and using them in the horoscope, we begin the task of reorientation to the Soul - the solar, immortal and gulliverian Being that uses a personality on planet Earth to achieve some cosmic end. The process is called Self-identification. But the Self will not alter direction, change standards, adopt “new” ethics and codes of conduct to suit the personality, but rather it is the opposite that holds. The personality must adapt - must first integrate and then orientate. True Esoteric Astrology, fashioned by Those Who have already trod the same way, gives us Their knowledge about this most abstruse matter.



The alphabet of the unconscious, both in its cthonic and spiritual implications, is the symbol. The Soul is not greatly concerned with the language of words that the personality speaks - i.e., Polynesian, English, American, Hindi or Latin - but is concerned with the symbols which these words stand for, and with the symbols which lie in the unconscious but in close contact with the personality,



flooding its consciousness constantly with meaning, quality and energy. The symbols are numerological, physiological, astrological, mathematical, etc., etc., and will feed their numinosum and meaning into any vehicle or kosha, lower triad or personality that will accept them.


Acceptance implies a receptivity to them, e.g., memory of dreams, ability to meditate or at least to sit in silence, or halt the input of senses, or focus the awareness. The overpopulated dominant half of the brain is no reception area for the subjective structures of symbols, but the other half of the brain and its etheric counterpart, with its gigantic memory banks, is receptive. When the neophyte learns to practice intuitive or esoteric astrology, he has not only to lead the meditative way of life to become proficient at it, but must fashion the link between the immense worlds of the unconscious and the finite world of his own hemispheres. That link lies in symbols which must be unravelled.


Pluto is but a word: most people have never even seen the planet live. Yet, there are a thousand symbols pressing in for expression in our consciousness of those energy units of the unconscious which we group under the name of Pluto. Those who are born at certain times are more receptive to the archetypal pressure of plutonic symbols than others. Working their way into consciousness, they will influence, to varying degrees, the manner in which he thinks, acts and feels.


The practice of Esoteric Astrology must become a way of life because it calls for many hours of quiet contemplation, brooding, pondering and meditation. Its results will improve for the practitioner as he becomes more en rapport with his higher Self, to whom he submits the more difficult aspects either for an initial interpretation or for confirmation. And yet, Esoteric Astrology is capable of supplying great detail and rich background to all interpretations, far more than is available from an analysis in mundane astrology.


The author has been in contact with the astrological world for twenty-five years or more and has never been very impressed with the standard of interpretation of even those astrologers who proclaim astrology to be an exact science. Machines may be exact, but man - with all his unexpressed potential, with the huge incursions of energy and intelligence that comes from his unconscious as this reflects the collective unconscious - cannot be measured by any science which does not take into account his subjective nature.



The material presented here represents a tiny fraction of that transmitted into the consciousness of the author over a period of not more than forty days. Much of it may seem strange, and the gauge stick is the reader’s own consciousness. Most people are sick to death of astrology as it exists today and the unreal terminology in which it is dressed. It is very, very, very rare that I meet anybody in my lecture tours who has been satisfied with an interpretation of his birth chart through mundane methods.


Many of the techniques employed here are new, and the use of basic symbols may be even frightening in its simplicity. The author has set out to offer a method of making available to every man the gigantic reserves of cognition that exist unexpressed in those regions of the brain and his higher equipment which science cares to call the “silent” areas of the brain. Only the esoteric rulers of the Signs of the Zodiac have been used in this work. Time will prove the validity of the techniques taught.
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I chose the above depicted painting, which is “Diana and Endymion”, because of the esoteric implications of their relationship. Endymion was a shepherd, a son of AEthlius and Calyce, and it is said that he required of Jupiter that he always be kept young and to sleep as long as he wished. Hence came the proverb of “Endymionis somnum dormire” which means to express a long sleep. Diana saw him naked as he slept on Mount Latmos and was so struck with his beauty that she came down from heaven every night to enjoy his company.



