Part I: Foundations of a Nation

Chapter 1: From Bechuanaland to Botswana – The Road to Independence (1966)

The story of Botswana's emergence as an independent nation begins not in triumph, but in the shadows of colonial expediency and geopolitical maneuvering. What became the Republic of Botswana was once the Bechuanaland Protectorate, a vast, arid territory established by the British in 1885 primarily to block potential expansion by Boer republics and German colonies in southern Africa. Three influential Tswana chiefs—Khama III of the Bangwato, Sebele I of the Bakwena, and Bathoen I of the Bangwaketse—petitioned for British protection against encroaching threats from the south and west. On March 31, 1885, the protectorate was proclaimed, encompassing lands north of the Molopo River, while the southern portion became the Crown colony of British Bechuanaland (later incorporated into the Cape Colony).

For decades, British administration was minimal—often described as "rule on the cheap." The capital was even located outside the territory, in Mafikeng (now Mahikeng) in South Africa. Local chiefs retained significant authority under indirect rule, governing through traditional kgotla assemblies where consensus was sought. The protectorate served as a labor reservoir for South African mines and a buffer zone, with little investment in infrastructure or development. By the mid-20th century, it remained one of the most neglected British territories: few roads, schools, or hospitals; a population reliant on subsistence farming and cattle; and persistent threats of incorporation into apartheid South Africa.Yet, seeds of change were sown in the post-World War II era. Batswana contributed troops to the Allied effort, fostering a sense of national consciousness. Political parties emerged in the 1960s amid the winds of African decolonization. The Bechuanaland People's Party (1960) advocated radical change, while the more moderate Bechuanaland Democratic Party (BDP), founded in 1962, gained broad support.
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
