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FOREWORD

THE RISING SIGN

Because the Earth is rotating on its own axis, the whole heavens appears to be in movement, whereas the Earth itself appears to remain steady. The twelve Signs of the Zodiac appear to rise in the east and set in the west. Because the Earth rotates at 1,000 miles an hour and completes its full rotation in 24 hours, one of the twelve Signs will present itself on the horizon every two hours.

The “constellation” on the horizon at the time of our birth is called “The Rising Sign.” Our diagram below and again under “Birth Chart” shows the Sign of Leo rising. It is on the cusp of the first house of the wheel of twelve houses, whose spokes are also shown. It takes only four minutes for a new degree of the Rising Sign to present itself on the horizon, which means that unless the time of birth is known to within 15 minutes, considerable changes in the horoscope will have occurred so that the degree of the ascendant, the position of the Moon and the Signs on the cusps of houses could be very different. This in turn affects the nature of the Soul's purpose.
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Many persons never know the time of their births and ask what should be done in their instance. The answer is, “Nothing should be done.” Do not attempt to get a rectified horoscope done, by whatever means. Don't settle for anything less than the truth. If you cannot obtain the time of your birth, then it is your karma not to know the Rising Sign and, therefore, not to know (by astrological means) your soul's specific purpose. You should have a solar chart set up or place Aries on the ascendant and work from that. In due course, information will be released in esoteric astrology that will guide the person placed in this position as to what should be done. This is a far better way to handle the matter than to pay for mere suppositions or estimates, or even to rely on time vectors as to the time of birth.

The solar chart is erected by placing the birth Sign on the ascendant (cusp of the First House), and the Sun is made the very first planet inside the First House. The same or next degree is appended to the ascendant and from it, by equal house method, the remaining Signs are allocated to the cusps of the houses in the correct order. Then the planets are positioned in the houses thus laid out.
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In some instances the noon position of the planets is used. The solar chart gives useful information but does not, cannot clarify, in any way, the specific Soul's purpose. The diagram opposite gives the position of the Rising Sign and a description of other structures in the horoscope.



THE BIRTH CHART

A personal map of the heavens, the birth chart is unique to each person's time and place of birth (see further examples below.) In effect, it is a map of the planets and the signs of the zodiac as they were above that place - and below the horizon - at that time.
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( a ) Line of Horizon
This line divides the Birth Chart in two: planets appear either above the horizon (upper half of the Chart) or below it. The Sun's position in this chart denotes a birth-time after midnight.

( b ) Ascendant or Rising Sign
The sign rising on the eastern horizon at the moment of birth: here shown as 25 degrees Leo; then the other signs follow in order around the Chart moving clockwise.

( c ) Cusp of First House
The inner circle of the Chart is divided into 12 Houses; the cusp of the First House marks its starting point and coincides with the Ascendant; in this chart the First House occupies the 24 degree area below the eastern horizon comprising the last 5 degrees of Leo plus 19 degrees of Virgo (on the cusp of the Second House). The Second House occupies the next 29 degree area comprised of the last 11 degrees of Virgo plus 18 degrees of Libra, and so on.

( d ) House Divisions
The 12 Houses relate to specific areas of the subject's life, e.g. possessions, career, family, etc.; although other forms exist, the Placidus House System is used here.

( e ) IC (Imum Coeli) or Nadir
This is the opposite point on the Chart to the MC or Midheaven, i.e. the point in the sky more or less beneath the subject's feet at the moment of his birth. In the Placidus House System the Nadir coincides with the cusp of the Fourth House.

( f ) Glyphs of Planets
The glyphs of the planets (Saturn is the example marked here) are placed round the Chart and their positions in degrees of the sign of the zodiac at the moment of birth are noted.

( g ) Descendant
The opposite end of the Horizon line to the Ascendant; i.e. the degree of the zodiac setting beneath the western horizon, here shown as 25 degrees of Aquarius.

( h ) Glyphs of Signs
The sign glyphs, like that of Pisces indicated here are inserted round the Chart once the Ascendant is calculated. The glyphs are an extremely ancient form of shorthand. An intercepted sign occurs in a house larger than 30 degrees where the sign occupies neither cusp but is sandwiched between them.

( i ) Cusp of Sign
The cusp of a sign marks the starting point of a new sign; a planet appearing precisely on the cusp here would be placed on 0 degrees Aries (not 30 degrees Pisces).

