JOHN AMES (JOHN 1) was born 1540 in Bruton,
Somersetshire, England. Legend is that his father’s name was also
John Ames. However, the John Ames of which there is indirect
evidence of was born in 1540, and died at the age of 43 in the year
1583 in Bruton, Somerset Shire, England. John Ames was born during
the 31st year of the reign of King Henry VIII of England. This
English King was a very significant figure in English history. It
was he who separated from the Roman Catholic Church since the
Church would not grant his divorce from his first wife, and
ultimately excommunicated him. In defiance to the Catholic’s, he
established the Church of England, or the Episcopal Church, and
went on to marry and divorce six wives. Two of the six wives ended
up beheaded for various reasons, which can be found elsewhere in
histories many references. Support for the English Reformation, and
Episcopal Church, began with King Henry’s heirs. Henry VIII’s reign
ended in 1547 when Edward the VI came to the throne. As an
impressionable young boy, John grew up during this time, and was 7
years old when Henry VIII died. Into his early teens John was a
subject of Edward VI while he was on the throne of England. Then in
1553 Mary Queen of Scots ruled England until 1558. When Elizabeth I
became Queen in 1558 John was 18 years old. It was in the following
year, when John was 19, that he married MARGERY BROME OR CROME on
September 25, 1559 in Bruton, Somersetshire, England.

2. JOHN RICHARD3 AMES (JOHN2, JOHN1) was born
1560 in Bruton, Somersetshire, England, and died February 19,
1631/32 in Bruton, Somersetshire, England. John was christened May
1, 1560, likely at the Church of England in Bruton, Somersetshire,
England. He was born during the reign of Queen Elizabeth the 1st
who ruled England from 1558 to 1599. At the age of 41, he married
CYPRIAN BROWN on October 12, 1601 in Bruton, Somersetshire,
England. This was during the interval in time where Oliver Cromwell
directed the Commonwealth prior to James the 1st becoming King of
England in 1603. Cyprian was 18 years old at the time of marriage.
She was born in 1583 at Bruton, Somersetshire, England, and
allegedly christened at Saint Nabyn, in Cornwall, England, although
the date of christening is unknown. She died at the age of 42 on
May 4, 1625 in Bruton, Somersetshire, England. It is unknown if
John married prior to 1601.
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
