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​1.1 Geographic Location and Setting

The canals are flanked by narrow alleys, bridges, and squares, creating a dense yet intimate urban network where water and land coexist seamlessly.

The lagoon’s ecosystem is another defining feature of Venice. Saltwater from the Adriatic Sea mixes with freshwater from rivers such as the Brenta and Piave, forming a brackish environment rich in biodiversity. This delicate balance, however, is also fragile. For centuries, Venetians have battled the forces of nature, flooding, erosion, and rising sea levels to protect their homes and monuments. The city’s foundation rests on wooden piles driven deep into clay, a remarkable engineering achievement that has allowed Venice to endure for more than a millennium despite its unstable setting.

Geography also shaped the city’s role as a maritime hub. Its strategic location at the northern edge of the Adriatic gave Venice access to both European hinterlands and eastern Mediterranean trade routes. This allowed the city to flourish as a bridge between East and West, a crossroads where merchants, travelers, and ideas converged. Today, the same setting continues to enchant visitors, who marvel at how human creativity adapted to one of the most challenging yet captivating environments on Earth.
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​1.2 Historical Foundations of the City
