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Types: The animals suitable for sacrifice are

camels, cattle (cows or bulls), sheep, and goats.
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7. Intention (Nivvah

The intention to perform
the sacrifice must be made
for the sake of Allah,
ensuring that the act is a
form of worship and
obedience.
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Technique: The animal should be
slaughtered by making a swift, deep
incision that cuts the throat, windpipe,
and blood vessels in the neck, ensuring
a quick and humane death.
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By adhering to these conditions, the
Hajj sacrifice fulfills its religious
significance and upholds the values of
faith, obedience, charity, and community
in Islam
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The Hajj sacrifice, known as Qurbani or
Udhiya, is an essential part of the
Islamic pilgrimage to Mecca, performed
during the days of Eid al-Adha. This
ritual commemorates the Prophet
Ibrahim's willingness to sacrifice his
son Ismail in obedience to God.
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Humane Treatment: The animal should be
treated with kindness and should not see
the blade or other animals being
slaughtered.
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1. Eligibility of the Sacrificer

Pilgrims: The sacrifice is obligatory for those performing Hajj,
particularly those participating in the Hajj of Tamattu' or Qiran.
Non-Pilgrims: It is also a recommended practice (Sunnah) for Muslims

who are not on Hajj but can afford to do so.
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Invocation: Before slaughtering, the
name of Allah should be invoked by
saying "Bismillah, Allahu Akbar" (In the
name of Allah, Allah is the Greatest).
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Camels must be at least five years old.

Cattle must be at least two years old.

Sheep and goats must be at least one year old.
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4. Method of Sacrifice
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Parts: The meat should be divided into three

parts:
One part for the family.
One part for relatives and friends.

One part for the poor and needy.
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Health: The animals must be healthy, free from

obvious defects such as being blind, one-eyed,

visibly sick, lame, or emaciated..
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3. Time of Sacrifice
The sacrifice should be performed after
the Eid prayer on the 10th of Dhul-
Hijjah, the first day of Eid al-Adha,
and can be continued until the sunset
of the 13th of Dhul-Hijjah.
It is preferable to perform the
sacrifice on the first day.
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6. Financial Capabilit
The sacrifice is only required for those
who can afford it without causing
hardship to themselves or their
dependents. If one is not financially
capable, they are exempt from this
obligation.
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The act of sharing the meat
underscores the principles of
charity, community, and
generosity.
