1 - Brother Lucius did his best to convey to his friends living on the Physical Plane some aspects of Nosso Lar, the work and re-education colony to which we are linked in the Spirituality, especially the pilot plan that concerns it.

To this end, he found the dedication of the medium Heigorina Cunha, in the city of Sacramento, Minas Gerais, Brazil.

2 - Has he been able to convey, in detail, the entire image of the vast residential context to which we refer?

Certainly not, but we are on the verge of a worthy achievement due to the basic forms and ideas that the friend mentioned above carefully aligned through spiritual exchange.

3 - It is fitting to recall here the maps that Christopher Columbus drew, influenced by Mentors and Spiritual Friends, before unveiling the shape of America. Such sketches did not fully reflect reality; however, they demonstrate, to this day, that the valiant navigator presented the essential layout of the New Continent.

4 - It should be clear that Our Home is a spiritual city colony inhabited by both men and women, including young people and adults, who have already freed themselves from their physical bodies. 

Furthermore, there are hundreds of other spiritual city colonies around the Earth, each adhering to the laws that govern its rotational and translational movements.

5 - Throughout life, beginning from infancy, humanity is confronted with the principles of sequence, a concept that continues to apply even after death.

6 - By the dictates of reincarnation and disembodiment, thousands of human beings are born into physical experience and liberated from it, in the mental state in which they are pleased.

7 - Those who enter the material world through rebirth reflect the state in which they existed on the Spiritual Plane. When individuals return to the Spiritual Plane from the material world, they reveal themselves as they are, whether in terms of evolution or the accounting of the law of cause and effect.

8 - No one is obliged to think in this or that way by the universal principles that govern us. Each consciousness, incarnate or discarnate, is free in thought to choose the path it desires. 

Even with the unfortunate outcomes of past choices, it operates in a way that can either improve or deteriorate its situation, depending on the actions it chooses to take.

9 - When human beings enter the spiritual realm after disincarnation, they carry a mix of elevated ideals, destructive passions, and experiences of joy and disappointment. They bring their convictions, doubts, and values, along with gaps in knowledge and a strong desire for personal growth.

10 - Reborn on Earth, the spiritual personality remains confined to the physical vehicle, surrounded by tests that assess the value it has achieved, based on the assimilation of the best it has already accomplished within itself. 

By disincarnating, this same personality reveals what, how, and at what evolutionary stage it is situated, radiating from itself the spiritual environment in which it is pleased to live and coexist.

11 - In the earthly realm, a person reenters the family or social group where they must relearn lessons and insights from their past. This process enables individuals to settle any debts incurred while continuing their commitment to love and cooperation.

12 - Upon discarnation, that same person rejoins the company

company of the spiritual group with which they are attuned, to remain mentally stable, as they wish, or to reap the happy results of the effort of self-sublimation they have developed on Earth. 

Either through self-improvement achieved in themselves or through the ennobling tasks they have initiated among men, they naturally enter the group of elevation to which they have promoted themselves. 

13 - Every spirit is free, in thought, to improve itself, improving the field of experience in which it is, or to complicate itself, complicating the field of experiences to which it is linked.
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
