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INTRODUCTION
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At a public meeting held in this town, in the spring of 1862, I was requested to keep a military history of each resident soldier who went from Kennebunk, during the late civil war. I have tried to do as requested, and the following imperfect account is the result. All persons who may know of any soldier or seamen, whose name is here omitted, or discover any mistake made in the record, will confer a favor by informing the writer.

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VOLUNTEER SOLDIERS.

RESIDENTS OF KENNEBUNK, WHO ENLISTED IN 1861.
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AMOS C. EMERSON, son of Washington Emerson; 1st Regiment, Company I, United States Artillery. He enlisted in April 1861, and was discharged at the expiration of his term of service, in April 1864.

JOSEPH C. HILL, Sergeant, a law-student, formerly of York; 2nd Regiment, Company B, Massachusetts Infantry. He enlisted May 11, 1861; by an unexplained cause was discharged in July 1861. He was mustered in Second Lieutenant of Company A, First Regiment Maine Cavalry, October 31, 1861, which position he resigned, October 24, 1862. He was in Kennebunk but a few months before the war commenced, and did not return after the war was over.

ROBERT HATCH, Sergeant, son of Robert P. Hatch; 2nd Regiment, Company B, Massachusetts Infantry. He enlisted May 11, 1861, was promoted sergeant August 1, 1861, in place of J. C. Hill. At the battle of Cedar Mountain, Virginia, August 9, 1862, he was wounded by a shot in his shoulder; will probably lose the use of his arm during life, as it was paralyzed when he was discharged by a certificate of disability at Fort McHenry, Baltimore, Maryland, October 30, 1862.

HARRISON SARGENT, adopted son of N. K. Sargent; 2nd Regiment, Company B, Massachusetts Infantry. He enlisted May 11, 1861, was discharged by a certificate of disability. May 17, 1862. He was mustered into the 5th Regiment, Company C, Maine Infantry, as a recruit, September 19, 1862, and died of consumption, at Point Lookout Hospital, Maryland, February 15, 1865, aged 34 years.

JOHN L. TAYLOR, Corporal, son of James Taylor; 2nd Regiment Company B, Massachusetts Infantry. He was enrolled May 17, 1861, and discharged, December 9, 1863, at Estell Springs, Tennessee, by reason of second enlistment in the same Regiment and Company His second discharge was at Washington, D. C, July 14, 1865.

THATCHER J. HUFF, son of Seth Huff, of Kennebunkport; 2nd Regiment, Company B, Massachusetts Infantry. He enlisted in May 1861, was wounded in his right side and arm, at the battle of Cedar Mountain, Virginia, August 9, 1862, was a prisoner in Richmond one month. Discharged by a certificate of disability, at Alexandria, Virginia, February 5, 1863.

EDWARD B. RUTLAND, son of Isaac Rutland; 2nd Regiment, Company R, Massachusetts Infantry. He enlisted in May 1861, was wounded in his side, at the battle of Chancellorsville, Virginia, May 3, 1863. Discharged at Chattanooga, Tennessee, May 23, 1864, his term of service having expired.

JESSE M. STEVENS, son of Frederick Stevens, 2nd Regiment, Company B, Massachusetts Infantry. He enlisted in May 1861 was killed at the battle of Chancellorsville, Virginia, May 3, 1863, aged 23 years.

JAMES PORTER HILL, son of Alvah Hill; 2nd Regiment, Company B, Massachusetts Infantry. He enlisted in May 1861. Near the close of the year 1862, by the consent of the officers of the 2nd Regiment, he enlisted in the 4th Regiment, Company F, V. S. Regular Artillery. He was discharged from the U. S. service in March 1867.

JOHN G. KNIGHTS, son of Abel Knights; 2nd Regiment, Company K, Massachusetts Infantry. He enlisted in May 1861, and died of fever, February 10, 1862, in Frederick City, Maryland, aged 20 years. His remains were brought to Maine.

JOSHUA HATCH, Jr., son of Joshua Hatch; 5th Regiment, Company D, Massachusetts Infantry, a three months regiment. He enlisted in May 1861, and received his first discharge in August 1861. He afterwards re-enlisted as Sergeant, for nine months' service in the 50th Regiment, Company G, Massachusetts Infantry.

EDWARD W. KIMBALL, Wagoner, son of Joseph Kimball, farmer, 11th Regiment, Company F, Massachusetts Infantry. He was enrolled April 30, 1861, and discharged from U. S. service, June 24, 1864, at Boston, Massachusetts, by reason of three years' service. Copy of a note on his discharge; "Participated in McDowell's, McClellan's, Pope's, Burnside's, Hooker's, Meade's, and Grant's campaigns, a brave and true soldier."

MICAJAH POPE, known in the army as William Ross; 42nd Regiment, Company C, New York Infantry. He enlisted, August 16, 1861; was detached from this Regiment, August, 28, 1861, to the "Signal Corps" of the Army of the Potomac. Was discharged at the headquarters of that army, August 16, 1864, in consequence of expiration of his term of service. Note on his discharge: "A good and faithful soldier."

GEORGE G. DOWNING, son of John Downing; 2nd Regiment, of Maine Infantry. He was mustered in as a musician, August 30, 1861, and discharged in the summer of 1862, by Act of Congress discharging regimental bands of music.
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
