Before the myth of romantic love began, people married when they were young, often around the age of thirteen or fourteen. Then they raised a family together.

Nobody married for love. They married for convenience, for companionship, to raise a family, and for survival. If you’d have asked them about love, they’d have laughed.

Because romantic love is a myth, it would be a waste of time for you to pursue it. But romantic love is what society tells you to pursue, isn’t it?

Either that or you’re told to have as much promiscuous sex as you can.

You can chase all the women you want, but don’t be misled into believing that one day you’re going to meet the perfect girl who’s going to make your life wonderful and complete, or that you even need a girl to make your life wonderful and complete.

So where does that leave you?

Your parents are not going to arrange a marriage on your behalf, although there’s no harm in asking. Your father will laugh and your mother will faint.

You’re going to have to work your way through this women thing on your own. You’re going to have to find your own wife.

Which brings us to the second ground rule that I want you to follow: Don’t date outside your race.
