1. The First Theft: Land and People

When European powers carved up Africa at the Berlin Conference (1884-1885), they did not just draw lines on a map—they severed cultures, families, and economies. Kingdoms that had thrived for centuries were dismantled overnight.

The Congo Free State (under Belgium’s King Leopold II) saw 10 million Africans slaughtered for rubber and ivory.

France extracted so much wealth from West Africa that it forced 14 nations to pay colonial taxes until 2023 (CFA franc system).

Britain’s divide-and-rule tactics turned ethnic groups against each other, leaving behind artificial nations primed for conflict (Nigeria, Sudan, Kenya).

Colonialism was not just occupation—it was the systematic erasure of Africa’s self-governance.
