Instead of traditional warfare, Cold Wars are fought through proxy conflicts, economic sanctions, espionage, propaganda, and technological rivalry. The term became widely used during the USA-USSR Cold War (1947-1991), when the world was divided into two opposing ideological camps: capitalist democracy (led by the United States) and communist authoritarianism (led by the Soviet Union).

The original Cold War was defined by:


	
Nuclear deterrence and arms races – The US and USSR stockpiled nuclear weapons but never engaged in direct war due to the threat of mutual destruction.


	
Economic and ideological competition – Capitalism vs. Communism, with each side attempting to spread its influence.


	
Proxy wars – Conflicts in Korea, Vietnam, Afghanistan, and other regions where the superpowers supported opposing sides.


	
Technological and space race – The battle for scientific and military supremacy, including the race to land on the moon.




Though the USSR collapsed in 1991, a new global rivalry has emerged—this time between the United States and China.

The USA-China Rivalry: A New Cold War?
