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Since the Iraqi Government Assumed Power After the Occupation, it has Worked to Destroy all Aspects of Life in Iraq. It has Established Filthy Militias and Cooperated with Global Terrorism to Maintain Iraq in a State of Chaos Allowing Officials and Politicians to Steal Iraqi Funds and Purchase Property Inside Iraq and in Foreign Countries Every Politician in Iraq has a Family Living Abroad Enjoying Higher Education, luxurious Palaces and rare Cars Meanwhile 70% of Iraq's Population lives Below the Poverty line, all due to the Government's Sectarian Policies.

In 2013, the Sectarian Iraqi Government Marginalized a large Sunni Community in Sectarian Government Decisions and Positions. This Prompted Large-scale Demonstrations by Sunnis in Four Governorates (Anbar, Salah al-Din, Mosul, and Diyala).

Tents were set up for Peaceful Demonstrations in These Governorates, and the Government was Initially Unable to Meet the Demands of These Peaceful Demonstrations.

The Iraqi Government launched a Massive Conspiracy Against These Governorates.
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In Anbar Province, Iraq's largest Province and a Purely Sunni Province, in a Single Month of 2013, More than 200 Tents were Erected on the Highway, with Thousands of Demonstrators Flocking to them Daily, Demanding Demands that the Iraqi Government Couldn't Easily Meet. Here, the Government Began Contacting Some Anbar Sheikhs and a Section of the local Anbar Government, who had Been Suspected of Collaborating with Terrorism for Years. An Agreement was Reached with them to Allow ISIS to Enter and Take Control of the Demonstrators' Tents. There were Sheikhs from Anbar who Attended the Demonstrations Daily Ascending to the Demonstration Platform and Hurling Obscene and Insulting language at the Iraqi Government. However, they were in Contact with the Government and were Part of the Government's Conspiracy to Bring Down these Provinces and Exact a Price from the Government after Implementing this Plan. Indeed, ISIS leaders and Fighters Were Brought into the Demonstrators' Tents and Took Control of them Under the Pretext of Protecting Them from the Government. This was Done in Coordination with those who Called Themselves Tribal Sheikhs in Anbar.
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
