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The questions included in this workbook are designed to help you create your character(s).  This doesn’t mean that you should information dump all your answers into your novel. Instead, this workbook should help you to develop your character so you can show how they respond to different things, understand the choices they make, help you write their dialogue - so it sounds believable, and generally make it easier to write your novel.







Remember, it’s better to know more than you need about your character than not enough.







Answer as many questions as you want to and in as much or as little detail as choose. Nobody else has to see your responses and there are no right or wrong answers.
