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Why The Work Is the Lord’s Matters

This title is not meant to comfort you quickly.

It is meant to reposition you slowly.

The Work Is the Lord’s is a statement of truth that many parents agree with theologically, yet struggle to live out practically — especially when faith becomes personal, relational, and costly.

Most parents begin their journey believing responsibility and outcome are closely linked.

If we teach well enough.

If we pray consistently enough.

If we model faith faithfully enough.

If we protect carefully enough.

If we correct wisely enough.

Then surely the result will follow.

But somewhere along the way, reality interrupts expectation.

Children grow.

Questions emerge.

Choices are made that we did not anticipate.

Faith journeys take turns we cannot control.

Prayer stretches into waiting.

Hope becomes heavy.

And a quiet burden settles in the heart:

What if this is on me?

This title speaks directly into that burden.

Not to dismiss parental responsibility — Scripture is clear that love, instruction, prayer, and faithfulness matter deeply. But Scripture is equally clear about something we often overlook:

Conviction is the Lord’s.

Salvation is the Lord’s.

Transformation is the Lord’s.

Timing is the Lord’s.

Return is the Lord’s.

Parents are called to plant and water — but only God gives the increase.

This is not a new idea.

It is a biblical one.

From the beginning of Scripture, God makes clear distinctions between obedience and outcome. Abraham was faithful long before he saw the promise fulfilled. Hannah prayed for years before Samuel was entrusted to her — and even then, she had to release him back to God. Samuel himself raised sons who did not walk faithfully, despite his obedience. This title confronts that quiet misconception — gently, but firmly.

The Work Is the Lord’s is not a phrase of resignation.

It is not a way of disengaging from prayer or responsibility.

It is not permission to stop caring.

It is an act of surrender.

It is the recognition that loving well does not mean controlling outcomes.

That praying faithfully does not mean carrying panic.

That trusting God does not require understanding His timing.

For many parents, the most difficult part of faith is not believing God can work — it is trusting Him when He works differently than we expected.

This title speaks to parents who:

•feel responsible for outcomes they cannot produce

•carry guilt for choices they did not make

•compare their children’s journeys with others

•fear they missed something essential

•feel exposed when faith narratives sound too simple