The fable of these amours arises from Endymion’s knowledge of astronomy. It was to the shepherds that we owed our original knowledge of the position of the stars, their movement and astrological portents, for it was they who watched the sheep through the long nights and had the time to observe in the clear, middle-east skies the glory of the heavens. Their records gave us the first intimations of the celestial influences.



Endymion with his love of astrology and his great desire to spend much time in the sleep state is symbolic of esoteric astrology. The visitations of the Moon goddess, Diana, to him are symbolic of the enriching images which enter man’s consciousness when he makes himself subjective and from which origins this whole work of esoteric astrology is drawn. The picture illustrates the dynamic energies, which we call the numinosa, which are associated with every single image that streams into our consciousness from the unconscious.


For a generation the esoteric world has waited for the detail of esoteric astrology which was promised by Alice Bailey. That detail, beyond anybody’s wildest dreams, is being given in these succeeding volumes.


I should insert an interesting footnote here. While I was working on the horoscope of Charlie Chaplin, the English Master indicated that an event of worldwide importance would occur with regard to Chaplin’s life in February/March, I presumed that this was his death as he was very old, but no. R.B. indicated that it was a matter somehow related to his resurrection. And, again, I presumed wrongly that there was some feature of initiation scheduled for that time which would explain the resurrection aspect, it turns out that in the first days of March, Chaplin’s grave was desecrated, and his coffin and contents removed. This is an exact feature of the Scorpio qualities which I described right through the interpretation of his horoscope ... out of the dark, out of the unknown, etc., etc. R.B. was right, in a macabre way, symbolic of resurrection, that I could never have envisaged. Whether this is regarded as an aspect of Black Magic, which is the usual way in which the public views grave desecration, or body-kidnapping, it is still scorpionic and eighth house.


In the end, astrology is comprised of what man projects of himself spiritually, mentally, emotionally and in etheric radiations. This has been so since the formation of the planet five billion years ago, and does not in any way contradict the same assessment of astrology which applies to a Heavenly Man (a planetary Logos) and the Grand Man of the Heavens, a Solar Logos Himself, I entirely agree with Jung that: -



“Astrology, as any study of the real zodiac would show, had nothing to do with real astronomy. The stars and planets were used only as mirrors to reflect inner psychological patterns. He could not follow it alas, very far, because of the absence of empirical evidence to support its observations, but he emphatically thought, as he would put it to me with his love of slang, that it was ‘on to something’.” *



The main function of Esoteric Astrology, as I see it, is to regenerate the symbols of man’s consciousness and unconsciousness, and the reader will find that the techniques given in this work will provide him with a bridgehead to reach astrological meaning as it is embodied in symbols in the collective and personal unconscious.

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FOREWORD


In Esoteric Astrology the relation between the qualities of a house and the sign which usually occupies it is a matter of vibration. Whatever octave the note of the house is sounded on, the higher octave of it will denote the corresponding sign. This in itself denotes sublimation.



The sublimation of energy from chakras below the diaphragm to those above the diaphragm is a natural phenomenon in the development of human consciousness, both in the current life or over a series of lives. My various works have dealt with the control of this process in great detail. Thus, the energy of Muladara Chakra is led to Sahasrara, etc.: -

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I have also correlated the chakras to the planets and to the Signs of the Zodiac in a chart shown later.


Not only is energy transported from lower centres to higher ones, or from the lower to its alter ego (the higher chakra), but there is equally an affinity between bodies or vehicles. Thus, every physico-etheric chakra has its astral and mental counterparts which, in terms of vibration are on octaves higher than the note of the etheric chakra.