( j ) MC or Medium Coeli
The MC (Midheaven) is the point at the moment of birth when the ecliptic crosses the subject's meridian; in general terms the MC is the overhead point in the sky. In the Placidus House System the MC coincides with the cusp of the Tenth House.

( k ) Retrograde Planets
The glyph denotes an apparent backward or retrograde motion of a planet through the zodiac at the moment of birth: here Mars is retrograde.

Whenever we consider the qualities of a planet, we also have to take into account its relative motion, which can be direct, stationary or retrograde. This is the phenomenon in which a planet, from the viewpoint of a person on the earth, appears to slow down, become stationary, and then go backwards, in what astrologers call retrograde motion, before again going direct (see illustration below). The process is an optical illusion, which can be compared to an experience many of us have had, of being in a train that is being overtaken by another slightly faster train, giving the false sensation that our own train is going backwards.

THE FUNCTIONS OF THE RISING SIGN

The Rising Sign: -


	
provides the energies that drive the personality towards its spiritual goal and moderate its efforts when that goal is elsewhere;-



	
indicates the deepest potentials of the man once he is capable of treading the Path;



	
points to the purpose of the Soul through the triangle of energies that it highlights: -





(a) the Rising Sign itself,

(b) the esoteric planetary ruler thereof, and

(c) the esoteric planetary ruler of the Sign on the cusp of the house in which (b) is located.(See example chart below)

The Soul's purpose may be confined to a single life or to the many more that lie ahead. If the planets which form the triangle with the ascendant (described above) are rapid in movement, then the soul's purpose in this life will be conveyed through a series of revelations, each of which, when apprehended, will take the disciple successfully up the rungs of a spiritual ladder in this particular life.

If the planets are slow-moving, the soul's purpose is applied to and includes lives that lie still in the future, as well as this life.

Capricorn, the Rising Sign (a), is ruled by Saturn (b) which is found in Cancer in the Sixth House. Gemini is on the cusp of the Sixth House. The ruler of Gemini is Venus (c), which is located in Taurus in the Fourth House.

Factors (a), (b) and (c) are linked together into a triangular pattern and are then used in the consideration of the Soul’s purpose.

If the planetary rulers in this same triangle are sacred, then the soul's purpose is mainly concerned with the dissemination of structures that lie deeply in the psyche, according to the age of the egoic lotus.

If the planetary rulers are non-sacred, then the soul's purpose initially is specifically concerned with elements that need changing in the current personality vehicles.
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When the neophyte can appreciate the Three Great Truths, inwardly, and demonstrate them outwardly, he is ready for the Soul's Purpose.



THREE GREAT TRUTHS

The Master Robert Browning had the following audio-visual comments to make on the functions of the Rising Sign: -

(a) To train man to know himself. Visual image: -

Michelangelo's “David” in front of the temples of initiation.

(b) To point the way through the hazardous peaks and cliffs on the mountain-top of initiation: -

O the mind, mind has mountains; cliffs of fall 
Frightful, sheer, no-man-fathomed.

(c) The presence of the Rising Sign is man's firm assurance that help from his soul is both imminent and always present, no matter what his circumstances.

(d) Not in the house of man's personality, but in the garden, whether it be tilled or unkept, there is always a flower of rare and extreme beauty that raises its head amongst the tangle of weeds . . . this is man's soul. The Rising Sign points to the state of its petals, which tiers are in the process of being unfolded, its colours, hues and qualities. Many who enter their personality homes are unaware of this fragrant and delicate creature which is an outpost of divinity.

(e) As man drives his vehicles along the Path, the great freeway into the unconscious, there is always in front of him that more advanced vehicle (the higher triad) which ever has its indicator blinking to show when there should be a change of direction. This is the Rising Sign, which, for most, goes unheeded.

(f) The Rising Sign may be likened to an attendant dressed in an immaculate white garment that pushes in a wheelchair the personality and awaits the time when it may arise from the invalid chair and stand on its own, taking the journey to the Soul.

(g) Progress on the path of unfoldment necessitates a purification of the garments of the personality, and these must be in some cases completely replaced and in other instances laundered and dry-cleaned. It is the Rising Sign that can point to the ways in which this self-purification can best be achieved. It acts as the laundry and dry-cleaners for those garments of the ego that need refreshment, cleansing and reconstituting.