Remember that man’s etheric body is part of that of the Earth’s or what is known as the anima mundi. The houses, in Esoteric Astrology really are a division of the etheric body of the planet and, seen in this light, are extremely important in Esoteric Astrology though of a lower psychic octave than the signs and planets themselves.
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Alan Leo, a forerunner of our sacred science, was already aware of some of these matters, writing 70 years ago:-



The relationship between signs and houses, as has been repeatedly stated, is that of ‘correspondence,’ or analogy, being similar to the relationship of one octave to another on the pianoforte - each house corresponds to each sign only because it is, in a kind of way, ‘the same thing only different’ — that is, the noumenon behind each is identical, and only the plane of manifestation varies. That being so it is easy to see that one influence can be exalted or degraded to the other; just as personal interests may be expanded so as to serve the community, or public needs may be sacrificed to benefit an individual — these things we see around us in daily life. Consequently, it depends very much upon the individual how the influence will work out; thus, Saturn in Taurus may operate in one case exactly as would Saturn in the second house; and, vice versa, Saturn in the second house may in some cases act just as would Saturn in Taurus with the majority of people’.*

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As we would expect, the close relationship of the houses to the anima mundi or etheric body of the planet implies that houses are more responsive to form, just as the human etheric body is an integral part of the human physical form. The signs, on the other hand, are more inclined to respond to the emotional and mental qualities underlying the physico-etheric form. It is through the rulership of the esoteric planetary bodies that the signs are linked with the spiritual factors behind the life’s expression, with eternal and cosmic patterns, with the deepest stratum of the collective unconscious, with the soul of the man as it forms part of the spiritual consciousness of the planetary Logos. In the most advanced initiates hierarchical rulers operate best, linking the soul-infused to the Heart of the Sun, to the great body of Masters there, said to total 13,000 million.


Esoteric Astrology must, like waking consciousness, be based on meaningful images. Images are always in motion though some may appear static. They are dynamic with changes stemming from the unconscious at one end, and, at the other end, changes induced by everyday waking events. All images have meaning, though their meanings may not be immediately apparent. At their deeper levels, the meaning of symbols may relate to the whole race as an entity, to the collective unconscious of the race or that of a community.


The aspects of astrology refer to those unconscious meanings or archetypal patterns which constantly impinge on the consciousness of individuals who have the same aspects in their horoscopes. Any word, be it read or written or uttered, becomes like any image, a symbol or symbolic when it implies something more than its obvious or immediate meaning. Thus, water is a symbol for emotions - a woman who dreams she fills her bath always to the point of overflowing is being told by her unconscious that she cannot contain her emotions, a fact that might be evident in the horoscope as Þ ‘ e Ô ¯ or an aspect similar to this.


A symbol has, therefore, a wider meaning, a factor associated with it that is unconscious. Mundane astrology may determine that this woman is neglectful to the extent of allowing her bath water to run over, but Esoteric Astrology would point also to the hidden, veiled and associated matter concerning her emotional nature and many factors conditioning it. Indeed, the circumstances described above are taken from a live example.


A symbol has a meaning that cannot be exactly described in words, defined or explained. It has a meaning that may not even be rational in the circumstances that present. This is why all great religions employ symbols. It is through the symbol that the immense gap between the explainable and inexplicable, between the rational and the ineffable, can be bridged. Stained glass set in a rosace of windows in Chartres Cathedral (symbolising the Heart Chakra), the embedded giant heads on Easter Island, the Bamian statues, the zodiac ceiling of the Egyptian temple at Dendara, and the communion cup are all symbols of something much deeper and richer which only becomes lessened and greatly modified when we try to describe it in words.


Nor would spiritually sensitive persons expect anything less than symbols to describe, at least in the initial stages of his inner growth, the Self, God or the Archetypes. We just cannot use finite words or objects to describe the unconscious approaches to the Fifth Kingdom, the world of spirit, in the nether, plutonic regions of which the repressed feelings, thoughts and acts of man make up the indigenous population.


Grasping the language of symbols is not an experience alien to Man. It is something with which mankind has had much experience and over many lives, from totem poles through hieroglyphs and holy grails, up to modern-day computer perforations! The difficulties for Man have arisen, in fact, when he has moved too far from his most basic symbols, root images or archetypes. He is going through such a phase at the moment. There is a massive rejection of religious symbols, family symbols (such as the “father figure”), and even some sexual symbols (witness women’s lib). Apart from some notable exceptions, none of which is Christian, the old religions have not regenerated their symbols or adapted them to the changes accompanying the modern era.