(h) The Rising Sign is a warning post on the lighted way that flashes out the list of limitations which must be overcome (squares) and the challenges that must be surmounted. Comfortingly, it also spells out in visual imagery the potentials of the disciple (trines) and how these may be used to construct the antakarana. And lastly, it warns of the folly of taking inwardly the festering contents of an unsound personality: -

Lilies that fester smell far worse than weeds.

Symbol: - A pair of carvers. Only those whose instruments are bright with purity, stainless with right motive and sharpened with independence and accomplishments can carve themselves a portion of the great Plan which the Masters so jealously guard from the ill-equipped.

(i) The Sign on the ascendant gives the clues to the kind of service work, classical studies, method of meditation and the psychosynthesis which enable the disciple to unfold himself smoothly and rapidly.

(j) It also points the way ahead to the next target of spiritual unfoldment, as surely as the marksman points the barrel of his gun to the red and blue, concentric circles of his target.

(k) Just as carefully as the efficient engineer overhauls the faulty equipment of the machines entrusted to him, assisted by his tools, the Soul of man overhauls the personality with the assistance of the Rising Sign.

(l) As the gardener consults the instructions on the packets of his seeds, the effective disciple should consult the Sign on the ascendant.

(m) In times of stress, the Rising Sign indicates how you may be refreshed before you are ready once more to drink deep from the Pierian springs.

(n) Most men are like political prisoners. Their motives at the deepest level are pure and good, but they are imprisoned within the jail, of which the mind is the chief jailer. They must overthrow the jailer and break loose in order to express their political-spiritual intent.

Our birth is but a sleep and a forgetting:
The soul that rises with us, our life's star. 
Hath had elsewhere its setting,
And cometh from afar;
Not in entire forgetfulness,
And not in utter nakedness,
But trailing clouds of glory do we come 
From God, who is our home;

LIBRA RISING
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THE PLANET URANUS, ESOTERIC RULER OF LIBRA

There is not much humour around Uranus - about as much as one would find in the changing of the hands on a clock face! The planet’s connections with the Ray of Will and Power are strong, and there is not much joy in that Ray except, perhaps, where synthesis is achieved. The harshness of the First Ray points towards judgment without mercy, decision without second opinion, action as reflex rather than planned, breakdown from technical failure rather than through lack of hope, exhaustion through wear and tear rather than through energy deprivation.

Planets which emphasize will rather than love accentuate the harsh disposition of Uranus, like Vulcan, Mercury, Mars, Earth and Pluto. Planets which blend Love Rays and ease the strain of Uranus are Venus (pre-eminently), Moon, Jupiter and Neptune. Mars can have the harshest effect of all on Uranus, with overloading of circuits and outright accidents. Mars afflicting Uranus can “put a spanner in the works,” and even where there are benign influences, there may emerge a relentless precision that goes from success to success with such monotony and irrevocable finality as to present no joy, surprise, wonder, etc., as may characterise success with other planetary combinations.

When Uranus is in the Second House, even the joy of drawing money and handling it is lost. The salary earner never sees his cash - it goes by giro or computer payment straight to his account and is there swallowed up in the inexorable process of maintaining our standard of living.

When afflicted, Uranus presents lack of precision, incoodination and matters which might relate to cerebellar dysfunction. A tremor in movement suggests Neptune, but where parts lack synchrony, look for Uranus. For example, a test of brain injury (Mars square to Uranus in the First House) is to bring the finger tip to touch the nose. Where there is difficulty in doing this, we have “dysdiadokynesis.”

The ways in which Uranus affects adversely are limited in primitive consciousness to such matters as incoodination of parts and faults in layered structures like the scalp. In more sophisticated and spiritual beings, bizarre features emerge and in quite unexpected ways. For instance, a highly spiritual being may write books which are lacking in refinement, inconclusive, lacking in finesse or polish, cranky and even criminal in import. Or, there may be refined cruelty in the conduct of a marriage or partnership, etc.

Afflicted, Uranus lays one flat on his back - implying, morphologically, legs and arms outstretched; not “winded” where there is a crouching or clutching of the abdomen with the breath lost temporarily, but “out cold” with no sign of breathing evident; activity at all levels is nil, death-like but not dead. If Uranus is in the Tenth or in the midheaven, there is toppling from a position of importance, especially for an official, businessman, autocrat or dictocrat, and especially police officials, traffic officers and legislators, e.g. :-


	
5th House - knocked flat off a throne or seat.