In esoteric disciplines the keeping of a spiritual diary * is a device which overcomes this problem of crystallisation of images and symbols which should, of course, remain ever in a state of transformation as well as dynamic equilibrium. In the diary a record is kept of symbols presented from the unconscious and, over a period of time, these are culled and reassessed. They will change rapidly with spiritual growth, and the problem of the modem churches is that it has never regenerated its symbols which are quite inapplicable to modern circumstances of everyday life.

It should be emphasised that in Esoteric Astrology, good and bad are misnomers for evolutionary and involuntary forces. For instance, where two planets are Square and they represent the soul’s purpose, this is never evil or bad. The Soul cannot have anything to do with evil. The Square presents a challenge to the personality, and in overcoming the challenging situations, the Soul is strengthened.



To be endowed through trines with great wealth is a very difficult condition under which to evolve spiritually. I know many wealthy people who are stymied in their spiritual aspirations by the attachments imposed by wealth. Their need “to strive, to fight and not to yield, especially to materialism, is hard to meet when wealth abounds. Later, when the Path of Discipleship is entered upon, the responsibility to see that the wealth is channelled into the most deserving causes again presents a challenge and one which must resist the calls of blood relatives and selfish personal needs.



The late C. O. E. Carter, with whom I was in correspondence before his death, was an astrologer who emphasised this matter: -



“In making lists of persons with two bodies in ‘good’ aspect and of other persons with the same bodies in ‘bad’ aspect, it was often difficult to see that the former had been any more fortunate in the matters involved than those in the second category, and, in other cases, those with ‘bad’ aspects seemed no worse off than those who had 'good’ ones.”



Thus, generally speaking, and with special regard to the Soul’s purpose, Squares present a challenge and Trines a responsibility. The imperturbable Soul sees no difference in aspects encountered in life, but only opportunities in both. I emphasised this matter in The Jewel in the Lotus, quoting John Spencer Muirhead: -



There is a flame within me that has stood Unmoved, 
untroubled through a mist of years,
Knowing nor love nor laughter, hope nor fears,
Nor foolish throb of ill, .nor wine of good.
I- feel no shadow of the winds that brood,
I hear no whisper of a tide that veers,
I weave no thought of passion, nor of tears,
Unfettered I of time, of habitude.
I know no birth, I know no death that chills;
I fear no fate nor fashion, cause nor creed,
I shall outdream the slumber of the hills,
I am the bud, the flower, I the seed:
I or I do know that in whate’er I see 
I am the part and it the soul of me.

THE MORPHOLOGY OF THE SEVENTH

STRUCTURES WITH LAMINATIONS.

Nature chose well when she first incorporated the basic pattern of lamination, both in her rooted organisms and in those that reach great heights above the ground. By this use of the plates (lamellae) of tissue, arranged usually in concentric circles, she created devices of great resilience and endurance.


Lamination is one of the most ancient biological systems of construction. It is found at work in the earliest stages of embryological development, just after gastrulation, when three distinct groups of cells are differentiated and begin to form sheets which, growing at different speeds, soon laminate to form the gastrula or earliest representation of the primitive gut. By further combinations of laminae, through their thickening, folding, atrophy or breakdown, the whole contingent of bodily organs is established.



Twenty years ago, I was able to correlate the three basic laminae of human tissue sheets to the major Rays:-

The human embryo starts then with ONE cell with all the Ray potentialities synthesized in it, from both male and female. Almost immediately it begins to divide in segmentation. The One becomes two, two become four . . . and the embryo begins to develop. The diagram below shows the early cleavage and resulting Morula (mulberry).
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As white light will split into seven colours and the Life force manifest in seven rays or qualities, so too will the embryo manifest basic types of cells after the first cleavage. Three major rays combine to form seven. In the embryo three types of basic cells combine to form what will ultimately be recognized as seven basic tissues in the body.
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Figure 4., above, shows the morula now developed into a hollow ball or gastrula and the three emerging distinctive tissues . . . .ectoderm, mesoderm and endoderm.