	
6th House - confined to bed by a virus.



	
7th House - rendered horizontal with a partner.

The main note of Uranus, as it is received on Earth directly (for Man on the Path) or indirectly via the veiled Moon (for average and savage Man), is : -

PROJECTED POWER

An adequate symbol would be of a man with the fingers of one hand pointing to the object of his wilful attention. The other hand is cupped at the end of the extended arm, with the palm open to heaven. He is receiving power through the latter and projecting it towards the target of his attention through the former.

Uranus seldom acts on his own. He needs the assistance of other energising planets, otherwise he is just a “flash in the pan.” This is why he becomes increasingly effective with spiritual unfoldment as more and more esoteric rulers feed him with their qualities, for he is, above all, the ultimate deterrent - just as Venus is the ultimate Court of Appeals (to higher Reason). Uranus represents always a comfort to the occultist who ever seeks for SYNTHESIS. Synthesis ends in the THOUSAND PEDALLED LOTUS, the main Head Chakra, and Uranus rules this unquestionably.
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Coming down to the level of the ordinary Man on the Path, Uranus is felt in four ways. Each is linked to the integration of a lower vehicle : -

and the manner in which these are synthesized into a personality giving a quality of its own and, finally, into the integrated personality in processes which I have described elsewhere. The action is simultaneous and self-generating, like the action of exploding an atomic bomb. Thus, through Uranus, we have the power, in individuals whom he blesses, for producing earth-shaking or personality somersaulting effects. A man who has been practising the occult disciplines effectively and is, therefore, receptive to direct Uranian influence is one who can affect the destiny of the planet in far-reaching ways, acting through methods which the uninitiate would regard as magical (Seventh Ray) and with a practicability (Third Ray) which confounds those who observe him in action. The project (projected power) is not only fantastic, but it works!

Uranus, in the highly developed, can express the energy of Mars, the courage of Earth, the perception of Neptune, the exhilaration of Vulcan, the cyclicity of the Moon, etc., ALL AT ONCE. Hence its “magical” properties. Equally so, the propensity for misuse of these qualities can occur when there is slackness in the native. Uranus likes a taut, disciplined, undeviating and, above all, integrated personality through which to work. Less than this produces aberrations which can be equally world-shaking. Uranus conjunct Mars is excellent for discipleship, especially when it is the site of the Soul’s purpose (author’s chart), but can be ruinous and devastating to the native and to all around him until the Soul’s purpose is being acted upon.

The glyph of Uranus shows a standing Man (taut and ready for action) with arms stretched up to heaven (the ultimate source of his power) and the “loop of magic” (as Browning calls it), the site of application of his potency, between the legs (A). This is the symbol of Uranus as it applies to average and savage man. It shows the site of such individuals’ most miraculous creative capacity, i.e., the ability to reproduce himself in physical form.
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However, the key to Uranian influences as they apply to the disciple may be better understood if the glyph is reversed, so that the “loop of magic,” now the head and neck, is pointed to heaven (B). Herein, the powers of Uranus are again expressed, but in their highest application such as has been listed above. Now, with emasculation, there comes the ability to reproduce the Self. In the head region are first formed the blueprints of creative acts which can shake the world. Here are produced the thoughtforms that are nurtured into world-wide reality. Here was nurtured, for instance, the thoughtform in the mind of Florence Nightingale as she worked amongst the mutilated wounded of the Crimean War. Ultimately, through her efforts, the original thoughtform produced the external shape, the world-wide Red Cross movement and all its ramifications.

On the lower scale, the seed is produced and thrust forth into the fertile soil of the female uterus where it grows into a replica of the original seed. On the higher scale, the seed- thought is thrown forth into the equally fertile world conditions of the Crimean and subsequent wars and grows into a replica of the original . . . magic has been wrought.

The problem of Uranus today is not that there are too few individuals who can respond to him, but rather that these individuals contain the seed of genius (and there are millions of them, even in the so-called “hippy movement” alone), yet lack the phallus (the psycho-spiritual qualities) to implant and cultivate that seed. Genius is there, but in far too many, the personality is bankrupt - bankrupt of Uranian capacities as they are associated with Venus, Mercury, etc., as listed above.