Ectoderm gives emphasis to skin and nerve tissue and an ectomorphic body structure, see figure 7. further on.

Endoderm places emphasis on alimentation and the gut.

Mesoderm gives prominence to muscle and bone and produces a burly structure, see figure 9.

These, in turn, have been related to body organs and systems, to psychological behavioural patterns and to vehicles of consciousness, e.g. :-

It is important to remember that lamination begins in the simplest fashion, and these almost archetypal structures underlie all nature, energizing it and relating it constantly to the Ray Lords who have fashioned it. Lamination is the basic morphology of the Third Ray, and through it, the Sign of Libra and the Seventh House. The Third Ray energies of Active Intelligence enter into every laminated structure and relate them to all other Third Ray entities, whether they be plant, animal, gem stone, planet or constellation.

The overall quality of lamination soon changes. Though the uterus retains its lamination of endoderm and mesoderm as its primary structure, it becomes a pyriform or pear-shaped structure, and its rulership is then no longer Libran. Voluntary or striped muscle loses all its lamination but may adopt secondary lamination, as in the arms. Involuntary muscle retains primary lamination in some degree.

ECTODERM (in red) forms the skin, cells responsible for sweating, sebacioos glands, the hair and nails, the enamel of the teeth, mucus membrane of the mouth, the epithelium of the nose and sinuses, secretory part of the parotid gland and lower part of the anal canal, the anterior lobe of the pituitary gland, parts of the eye. the brain and the nervous system.

MESODERM (in blue) forms muscles, bones, blood, spleen, heart, great blood vessels, muscles of alimentary canal, diaphragm, uro-genital system and kidneys. ENDODERM (in green) lining of digestive canal, secreting surface of liver, gallbladder, pancreas, parts of the thyroid gland and thymus, lining of the lungs, etc.

Immediately following fertilization, cells divide repeatedly and finally form the blastula, which resembles a hollow ball. This continues its division until the gastrula is formed. In this stage the three germ layers that will give rise to tissues and organs differentiate. The beginnings of the body cavity, or coelum, may be seen in the final drawing.

Rulership changes whenever there is a dominance by a secondary shape. Some structures retain primary lamination, like the skin and the lining of the uterus (endometrium). Others adopt secondary lamination and retain their links with Libra and the Seventh House, e.g.:-

Lamination of the diploe of the skull enable continuous growth and reshaping of the brain because the skull bones are only united by sutures (×) which need not completely ossify (Í) until very late in life. When the head chakras have been considerably awakened, the ossification is greatly delayed, enabling reshaping of the skull to continue whilst the Alta Major chakra (aroused by meditative and other introspective processes) increasingly energises the cortex of the brain through its mounting etheric activity.

The lining of the windpipe or trachea provides an excellent example of lamination in its ciliated, pseudo-stratified, columnar epithelial cells. These, with the shoulders and arms, are really seventh house structures and ruled by Libra.


The windpipe is placed between the shoulders. The layers of muscles in the arm follow the dermatomes and become laminated secondarily. This is why I place the arms, shoulders and windpipe in the seventh house and under the rulership of Libra, and under the hegemony of the Throat Chakra. Saturn is exalted in Libra and rules the Throat Chakra. The whole field of anatomy in relation to astrology needs reviewing, and I have begun to attempt this in my series on esoteric anatomy. *

The human eyes retain their primary lamination to a great extent but adopt their global and Jupiterian form as a dominating structure. Serious thought needs to be given to what rulership holds in this region, especially as the eyes are almost entirely enclosed within the laminations of the skull.

It is true to say that there are layers to the human aura and that regeneration of them is generally and primarily from within outwards (under ×) and secondarily from the chakras or force centres outwards into Zones and bodies which are laminated and under Libra.
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