The keynotes of Uranus are the ability to : -

organize, direct and lead.

Uranus is the planet of the occultist who works with the hidden forces of nature. Neptune is the planet of mysticism, and the two don’t often mix. One of the most classical and historical examples of a clash between the two planets, instead of a blending of their energies, is to be seen in the Reformation and its consequences in Europe. The Sixth Ray of Devotion and Idealism met the Seventh Ray of Ceremonial Order and Ritual in headlong collision . . . Protestantism and Roman Catholicism. The picture opposite depicts just this at the Diet of Worms.

Through the symbol of the planet Uranus, we derive the meaning of the consort, which in terms of a royal family can mean either the wife of the king or the husband of the queen, according to which holds power. Thus, Queen consort : - Uranus in Leo.
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There is no question about the function of the consort which is to provide the basis for continuation of the species and, in this case, the royal lineage, and this matter is always settled on that important symbol of Libra and Uranus which is the marriage bed. Thus, the double bed is the symbol of where much power is finally exerted. There may be arguments and separations (‡) but it is on this soft platform of Uranus that such alienation is resolved.

Libra Rising suggests the stiffening phallus, the rod of power that brings consummation on the double bed.

Another symbol which emerges as meaningful from the structure of Uranus is a man on stilts. In personality expression, this means someone who needs to resort to props taken from the environment to support his position of authority (height). The esoteric suggestion emerges of “the props of power” becoming those props required to support a spiritual life. For some these are books (¯). For others they are the support of the marriage partner who is esoterically oriented, etc.

We must mention yet another partnership that has emerged, especially with regard to those entities which we might call sophisticated businesses which employ computers. The computer itself personifies the humourless precision and time dependency of Uranus. We all know, from our occasional experiences of bank inefficiency what happens to banking organisations when their computer goes haywire.

Uranus rules computers, programming, totalisators, calculators and anything highly precisioned. Uranus reciprocates in a partnership as the harsh, austere, factual autocrat. At the same time, the legal qualities of Libra remain, and who can doubt that the policing forces are not now more dependent on computers, on rapid vehicle transportation and other Libran features than any other section of our community.
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LIBRA RISING

The effect of Uranus acting through a Libra Ascendant is to convey authority spelt out. “Standing instructions” suggests the persistence of the ascendant in the term “standing” and the authoritative orders conveyed by “instructions” reflected from Uranus.

Libra Rising suggests garages that are spread out all over the nation, such as BP. Shell and Texaco which maintain the motor traffic on the freeways.

The Libra Ascendant conveys any concept of a cul-de-sac, ranging from a shopping centre off the freeway through to a fold in clothing or a suggestive bulge in a pair of male trousers.

For many years the electoral district of Billericay in England has had a strange Libran quality. The votes cast there for a Parliamentary candidate always indicate which way the election in the nation as a whole will swing. If a Conservative Member is returned to Parliament and the result is usually given before midnight on the day of the election, then, in the past, it has been shown that a Conservative Government would be returned. This statistical pointer to the national swing of votes is a Libra (the balance) characteristic.

In some nations of the world there is a language mixture of populations, and there frequently arise an admixture of languages to form a balanced share of words from each language brought together in a kind of “lingua franca”. The actual term “lingua franca” refers to a mixture of Italian (Libra) with French, Greek, Arabic, etc., used in the Levant or any analogous mixture used between peoples, i.e., at the national (ascendant) level. The ascendant suggests the national use of the resulting language and Libra the spelling out of it.

Uranian influences acting through Libra convey dictatorial language and suggestions of ascendancy of Fascism. Libra rules clothing in general and shirts and smocks in particular. The First House is ruled by Mercury, which suggests silver-grey, and grey shirts were the garment emblems of the Fascist movement in central Europe and still remain a symbol of Fascism.

People with Libra Rising, including the author, like to wear freshly laundered pull-over shirts that cover the top of the trousers.

The Libra Ascendant suggests national deals and where important package deals are concluded. Matters are “wrapped up” or concluded with the help of a Libra Ascendant.

Very important alliances are entered into, alliances suggesting arrangements, contracts with colleagues that pertain to the Seventh House where Libra is usually found. Anything that is “entered into” comes under the ascendant.

Where there is a marriage of two minds that persists for all time, the Libra Ascendant is surely present.

Libra Rising suggests diaries, as do some of the other Signs, but for different reasons. Here the diary is maintained in order to record the accuracy and pertinence of facts emerging in the life. The symbol for this would be the policeman (Libra) who records, automatically, any event in his day for later use and recall.

The full potential of Libra can be conceived through this comment :-

“Behind every Uranian ego is either a sinner or a saint.”

Relationship Between Ascendant, Midheaven and Nadir:
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Every ascendant should be considered in relation to the two signs that characterise the Midheaven (cusp of the Tenth House) and the Nadir (cusp of the Fourth). Where Libra is rising, we have Cancer and Capricorn, respectively. Giving consideration to all three signs, forming this natural T-square, some interesting permutations emerge : -

The butler brings the master’s tray to the door.

The head and shoulders (¯) is seen above the tray, which itself is a miniature tabletop (Í), and the food on it is Cancer. The open door is the Ascendant.

The implication of this symbol of Libra Rising in association with the Tenth House and the Fourth House is that of order. Order is one of the six requirements of chelaship : -

C is for courage.
H is for harmlessness (and hard work).
R is for relevance.
O is for order.
M is for malleability.
E is for endurance.

The disciple learns never to present his offerings to the Master for consideration or action unless they are in immaculate order. Whether he is submitting a mathematical formula, an anthology of poetry, an article for a magazine, a proposal for spreading the teachings, etc., they should be all precisely and immaculately laid out, such as one would expect on the tray of a trained butler. The Master should not be expected to sort out the disorders arising from personality discrepancies.

The adoption of Uranus as the esoteric ruler of Libra was not based on a matter of mere speculation. Alice Bailey had adopted the planet Uranus as the ruler of Libra in her work “Esoteric Astrology” which was published in the 1940’s. It had been agreed by most leading astrologers until then that the energies of Uranus were highly specialised and, in most instances, would be only felt by the most spiritually sensitive.

Since those days, many new features have emerged in the environmental pattern of both the Easterner and Westerner with such clarity that their morphology now aligns them indisputably with Uranus as the ruler of Libra. Let me explain. The first freeways were evolved by the Germans who bore in mind the necessity to transport military equipment very rapidly over hundreds of miles, knowing full well that such a device would be the “Open sesame!” to attacks made on the variety of frontiers presented to the German Reich in those days when Nazism was astir.

The first freeways were therefore called autobahns, and with certain modifications they have become the freeways of North America and the motorways of Britain. Nevertheless, they are not essentially a feature of Nazism, like Pluto usually represents. Their birth lay many decades earlier in the emergence of main roads, which coincided with the development of travel by motor car.

The motor car itself took time to settle down into its present shape, which is essentially a Libran structure. After the First World War, freeways became the order of the day in highly civilised society and, indeed, the American way of life has evolved around the motor car.

On the one hand, there had therefore developed the need for freeways under dictatorships. These freeways were not confined only to Nazi Germany, but could be seen in operation even in the new colonial territories annexed by the Italian dictator, Mussolini, in Northeast Africa and Libya. On the other hand, along with the growth of efficient transportation, the rise of dictatorship should not be overlooked, and the planet Uranus suggests this dictatorship at the political level, as beaurocracy at the social level, as the astute and one-pointed businessman and as the ruling partner of any marriage or in any group of colleagues.

We cannot doubt that the motor car has become also the inanimate but very much activated partner of the Westerner in so many instances as to become generalised. We soon feel the discomfort of being without an automobile and depend on it heavily. Indeed, many individuals have to spend more time in association with their cars than with their wives or business partners, and added to this is the increasing use of the airplane (the author has crossed the Atlantic more than 60 times). This dependency on inanimate partnerships may not be a very palatable matter to accept, but it still remains.

Arising out of such partnerships there stems a host of symbols, e.g., freeways, bridges over them, shopping centers, cul-de-sacs, lay-bys, etc. The truth is that the vehicle we spend much time in and money on is held to the road by the combined expertise of both partners, as well as through the effects of other minor partners listed above. Deny these, and you deny a large measure of their symbols, now well formed in the consciousness of 20th Century man, symbols which affect through their pressure, as Carl Jung points out, a person’s thoughts, deeds and emotions in every moment of waking consciousness.

No one would deny that without these utilitarian partnerships our lives would be greatly disorganised. One has only to experience the inconvenience of a power cut, to be without a car or a washing machine, to have this brought home.
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
